School to begin tuberculin testing exam

by Public Health Dept.

The Bronte school board,
in conjunction with the local
health authorities and the
Texas State Dept. of Health,
will soon conduct its school
tuberculin testing examina-
tion program for the stu-
cents in the first and seventh
grades. The simple tubercu-
lin test consists of placing a
test solution into the skin to
determine whether your
child is infected with the
germs that cause tuberculo-
sis. Testing will be done .at
the Bronte Community Cen-
‘ter.

In most cases the result
will be negative and you will
know that your child has
been infected with these
germs. If the test is positive,
it will indicate that your child
has been infected wih the

Sweeten named one of the best

germs causing tuberculosis,
but it does NOT necessarily
mean that your child has
active tuberculosis. If your

child has a positive test,

other examinations, includ-
ing, chest X-ray, are neces-
sary.

Your cooperation in this
testing program is important
to the health of your child
and your family.

Texas law requires that all
children entering school
must show proof that they
have been immunized for
diptheria, tetanus, whooping
cough, measles, mumps, po-
lio, rubella and T.B. if they
are a first time student at
this school.

The school will not have an
immunization clinic this
year. The school will not be
responsible for taking care of
