If you think you may 
qualify call 453-2314 in Ro­
bert Lee or 473-6471 in 
Bronte. You must make ap­
plication and be certified 
before the distribution date 
to be eligible to receive the 
commodities. You may quali­
fy anytime but it must be 
l^fore the distribution day, 
not on the distribution day.

Postmaster says stamps in good supply
An adequate supply of D

There are also 
n on den om in ated  p osta l 
cards and plenty of two-cent 
stamps that, when added to 
20-cent stamps, make up the 
new first-class letter rate.

Nobody likes to see higher 
postal rates, but this in­
crease is moderate and justi­
fied, Postmaster Pruitt said. 
Since the last increase in 
November 1981, the cost of 
living in the United States, 
as measured by the consum­
er price index, has gone up 
almost 13 percent. The 22- 
cent stamp is only a 10 
percent rise.

The n on den om in ated  
items are available because 
we estimate that stamp in­
ventories in post offices at 
present will fall short of

public demand and, we want 
to avoid customer inconve­
nience, he said.

Commemorative stamps, 
beginning with the Jerome

Kem Stamp, and other 22- 
cents stamps, are expected 
to replace the D stamps by 
the end of March, the post­
master said.

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GROW YOUR OWN
GARDEN TRANSPLANTS

Get your spring garden off 
to a good start by growing 
your own transplants in­
doors.

The key to growing trans­
plants successfuUy is to plant 
seed at the proper tima so 
the young plants will be 
ready to set out when your 
garden is ready and weather 
conditions are favorable.

For the best survival and 
quick recovery after planting 
in the garden, transplants 
should be young, sturdy and 
iin good nutritional condition.

Usually four to six weeks 
is sufficient time to grow 
most transplants. Vine crops 
take two to three weeks to 
develop two to three true 
leaves while lettuce takes 
three to four weeks. Toma­
toes need five to seven 
weeks to reach transplanting 
stage.

To determine the optium 
seeding time for most trans­
plants, figure back four to six 
weeks from the average last 
frost date in Coke County, 
which is around March 24.

Some transplants such as 
cabbage, cauliflower, broc­
coli, lettuce and onions can 
be set m the garden four to 
isix weeks before the last 
frost ilate.

When starting plants in­
doors, use a soilless or

synthetic soil mix available 
at garden centers or nurse­
ries.

Seed can be started in 
, almost any type container 

such as flower pots, milk 
cartons or cake pans. Be 
sure the container has holes 
for adequate drainage. Other 
popular containers are seed 
flats, peat pots and peat 
cubes or pellets.

Once you’ve got the need­
ed materials and planting 
time is at hand, fill the 
containers with the synthetic 
mix, firm it in well and then 
water thoroughly. Space the 
seed evenly, cover lightly 
and water again.

To improve germination, 
slip the container into a 
plastic bag and place it in an 
area at room temperature 
but out of direct sunlight. 
Remove the bag when the 
seed first emerge and place 
the container is sunlight.

Once the container has 
been removed from the plas­
tic bag, add water to main­
tain good moisture. Fre­
quent watering will be ne­
cessary but use care to avoid 
saturation.

When plants are o f ade­
quate size and outside condi­
tions are suitable for plant 
growth, transplant them into 
the garden area and jrou’ve 
got a jump on the planting 
season.

FRUIT, NUT TREES NEED
ANNUAL “ LUBE" JOB
Have you given your fruit 

and nut trees their snnusl 
“ lube" job? This refers, of 
course to an application of 
dormant oil to control scale 
insects.

Why control scale insects?
The answer is simple to 

save the tree. If a scale 
insect such as the San Jose 
scale or white peach gets 
started, it could kill your 
tree.

Dormant oil can be pur­
chased at many different 
stores where garden supp­
lies are sold. Be sure to 
foUow all label directions and 
apply the mixture when the 
temperature is between 40- 
70 degrees F. Do not apply if 
a freeze is likely within 48 
hours after application, and 
do not apply after the tree 
has budded out. Dormant oil 
is applied when the tree is 
dormant. Spraying flowers 
and leaves could cause leaf 
bum and flower drop.

Scale insects are difficult 
for most people to detect, so 
dormant oil should be ap­
plied once each year. Sooner 
or later your tree will be 
probably be attacked by 
scale insects, so be ready by 
guarding against them with 
an application of dormant 
oil.

