They have seen fit to 
hire me, allow the hospital to 
keep more patients here at 
home instead of transferring 
them to San Angelo, etc. 
How have they achieved this 
phenom enal turn-around? 
They have trusted the medi­
cal judgment of those of us 
entrusted by oath as weU as 
contract with the health care 
of the folks of this communi­
ty. They have purchased 
defibrillator-monitors/tele- 
metry units and additional 
Emergency room equipment 
vital to patient care. Not only 
have they allowed us to 
expand our ability to care for 
emergency patients, but in­
tensive and coronary care 
patients as well. The job 
required certified respiratory 
therapists be on staff as well 
as arterial blood gas monito­
ring and all the related 
equipment to keep a cardio­
pulmonary department up to 
the minute. I also advocated 
and received the unanimous 
support of the board that our 
county residents needed a 
registered physical thera­
pist; we had much of the 
expensive equipment alrea­
dy in the hospital and nurs­
ing home. And talk about a 
remarkable improvement...

action lately! They now have 
the latest in toaining in CPR. 
cardiac dysrythmias and in- 
service on all aspects of 
patient care (the aides parti­
cipate, too).

Even the EMT’s are up­
grading their skills. I am now 
training, along with Marcia 
Johnson, Rod Gardner, Lou 
Wright and a host of other 
volunteers, those who want 
special sldlls seminars so 
that we can start IV fluids on 
all necessary ambulance 
runs and do other advanced 
techniques to improve the 
standard of medical care in 
our coimty.

What we are faced with is 
growing pains. We have an 
excellenf staH, wonderful 
equipment, a brilliant sur­
geon, and outdated facilities. 
As a medical family, we have 
coped thusfar, but I feel few 
realize all the government 
regulations that dictate how 
a hospital can be operated. 
Dr. Hamamcy had to be out 
of the hospital proper once 
his practice was open, and 
could no longer function as 
an emergency room physi­
cian solely. He needs to be 
available also for all post­
operative conditions that 
could arise. Logic tells us 
that 1 was the one who would

have to commute two or 
three times a day to accomo­
date the government, who 
states that no physician can 
office out of the hospital; 30 
feet is the closest to the 
hospital a physician’s office 
can be located. Now we have 
to face this as a completely 
united medical community.

There is no room for 
competition between both 
sides of Coke (bounty. What 
is necessary is a broad 
overview of how much we 
have grown, and how do we 
accomodate for future grow­
th (and it’s coming, as I am 
now accepting certain low- 
risk obstetric patients). My 
move to Bronte is predicated 
on the fact that they already 
had pre-existing and excel­
lent facilities available and 
offered them to help us out 
of the govemment/medicare 
pinch. My thanks to the fine 
folks of Bronte, to the won­
derful people of Robert Lee 
and to all the county that 
believe that quality is our 
primary job! We have given 
birth to a fabulous child; 
let’s now work to nourish 
this child and see this child 
grow to full maturity. But 
let’s do it together!

GREENBUG CONTROL IN 
SMALL GRAIN

There have been some 
greenbug infestations re­
cently in Coke Coimty but a 
large portion of the small 
grains are big enough to 
withstand fairly liarge green­
bug infestations.

Just because you see 
greenbugs in your grain 
doesn’t automatically war­
rant control. A rule of thumb 
for determining when control 
is economically feasible is 
when greenbug infestations 
exceed the following guide­
lines. For plants 3-6 inches 
tall, it cem withstand 100-300 
greenbugs per lineEU' foot of 
row. At 4-8 inches this 
increases to 200-400 and at 
6-16 inches, 300-800.

You should check several 
spots randomly across your 
field to determine greenbug 
infestations, and determine 
if control is needed. For 
more information, contact 
the Extension Office.

SOIL INSECT CONTROL 
IN VEGETABLE GARDENS

As vegetable gardeners in 
Coke Coimty prepare for 
spring planting, their first 
step should be to control soil 
insects.

Soil insects can reduce 
vegetable quality and yields 
if left uncontrolled.

For effective control, mix 
insecticides into the sod at a 
depth of 4-6 inches at lesist 
two weeks before the garden 
plot is planted.

