YOUR FLOWERS
AND PLANTS
Helpful Hints

By Merlin Olsen

African Violets are among
the most charming of all flow*
ers and bring hours of plea-
sure to those willing to take
some pains in caring for them.
FTD Florists offer these sug-
gestions on tending the flower
prized by both Napoleon and
his Josephine.

o Water violets only when
the soil begins
to feel dry—
overwatering
probably hurts
Py them more
than anything
else. One way
of checking is

to lift the post. If it feels light,

the violets probably need
water; if it seems heavy, they
probably are wet enough.

Water violet plants in the

morning for best results,

using tepid water.

e Violets need good light,
but it shouldn’t be too strong
or hot. Shaded sunlight is ac-
ceptable during the winter
months but be careful that it
doesn’t burn the leaves in the
summer. Violets thrive in ar-
tificial light and can be stood
under lamps at night. But re-
member that the plants need
about eight hours of darkness
each day.

e Violets like high humid-
ity but not drafts. Tempera-
tures ranging from 65 degrees
F at night to 75 degrees F dur-
ing the day are ideal, but they
can stand temperatures as
low as 60 and as high as 80.

® Cut violets should be
placed in a glass of water and
kept in a cool place. A daily
spraying with a fine mist will
help keep them fresh.

Thunderstorms leave good rains behind

Violent thunderstorms
continued to rule the wea-
ther picture in the area this
week leaving good rains,
some damage, and at least
one tornado. Although nor-

thern and southern parts of

Coke County have reported
damage, the county has not
received the devastating
large hail and twister dam-
age suffered by surrounding
areas. -

The stormy weather began
last Thursday afternoon,
crossing from the west

toward Tennyson, with high’

winds and hail up to golf-ball

size, ruining some crops, .

and damaging outbuildings,
roofs, and cars. Spotty
showers ranged from .2 at
Bronte to 1.97 at Robert Lee.
‘More scattered showers ar-
rived on Friday evening with
some marble-sized hail.

A large trough of dark,
swirling thunderstorms
formed on Sunday afternoon
from Colorado City to Black-
well dumping as much as 6%
inches of rain in about 2

hours, several inches of hail
from marble-size to shape-
less chunks of ice on ranch
homes and pastureland. The
same storm cell apparently
spawned the tornado sighted
at the same time about 10
miles west of Blackwell, with
no reported damage.

Heavy run-off north of
Sanco took out fences and
water gaps; the low-water
concrete crossing on the
county road through Sanco
fell victim to Yellow Wolf
Creek when it washed out. It
was at the highest level in
recent memory before dump-
ing into Lake Spence. Seve-
ral other creeks in the west-
ern part of the county also
ran bank full.

Big rains near Colorado
City and the creek run-offs
are producing good gains for
Lake Spence where the water
level has been declining
steadily.

Coke County received
about .60 from a Monday
evening electrically charged
thunderstorm.

FOR ARTHRITIS-- Arthritis
is a chronic inflammatory
process of unknown origin
which causes discomfort and
pain in the joints. ‘‘In an
attempt to alleviate the pain,
many arthritics become the
victims of food faddists,
quacks or self-appointed ex-
perts who advocate miracu-
lous cures with a special diet
plan,’”’ says Texas A&M
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice nutritionist Mary K.
Sweeten. Dietary oil, vita-
mins, lecithin and blackstrap
molasses have all been pro-
moted for the relief of joint
pain. But there is no scienti-
fic evidence that any food or
any nutrient is of special
help to people with arthritis,
she points out. Accepting the
fact that no special diet or
vitamin will cure arthritis
will save disappointment and
frustration, Sweeten main-
tains. ‘It will also save
money for expensive arthri-
tis foods, health foods or
other fad diets that have no
effect.”’

