GENERAL ELECTION

NOVEMBER 5, 1985

PROPOSITION NO. 1

.. ON THE BALLOT
Sections I and 2 of House Joint
Resolution 6 propose a constitution-

the Texas Water Developmen
Board to issue an additional $98!
million of Texas Water Develop-
ment bonds.

The additional bonds to be issued
will be dedicated for deposit in the|
Texas Water Development Fund,|
with $190 million of those bond pro-|
ceeds to be used for water supply|
loans and facilities acquisition and
with $400 million of those bond pro-
seeds to be used for state participa-
tion in the acquisition and develop-
ment of facilities for storage,
transmission, transportation, and
treatment of water and wastewater.

'Of the remaining bonds authorized,
$190 million will be dedicated for
use in water quality enhancement
projects, and $200 million will be
dedicated exclusively for flood con-
trol projects.

The amendment would also allow
the legislature to provide for the
creation, administration, and imple-
mentation of a bond insurance pro-
gram to which the state pledges up
to $250 million of its general credit
to insure payment of the principal
of and interest on bonds or other
obligations. issued by political sub-
divisions of the state for water con-
servation, water development, water)
quality enhancement, flood control,
drainage, recharge, chloride control
or desalinization. Unless authorized
to continue by a two-thirds vote of
the members of each house of the
Legislature, the bond insurance pro-
gram will expire on the sixth anni-
versary of the date on which this
section becomes a part of the con-
stitution. Bond insurance issued be-
fore expiration of the program will
not be affected by such expiration.

The amendment would authorize
the legislature to create and appro-
priate money to special funds in the
state treasury to make grants, loans,
and other financial assistance avail-
able to governmental entities for
certain enumerated water planning
purposes. Also, the legislature would
be permitted to extend the benefits
of constitutionally approved water
projects to nonprofit water supply
corporations.

“The constitutional amendment to

CUT FIREWOOD NOW

It’s not too early to cut
firewood for next winter.

Firewood cut now will be
dry by the time cold weather
rolls around.

It takes as much as a year
for split and stacked fire-
wood to reach an ‘air dry’
condition. This is when 20
percent of the wood’s weight
is water. However, four to
six months’ storage will dry
wood enough for use.

It is suggested to stack the
wood off the ground, in an
open area to allow air circu-
lation. Covering the wood
pile to keep off the rain will
speed up the drying process.

When cutting firewood,
safety should be a primary
consideration. A chainsaw is
probably the most dangerous
piece of eqmpment most
people ever handie. Chain-
saws cause more than 30,000
accidents each year, mostly
due to operator carelessness.

If buying firewood, be
sure you know what you're
getting. First, ask if the
wood is green or dry. Then,
check on the amount and
price. Firewood is often ad-
vertised for sale by the cord,
but the seller usually means
‘face’ cord. :

A cord of wood is a stack 4
feet wide by 4 feet high and 8
feet long. A face cord is a
stack 4 feet high and 8 feet
long. but the pieces are only
18 to 24 inches long. From
the front, or ‘‘face,’’ it looks
like a cord, but is only
one-third to one-half a cord.
A pickup load of wood is
generally equal to a face

cord.

Plan to cut or buy your

firewood early, so that it will

be ready to burn once the
winter season sets in.

SMALL GRAINS

Coke County farmers have
until Sept. 30 to insure small
grain crops.

Producers who insured
wheat, oats and barley last
year will have their contracts
renewed automatically un-
less they cancel them. How-
ever, those desiring to make
changes in the level of
coverage or price election
must do so by Sept. 30.

Crop insurance protects a
farmer from large, unpredic-
table yield losses. It can
assure a farmer a minimal
cash flow in case of a major
crop loss so that he will have
a chance to farm the next
year.

Multiple peril crop insur-
ance for small grains will be
available only under the
Actual Production History
(APH) program. Under
APH, yield guarantees are
based on actual production
records of the insured or
grower rather than on county
average yields as was the
case under che area coverage
plan. Thus a farmer must
provide evidence of previous
year’s production and acre-

To select crop insurance, a
farmer must choose a yield
guarantee and a price. The
yield guarantee is either 50,
66 or 756 percent of past
production history. Price
elections are $1.30, $1.60 or
$1.80 a bushel for barley; 80
cents, $1 or $1.26 a bushel
for oats; and $2, $2.80 or
$3.30 a bushel for wheat.

The combination of yield
guarantee and price election
determines the level of in-
surance coverage and cost of
the premium, which reflects
a federal subsidy. Interested
producers can obtain addi-
tional information by con-
tacting a local firm that
offers multiple peril crop
insurance.
