Q: If something were to
happen to you, would you do-
nate your organs to save
another person’s life, or give
someone a healthier and more
normal life?

Nearly 10,000 people across .
the country are waiting for -
organ transplants. The gap
between available organs and
waiting recipients never has
been wider.

“The biggest reason for the
scarcity of organs is that the
topic of donation is difficult to
deal with—both for hospital
staffs and for the families of
people who die,” says Mark
Reiner, president of the North
American Transplant Coordin-
ators Organization (NATCO).

“When a person dies, the
decision to donate must be
made at a difficult time, when
it is the furthest thing from
the minds of relatives,” he
points out. “That’s why it’s
important for families to sit
down and talk about organ
donation.”

Some states have passed
“Required Request” laws to
ensure that hospital officials
bring up the possibility of
organ donation with the
families of people who die.

“Our hope is that, as the
public becomes more aware of
the importance of 6rgan dona-
tion, hospital staffs will be-
come more comfortable in
raising the issue,”-NATCO’s
Mr. Reiner says. “The result
will be a ‘second chance’ for
healthier, more normal lives
for thousands of people.”

Canning safety

If you’re counting on can-
ning some of the extra
produce from your garden
this summer, plan now to do
it the safe way.

Some canning methods,
equipment and procedures
are not safe and can result in
food spoilage and even se-

rious illness or death, says -

Texas A&M University Agri-
cultural Extension Service
nutritionist, Marilyn Hag-
gard.

She says that canning in a
microwave oven, for exam-
ple, is dangerous. Micro-
wave ovens do not allow
even heat penetration in the
closed canning jar and the
metal lids interfere with heat
distribution. The use of me-
tals in a microwave can also
damage the oven’s magna-
tron tube, requiring costly
repairs. :

Canning in a conventional
oven is not advisable, be-
cause oven temperatures
vary as the heat goes off and
comes on again. The dry
heat may not penetrate the
food thoroughly either.
either.

“Trying to can in a con-
ventional oven is also a
safety hazzard,”” Haggard
explains. ‘‘Pressure can
build up in jars causing them
to explode, or jars may break
as drafts of cooler air hit
them when the oven door i is
open.’

Haggard, a specialist in
food safety and preservation,
says the ‘‘open kettle’’ can-
ning method which was pop-
ular years ago, may not kill
spoilage organisms.

In the open kettle method,
foods are simply heated and
put into sterile jars. Spoilage
organisms can enter the jar
when the food is transferred
from kettle to jar. Also, the
initial heat treatment may
not be sufficient to destroy
spoilage organisms and even
if the jar seals, it may be only
temporary.

Steam canners are also not
foolproof for canning. Hag-
gard says the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture does not
recommend the use of steam
canners when the process
time is based on boiling
water bath times.

.Research shows that the
ability to kill bacteria in a
steam canner is considerably
less than in a boiling water

‘bath canner when using the

same process times,
Haggard.

For that reason a steam
canner should never be used

Subscriber charge increases

Single line business and
all residential telephone cus-
tomers across the nation,
including those served by
General Telephone, will be-
gin paying June 1, 1986 a
monthly $2 subscriber line
charge.

This $2 charge represents
a $1 increase to the subscrib-
er line charge and is the
~ second phase of a federally
mandated process that is
intended to gradually elimi-
nate the practice of charging
customers more for long-
distance service in order to
keep residential rates artifi-
cially low. An initial $1
subscriber line charge be-
came effective June 1, 1986.

Business customers with
more than one line have
been paying a $6 subscriber
line charge since May 1984.
This subscriber line charge
will not change.

Under the Federal Com-
munications Commission
plan for implementation of
subscriber line charges, the
total revenues of the local
telephone companies will not
increase since the FCC in
turn will reduce by an equi-
valent amount charges to
long-distance carriers for use
of local facilities and equip-
ment. It is the intent of the
FCC that this decrease in
long-distance carriers’ ex-
pense will be passed through
to consumers in the form of
reduced interstate long-dis-
tance rates. AT&T has al-
ready announced plans to
reduce its interstate rates.

General Telephone offi-
cials said the subscriber line
charges are designed to shift
from long-distance users to
local customers, a larger
portion of the actual costs of
providing the line from their
residence or business to the

Firm sells ‘free’ service

Responding to numerous
inquiries, Franklin H. Upp,
Social Security manager in
San Angelo, said today that a
firm operating in the San
Angelo area solicits people
through direct mail. This
firm is selling a service
which is provided at no
charge by every Social Secu-
rity office.

The company obtains local
birth records and then mails
new parents an offer to get a
Social Security number for
their child for a $10 fee. This
service can be obtained with-
out charge at any Social
Security office. In addition,
the parent has to do every-

thing for the company he or
she would have to do if he or
she contacted Social Security
in the first place.

For a parent to obtain a
Social Security number for a
child, the parent needs evi-
dence of the child’s date of
birth, citizenship, and identi-
ty. The parent will also need
evidence of his or her own
identity.

The direct mail advertise-
ment also indicates that new
legislation may require that
children be listed by Social
Security number on the pa-
rents’ tax return. There is no
legislation, Upp said. In
addition, Social Security
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does not provide counties
with information about
which children have Social
Security numbers.
