A continuing price decline
in the natural gas market
means another refund to
West Texas Utilities Co.’s
retail customers in Decem-
ber.

WTU officials announced
Thursday that a request was
being filled with the Public
Utility Commission of Texas
for permission to refund a
total of $6.9 million in retain
revenues collected in excess
of actual -fuel costs, and to
lower its fuel charge rate for
the months of December
1986 through April 1987. The
total includes $6,740,467 in
actual fuel cost savings ac-
cumulated in July and
August, plus $149,003 in
interest.

Under WTU'’s  proposal,
all existing retail customers
would receive refunds
through one-time credits to
their bills in December. A
typical residential customer
would receive about $17.

The fuel rate--- known as
the ‘‘fixed fuel factor’’ -- is
approved by the PUC. When
the actual cost of fuel is
below the approved rate, the
over-recovery is returned to
the customers, with interest.

Envelope Stuffing Scams

The ads make it sound like easy
money. “NOW! As an independent
mailer you can earn BIG MONEY in
your own advertising business. We
will pay you $100 for every one hun-
dred pieces of mail you process—just
by following our simple instructions.”

THE COME ON

All you have to do is send a
nominal sum, usually between $10
and $40, and they will teach you how
to make money at home. And since
the ad promises that the job will have
qualities that many people want—
independence, prestige, being your
own boss—it’s not surprising that
many people fall for the old envelope
stuffing scam every day.

THE SCcAM

Chances are if you send your
money to a company that promises
to teach you how to stuff envelopes
for big bucks, what you will get is an
instruction sheet that describes how
to get others to send you money for
the same scam. The instructions will
look something like this:

“Place a classified ad in a na-
tional magazine or tabloid that has
a high response to its classified ad
section. You may use the example
below as a model for your ads.

AMAZING PROFITS! Selling
information by mail. Earn BIG
MONEY without leaving your home.
For details, send a self-address
stamped envelope to (put
your name and address in this space).

What the instructions don'’t tell

you is that placing such an ad can get

- you in trouble with the U.S. Post Of-
fice, local criminal prosecutors, or my

Consumer Protection Division.

Some operators have begun to
send envelope stuffing offers, as well
as other business opportunity adver-
tisements, through the mail. But
whether the come-on is read in a
classified ad or arrives in the mail,
people who actually send in money
and then place an ad will end up com-
peting with others who have fallen for
the same trick, not to mention the
company that placed the original ad.
But whether the scam is pitched via
on the mails or through classified ads
it amounts to the same
thing—deception.

THE WARNING SIGN

One of the biggest warning signs
for this kind of fraud or deception is
the statement that in order to get
more information about the job or op-
portunity you must send in a fee.
Anyone who wants money before giv-
ing you this kind of basic job infor-
mation is someone to avoid.
Regardless of the “guarantees” that
accompany the ad, if you answer one
of this type by sending your hard
earned cash, you are very likely to get
burned.

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Postal Pointers

With Christmas just
around the corner, perhaps
we should talk a little about
sending parcels overseas.
There are two kinds of
personal parcels which you
can use; (1) PAL (parcel
airlift mail) and SAM (space
available mail). You can
only mail PAL and SAM to
military personnel. PAL
mail can weigh up to 30
pounds and be 60 inches in
combined length and girth.
These parcels are flown to a
military mail dispatch center
where it is airlifted overseas
on a space available basis.
The charge for this service is
the regular parcel post rate
to the military dispatch cen-
ter, plus 30c up to two
pounds, 60c up to three
pounds, 90c up to four
pounds and $1.20 over four
pounds, up to 30.

SAM mail can weigh up to
15 pounds and be 60 inches
in length and girth. This
mail is transported by sur-
face to the military mail
dispatch center, then is
flown from the United States
to the overseas destination.
Parcels meeting these speci-
fications are eligible for
SAM mail and you should
ask the postal clerk to so
mark your parcel. All SAM
parcels leave the United

States on a space available
basis. There is no extra fee.

The time is here for get-
ting your parcels ready for
overseas, whether or not it is
military. A schedule for
mailing to different countries
is now available at the post
office and deadline dates
range from October 17 for
regular surface parcels to
Armed Forces in Australia,
Far East, and South and East
Asia-to December 8 for Pri-
ority Mail to Alaska and
Hawaii.

