Bronte improves water
The CSty of Bronte is 

currently updating and im­
proving its water system in 
order to meet requirements 
o f the State. The CSty recent­
ly awarded a bid to Rhode 
Kpe (Company of Lubbock in 
the amount of $120,480. for 6 
miles of 8 inch pipeline. This 
pipeline addition, which is 
now nearing completion, is 
necessary to increase the 
amount of water available 
during peak water usage 
during the summer months.

Also, in order to bring the 
City into compliance with 
State requirements, a new 
clarification unit and instal­
lation o f new service pumps 
at the water treatment plant 
are to be constructed at an 
estimated cost o f $350,000. 
Construction at the water 
plant will include a new 500 
GPM upflow solids contact 
clarifier; renovation of the 
three existing pressure fil­
ters which includes new 
media and gallary piping; 
mstaUation of backwash fa­
cilities; new chemical equip­
ment; dual 500 GPM service 
pumps; electrical and control 
system rehabilitation; and 
related piping and accesso­
ries.

The G ly has contracted

with Walker Process C!orp. of 
Illinois for the construction 
of the solids cont€u:t “ Clari- 
cone”  clarifier in the first 
phase of the water plant 
renovation.

Fmancing of these im­
provements was made pos­
sible by loan monies from 
the UCRA with repayment to 
be made from the City water 
fund.

The new , federa lly - 
mandated beef checkoff pro­
gram got underway October 
1, and industry spokesmen 
are calling the first weeks 
exceptionally successful.

According to Anne Ander­
son, Executive Director of 
the Texas Beef Industry 
Council, response to the 
program has been positive. 
“ W e had mentally prepared 
ourselves to expect calls 
from some very upset cattle­
m en,’ ’ she said, “ but much 
to our delight -  and relief -  
most o f our callers (and there 
have been many) have had 
specific questions, either on 
the forms or a new situation 
that we had not previously 
addressed.’ ’

“ In the few instances

where the callers voiced 
opposition to or frustration 
with the new $ l/h ead  as­
sessm ent,”  she added, “ this 
reasonable opposition was 
expressed with typical Texas 
graciousness. All in all, we 
have experienced a very 
smooth beginning due to the 
tremendous support by Tex­
as beef organizations.”

The ch eck off program , 
known officially as the Beef 
Prom otion  and R esearch 
Act, was created by the 1985 
Farm Bill, and it requires 
that $1 a head be collected 
from cattle producers when 
cattle are sold. The money is 
then fum ieled into existing 
state and national organiza­
tions for beef promotion and 
research.

Union Texas buys plant
Union Texas Petrolemn 

today announced that it has 
purchased a natural gas 
processing plant in Central 
Texas from El Paso Hydro­
carbons Company and Texas 
U tilities Fuel Com pany 
(TUFCO). Terms of the pur­
chase were no^disclosed.

Located near Carbon in 
Eastland (bounty, the facili­
ty, which is called the Noel 
Plant, is capable o f proces­
sing up to 30 million cubic 
feet o f natural gas and 
extracting 5,(XX) barrels of 
gas liquids daily. Included in 
the acquisition are 400 miles 
o f gas gathering pipelines, 
com pressors, metering sta­
tion s and other related 
equipment. Union Texeis has 
offered job  opportunities to 
most o f the plant’s employ­
ees.

M ore than 1,200 oil and 
gas wells in Central Texas 
are connected into the Noel 
Plant’s gas gathering sy­
stem. Gas liquids produced 
at the facility are transported 
by pipeline to a fractionator 
in Mont Belvieu.

For Union Texas, the Noel 
Plant purchase provides an 
opportunity to further ex­
pand its gas processing ope­
rations in Central Texas, 
according to W .M . Krips, 
Senior Vice President-Hy­
drocarbon Products Group.

Union Texas’ existing opera­
tions in Central and W est 
Texas,”  Krips said. “ The 
new facility and its gathering 
system are strategically loca­
ted near our Perkins Plant in 
Coke County. The Noel Plant 
will provide us with addi­
tional processing capacity 
and will allow us to better 
serve area producers.”

