vote turnout in Coke County 
was evident with 1297 total 
ballots cast. Registered vot­
ers in the county number 
2265, giving a 57% ballot­
ing.

BuBock sends 
tax checks

State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock Friday sent checks 
totaling $55.4 million in local 
sales tax to 1,033 cities that 
levy the one-percent city tax. 
Bullock said 1986 payments 
to date were down .6 percent 
as compared to the payments 
to date in October last year. 
The decrease in the checks is 
a continuing reflection of the 
downturn in the Texas econ­
omy, he said.

October checks represent 
taxes collected on sales 
made in August and report­
ed to the Comptroller by 
September 20.

Net payment for the city of 
Bronte was $1,389.94 while 
Robert Lee gained $2,376.16 
from the state revenue.

Also, the county received 
its check from the Comptrol­
ler for its sheu*e of the mixed 
drink tax collected during 
the third quarter of 1986. 
The dividend amounted to 
$114.02.

Texas cities and counties 
now each receive a 12.5 
percent share of the tax 
collected on mixed drinks 
sold within their boundaries 
under the law that legalized 
the sale of mixed drinks in 
the state.

The mixed drink tax is 
collected by the Alcoholic 
Beverage Commission and 
city-county rebates are sent 
out quarterly by Bullock’s 
office.

This week I think a little 
explanation about the value 
of the nine digit ZIP Code 
might be in order. Several 
people have asked if they 
had to use the nine-digit ZIP 
Code and the answer is NO. 
It is optional.

Now to explgun the value 
of this new ZIP Code, since 
we recently assigned it to all 
boxes on HC-60 and will do it 
on HC-61 very soon. The 
numbers indicate a certsdn 
area on the route. Every time 
the carrier made a turn in the 
road or crossed over another 
highway, we changed the 
four digits. These digits 
indicate a geographical loca­
tion of your box and in case 
of an emergency ambulance , 
fire wagon, etc., we can tell 
exactly where this box is

located by looking at our 
map and finding your four 
digit code.

This nine-digit ZIP còde 
will probably in the future 
become the basis of a nation­
wide emergency service. It 
has wonderful possibilities. 
In addition, in the future 
with the computer age upon 
us - these digits are picked 
up by the computer which 
sorts the mail by ZIP+4 and 
it will speed up delivery of 
your mail in the future. This 
is something we edl want and 
are working fo^faster delive- 
ry.

As I said before you don’t 
have to use it, but it is there 
for you if you do decide to.

State Comptroller Bob 

Bullock Thursday said that 
Texas oil wells have produc­
ed 51.1 million barrels less 
this past year than the year 
before.

This shows that the low 
price of oil isn’t the only 
culprit working against the 
Texas economy and the Tex­
as oil industry, he said.

“The drop in production 
was worth $772.1 million at 
current market prices,’’ Bul­
lock said. “ So much atten­
tion on declining oil prices 
may have masked the fact 
that production in Texas has 
slipped by more than 140,- 
000 barrels a day.’’

He said tax records show 
that Texas wells were pro­
ducing about 2.3 million 
taxable barrels of oil a day in 
mid-1985.

Production had dropped to 
slightly more than 2 million 
taxable barrels a day by 
August of this year.

Bullock said the downturn 
in production alone cost the 
state about $35.5 million in 
severance taxes during the

one-year period based on the 
Comptroller’s estimated 
average oil price per barrel.

Further, Bullock said, ac­
tive rotary rigs operating in 
Texas fell by about 60 per­
cent and drilling permits 
were down by more than 50 
percent, he said.

Lee underwent knee surgery 
on Thursday, Oct. 30, in a 
San Angelo hospital. Surge­
ry was necessary to treat an 
injury caused when she fell 
during a short vacation trip 
in late summer.

Although 
she is recuperating at home, 
the infection required seve­
ral trips to San Angelo this 
week for further treatment.

