Secretary Benson
Advocates New
Cotton Laws

Re-examination of the basic
law governing cotlon price con-
irols was urged in New Orleans
last week by Secretary of Agri-
culture Ezra Benson, who said
recent increased exports and re-
duced carryovers shouldn't be
allowed to Iull the nation into
complacency,

""We must not wait until, having
disposed of surplus No. 1, we
build up gurplus No..2," he told
the American Cotton Shippers
Association. "We should not wait
with making changes until they
are forced upon us.'"

Ben sald the next few vyears,
"while we have the soil bank and
the surplus disposal program,”
should be used !, change to a pro-
gram more in the interest of cot-
ton farmers. :

He asked if the cotton program,
because of the price support re-
quirement in the basic law, were
not “committed to continuous
surplug disposal operations."

“Would it not be well to re-
examine the price supports ob-
Jective If this is true?'" he asked.

Benson saild great scientific
and technological farm changes
are going on in a revolution that
“is the blind spot in the present
farm price-support policy."

"“Production per worker has
doubled in the last 15 years.

This creates
a new dimension in farm policy
and makes it virtually possible to
curtail agricultural output with
the type of controls acceptable to
our society."

Mathis Resigns as
Superntendent
At Mattson

Eivin T. Mathis, superintendent
of schools for the Mattson Rural
High School District for the last
two years, resigned Monday April
20, with the effective date to be
July 1. He had one year remain-
ing on his contract. Supt. Mathis
said his plans for the immediate
future were indefinite, but he
would remain in the teaching pro-
fession.

Ernest Peiser, presiden; of the
Mattson 8chool Board, sald that
a meeting would be held soon, at
which time selection of a success-
or will be considered.

A: Mattson during the adminis-
tration of Supt. Mathis, the school
was removed from the “advised’
list of schools by the Accredita-
tion Division of the Texas Educa-

tion Agency., and eight teachers
were used for the first time In
the history of the 21 vear old
school. Other improvemenis 10
the school plant during his ad-

ministration include doubling of
the library facilities, considerable
science equipment has been add-
ed, and all rooms have been
painted. Football lights were n-
stalied at the beginning of the
1655 football season, and see-
saws were added for the grade
school.

For the 18568-57 school year at
Mattson, all teacherg had degrees.
Achievemen: tests indicated that
all but two grades were ahead
of national norms, assembiies
were held every two weeks, and
three district championships were
won in District 13-B literary
events

Mathis was high school princi-
pal and coach at O'Brien for two
vears before going teo Mattson.
Before that he taught at San
Angelo. Water Valley, Paint
Rock and Baird.

the local office operates today on
fewer man hours than in 1949, he
stated. ol

Postmaster Spain explained that
in addition to mail service, other
types of service rendered by the
post office included handling of
money orders, defense stamps,
and postal savings.

He detailed the various classes
of mail; First class, letters, etc.,
on which postage ig 3c per ounce
or fraction of an ounce; and air
mail, which carrieg a rate of 6¢c
per ounce or fraction. In second
class bracket are newspapers,
magazines, etc., while third ciass
mail covers bulk mailings, circu-
lars, advertising literature and
small packages up to 8 ounces.
Parcel Post mail includes pack-
ages weighing 8 ounces and up,
he explained.

He reminded posg office patrons
of a new regulation going into
effect May 1 concerning insured
mail. After May 1 the local post
‘fice will Keep no record of in-
stired mail, and he advised pa-
trons to keep their own receipts
¢ this class of mail.

Complete Address
Required

Postmaster Spain explained that
regulationg applying to offices of
the first class required that all
mail musg bear the complete ad-
dress of the person to which it is
sent. This means, he pointed out,
that mail of every kind must
carry a defini‘e, specific address
such as street address, post office
box number, or general delivery

Local Farmers Union Eyes Proposed
Wage Law; Benson's New Farm Plan

By ALLEN STRICKLAND

The Haskell County Farmers
Union held its first monthly meet-
ing as a chartered local on Wed-
nesday evening, April 24, at 7:30
in the district court room ag
Haskell. The minuteg of a meet-
ing held March 8, 1947, were read
and approved.

It was decided to hold the reg-
ular monthly meetings on the
fourth Tuesday of each month. A
veport of the progress of Haskell
County Farmers Union shows con-
tinued growth with a present
membership of 114,

Two topics were  discussed
which are of vital interest to far-
mers everywhere. The first of
these was a report of the attempt
to bring agricultural labor under
the provisions of the Wage and
Hour law. This means thag if
such , law s farmers
would be required to pay the $1.00
per hour minimum wage and time
and one-hall for any work per-
formed in excess of 40 hours per
week. There is also a drive under-
way to cover bracero labor with
the same provisions. This would
probably double the cost of farm
labor. All farmers are urged to
write Congressman Mahon and
Senators Johnson and Yarborough
and let them know your feeling
in this matter. Failure to do so
will prabably be taken as approv-

It wag also reported that Sec-
retary of Agriculture Benson has
come up with another farm plan,
and will make a determined ef-
fort to get it into law. The es-
sence of this plan is to further
reduce price supports or do away
with them entirely, Under the
present 90 to 75 per cent of parity
sliding scale, priceg of all farm
products are nearing the bottom
of the scale. When this sliding
scale was presented to the Am-
erican people, it was represented
ag a cure-all for the farm prob-
lem. In theory, farm production
was supposed to decrease as
prices were dropped. Such has not
been the case, so Secretary Ben-
son will argue that prices have
not dropped enough and will ask
that price supports be abolished,
or at least that the floor under
basic commodities be lowered
from 75 per cent of parity to 60
per cent.

This plan is essentially the same
as that advanced by Charles B.
Schuman, president of the Ameri-
can Farm Bureau Federation. It
will have a lot of support from
city congressmen and otherg not

familiar with the problems of the |

farmer. It would return the far-
mer to about the same status as
the 1930's, but with this differ-
ence, that farm costs were never
higher and are continuing to in-
crease. Advocates of such a farm
plan ignore two basic economic
facts which any businessman can
vouch for. That when you de-
crease the margin of profit on a
commodity, the oniy way {0 m&in-
tain a stable income is through
increased production. This effect-
ively rules out lower price sup-
ports ag a method of decreasing
production, and, as can be seen
by looking back upon the past
two years under the sliding scale,
just the opposite has been the
case and production has increas-
ed.

The other basic economic
is that most farm products
harvested and sold in a brief
three or four month period, and
that a free marke; simply ig not

capahle of absorbing a year's

{ supply of a commodity in such a

ort time without developing a
glut and collapsing. The function

| of price supports should be to

siphon off excess production which
the markets cannot absorb during
| harvest and offer them for sale
when dmand quickens. Without
| price supports the average price
| over a year for a given commo-
dity might seem quite reasonable,
[ but this would be due to the fact,
tha! while prices received by
{ farmers during harvest would be
low, prices would advance after
|'the harvest period and the profit
[the farmer would have made
would be absorbed by the process-
ov.
