RL 12, Bronte 7; 1945 - RL 
29, Bronte 0 and RL 54, 
Bronte 0; 1946 - RL 13, 
Bronte 7 and RL 13, Bronte 0; 
1947 - Bronte 25, RL 0 and 
Bronte 32, RL 0; 1948 - RL 
14, Bronte 0 and RL 13, 
Bronte 12; 1949 - Bronte 14, 
RL 12 and Bronte 7, RL 0.

In the fifties, the teams 
mixed up their wins with 
Bronte recording 10 wins to 
Robert Lee's 6 within that pe­
riod.

Bronte won 6 of the 
1960's games and RL took 4. 
In 1960 it was Bronte 32, RL

- RL 28, Bronte 0; 1964 - RL 
34, Bronte 14; 1965 - Bronte
20. RL 15: 1966 - Bronte 31, 
RL 6; 1967-B  28, RL 12;
1968 - RL 30, B 15; 1969 - B 
12, RL 0.

In 1970 - RL over Bronte 
32-0; 1971 - RL 28, Bronte 0; 
1972 - RL 33, Bronte 0; 1973

Medical personnel and life 

guards aren't the only people 
who need to know CPR, or 
cardio-pulmonary resuscita­
tion.

The composition of your 
family, where you live and 
your lifestyle may make it im­
portant that you know CPR.

In cases of drowning, suf­
focation, electrocution, auto­
mobile accidents, or heart at­
tacks, someone trained in 
CPR can provide proper life­
saving measures until trained 
professionals take over.

According to the health 
educator, people who should 
have CPR training include the 
following:

* Parents of young chil­
dren.

* People who provide day 
care for children in their 
homes.

* People who live in 
homes with backyard swim­
ming pools, or a pond where 
family members swim, and 
apartment-dwellers who live in

complexes where no life 
guard is on duty at the swim­
ming pool.

* People who provide 
care of an elderly parent or 
relative in their homes.

* Rural families that live 
some distance from medical 
facilities and families in those 
areas that have limited ambu­
lance service.

* Individuals who engage 
in boating, swimming, water 
sports or higher risk outdoor 
activities, especially if they are 
done in remote areas with lim­
ited access to medical facili­
ties.

Tax exemptions for dependents
April 15, 1988 will be here 

before you realize it. So if you 
plan to claim an exemption for 
a dependent who is at least 5 
years old by the end of the tax 
year, the taxpayer must list the 
dependent's social security 
number (SSN) on Form 1040 
or Form 1040A. This applies 
to tax returns due after Dec. 
31, 1987, disregarding any 
extensions.

The social security num­
ber requirement applies to 
any dependent claimed on 
the tax return, including adults 
and children, according to 
Jackie Walker, local tax pre­
parer.

Example. George may 
claim his mother as a depen-

dent on his tax return. There­
fore, George must apply her 
SSN on his tax return when 
he claims her as a dependent.

Penalty. If the depen­
dent's SSN is not listed on the 
tax return, or if the listed num­
ber is incorrect, the taxpayer 
who claims the dependent 
may be subject to a $5 penal­
ty. The penalty applies to 
each missing or incorrect 
number.

If a dependent does not 
have a SSN, you should apply 
for one right away. You will 
need the following informa­
tion.

1. Date of birth.
2. U.S. citizenship or legal 

alien status, and

3. Identity.
A public, hospital, or reli­

gious birth record will gener­
ally be accepted as proof of 
birth and citizenship. A school 
record may be used for proof 
*of identity. All records must be 
original or certified docu­
ments.

Form SS-5 can be ob­
tained from any office of the 
Social Security Administra­
tion.

Saturday, November 14, 
is akin to a holiday in many 
parts of Texas. It is the open­
ing day of the 1987 fall hunt­
ing season. Jeeps, campers, 
camouflage clothing, flannel 
shirts, and hunting boots will 
be common sights for the 
next two months.

Firearms hunting season 
wili open on Nov. 14, for a 51 
day run, through Jan. 2, 
1988. Coke County sports­
men wiil be aliowed 4 deer, 
either sex (limit 2 bucks). New 
to the county this year will be 
the regulation that frees both 
the hunter and the landowner 
in that no antlerless permit wiii 
be required. Hunters have 
only to tag their deer with the 
proper tag from the hunting li­
cense. Another significant 
change is that the head of any 
deer taken must remain with 
the carcass (not necessarily 
ON) until it reaches its 
destination.

Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department urges hunters to 
harvest their allowed limits 
because many areas are over- 
populated and during a hard 
winter, forage and stock com­
petition could result in a food

supply shortage.
Experts say that although 

deer numbers are up, hunters 
may not get as much as a look 
at game as in other years due 
to lush habitat and poor visi- 
blility. Deer won't have to feed 
or move around in daylight 
hours.

