Farmers to receive refund

Forget here and now, this is
a matter of here and then. If
'you were a farmer in the
1970s, you are entitled to a
refund for some of your fuel
expenses. But you have to
act before June 30, reports

Tommy Antilley, county agent
with the Texas Agricultural
Extension Service.

The refund is a result of a
settlement reached by the
Dept. of Energy with oil com-
panies that allegedly over-
charged for crude oil during a
period regulated by price
ceilings.

Consequently, farmers can
get back about $80.00 or
more for every 100,000 gal-
lons of fuel used between
August 19, 1973 and January
27, 1981, says Antilley. That
equates to a little over $14.00

for every 100 acres of crop-
land in production during the
seven-and-a-half year period,
according to economists with
the Extension Service.
