HPT to recall old plates
Some vehicle owners will 

see a new message on their 
registration renewal forms be­
ginning in May: "New Plates 
Required".

The State Department of 
Highways and Public Trans­
portation will start a program of 
recalling plates more than 
eight years old to comply with 
a state law that calls for Is­
suance of "safety plates".

Highway department testing 
personnel have found that 
"the reflective value of license 
plate sheeting begins to 
deteriorate dramatically after 
eight years," said Dian Neill, 
head of the department's Mo­
tor Vehicle Division. The dull 
plates are difficult to see in the 
dark.

Over the next 12 months, 
the department expects to is­
sue 1.4 million replacement 
plates for all light trucks and 
passenger cars with tags 
originally issued from 1975 
through 1980. Next year, re­
calls for 1981 plates will go out 
in the continuing program, 
conducted through county 
tax assessor-collector offices.

Vehicle owners who volun­
teer to trade their 5-to-8-year 
old plates may still do so free. 
"The state collects fees suffi­
cient to replace license plates 
eveiy five years, so you're just 
getting your money's worth if 
you trade them in on time," 
said Maurine Vosburg, tax as­
sessor-collector for Coke 
County.

Things had been pretty 

quiet around Oak Creek for 
the most part this year, but did 
they ever come alive this past 
weekend. I’ve seen a lot of 
bass tournaments and a lot of 
fine strings of fish come out of 
this old fishing hole in my 
twenty-eight years here at the 
Sportsman's Lodge, but none 
better than what we had this 
past weekend.

It was Bronte’s first Cham­
ber of Commerce annual bass 
tournament and what a way to 
start. The wind was blowing a 
gale and we wondered If many 
fish would be caught but this 
notion was dispelled when 
the fish started coming to the 
scales about an hour before

The way the cookie crumbles 
can give you a clue to the fat 
content of most "store- 
bought" cookies.

CONSUMERS CAN 

RESOLVE
THEIR COMPLAINTS
When you have a problem 

with a product or service, what 
do you do? Forget about it, 
complain to your friends or 
seek recourse? Few people 
try to get satisfaction when 
they have a complaint.

Unfortunately, consumers 
often believe their complaints 
won't be heard, or they don't 
know who to contact.

In general, the best place to 
start is at the place where you 
bought the item or service. If 
you aren't satisfied with the 
response in a reasonable 
amount of time, however, 
don't give up, since you have 
other options for resolving the 
problem. There are many 
sources available for resolving 
consumer complaints.

Many national companies 
have corporate consumer af­
fairs offices to answer ques­
tions or handle complaints. 
Often these offices will have a 
toll-free 800 number of con­
sumers to call.

If you can't resolve a prob­
lem with an automobile dealer, 
check with the manufacturer, 
since most have regional of­
fices for handling consumer 
complaints.

There are 17 non-profit 
Better Business Bureaus in 
Texas. Many of the BBBs ac­
cept written complaints and 
will contact a firm on your be­
half.

In addition, the Consumer 
Protection Division of the At­
torney General's Office oper­
ates offices in Austin, Dallas, 
El Paso, Houston, Lubbock, 
McAllen and San Antonio. 
Dallas and Harris Counties 
have Consumer Fraud Divi­
sions and the cities of Dallas 
and Ft. Worth have Consumer 
Affairs offices.

Local libraries typically have 
reference materials that can 
guide you in your efforts to 
resolve consumer complaints. 
For example, they will have 
books listing trade associa­
tions and occupational and 
professional licensing boards, 
many of which handle con­
sumer problems.

One of the best sources of 
assistance, the "Consumer's 
Resource Handbook," Is 
published by the U.S. Office 
of Consumer Affairs and avail­
able free by writing the Con­
sumer Information Center 
Pueblo, Colorado 81009.

SALMONELLA IN EGGS 
A SAFETY ISSUE - Recent 
reports of salmonella in eggs 
have caused some concern 
among consumers. But ac­
cording to Marilyn Haggard, a 
food safety expert with the 
Texas A&M University 
Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice, the possibilities of con­
tracting a food-borne illness 
from salmonella in eggs is re­
mote.

Beef vote set for May 10
The U.S. Department of 

Agriculture will hold the beef 
checkoff referendum vote on 
May 10.

The vote, by eligible cattle 
producers and Importers of 
beef or beef products, Is to 
decide whether to continue 
the beef checkoff program, 
says Tommy Antilley, Coke 
County Extension agent with 
the Texas Agriculture Exten­
sion Service, The Texas A&M 
University System. Producers 
are being assessed $1 a head 
on all cattle they sell. Funds 
from the checkoff are 
presently financing the Beef 
Promotion and Research 
Program.

Eligible voters are produc­
ers who owned cattle be­
tween Oct. 1,1986 and March 
31, 1988 or persons who im­
ported cattle or beef products 
during the same period, An-

tilley says.
Voting will be by secret bal­

lot in the local Extension of­
fice of the county where a 
producer or importer resides.

Persons who need to cast 
an absentee ballot must re­
quest one between April 1- 
29. Eligible Texas voters may 
request absentee ballots from 
Dr. Milo Shult, Associate Di­
rector, Texas Agricultural Ex­
tension Service, System 105- 
A, Texas A&M University, 
College Station, TX 77843.

"Mark the absentee ballot 
and return it by May 3 to the 
Extension office in the county 
of your residence," Antilley 
says.

The Agricultural Stabiliza­
tion and Conservation Service 
will count ballots, determine 
the eligibility of challenged 
voters and ballots, and report 
Referendum results.
