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Conservation officials tour Beal Ranch

" Carty Beal's Texana Ranch
was the site of the quarterly
West Texas regional meeting
of the Texas Soil and Water
Conservation District, Mon-
day, June 27th. The program
was a tour of the ranch owned
by Carty and Linda Beal of
Midland.

Located five miles south-
west of Blackwell, the ranch
has been under steady im-
provement for the eight years
the Beals have owned it.
Originally the steep, rugged,
mountainous land attracted
Beal as a perfect motorcross
location. After purchasing the
4,682 acres of rolling and of-
ten treacherous terrain, the
Beals turned to landscaping
and beautifying the ranch.
Much of the cedar was re-
moved by root-plowing, doz-
ing and hand-chopping. Per-
manent grasses were seeded
across the pastures. Klein,
Sideoats, Wilman Lovegrass,
KR Bluestem, Bermuda, Giant
Bermuda, Legumes and sev-
eral varieties of trees were
planted on some 1200 acres.

The ranch now has 25 wells
and 57 tanks. Buddy Dyess,
Beals' foreman and ranch

manager, lives on the ranch -

and is responsible for the ac-

tual work that has taken place.
There is a herd of 150 Bran-
gus cattle including a number
of embryo recipients. Sixty
Barbado Sheep are pastured,
as well as 30 Axis Deer, 9 Eu-
ropean Red Deer, 9 Fallow
Deer, 30 Sika Deer, 11 Elk, 15
Mule Deer, 30 Aoudad Sheep
and 11 Black Buck Antelope.
To contain the wide assort-
ment of livestock, 24.3 miles
of 8' fence have been built.

Many of the pasture roads
have been topped with
caliche and the once rough
caliche county road from
Highway 70 has been paved
for some six miles, as has the
approximately two miles from
the county road to the new
brick ranch house.

During the 48 hour period
just before the conservation
meeting, 1.8 inches of rain fell
on the ranch, however the
tour was not hindered due to
the work on the roads. Mem-
bers ate a barbecue lunch af-
ter the tour and the regular
quarterly meeting was held in
the helicopter hanger pic-
tured. The original helicopter
pad was on top of one of the
nearby hills, but has since
been moved to the ranch
headquarters.

Counties included in the
region include Coke, Run-
nels, Tom Green, Concho,
Sterling and others in West
and North Central Texas.

The Coke County Soil and
Water Conservation District
hosted the event.

TIME TO TREAT
FOR CATTLE GRUBS
Cattle grubs are internal

parasites and their damage is
largely unseen, yet they
cause greater economic loss-
es to the U.S. beef cattle in-
dustry than any other insect
pest.

While grubs are usually
found on the backs of infest-
ed animals during the winter
months, that is not the time for
control measures since the
pest have already done their
damage. Feed efficiency and

animal vigor are reduced in in-
fested animals.

Grubs are the larvae or worm
stage of heel flies, and adult
heel flies are active over most
of the state from March
through May.

The time to control grubs is
from now through August
when grubs are small and be-
fore infested animals suffer
stress, weight loss and de-
creased feed efficiency. Con-
siderable hide damage will
occur if infested animals are
slaughtered. Hide value has
increased rapidly during the
past year.

Heel flies cannot sting, they
have no functional mouth
parts and cause no pain to
cattle. Yet, they frighten ani-
mals, making them difficult to

manage.

Heel flies lay their eggs on
an animal's hairs in the lower
leg region, glued in position.
Tiny larvae hatch in a few
days, crawl down to the base
of the hair and burrow into the
animal's skin.

Then they begin a migratory
course through the animal's
body, congregating in the
throat after a few months, and
after eight to nine months,
appear in the mature grub
state on the animal's back.

If a producer has a history of
grubs in his cattle herd, it is
best to treat each animal over
three months of age with one
application of an approved
systemic insecticide or in-
jectable treatment during the
May through August period.

Systemic insecticides are
absorbed directly through the
animal's skin, circulate
throughout the body, and Kkill
grubs while they are small. In-
jectable treatments are circu-
lated in the animal's body flu-
ids to kill the invading pests.
~ These insecticides come in
various forms -- dips, sprays,
pour-ons, injections and spot-
on treatments. A listing of ap-
proved insecticides and
methods for controlling cattle
grubs is available at the
County Extension office.

For example, pasturized pro-
cess cheese is cheese that
has been ground, melted and
pasturized. Emulsifiers are
added to keep the milkfat from
separating, and vinegar, salt
and other spices may be
added to enhance the flavor
and texture, but it is still "real"
cheese.

Some varieties of milk may
also be misleading. Nonfat dry
milk, and evaporated and
condensed milk are simply
milk with different amount of
water removed. Condensed
milk also has an added sweet-
ener.

