Debbie Harris of Tennyson,
a recent graduate of Steno-
graph Institute of Texas in
Abilene, has successfully
passed a professional
competency examination for
state licensing as a Certified
Shorthand Reporter (CSR).

The day-long examination
_process is administered in
Austin by the Texas Court
Reporters Certification Board.

In addition to an extensive
written knowledge test, the
examinees must demonstrate
their machine shorthand
(stenotype) proficiency by
writing oral dictation of one-
voice literary and jury charge
material and two-voice
(question and answer) fésti-
mony verbatim at a speed of
up to 225 words per minute.

The examinees must be able
to transcribe the dictation with
a minimum accuracy of 95
percent for certification.

Companion receives What
that means is that if the Senior
Companion gets a Social Se-
curity check, the stipend is
not counted against the So-
cial Security.

The stipend cannot be
considered as income; there-
fore, it does not affect or
change a Companion's in-

Decreasing risk
of insect stings

If individuals have been
stung by a wasp, bee, yellow
jacket or hornet, they proba-
bly want to avoid being stung
again. If individuals are allergic
to the venom of these in-
sects, avoiding being stung
may save their life. Linda Mc-
Clead, head nurse in the
Emergency Room of
Methodist Hospital, lists the
following suggestions that
can decrease the risk of
stings:

- Always wear shoes or san-
dals when walking outdoors.

- Do not use after-shave lo-
tion, perfume or cologne
when planning to spend a day
or evening outdoors.

- Whenever possible, wear
slacks and a long-sleeved
shirt or blouse.

— When dressing for out-
door activities, select summer
clothing of neutral patterns
and colors such as tan, white,
black or beige. Bright colors
and floral patterns are attrac-
tive to bees and wasps.

- Stay away from public pic-
nic areas and waste cans, fa-
vorite places for yellow jack-
ets.

- After swimming or partici-
pating in water sports, shake
out towels before drying off.
In addition, shake out all
clothing before dressing.

- Use caution when entering
areas that stinging insects
tend to inhabit such as attics,
abandoned buildings, trees,
bushes, gardens, orchards
and grass.

WATCH OUT FOR
FOOD POISONING

Remember, many lunches
sit in a child's locker all morn-
ing. To avoid the possibility of
food poisoning, Mrs. Fillipp
offers several safety tips to
keep in mind when preparing
school lunches.
