CCUWCD adopts new regs

The Board of Directors of
the Coke County Under-
ground Water Conservation
District recently adopted
Rules and Regulations for the
district.

The primary reason for
adopting these Rules and
Regulations is to help prevent
waste and contamination of
the groundwater. One of the
primary sources of
contamination to groundwater
is contaminants entering the
aquifer through uncapped
wells and old abandoned
wells that have not been
plugged. Water can become
poliuted or contaminated by
either of the above situations.
This is one area in which the
district directors hope to im-
prove the protection of water
quality.

Landowners will be most af-
fected by the rule requiring a
permit prior to the drilling of a
water well. The directors do
not anticipate any problem
with this rule. In most every
case, if a landowner makes

application for a permit, the
permit will be approved. The
rule was adopted primarily so
that the district could develop
information on the groundwa-
ter resource. When making an
application for a permit to drill a
water well, the landowner will
need to help locate the pro-
posed location on a map. A
$50.00 deposit is required for
a permit. When the well is
completed and a well log is
furnished to the district, the
$50.00 deposit is returned to
the landowner.

It will be awhile before the
kinks are worked out on
adapting to the rules. If there
are any questions, contact the
district office in Robert Lee or
a director of the district. Ev-
eryone connected with the
district will work with the
landowners in adapting to the
rules and in expiditing the
permit process.

New Water Tank Is Up
Water Storage Capacity
Now 85,000 Gallons

Bronte's new water tower
went up last Saturday giving
the city a storage capacity of
85,000 gallons.

City officials are hopeful the
additional storage space will
prevent a recurrence of the
low water pressure which was
experienced last summer by
local residents.

The new tank was given to
the city by the Santa Fe Rail-
way Co. It was trucked from
Mertzon over county roads to
its present location, after the
Department of Public Safety
refused to issue a permit to
move the tank along high-
ways. Size of the tank made it
a traffic hazard, the state men
said.

The tank was erectea by the
Caldwell Constryction Co. of
Big Spring. Two huge cranes

were used to lift the tank up to
the top of the legs which were
already constructed. No great
dificulty was experienced in
getting the tank up. However,
it was a slow tedious process
and great care was exercised,
Mayor Ernest lvey said.

Addiiional water storage
was imperative for Bronte this
summer due to the fact that
the re-pressuring plant in the
Bronte field, west of town, is
using about 40,000 gallons of
water a day in their cooling
towers.

City officials have been try-
ing for months to secure
cranes to lift the tank to its
perch atop the huge legs.
Finding a contractor who was
willing to tackle the job and
who was_not tied down with
other work was a hard job,
however. The Caldwell
company agreed to do the job
and began work last Friday.
They had the tank up and
their rigs back on the road
Monday.

Essay contest

How does transportation af-
fect our daily lives? If you can
express your answer well in
writing, and you are a junior or
senior in high school, you can
win a cash award.

To celebrate its 75th an-
niversary, the American
Association of State Highway
and Transportation Officials
(AASHTO) is sponsoring an
essay contest. The writer of
the top national essay will win
$1,000 and a trip to Atlanta,
GA, in October, as the guest
of the association's annual
conference. Two national
runners-up will receive $750
awards.

"We're kicking off the com-
petition in Texas through local
contests coordinated by our
highway districts,” said Ray-
mond Stotzer, engineer-di-
rector of the highway depart-
ment in Austin. "Each district
will select two winners from
local high schools who will
compete for the state
awards."

Stotzer said the writer of the
first-place essay from Texas
will win $500, donated by the
Texas Good
Roads/Transportation
Association. The group will
also honor two state runners-
up with $250 awards.

Contest rules specify that
essays by 600 to 1,000
words. Dependents of
AASHTO employees and
other AASHTO officials, and
relatives of contest judges,
are not eligible.

"Our local high school stu-
dents are invited to participate
within their schools," said
Walter McCullogh, district en-
gineer in San Angelo. "We
are coordinating with school
officials to provide contest
rules and guidelines."

McCullough said essays will
be judged on how well they
communicate the importance
of transportation in America.
The deadline for selection of
winners from each high
school is mid-May, he said. A
district winner will be selected
from the school winners by
June 1 and then compete at
the state level.

"We're excited about the
opportunity this gives stu-
dents to explore the role
transportation has played in
our nation," said Stotzer. "In
everything from economic
growth to recreation, trans-
portation is a significant part of
our daily lives.

Gardening season is just
around the corner, and with it
the need for early preparation
against insect pests that are
sure to be around.

First, gardeners should in-
spect insecticides left over
from last year to determine if
they are still good. Product
age and storage conditions
must be considered.

If properly stored, most
products should have at least
a two-year shelf life once they
begin to be used.

Dusts sometimes have a
tendency to absorb moisture
if the bag is not sealed tightly
after each use; they should
not be used if lumpy.

Place bags containing in-
secticides in a clear,
polyethylene bag and seal it
with a rubber band to keep
moisture out.

If dusts are two years old or
or older and there is any
doubt about their storage,
dispose of them according to
label directions and buy new
insecticide.

not as likely to absorb
moisture, storage is still
important. Caps should be

resealed tightly on the prod-
uct after each use. Do not
use liquids which are cloudy
or milky in color or which have
sediments on the bottom of
the container.

Do not store pesticides on a
shelf in front of a window, es-
pecially if the window gets
strong afternoon sun.

Do not store liquids in an
area subjected to extreme
temperature fluctuations. Ex-
tremes from summer to winter
temperatures may not hurt the
active ingredients in the in-
secticide, but it may damage
‘the ability of the product to
mix properly in water.

If liquid materials are at least
two years old and have not
been stored properly, monitor
vegetables closely after
spraying to determine if the
pesticides are controlling in-
sects.

Finally, know exactly what is
being sprayed on plants and
the amount. Don't jeopardize
plants by spraying first and
then checking for possible
plant damage.