C h e ck  yo u r b lood  p re ssu re
High blood pressure can cause 

stroke, heart attack, kidney damage 
and more. It can shorten your life. 
But high blood pressure can be 
treated and controlled with your help.

Everyone has blood pressure. 
Without it, the blood couldn’t 
circulate in our bodies. Blood pres­
sure in your arteries changes from 
day to day, even from moment to 
moment. It goes up when you get 
excited, and down when you rest 
or sleep. These changes in pressure 
are perfectly normal.

What is high blood pressure? 
In some people, certain arteries may 
clamp down. This makes it harder 
for blood to pass through, and 
pressure builds up as a result. If it 
goes too high and stays that way, 
it is called high blood pressure.

We still don’t know what causes 
most high blood pressure, but 
research scientists are working hard 
on the problem. While they don’t 
have the final answer, yet, they do 
have some important leads.

If your parents have had high 
blood pressure, there is a good 
chance you have it or will develbp 
it. And if you have it, your children 
may develop it. Children should have' 
regular blood pressure checkups just 
like adults.

Help your heart! Have your blood 
pressure checked at least once a 
year. It’s the only way to find out 
if you have high blood pressure. 
There usually are no early signs to 
warn you. That’s why high blood 
pressure is called the silent killer.

Call your doctor, clinic or nearest 
health center to make an appointment 
to have your blood pressure checked. 
A rubber cuff, something like a

bandage, is wrapped around your 
upper arm. The cuff is filled with 
air until it squeezes the artery in 
your arm. Then the air is slowly 
let out o f the cuff. At the same time, 
a doctor listens with a stethoscope 
as the blood rushes through your 
artery. He also watches a measuring 
gauge which tells him your blood 
pressure.

If you have high blood pressure, 
it can be treated and controlled. But 
it takes two to do it: you and your 
doctor. By cooperating with your 
doctor you can live a long and 
normal life.

Your doctor may prescribe pills. 
Keep taking your medicine as long 
as he says you should. Your doctor 
may also put you on a low-fat, low- 
^ t  diet. If you are overweight, it’s 
important to lose the extra pounds 
and keep them off. The extra weight 
puts a strain on your heart. Smoking 
cigarettes does too, so don’t smoke. 
Your local chapter o f the American 
Heart Association has information on 
how to stop smoking and on high 
blood pressure.

5. The proposed weather 
modification operation is to 
be carried out in an ‘ 'opera­
tional area" and a "target 
area" to cause the intended 
effects to occur only in the 
target area. The operational 
area includes all of Irion, 
Tom Green, Reagan, and 
Glasscock Counties and por­
tions of Storing, Coke, Sch­
leicher, Crockett, Upton, and 
Midland Counties. This area 
is bounded by the follow­
ing points: a point on the 
Martin-Midland County line 
four miles east of Interstate 
20, south to a point on the 
Upton-Crockett County line 
four miles west of the Rea­
gan County line, southeast to 
the City of Ozona, east to the

The 1985 Social Security 
earnings base, the mnTimnm 
amount of earnings that 
count for Social Security will 
increase to $39,600, up fix>m 
the 1984 maximum of 
$37,8(X), Franklin H. Upp, 
Social Security manager in 
San Angelo, said recently.

In addition. Social Security 
tax rates will also increase, 
Upp said. The tax rate for 
employees and their emplo­
yers will be 7.05 percent 
each, up firom the 1984 
effective rate of 6.7 percent 
for employees and 7.0 per­
cent for employers. The tax 
rate for self-em ployed 
people will be 14.10 percent 
in 1986; but self-employed 
people wiU have a tax credit 
of 2.3 percent in 1985.

Other amounts will also 
increase in 1985, Upp said. 
The amount of annual earn­
ings required to earn one 
quarter of coverage, the 
measure of Social Security 
protection, will increase to 
$410, up from the $390 
figure for 1984. People will 
earn a maximum of four 
quarters if their annual earn­
ings are $1,640 or more.

The annual exem pt 
amounts for the «nnn«! 
earnings test, the measure 
used to decide if a person ia 
eligible for benefits, wUl 
increase to $7,320 for pecóle 
66 or older in 1985 and to 
$5,400 for people under 65 
all o f 1986. The 1984 
amounts were $6,960 for 
people 65 and over and 
$6,160 for people under 66.

The m onthly amounts 
used in the person’s first 
year of retirement will also 
increase to $610 for people 
65 and over and $450 for 
people under 65. The 1984 
amounts were $580 and 
$430.