Among destructive soil in­
sects are wire worms, white 
grubs, seed com  maggots, 
cabbage maggots, mole cric­
kets, sowbugs, slugs, snails 
and cutworms. Some destroy 
plant seeds, roots, tubers 
and underground stem parts 
while others cut ofi young 
plants at or nesur the soil

' Most soil insects can be 

controlled with diazinon 25 
percent liquid concentration 
or Spectracide 6000 applied 
as a 5 percent granule. 
Granules usually give the 
best control. If cutworms or 
sowbugs become a problem 
after the garden has been 
planted, broadcast 5 percent 
Sevin bait over the soil 
surface. This bait containing 
metaldehyde wiU also control 
slugs and snails. However, it 
is not formulated to be mixed 
into soil .

G£u*den sites planted for 
the first time or those pre­
viously in grass or weeds are 
more likely to heu*bor damag­
ing numbers of soil pests.

Before treating with 
an insecticide, inspect 
the garden site by taking soil 
samples at severed locations 
to a depth of 5 to 6 inches. 
Remove one square foot 
section of soil from each 
location and record the num­
ber of soil insects present.

As a general rule, an 
average of one or more soil 
insects per sample suggests 
the need for insecticide 
treatment.

Before applying any pesti­
cide always read and follow 
label instructions.

About this time of the year 
home lawns need a boost to 
get them in shape for the 
spring season just around 
the comer.

There are three operations 
that can get a lawn off to a 
good start— scalping, fertiliz­
ing and controlling weeds.

Scalping a lawn in earfy 
^ rin g  serves to revitalize it 
and promote early ^ring 
green-up.

Begin the operation by 
lowering the blade o f your 
lawnmower Vh to 1 inch 
below the normal setting.
Then mow the lawn in two 
directions that are at rig^t 
angles to each other. Re­
move the dopin gs after 
each mowing.

Homeowners should keep 
the lawnmower blade lower­
ed until mid-summer.

After scalping the lawn, 
apply a complete fertilizer 
(one containing nitrogen, 
phosphorus and potassium) 
to promote leaf and root 
growth. Use 1 pound of 
nitrogen per 1,000 square 
feet o f lawn area. This is 
equal to 12 pounds of an 
8-8-8 fertilizer or 8 pounds of 
a 12-4-8 fertilizer. Repeat the 
apphcaiion in the early sum­
mer and fall.

For a dark green lawn, 
nitrogen every 60 days at the 
rate of one pound to 1,000 
square feet. Monthly iq>pli- 
cations of iron chelate or iron 
sulfate during the spring and 
summer promote a healthy 
color in St. Augustine lawns.

Hare visits Southside Church of Christ

HANDLING EASTER 
EGGS AND HAM

H ard-cooked eggs and 
ham are familiar foods that 
get special treatment at Eas­
ter. It’s this *’special treat­
ment”  of decorating and 
hiding Easter eggs or serv­
ing a fresh ham for a large 
ftomly gathering that raise» 
questions about food safety. 
Consumers commonly have 
the follow ing questions 
about food safety for these 
Easter treats:

Q: Is it safe to eat the 
hard-cooked eggs used in an 
Easter egg hunt?

A: Yes, but they must be 
handled properly. First, cool 
hard-cooked eggs in cold 
water im m ediately after 
cooking and then refrigerate 
until they cool all the way 
through. If any eggs crack 
while cooking, don’t use 
them for the hunt since 
bacteria can easily get 
through the openings and 
contaminate the eggs.

When you plan the hiding 
and hunting of Easter eggk, 
remember that they should 
not be out of the refrigerator 
for more than two hours.

Q: How long will hard- 
cooked eggs keep in the 
refrigerator?

A: Hard-cooked eggs in 
the shell should be used

within one week. Use eggs 
with cracked shells or those 
with the shell removed with­
in one day.

Q: Is there any danger of 
trichinosis from hams?

A: If you choose a fuUy 
cooked ham, there is no 
danger. They are specially 
processed according to 
USDA guidelines to kill tric­
hinae organism s. These 
hams are ready to eat with­
out further cooking.

If you choose a fresh ham, 
take extra care in prepara­
tion. Cook the fresh ham 
until the center reaches a 
temperature of 170 degrees 
F. To make sure this tempe­
rature is reached, insert a 
meat thermometer in the 
thickest part of the cut, not 
touching the bone or fat.

Q: How long can ham be 
safely refrigerated?