LIGHTNING SAFETY --
Deaths from lightning may
be rare, but it’s shortsighted
for anyone to ignore the
simple precautions and
slight inconvenience of safe-
ty measures, says Texas
A&M University Agricultu-
ral Extension service L alth
education specialist Dr.
Mary Ann Heussner. She
says that the first rule of
lightning safety is to get
away quickly from any open
space -- a field, golf course,
hill-top, beach or pool. Get
away before the rain starts,
since lethal bolts sometimes
strike during the muggy lull
before a storm. If you're
caught outside seek shelter
in a building, or car, bus or
tractor with a metal top and
closed windows. Or take
refuge in a ravine, culvert or
ditch -- keeping away from
pipes and staying alert for
flash floods. When you can’t
find shelter, crouch as low as
possible with no part of your
body except knees and toes
touching the ground.

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Tick populations increase
dramatically with warmer
weather, "causing inconve-
nience and health hazards
for homeowners and pets.

Ticks are biting, blood-
sucking parasites, and their
bites may become inflamed
and infected due to toxic
secretions. Tick paralysis,
tularemia and Rocky Mount-
ain Spotted Fever may be
transmitted through tick
bites.

Brown dog, American Dog

. and Lone Star ticks are the
most common in Texas home
landscapes. Brown dog ticks
are reddish-brown while
American Dog ticks are yel-
lowish-brown when unfed
and slate gray when engorg-
ed. The brown dog tick
rarely occurs in rural areas;
instead, it hides in crevices
around buildings. American
dog ticks are most often
found along roads and trails.
The Lone Star tick has a
characteristic white spét on
its back and commonly refer-
red to as a spot backed tick.

A female tick may lay
several thousand eggs, be-
ginning a two to four month
life cycle. Remaining stages
-- six legged larva (seed tick)
and eight legged nymph and
adult -- generally develop on
separate host animals. After
each feeding the tick drops
off the host and temporarily
hides until the next develop-
mental stage.

Regardless of the species,
control is basically the same
for all ticks. Heavy infesta-
tions in the home may re-
quire treatment by profes-
sionals. Spot treatments with
household sprays containing
diazinon, Dursban, Baygon,
resmethrin or Vapona will
provide excellent control of
light infestations.

Outside the home where
vegetation is thin, use 5
percent carbaryl (Sevin) dust
at 20-25 pounds per acre.
Increase the rate as vegeta-
tion thickens. If using a
spray, mix five tablespoons
of 25 percent diazinon emul-
sifiable concentrate (EC) in
one gallon of water. Apply
one gallon of spray per 1,000
square feet.

Chloryprifos (Dursban) is
also suggested for tick con-
trol. Apply 1.5 oz. of mate-
rial per 1,000 square feet of
treated area. When spray-
iny, pay particular attention
to roadsides, animal trails,
paths and pet resting areas.
Re-treatment may be requir-
ed if tick populations contin-
ue to be observed. Always
read the label on the insecti-
cide container for application
instructions. Properly store
any unused portion of the
insecticide under lock and
key to prevent accidental
child poisoning.

Most species of ticks can’t
survive in cleared areas
where they are exposed to
excessive sunlight and pre-
dators. Keeping areas clear
of debris is important in tick
control.

It is advised for pet owners
to examine their animals
frequently. Light infesta-
tions can be controlled by
rubbing carbaryl dust into
the pet’s hair. Also, treat the
animal’s sleeping quarters
every week.

If a tick becomes attached
to the skin, remove it with a
slow, steady pull. Be careful
not to break off its mouth-
parts. A drop of chloroform,
isopropyl alcohol, ether, ace-
tone or fingernail polish
rubbed over the tick may
help remove it. It can be
removed a half-hour later

We have two excellent

- Pharmaceuticals (medica-

tions) behave differently in
each person’s body. The
action is modified by meta-
bolism, age, a number of
other things including inter-
reaction with other medica-
tions present in the body.
Indeed the possibilities are
endless.