We realize that not every-
body mails overseas, but for
those who do, this informa-
tion is very important and we
are ready to help in any way
to get your parcels and
letters there on time. A-
nother reminder-be sure to
enclose your name and add-
ress inside your parcel just in
case something happens to
the outside address. This
way you will be sure to at
least get your parcel back if
something should happen to
the outside address and you
won't be wondering six
months from now what ever
happened to your package.
Make sure your wrapping is
good too and that you use
something besides masking

- tape or scotch tape. Just ask
us-we’ll tell you the best
way.

Ms. Dustin Munro has
been hired at the clinic as the
center’s new nurse prac-
titioner.

It is now possible
for patients to call for a-
ppointments and receive
them either the same day or
within five working days.
Also, the amount of time a
patient spends in the clinic
has been reduced from an
average of two hours to a
maximum of one hour, with
the staff striving for the time
to be reduced further to
forty-five minutes of less.”’
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Reducing dietary fats

REDUCING VISIBLE AND
HIDDEN FATS IN THE
DIET - Consumers may as-
sociate fat with meat be-
cause it is visible, and tend
to ignore the hidden fats in
other types of food, says
Texas A&M University Agri-
cultural Extension Service
nutritionist Mary K. Swee-
ten. ‘“Unless people read
food ingredient labels, they
are often unaware that coco-
nut oil, palm oil and other
saturated fats are frequently
used in baked goods and
other processed foods,’’ she
remarks. Both the U.S. Die-
tary Guidelines and the
American Heart Association
Dietary Recommendations
advise Americans to cut back
on their consumption of fat
so that it is no more than
one-third of their daily cal-
ories. In addition, the Heart
Association recommends re-
ducing saturated fats to un-
der 10 percent of daily
calories. ‘‘That means con-
sumers need to be thinking
in terms of their total fat
intake’ says Sweeten. ‘‘They
may want to watch their
intake of saturated fats from
processed foods and baked
goods as well as select lean

meat.’’ Using a minimum of
fats and oils and choosing to
broil, bake, poach or steam
foods instead of frying will
also help reduce total fat
consumption, she says.

TEXAS PECAN CROP
SHORT BUT OF HIGH
QUALITY - The 1986 pecan
crop will be short in Texas as
well as in other pecan-
producing states, but the
quality of the Texas crop will
be the best in 10 years, says
a horticulturist with the Tex-
as Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M
University System. The Tex-
as crop should be between 25
and 30 million pounds, about
40 percent of normal. Prices
to growers should be good
due to the shorter crop, but
consumer prices should be
about the same as last year.

New crop pecans should hit
the market about the first of
November. The lighter the
color of the kernel, the better
the quality. Pecans should
be stored in the home freezer
to preserve quality and can
be used as needed.

OCTOBER IS FISH AND
SEAFOOD MONTH

Fish and Seafood Month is
the perfect time to enjoy fish
meals that are both nutri-
tious and tasty.

Seafood provides protein,
vitamins and minerals and
has the extra advantage of
having low levels of fat and
cholesterol.

Fish also fits well into
today’s active lifestyle. Sea-
food cooks quickly, requiring
little time in the kitchen. It
can be poached and served
with a low-calorie sauce,
broiled and basted with
melted butter or margarine
and lemon juice, baked in a
casserole or breaded and
fried.

For good eating and good
nutrition, try some fish or
seafood this month.

FAT AND SODIUM IN FISH

The amount of fat and
calories in fish go hand in
hand. Fattier fish - meaning
a higher oil content - include
herring, mackerel, trout,

summer and fall than at
other times. The fat content
of certain fish may be as
much as 4 times higher in
summer than in winter.

But the primary source of
fat calories in fish is the
butter, margarine, oil,
sauces or breaded and fried
coatings we add when cook-
ing. For example, a breaded,
fried fish fillet may have 4 or
5 times more calories than
the white fish broiled alone.

Canned fish packed in oil
has double the calories and
more than five times the fat
of the same fish packed in
water. Even though water-
packed fish is lower in
calories, it’s usually not low-
er in sodium. Both oil-pack-
ed and water-packed ver-
sions are high in sodium
chloride, or salt.

A large portion of the salt
that is added in processing
can be removed by rinsing
and draining the fish in a
sieve or colander. Rinsing
will not remove the other
valuable nutrients.

catfish, sardines, tuna and

salmon. In general, the dar-
ker the color of the flesh, the
higher the fat content.
Shellfish, snapper, drum,
cod, sole, flounder, haddock,
halibut and other white fin-
fish are low in fat. However,
the level of fat in all fish is
not .always constant. Some
species put on more in the