The Noel Plant represents 
the sixth owned and operat­
ed facility which Union Tex­
as has added to its gas 
processing plant network 
during the past six years.

Initiated by cattle industry 
leadijrs as a measure to 
revive their sluggish indus­
try the program is on a 
22-month trail run. The fede­
ral order requires a referen­
dum be held by spring 1988 
for cattlemen to vote on 
whether or not to continue it.

The mechanics o f the pro­
gram are simple. When cat­
tle are sold, the buyer must 
collect $1 for each head of 
cattle from the seller, unless 
the seller verifies he has 
owned the cattle for less than 
ten days. In that instance, 
primarily occurring when or­
der buyers are involved, the 
buyer collects a non-produc­
er status form from the 
seller. At the end of the 
month, the buyer totals the 
checkoff dollars and non­
producer forms and enters 
them on a monthly report 
form. The monthly form, 
money, and non-producer 
forms are then forwarded to 
the beef industry council in 
the buyer’s state o f residen­
ce.

Anderson noted that ‘ ‘con­
certed effort has been made 
to keep paperwork at a 
minimum. W e do not want 
the industry flooded with 
unnecessary forms and book­
keeping. W e have also tried 
to make the forms and 
in form ation  accessib le  to 
everyone,”  she commented. 
“ County extension agenst 
and Farm Bureau offices can 
provide the monthly report 
and non-producer form s, or 
cattlemen can call our office 
and request them. ”

She also pointed out that 
the law stipulates refunds be 
made available to producers 
not wanting to pay the 
checkoff. “ They still must 
pay the assessment when 
they sell cattle,”  she said, 
“ but they must apply for a 
refund within 60 days after­
wards from their state beef 
councils.”

Penalties for non-com pli- 
eince with the program are 
stringent. Fines o f up to 
$5000 can be levied or re­
straining orders filed in fed­
eral district court.

TH IS M E A N S  - your bank will lose authority and 
flexibility. Your presidents will be replaced by branch 
managers and clerks who will have to call the home 
office for decisions and authority.

5. Local control over financial resources and political power 
will begin to move out of state.

TH IS M E A N S  - as hundreds of millions of dollars of 
deposits are snatched out of Texas to fund New York or 
California projects, so will political power. Thus, your 
politicians will be under increasing influence of 
out-of-state entities.

6. Letting the fox in the hen house to guard the chickens
generally results in larger foxes and fewer eggs.
TH IS M E A N S  - the move towards ever larger 
conglomerates ultimately eliminates competition and is 
unhealthy for an economy. Larger and ever larger 
banks means more power in the hands of fewer people. 
Huge banks make huge mistakes which could 
destabilize our economy. Interstate banking could lead 
to the monopolization of the banking industry in Texas.

7. Local control can be even lost beyond our shores.
TH IS M E A N S  - Texas could become like California, 
where 11 of the 21 largest California banks are 
foreign-owned by Japanese, British, French and 
Indonesian based companies.

8. In addition the present law requires that any branch bank 
of a holding company must be a completely separate bank 
with its own capital and operate as a completely separate 
bank. This branch, based on the profits and capital of that 
bank, pays a franchise tax to the state. A  portion of that tax 
is rebated to the local school districts where that branch 
bank is located. IF THE PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL 
A M E N D M E N T  #4 IS PASSED ALLOWING FULL 
BRANCH BANKING, THE BRANCH BANK OF THE  
HOLDING COMPANY W ILL NOT HAVE TO M AINTA IN  
CAPITAL REQ U IREM ENTS AND  THE FRANCHISE TAX  
PAID BY THAT BRANCH W ILL NOT BE REBATED TO 
THE LOCAL SCHOOL DISTRICTS W H ERE  THAT  
BRANCH IS LOCATED. INSTEAD, IT W ILL BE REBATED  
TO THE SCHOOL DISTRICTS W H ERE THE PARENT  
HOLDING COMPANY IS LOCATED.