Cross reminds hunters to 
be sure to adhere to regula­
tions in the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Depeirtment Himt- 
ing Guide concerning a legi­
ble himter’s document, tags 
or permits when donating a 
deer carcass. Guides are 
available from all hunting 
license dealers. *

Social Security
A person who pays a 

household worker at least 
$50 in cash wages during a 
3-month calendar quarter 
must pay Social Security 
taxes to the Internal Reve­
nue Service, and file W-2 
Forms with the Social Securi­
ty Administration, Franklin 
H. Upp, social security man­
ager in San Angelo, said 
recently.

The wages include any 
cash paid to the worker as 
reimbursement for the cost 
of bus feire, meals, or a 
room, Upp said. If the wages 
are not reported on time, the 
emj^oyer may have to pay a 
penalty in addition to the 
overdue taxes.

Wages that average as 
little as $4 a week would add 
up to at least $50 for a 
calendar quarter.

A free leeiflet which ex­
plains an employer’s respon­
sibilities in more detail can 
be obtained at the San 
Angelo Social Security Office 
located at 2214 Sherwood 
Way. The telephone number 
is 949-4608.

in seeing your Sept. 26 front­
page article on “Landfill 
Hours” . Having lived in 
more than a dozen Texas 
towns. I’ve had the oppor­
tunity to observe problems 
caused by such closed land­
fills. During 1975 the Mt. 
Pleasant newspaper ran a 
long series of headlines and 
articles depicting their di­
lemma of “Tons of Gar­
bage” daily picked up from 
county roads emd also found 
in front of the lEindfill gate. 
They could not understand 
why everybody could not

abide by the “banker’s 
hours” set up as “open” 
times for the lEindfill.

Besides being closed on 
weekends when many people 
choose to do their cleaning- 
up and hauling off, the hours 
during the week were “mid­
dle of the day” - 9 a.m.- 
Noon, 1-3 p.m., when night 
workers were asleep and 
daytime workers were at 
work. Many solved their 
problem just by finding a 
vacEmt lot or stretch of road 
with nobody watching. This 
saved them immediate cash 
and vEiluable time. If they 
had a landfill which was 
open at their convenience

that did not charge to dump. 
I’m sure that many would 
have used it.

I was Eilways proud of the 
cleanness of the roads and 
countryside in Coke County, 
and I’m sure none of us want 
to see “Tons of Garbage” 
dumped on our countryroads 
or at the lake.

I realize that state regula­
tions must be considered, 
and I guess this is just 
another way of decreasing 
unemplo)nnent and stimula­
ting the economy, but I sure 
hate to see it happen.

Firm advertises social security services
A firm calling itself “So­

cial Security Monitoring Ser­
vice” is advertising through­
out the country offering to 
perform a service for a fee 
that Social Security provides 
at no cost whatsoever, 
Franklin H. Upp, Social Se­
curity manager in San Ange­
lo, said recently.

The advertising takes the 
form of card-inserts in mag­
azines, inserts in bills or 
bank statements, cable tele­
vision advertisements, and 
other forms of direct mail 
advertising.

The firm says that, for a 
fee of $5 a year, it will 
provide people with informa­
tion from their Social Securi­
ty earnings record. People 
can get an earnings state­
ment fi*ee of charge if they 
ask at any Social Security 
office for a “Request for 
Statement of Earnings” 
(Form SSA-7004-PC), fill it 
out, and mail it. In a few 
weeks, they will get a copy of

their earnings recorded by 
Social Security. This firm can 
do no more.

The firm’s advertising in­
fers that Social Security 
keeps a record of the Social 
Security taxes paid. This is 
not so. The only recotd 
Social Security has is of 
earnings covered imder So­
cial Security that have been 
reported by employers and 
self-employed people.

The ad ^so indicates that 
only the person involved can 
correct any errors in his or 
her Social Security record. 
The person, can, of course, 
take action to correct any 
error in his or her record. 
But, in addition, Social Secu­
rity wiU correct the errors 
whenever they are brought 
to its attention.

Social Security does en­
courage people to check their 
records every 3 years or 
more often if they change 
jobs frequently. This way, 
any errors that occur can be

corrected in a timely fashion.
People who would like to 

check their Social Security 
record or who have any 
questions about Social Se­
curity should contact the San 
Angelo Social Security Office 
located at 2214 Sherwood 
Way. The telephone munber 
if 949-4608.