Shooting hours for all 
game animals and birds 
(except migratory game birds) 
are one-half before sunrise to 
one-half hour after sunset.

Wildlife biologists say  
record rainfail and flooding 
during May and June appar­
ently had no effect on quail 
and turkey nesting and 
hatches. Plenty of mature 
turkeys remain and it looks like 
a bumper crop for the 1987- 
88 season. Two turkeys, ei­
ther sex, will be allowed in 
Coke County Nov. 14-Jan. 3, 
with the spring season 
lengthened from April 2-24 for 
gobblers.

Experts say quail popula­
tions have rebounded, lead­
ing them to expect the best 
year since the yard winter of 
1983-84 when many froze 
without feed and good cover. 
Numbers have improved to

the point that the TPWD set 
the upcoming bird season 
from Nov. 7-Feb. 28 with a 
statewide bag iimit of 16.

Other seasons include 
javelina with 2 allowed from 
Oct. 3-Feb. 28 with a 
statewide bag limit of 16.

Others seasons include 
javelina with 2 allowed from 
Oct. 3-Feb. 28. No closed 
season of bag limit exists for 
squirrels.

Texas pioneers
Texas pioneers used to 

brag that "other states were 
carved or born, but Texas 
grew from hide and horn." 
The saying is fairly accurate, 
because in the minds and 
hearts of many -  Texas is Cat­
tle Country.

But what's been hap­
pening to Cattle Country late­
ly? In fact, the entire picture of 
Texas agriculture has under­
gone some drastic changes 
over the past few years, and 
just where producers go from 
here is anybody's guess.

To help bring this picture 
into focus, the Texas Agricul­
tural Statistics Service will be­
gin contacting farmers and 
ranchers across the state in 
late November for 1987 
acreage, yield and production 
totals and end-of-year live­
stock and poultry inventories.

The confidentia l inter­
views conducted by mail, 
telephone or in person by 
field enumerators provide in­
formation used by producers 
to make their plans for the 
coming year.

"A sound marketing plan 
requires good, reliable infor­
mation and some advanced 
planning. Information from our 
reports provide producers 
with solid facts and figures 
they can incorporate into their 
marketing plans for the com­
ing year," state statistician 
Dennis Findley reported.

The Texas service will be 
trying to keep survey costs at 
a minimum this year because 
of budget cuts made by the 
Texas Legislature, so Findley 
is urging producers to return 
their mailed questionnnaires 
as soon as possible.

"Despite these cuts, we 
still plan to do our best to pro­
vide Texas farmers and 
ranchers with accurate, unbi­
ased information they can use 
in making their day-to-day 
production and marketing 
plans," Findley added.

"Texas producers need all 
the information they can get 
just to help them survive 
these severe econom ic 
times."
FALL FRUIT T R E E  
SPRAYING C O N T R O L S  
DISEASES

Fall is often the time when 
fruit tree care is forgotten or 
neglected, but it is a critical

time for controlling many 
peach and plum tree diseases 
to insure a good crop next 
year.

With the arrival of fall, 
there is often a tendency to 
forget our peach and plum 
trees that served us so well 
last summer.

Applying a copper fungi­
cide now can stop or reduce 
three of the major diseases 
that attack peach and plum 
trees in Texas. These are 
peach leaf curl, bacterial leaf 
spot and bacterial canker.

Puckered and distorted 
peach tree leaves that were 
either bright red or light green 
in diseased areas last spring 
were due to peach leaf curl 
fungus. The only time to ef­
fectively control this disease is 
in the fall with a copper-con­
taining fungicide.

Timing of the fall spray is 
critical for effective control and 
for avoiding tree damage. 
Copper is a metal and may 
cause severe defoliation un­
less applied correctly. It is ad­
vised to spray when 70% of 
the leaves fall off the tree. 
Spraying too early will cause 
leaf shed or cause the spray 
to be ineffective later.

Bacterial leaf spot and 
bacterial canker can be par­
tially controlled by fall spraying 
with a copper fungicide, but 
not fungicides containing 
chlorothalonil. But again, it is 
important to spray at the right 
time to prevent foliar burn with 
the copper fungicide.

Bacterial leaf spot affects 
both fruit and foliage. The in­
fection causes fruit to crack 
and leaves develop angular 
spots which drop out. 
Bacterial canker will kill trees 
slowly. Infected trees will have 
gum or wax forming on the 
main trunk and main limbs.

Fall spray in northern 
Texas is most often applied 
from late October to Nov. 15, 
in Central Texas from Nov. 1 
to Dec. 1, and in South Texas 
from Nov. 15 to Dec. 15. Ap­
plication time will vary with the 
season, so check your fruit 
trees closely.

Fall spraying is important 
to the health and production 
of fruit trees because there is 
no other time when peach leaf 
curl of peach and plum trees 
can be controlled.