The Food and Drug Admin-
istration has set up standards
of identity for all milk and real
dairy foods to guarantee their
uniformity, value and whole-
someness. These standards
regulate such things as milkfat
and moisture content of
cheese, and weight per gallon
of ice cream.

Dear Mr. Spain:

This is ifl regard to an issue
that is of great important to
both you and me: the Right to
Bear Arms. | am writing to you
today because | want to reaf-
firm my support for that basic
American right and to share
with you an article that ap-
peared in the Wall Street
Journal concerning some
goings-on in the nation's
capital.

The May 24 story includes a
statement | made concerning
the National Rifle Association.
My remarks reportedly upset
the NRA. | hope you have the
opportunity to read the entire
article before arriving at a per-
sonal opinion. The quotes are
accurate and | stand by these
statements. Let me briefly ex-
plain why.

The topic of my -interview
was the NRA's lobby on Capi-
tol Hill. One privilege of our
great land is the freedom of
expression. The NRA has the
right to make its voice heard,
even when | may not like what
| hear. In general policy, | do
not disagree with the NRA.
-However, | do not hold in high
esteem the use of strong-arm
tactics by any lobbying group,
especially one | try to support.
The fact that the NRA uses
pressure tactics disturbs me
as a Member of Congress and
as a member of the NRA. |
have personally told NRA offi-
cials how I feel. | told them that
bully tactics hurt, not help,
those of us standing up for
the rights of gun owners.

Every organization must be
able to work with people of
different opinions; if there is
no room for give and take, we
stand to lose all. | feel I'm
working for the same goals as
the NRA, but | want to assure
my colleagues that there are
responsible gun enthusiasts
who have common sense and
are willing to work on reason-
able legislation.

This is where | have dis-
agreed with the NRA. The
NRA fought some legislative
measures under the guise of
protecting your Right to Arms,
but this Constitutionally guar-
anteed right has not been in
the jeopardy the NRA has led
you to believe. My disen-
chantment with the NRA cen-
tered around three bills: ar-
mor-piercing bullets, handgun
detection and personal ma-
chine guns.

Congressman

| disagree that the right to
protect our homes is threat-
ened by a bill that wants to
ban undetectable guns at air-
ports. | disagree that our
chances to hunt game would
be violated if we disallowed
the sale of machine guns.
And | also disagree that our
right to build a gun collection
would be devastated if we do
not allow the sale of armor-
piercing bullets. In these days
of global terrorism, we must
take steps to protect the law
enforcement officials who are
attempting to secure our
homeland. To me it makes
sense to provide gun detec-
tion standards so that we can
keep our airports safer, to
keep the proliferation of ma-
chine guns out of easily ac-
cessible markets and to do
away with bullets intended
only to penetrate protective
jackets worn by our law en-
forcement officials. These
guns and bullets are not used
by everyday gun and rifle en-
thusiasts. These are deadly
weapons used by terrorists
and criminals.

| have been a hunter all my
life. It is a joy | have had the
pleasure of experiencing and
would like my children and
grandchildren to experience
some day. | have supported
the NRA the vast majority of
the time | have been in
Congress but | will not be a
rubber stamp for anyone. | will
continue to vote with the NRA
when | think they are right and
| will vote against them when |
believe they are being inap-
propriately unbending. Those
of you who know me, know
that | am a firm believer in our
Bill of Rights and | will contin-
ue to vote that way rather than
yielding to pressure from any
group which, in my opinion,
may be exercising bad judg-
ment.

| feel comfortable with my
actions but please let me
know how you feel about my
efforts to represent you.
Along with carefully listening
to the views of my con-
stituents who are NRA mem-
bers, | will also be consulting
with local law enforcement of-
ficials about future gun related
issues. | have confidence that
the good sense of both of
these groups of constituents
will rarely lead to any conflict
between the two or with me.

(Women who have no
symptoms of disease).
Those guidelines have
been adopted by the
American Academy of
Family Physicians,
American College of
Obstetricians and
Gynecologists, and The
American College of
Radiology. Those

guidelines are:

l. 35-40 years of age -
One baseline
mammogram.

Il. 40-50 years of age -
A mammogram every 1-2
years depending on
breast type and risk
factor.

lll. 50 years of age and
over - An annual
physical examination
and annual mammogram.

IV. Asymtomatic women
under 50 years of age
with significant high risk

factors should b e
examined at appropriate
intervals. These risk
factors include previous
breast cancer and family
history of cancer.

V. A symptomatic
woman should have a
mammogram at any age
when she experiences a
mass, nipple discharge,
skin changes or
unexplained breast pain.

A screening
mammogram is an Xx-ray
of the breast using
extremely low dosages of
radiation (usually
comparable to dental x-
rays) and is designed to
find very early cancers.

A female technologist
who is highly trained in
mammography will
perform the examination.

The charge for the
screening mammogram
is $50.00. The Unit
accepts cash, check,
Visa, Mastercard and
American Express.