A: Uncured ham will keep 
in the refrigerator from 3 to 6 
days. It will keep in the 
freezer from 4 to 8 months.

Cured ham will keep in the 
refrigerator for one week. 
Leftover cooked ham that is 
tightly wrapped and refrige­
rated 1 to 2 hours after 
cooking will keep 4 to 5 days. 
Both uncooked and leftover 
ham can be kept in the 
freezer up to two months 
before losing flavor and tex­
ture.

Robert Lee (Bob) Hare 
visited March 27 with the 
Southside Church of Christ 
in Robert Lee. Bob Hare has 
served over 30 years as a 
missionary in Eastern Eu­
rope, much of that time 
being spent behind the Iron 
Curtain. His purpose in visit­
ing was three fold. First of 
all, he had always wanted to 
visit Robert Lee as he was 
named for Robert. E. Lee.

Second, while he no longer 
lives in Europe (because of 
his wife’s poor health), he 
continues to raise funds for 
Bibles to be given to people 
in communist countries. The 
Church of Christ in Vien­
na, Austria, operates a print­
ing press for producing K b- 
les to be used in various 
European communist na­
tions as well as Europe.

His third reason for com­
ing to Robert Lee was to 
show a 21 minute film made 
for the Churches of Christ in 
the U.S. by the Polish gov­
ernment. In 1982, the Chur­
ches of Christ nationwide 
raised between 2 and 3 
million dollars for food and 
clothing to be distributed by 
the Polish Churches of 
Christ. This money was rais-

ed during a 3 to 4 month 
period. The film follows the 
50 truck convoy as the food 
and clothing was distributed 
to various points of Poland. 
M o^ of the drivers were 
American members of the 
Church of Christ. Bob Hare 
reported that the Polish go­
vernment has officially re­
cognized the Church o f

Christ in Poland. They have 
been given land on which to 
build church buildings.

Bob Hare said that he 
would be gone to Europe 
from May to mid-July, but 
hoped that he could be back, 
in time to attend the Coke 
0)unty Historical Pageant— 
being a Robert Lee Hare and 
all.

If 
you take your receiver off the 
hook and do not complete a 
call, the telephone equip­
ment is tied up for as long as 
the receiver is ofr the hook.

“ Telephone switching 
equipment is designed to 
handle average calling lev­
els,”  said E.O. Cambem, 
General Manager for Gene­
ral Telephone’s West Texas 
Division. “ This means that 
aU customers cannot have a 
dial tone at the same time. 
So when you take your phone 
ofr the hook, you may be 
preventing som eone else 
from getting a dial tone.”

Some electronic switching

equipment in GTE’s central 
offices is designed to put an 
off-the-hook telephone out of 
service. This is to prevent 
tying up dial tone equip­
ment.

Cambem added, “ If your 
telephone has been left off

the hook, you should replace 
it immediately. Then, lift the 
receiver to see if there is a 
dial tone. If dial tone has not 
been restored in a reason­
able time period, you should 
contact Repair to reinstate 
service.’ *

I want to take this oppor­
tunity to thank the West 
Coke County Board of Direc­
tors for calling a special 
session to review my propo­
sal for a Master Plan deve­
lopment approach for your 
health care system.

If citizens wish to truly 
control the quality of life for 
themselves and children, we 
must learn fix>m past mis­
takes as we instruct our 
children to do. We must stop 
the penny-wise pound-fool­
ish approach and put our 
time and monies where our 
hearts are, and that is in the 
place that we live and hold 
dear. We create for our­
selves some plan for our own 
lives and our families that 
determines our destiny and, 
as daily we carry that plan 
out, we see how better to 
refine and define our pro­
gress. If we do not look 
ahead to anticipate the fu­
ture of our progress, we 
cannot plan for it and we lose 
control. We aU know that 
without our health, we have 
no future and that is as true 
for the community as it is for 
each individual.

Now is the time to look 
ahead aware of what the past 
has taught us and be thank­
ful for the opportunity to go 
forward in the path of en­
lightenment. If we do not 
plot our own path, we have 
only ourselves to blame 
when we are lost again. Let 
us hope we have found our 
way together in concert with 
the Hospital Board and Dr. 
Pulse as a united community 
with a common goal to 
achieve the best quality of 
health care possible.