Health professionals can
determine quite accurately
what may happen, however,
provided they are award of
the chemicals involved. For
example, if.a physician pre-
scribes a drug that may
produce a specific reaction
when combined with another
drug, he will be aware of the
probably outcome and take
action accordingly to prevent
adverse reactions.

Sometimes this is necessa-
ry when the benefits of
receiving a medication out-
weigh the possible negative
side-effects.

a reaction may precipitate
that is not indentifiable as to
cause, and indeed may prove
life threatening as a result of
limited information given to
the physician.

Although rarely used, mo-
namine oxidase inhibitors
like Parnate and Nardil when

- combined with many chemi-
cals may produce a severe
crisis where death is very
possible. Even in a non
life-threatening situation,
the combination of pharma-
ceuticals may make one of
the involved medications in-
effective. One commonly
-used medication tetracycline
is poorly absorbed when
taken with antacids or milk.

A person taking digitalis

may experience hypokale-
mia (low blood potassium
levels) and concurrently digi-
talis toxicity which may pro-
duce arrhythmias (abnormal
heart rhythm) when on pro-
longed therapy or with corti-
costeroids.

It is best if the profes-
sionals assisting one with
therapy are involved with
one’s entire personal and
pharmaceutical profile, but
it is important that they be
aware of the medications one
is taking presently and bet-
ter if they know of what has
been taken in the past. They
should also be informed of
every chemical acting on a
person’s body when therapy
is needed (including alcohol
which.. reacts with many,

.many chemicals in‘an adver- -

. .The only persons able to

provide this information are
the patient or family. The
doctor, nurse and pharma-

- -cist should be involved with

past medical records, medi-
cine, and so on to provide the
safest, most functional med-
ical care possible.

Nobody marries for worse.
When the minister reads the
final lines in the marriage

Yet
people cannot at first bring
themselves to believe that
such events actually occur
daily across America or that
such violence happens ex-
cept in the homes of sadists
and masochists.

The battered woman'’s de-
cision to leave her own home
shows desperation. It means
things are so unpleasant,
even dangerous, that any
safe place is preferable to
home despite the loss of
possessions and perhaps
even luxuries. But if a
woman does make up her
mind to leave, she still faces
decisions. Where to go, whe-
ther she’s leaving perma-
nently or not and how she
will survive financially and
emotionally all must be deci-
ded. Of course, what is best
for any individual woman is
ultimately her decision to
make. ‘

The I.C.D. Family Shelter
serves Tom Green, Runnels,
Concho, Coke, Mason, Me-
nard, Kimble, Schleicher,
Crockett, Sterling, Reagan,
Sutton, McCulloch, and Irion
Counties.

Medicare deductible
increases to $400

The Medicare hospital in-
surance in-patient deducti-
ble, the amount an in-patient
is responsible for, will in-
crease to $400 for benefit
periods starting in 1985,
Franklin H. Upp, Social Se-
curity manager in San Ange-
lo, said recently, The 1983
deductible was $356.

Also increasing are the
per-day amounts the patient
is responsible for, Upp said.
The in-patient deductible is
the only cost to the patient
for covered services for the
first 60 days of care in a
benefit period. For the 61st
through 90th day, hospital
insurance will pay for all
covered services except $100
a day in 1985. The 1984
figure was $89.

For the 60 reserve days of
care, hospital insurance will
pay all covered services ex-
cept for $200 a day in 1985.
The 1984 figure was $178.

For care in a skilled nurs-
ing facility, hospital insur-
ance -pays for all covered
services for the first 20 days
and all but $50 a day for up
to 80 more days in 1985. The
1984 figure was $44.50.

Before you reach for that

bottle of vitamin pills again,
don’t you think you should
know more about what
you're taking?

The easiest way to descri-
be vitamins is to say that
they are chemical com-
pounds of an organic nature.
This means they come from
living things-- like the plants
and animal products that
make up our diet.

Shortages of vitamins are’r

not a concern for most of us,
if we eat a reasonably sound
diet, because we require
them in only tiny amounts.
We need only a fraction of an
ounce of all the vitamins

combined from the entire
amount of food we eat in a
day to main tain good health.