Needless to say, this will cause a sizeable loss in 
revenue to your school district and probably will have 
to be made up by increased property taxes paid by you 
to make up for the loss.

Medicare update
M edicare b en eficia ries 

may think that once their 
M edicare protection starts, it 
will always pay first for 
hospital and medical biUs. 
This isn ’t always true. There 
are times when M edicare is 
the secondary health insur­
ance payer -- that is, when it 
pays AFTER other sourcsis 
pay for services.

There are three major 
situations where M edicare is 
the secondary payer.

If a beneficiary is entitled 
to M edicare SOLELY on the 
basis o f permanent kidney 
failure and is covered by an 
employer group health plan. 
M edicare is the secondary 
payer for an initial period of 
up to 12 months. The em­
ployer health plan pays first 
for kidney treatment and 
other health services during 
that time. If the employer 
plan doesn’t pay in full,

' TVIedicare may make second­
ary pa3rments to supplement 
the amount paid by the 
em ployer's plan. M edicare 
becom es the primary health 
insurance payer at the end of 
the 12-month period.

M edicare also is the sec­
ondary payer for beneficia­
ries 65 or older who have 
employer group health cov­
erage through their employ­
er or through their spouses’s 
employer. Under a special 
rule, employers with 20 or 
more em ployees must offer 
workers and their spouses 65 
or older the same health 
insurance protection that is 
available to younger work­
ers. The worker can accept 
or reject the employer health 
insurance plan. If the worker 
accepts the employer plan. 
M edicare becom es the se­
condary payer and can only 
help pay for any M edicare- 
covered services that are not 
p£ud by the employer plan.

Beneficiaries who have 
employer group health cove­
rage should be sure to tell 
hospitals, doctors, or others

In additions. M edicare is 
the secondary payer when 
health ciire services are cov- 
ei ed under automobile me­
dical insurance. State no­
fault insuremce, automobile 
liability insurance, or other 
liability insurance. This is 
true even if State law or the 
private insurance contract 
says that the automobile, 
no-fault, or other liability 
benefits are secondary to 
M edicare’s. If the automo­
bile or no-fault insurance 
refuses to pay for services. 
M edicare payment will be 
con d ition a l. This m eans 
M edicare will make payment 
on the condition that the 
M edicare patient will refund 
the money if the automobile 
or liability insurer later pays 
for the services.

If a beneficiary receives 
medical services as the re­
sult o f an accident, he or she 
should tell the health care 
provider about the accident 
and furnish in form ation  
about all insurance policies 
or other parties who may be 
liable for medical expenses.

Another rule beneficiaries 
should remember is that 
M edicare cannot pay for 
services which are payable 
by any workers’ compensa­
tion plan, the Federal black 
limg program, or the Vete­
rans Administration. Pay­
ment from these sources is 
considered payment in full 
and medicare has no liabili­
ty.

Businesses urged 
to plan ahead
State C om ptroller Bob 

Bullock 'Tuesday urged Tex­
as businesses to plan sdiead 
to avoid year-end confusion 
over the state’s new sales 
and gasoline tax rates.

“ Consumers won’t see the 
increased taxes until Janua­
ry 1, when they go into 
effect, but businesses have 
to get ready for it in advan­
ce ,”  BuUock said.

A special session o f the 
Texas Legislature has raised 
the state’s sales tax rate one 
and one-eighth percent and 
added a nickel a gallon to the 
state’s gasoline tax.

“ Many cash registers will 
have to be reprogrammed 
and em ployees will have to 
be trained to handle the new 
taxes,”  Bullock said.

He said the end o f the year 
is normally busy for many 
bu sin esses and the tax 
changes can add to the 
workload unless businesses 
plan for it.

“ My office will be contact­
ing taxpayers and will be 
sending new rate cards and 
updated in form ation  on 
these state tax changes,”  
Bullock said.

“ I want to remind compa­
nies that only the rate and 
not what is taxed has been 
changed,”  he said.