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Martin returns from legislature
Margaret Martin of Bronte 

returned home the 5th of 
October after participating in 
the second and last session 
of the newly initiated Texas 
Silver Haired Legislature.

The Silver Haired Legisla­
ture is a non-partisan, uni­
cameral representative body 
composed of 116 members, 
all 60 years of age or older 
and elected by their peers.

All Silver Hair Legislators 
are representing the elderly 
citizens of Texas in an un­
paid capacity. They must 
bear thdr own expenses for 
each session they attend.

The SHL was authorized 
on April 3, 1985 by the 69th 
Texas Legislature to meet 
every two years in the capitol 
to consider, propose and 
draft legislation that addres­
ses the needs of the elderly. 
These resolutions will then 
be presented to the 70th 
Texas Legislature and the 
governor for their considera­
tion.

Mrs. Martin was elected 
in May as one of four from 
the Concho Valley Area 
Agency On Aging region 
that serves 13 counties. Her 
main objective in her cam­
paigning was to go to Austin 
to try to help elderiy persons 
to live independently, well 
cared for, and in their own 
environment imtil absolutely 
necessary for them to be 
institutionalized.

Also the need to impress 
upon our legislators that our 
rural needs should be consi­
dered in the funding because 
of our wide areas of West 
Texas was supported by 
Mrs. Martin.

The planning session and 
assignment to committees 
was held in late July at the 
Jester Center on University 
of Texas campus.

The 2nd session was held 
Sep. 28 thru Oct. 2. Mrs. 
Martin went to her son’s, 
Gary Martin, in Fort Worth 
on Thursday after noon Sept. 
25. Gary carried her to 
Austin on Sunday and ac­
companied her to the Gover­
nor’s Mansion for a recep­
tion on Sunday afternoon. 
All Senior Legislators stayed 
at the Marriott-Capitol.

On Monday morning, the 
group was sworn in the 
House of Representatives. 
After this ceremony, the 
group elected a Speaker of 
the House, deputy speaker 
and speaker pro tern.

At 10 a.m.. Governor 
Mark White addressed the 
assembly. The meeting ad­
journed at 12 because the 
special session had to con­
vene.

The other days were spent 
in m^mg resdtftions by 
each committee. There were 
11 OHnmittees, and the 
issues were: Health Care, 
Insurance, Utilities, Hous­
ing, Education, Employ­
ment, Retirement, Wage

and Means. Law Enforce- 
ment/Elderly Abuse; State 
Affairs, Long Term Care and 
Nursing Homes, and Com­
munity Services.

Mrs. Martin served on the 
Community Services Com­
mittee.

Their resolutions were 
voted the top priority to be 
presented to the 70th Legis­
lature when it meets in Jan., 
1987.

Their resolution was:
Priority I - To maintain 

funding for programs pro­
vided by Federal and State 
Services at the level provid­
ed in the original 1986-87 
budget.

Programs are (1) Primary 
Home Care; (2) Family Care; 
(3) Home Delivered and 
Con^egate Meals; (4) AU 
other In-Home Services.

Priority n  - Eliminate the 
Medicaid Income Gap; Raise 
the State Allowable Income 
Level for Medicaid Eligibility 
(from 672.20 to 1008.00)

Priority in - Catastrophic 
Health Insurance, the state 
to initiate such plan and 
receive bids from private 
insurance companies ~ for 
all citizens.

Priority IV - Freeze on 
Homestead Taxes for citi­
zens 65 years of age or older.

Priority V - 1110 Legisla­
ture to enact a resolution 
restricting the Transfer of 
Teachers & State Retirement 
Funds to the General Bud­
get.

Priorily VI - Safeguard 
Homesteads as presently 
provided in the State Consti­
tution.

Other resolutions were 
made but the above 6 were 
voted by the group as top 
priority.

Mrs. Martin reports that 
the meetings were interest­
ing, informative, and chal­
lenging.

She enjoyed other aspects 
of the meeting. She was on a 
Houston TV station and in­
terviewed by the Houston 
Post and Harte-Hanks (San 
Angelo Standard-Times).