Vitamins promote good
health by assisting the major
nutrients-- proteins, carbo-
hydrates and fats-- to do
their jobs. The fat-soluble
vitamins, A, D, E and K,
must be accompanied by fats
in order to be absorbed into
your body. Once there, they
move about slowly and tend
to settle into fatty tissue
waiting to be used.

The water soluble vita-
mins, C and the B-complex,
enter the body freely, move
easily and are expelled if not
used immediately.

What do these points
mean for you? First, that the
water-soluble vitamins must
be replenished regularly
since the body does not store

them. If you take megadose
of water-soluble vitamins--
like vitamin C-- you just
waste your money. And if
you take megadoses of fat
soluble vitamins-- especially
A and D-- they will be stored
in your body and can pro-
duce poisonous build-ups.

Vitamins contain no energy.
What they do is to allow

Summer electric
rates are higher

The price of electricity to
residential ‘and commercial
customers of West Texas
Utilities Co. will increase
slightly this month as the
company’s summer rates go
into effect.

The 'summer-winter rate
differential for the two class- -
es of customers was propos-
ed by the Public Utility
Commission of Texas staff
during negotiations in
WTU'’s rate case last fall.

Beginning with May bill-
ings, residential and com-
mercial customers will be
charged %-cent more per
kilowatt-hour. Residential
base rates rise from 3.22
cents to 3.97 cents per KWh,
while commercial base rates
rise from 3.43 cents to 4.18
cents per KWh.

Coincidentally, there will
be a fuel factor adjustment
raising the cost of fuel from
3.14 cents per KWh to
3.56949 cents. This means
that residential rates, includ-
ing fuel costs, will go from
6.36 cents per KWh to
7.5649 cents, and commer-
cial rates, including fuel
costs, will go from 6.5 cents
to 7.77 cents per KWh.

The new base rates and
fuel cost factor will be effec-
tive for bills rendered during
the month of May. The
summer rates continue
through October.

The seasonal rate differen-
tial has been used by many
companies for many years.
The main reason is that the
cost of service is higher
during the peak usage sea-
son, or summer months.
Also, higher rates serve as
an incentive for customers to
conserve and trim the peak
demand.

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Drought loans accepted

Applications for emergen-
cy farm loans for losses
caused by the drought in
1984 are being accepted at
the Farmers Home Admini-
stration (FmHA) office locat-
ed in San Angelo.

FmHA County Supervisor
Wyatt B. Nesbit said appli-
cations will be accepted until
June 24, but farmers should
apply as soon as possible.
Delays in applying could
create backlogs in process-

ing.

Coke and Sterling Coun-
ties are two of 64 counties in
Texas named by Secretary of
Agriculture John R. Block as
eligible for loans to cover
part of actual production
losses resulting from the
drought.

Farmers must have suf-
fered at least 30 percent loss
of their production due to
drought to be eligible. They
must also be U.S. citizens,
be an established farm ope-
ration, have the training or
experience and ability to

repay the loan, reveal whe-
ther suitable credit can be
obtained from a lender other
than FmHA, and provide
enough collateral to secure
the loan.

Nesbit, said ‘‘Farmers
may be eligible for loans of
up to 80 percent of their
actual losses, or the operat-
ing loan needed to continue
in business, or $500,000
whichever is less.

‘“‘For farmers unable to
obtain credit from private
commercial lenders, the in-
terest rate on the first $100,-
000 borrowed is 5 percent.
The interest rate is 8 percent
on the balance borrowed
over that amount.

“For farmers who can
obtain commercial credit,
but who choose to borrow
from FmHA, the interest
rate is 13.25 percent.’’

Angelo is open from 9 a.m.
to 5 p.m. Monday through
Friday at 103 South Irving,
Room 708.

Did you know that more
than 15,000 Americans will
die this year because of head
and neck cancer?