She was also interviewed 
concerning her opinion of the 
TV ads, about the Guberna­
torial Race. She’s positive 
they deleted her opinion.

Every day and night, there 
were receptions. On Sunday 
night after the Governor’s 
reception, one was hosted by 
the Texas Health Care at The 
Marriott.

On Monday night, retired 
persons from AT and T 
hosted a big one at the hotel.

Martin attended a big recep­
tion for “Pete” Snelson, 
candidate for U.S. Senate in 
the hotel.

Mrs. Martin states that 
she owes a debt of gratitude 
to the people who elected her 
and is trying very hard to 
represent them effectively. 
She appreciates the honor 
and confidence and the chal­
lenging obligation. It was 
hard work and requires con­
stant attention to all matters.

She wiU go to another 
meeting in 1987 and expects 
to go to the 1987 session 
when the top priority resolu­
tions are presented at the 
State Legislature. What the 
legislature does with resolu­
tions will be the determining 
factor of the success of the 
S.H.L.

The Concho Valley of Gov­
ernments should be com­
mended for sponsoring the 
Silver Haired Legislature in 
this area and so should Betty 
Ford for all her eftorts 
coordinating the election of 
the legislators, said Mrs. 
Martin.

She reports these expe­
riences were one of the most 
enjoyable vacations she has 
ever had.

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[Editor’s Note:
John Millican of Robert 

Lee wrote the following ac­
count of a recent bivouac by 
infantry and cavalry units 
from Fort Concho. The units 
participate in a number of 
parades, historical events, 
and all Fort Concho activi­
ties. A member of a Coke 
County pioneer family, he is 
the son of Bunyon and Eva 
Jo Millican of Silver.)

Anyone walking by Oak 
Creek near Fort Chadboume 
during the October 18th and 
19th weekend would have 
thought they had been trans­
ported in time. The scene at 
Oak Creek was a scene of 
military life in the Indian 
Wars period of Texas.

I was a part of the 16th 
Memorial Infantry, Co. F 
and the 4th Memorial Caval­
ry, Co. D. As infantry mem­
bers, we were camped there 
during that weekend to give 
recruits a taste of military 
life in the 1800’s. The infant­
ry and cavalry of Fort Con­
cho are very exacting in 
historic detail. The uniforms 
we wear are made of wool 
and are reproductions of the 
original uniforms worn dur­
ing that period. They consist 
of long Johns, wool pants, a 
wool shirt, and a wool 
“blouse” (more like a jack­
et). During informal occa­
sions we are allowed to take 
off the “blouse” and walk 
around in wool shirts with 
our suspenders showing! Of­
ficers are allowed the privi­
lege of wearing white cotton 
shirts.

The cavalry’s swords, car­
bines and pistols are mostly 
reproductions. But, the in­
fantry’s rifles are all the 
real things. All have the 
stamp of the U.S. Army and 
all have probably seen ser­
vice in the “Indian Wars 
period” . Their dates range 
from the late 1860’s to the 
1880’s. They are all .45-70’s. 
That is, .45 caliber with 70 
grains of powder. All are 
black powder Breech-load­
ers. During a field duty we 
wear a “prairie belt” and 
felt slouch hats with a bed 
roll consisting of one-half 
tent, tent stakes, rubber 
poncho, wool blanket, and 
tent pole. We carry a “hav­
ersack” , mess kit, canteen 
and cup also. During garri­
son duty (in-fort duty), we 
wear a “garrison belt” with 
a bayonet hanging from our 
sides and a “kepi” for a hat. 
A kepi is the sloping hat with 
the flat round top and a small 
leather brim.

I joined the infantry in 
February 1986. And so far, I 
have enjoyed every bit of it. 
The encampment at Fort 
Chadboume was an adven­

ture for me. We were drilled 
in mihtary discipline, 1800’s 
style, for most of Saturday. 
The new recmits such as 
myself were assigned to the 
“awkward” squad. A calval- 
ry corporal and an infantry 
corporal were both in charge 
of my squad. We were 
taught how to march, handle 
our pieces (rifles) and stand 
at attention. I had been 
taught this back in March of 
’86, but my memory was 
refreshed. Everything was 
done exactly as it had been 
during the 1800’s army; even 
down to some humorous 
examples of 1800’s discip­
line, such as a private who 
got himself assigned to K.P. 
duty at 5:30 Sunday morn­
ing. The rest of us were 
rolled out of bed at 6:00 a.m.

During the night, we were 
trained in “guard mount” or 
guard duty. We guarded 
specific posts for a couple of 
hours just to leeim the proce­
dures. However, the officers 
decided to keep us busy with 
First Sergeant and others 
sneaking around disturbing 
the guards. During my duty, 
another private and I arrest­
ed a soldier for drunkeness. 
This was a mock situation for 
drunkenness. This was a 
mock situation to test our 
guard skills. Another serge­
ant was arrested for deser­
tion edong with a sergeant 
who was just going to his 
pickup for his blood pressure 
medicine!

A hearing was held after­
wards at the commander’s 
tent. It was decided that the 
sergeemts would not be 
court-martialed for leaving 
his post to eirrest a sergeemt! 
True military justice from an 
officer’s point of view! 
Court-martial proceedings 
will be held at a later date at 
Headquarters Building at 
Fort Concho.

Our supper and breakfast 
rations were as follows: One 
4-ounce serving of beef with 
beans (cheese and onions 
were optional at both meals) 
for supper. Four or five 
slices of bacon with beans for 
breakfast. Coffee was made 
with Oak Creek water and 
was served at both meals. 
Oak Creek was our only 
water source. All rations

were cooked by ourselves 
with our mess kits.

A soldier of the 1800’s had 
to put his half tent with 
another soldier’s by button­
ing the top halves together 
as a tent. Two soldiers 
shared the open-ended pup 
tent. This is how we camped 
at Fort Chadboume, except 
for the officers with higher 
rank sharing the large com­
mander’s tent. We each had 
one wool blanket with a 
poncho to sleep on. It was 
cold but we survived well 
enough. It does make you 
wonder how they stood really 
cold temperatures in the 
field.

The next morning we had 
Sunday services read fi*om 
an 1800’s prayer book. The 
soldier who had been arrest­
ed for mock-drunkenness the 
night before was ordered to 
say a short prayer for the 
service. Afterwards there 
was an inspection of the 
camp followed by patrol. We 
headed for the Fort Chad­
boume ruins where we stop­
ped and inspected the en­
listed men’s barracks.

The walls were in danger 
of falling, so we moved very 
cautiously. I found an in­
scription in the stone of the 
building which drew a crowd 
of infantrymen about. The 
insrciption read: Albert 
Hememan October 19, 1858 
Co. B, 2nd Cavalry. It was a 
strange coincidence that we 
should mn across this on 
October 19, 1986, one-hun­
dred and twenty-eight yeeu*s 
later. It was also discovered 
that our present cavalry unit, 
Co. D, 4th Cavalry was 
Haneman’s own Co. B, 2nd 
Cavalry before the Civil 
War. The company’s num­
bers were changed foUowing 
the Civil War. The units 
were the same; the day of 
the year was the same. It 
was a very strange feeling to 
know that over a hundred 
years had passed since the 
last infantry and cavalry 
soldiers fi*om a fi-ontier fort 
had passed through Ft. 
Chadboume. Somehow, I 
felt that this was our special 
greeting from the old fort 
and its long gone occupants 
of another era.

Some of the scenes I will

always remember of the 
.encampment are the picket 
lines of cavalry horses under 
the old oak trees, and how 
the lantern light shone over 
our cavalry wagons parked 
under the oaks. The yellow 
moon as it rose behind the 
soldiers sitting around the 
fire pit with their rifles, 
silhouetted them as they 
talked about their homes. It 
gave me an eerie feeUng to 
look at the bearded soldiers 
in their slouch hats and

uniforms and realize that 
over a hundred years ago on 
top of the hill above us the 
same scene was played out 
day after day. The faces and 
talk must have been the 
same, and I think of Albert

Haneman. I think we all felt 
a closeness toward him after 
we found his inscription. 
Somehow, I feel that where- 
ever Albert Haneman is, he 
is smiling for he knows 
someone has not forgotten.

Laundry water quality
The quality of your local 
water supply has a lot to do 
with whether detergents can 
actually work to get clothes 
clean, says Dr. Ann Bears, a 
Texas A&M University Agri­
cultural Extension Service 
clothing specialist. “In hard 
water, much of the detergent 
added to the washer goes to 
soften the water instead of

clean the clothes,” she says. 
“Over time, clothes washed 
in hard water became dingy 
or yellow, develop a build-up 
of soil, may have a stiff, 
harsh feel or show white or 
gray streaks on colored fab­
rics.” The specialist says 
that you can compensate for 
hard water — to a certain

extent -  by using adequate 
amounts of low-sudsing 
phosphate detergent and 
water as hot as recommend­
ed for the fabric. The harder 
the water, the more phos­
phate detergent you will 
need to use, she says, al­
though this can be expensive 
and contribute to water pol­
lution. Non-phosphate deter­
gents and soap will not 
perform satisfactorily in hard 
water. Beard notes. In addi­
tion to using extra detergent, 
water can be treated in the 
washer with a non-precipita­
ting water conditioner, or 
water softener, commonly 
sold in powder form in the 
detergent section of grocery 
stores.

Nathen Loranza Stewart 
was bom July 22, 1864, in 
Stephensville, Green Coun­
ty, niinois, where his peirents 
had taken up temporary 
residence during the Civil 
War. After the close of the 
war the family returned to 
the former home in Bollivar, 
Missouri. At the age of six, 
he came wdth his parents to 
Fort Worth, Texas and later 
to Browoi County, where he 
experienced a number of 
Indian fights.

About fifty-years ago, Mr. 
Stewart came to Coke Coun­
ty, then a part of Tom Green 
County, wdth a bimch of 
cattle and located them in 
the vicinity now known as 
Hayrick. In the latter part of 
1883 he returned to Ft. 
Worth and on November 22 
he was married to Miss 
Mandy Caladonia Warren. 
The young couple made their 
first home near Hayrick, but 
a year or two later they 
moved to the old home place 
at Edith and in 1889 the 
two-story stone house was 
built which is stiU standing 
and is knowoi aU over the 
country as ‘‘the old rock 
house” .

Mr. Stewart helped to

organize the Methodist 
Church at Edith which was, 
at that time, the only church 
organization in many miles.

Of eight children bom to 
the first marriage, seven Eu:e 
living; Sid and Marvin Stew­
art of Robert Lee; Mrs. Pearl 
Duncan of Wichita Falls; 
Earnest Stewart of Mizpah, 
Montana; Ray Stewart of 
Young, Arizona; Mrs. Daisy 
Duncan of Big Lake, and 
Curtis Stewart of Roswell, 
N.M.

N.L. Stewart was married 
to Miss Annie Laura Lee, 
December 20, 1922 at Mon­
tague, Texas, and the couple 
have since made their home 
in Jal, N.M. The widow and 
four small children, Lucy, 
Lee, Nelda and Isabella, also 
survive.

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Flu vaccines available
The good news about the 

coming flu season is that it 
may not be severe in terms 
of deaths; the bad news is 
that protection against in­
fluenza will mean getting 
two vaccines.

Dr. Thomas Cate, a re­
searcher at Baylor College of 
Medicine’s hifluenza Re­
search Center, said 
A/Taiwan affects mainly 
people under age 35, who 
are usually healthy, the flu 
season should not be severe 
in terms of deaths.

But since A/Taiwan is not 
the only flu virus that may be 
around this winter, people in 
all age groups should be 
vaccinated, Cate said.

The U.S. Centers for Di­
sease Control in Atlanta 
decides on the composition 
of the coming year’s flu 
vaccine in late winter, based 
on viruses circulating world­
wide. This year, the A/Tai­
wan virus appeared and 
began causing epidemics af­
ter the trivalent vaccine was 
made.

The trivalent vaccine, so 
called because it protects 
against three viruses — 
A/Chile, A/Mississippi and 
B/Ann Arbor, is available 
now. The monovalent vac­
cine, which protects only 
against the A/Taiwan, virus, 
will not be available before 
mid-November.

Cate, advisor to the Amer­
ican Lung Association’s 
medical division, recom­
mended that people get the 
trivalent vaccine now and the 
monovalent vaccine when it 
becomes available. He said 
the monovalent is particular­
ly importemt for people im- 
der age 35, but can also 
enhance the protection of 
older individuals.

“The demger is that peo­
ple will say: “Gee, if I have 
to get both. I’ll wait imtil the 
second vaccine becomes 
aveulable.’’ By then it’s con­
ceivable that we could alrea­
dy be in the midst of an 
outbreak and high-risk 
people would not be protect­
ed at all,’’ Cate said.

People in high risk groups 
are more prone to life-threa­
tening infections, such as 
pneumonia, after a case of 
influenza. They include peo­
ple with chronic diseases and 
those over 65.

The vaccine is also re- 
conunended for heedth care 
workers, nursing home resi­
dents, anyone regularly ex­
posed to chronically ill or 
elderly persons and children 
taking aspirin regularly for 
such problems as rheiuna- 
toid arthritis.

Children taking aspirin are 
more likely to develop 
Reye’s Syndrome after a flu 
infection. Reye’s Syndrome 
is a viral disease that can 
cause coma and death. 
Symptoms include vomiting 
and hallucinations.

Influenza usually strikes 
suddenly and causes fever, 
generalized aches, weak­
ness, and a dry, hacking 
cough. It is caused by var­
iants of the two common 
influenza viruses, t3rpes A

and B. Variants are identi­
fied according to where they 
were first isolated.

A/Taiwan is a variant of 
an influenza/A virus that 
circulated throughout the 
world from 1918 to 1957. 
Since the virus reappeared in 
epidemic form in 1977, it has 
affected mainly young adults 
and children.

“If A/Taiwan comes, it is 
likely to cause a fairly
strong epidemic in terms of 
school absenteeism and col­
lege campus outbreaks,’’ 
Cate said. ‘ ‘But it may not be 
such a major epidemic in 
terms of death rate.’’

The American Lung Asso­
ciation’s goal is to have 80 % 
of those in high risk groups 
vaccinated against the flu 
this year. Only about 20 % of 
high risk individuals are 
usually vaccinated annually.

Editor’s Note: FoUowing are 
representative questions an­
swered daily by VA counse­
lors. Full information is avai­
lable at any VA office.

Q "  I imderstand that as a 
veteran without a service- 
related health problem, I 
may have to pay a deductible 
for VA health care, depend­
ing on my income. Does VA 
consider such things as 
stocks and bonds, in addition 
to my saleuy, when making 
this determination?

A ~ Yes. When you apply 
for medical care at a VA 
medical center, you will be 
required to complete VA 
form lO-lOF, which includes 
information on income as 
well as “net worth’’, such as 
stocks, bonds, bank deposits 
and savings, and real estate. 
Your primary residence is 
NOT included, nor is perso­
nal property such as one car, 
clothing and furnishings. 
You also will be required to 
provide information on any 
debts you have. The total 
amount of your debts will be 
deducted from your total net 
worth. Depending on your 
combined income and net 
worth, you will be placed in 
either Category A, B or C. If 
your income plus net worth 
AFTER your debts have 
been deducted is greater 
than $40,000, you will be 
tentatively placed in Catego­
ry C and will be required to 
pay a deductible for health 
care. The VA regional office 
will make the fined determi­
nation on your financied si­
tuation. If the regioned office 
determines that your net 
worth shoidd not be a bar to 
your receiving cost-free heal­
th ceore, you will remedn in 
Category C emd will be 
required to continue paying 
a dedutible for VA health 
care.

Q— I have a Loan Guaremty 
Certificate of Eligibility 
which was issued to me by 
the VA over 15 years ago. 
Can I still use it?

A— Yes. Certificates of 
Eligibility do not expire and 
are good for the maximum 
loan guaranty currently 
avedlable.
