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Dangerous storms pound Coke County
Coke County residents eye 

the sky daily for dangerous 
thunderheads as threatening 
storms continue to circle the 
area. Robert Lee citizens 
were pounded last Saturday 
by waves of thunderstorms 
which produced from 4 to 8 
inches of rain, damaging wind, 
and large hail. Broken win­
dows and battered roofs in a 
number of homes resulted, as 
ruined trees, and everything 
loose outside was blov/n 
away.

Both local car dealerships 
suffered hail damage, along 
with individuals. Other severe 
damage occurred when a 
transmitter tower in southern 
Coke County toppled and 
blocked Hwy. 208 linking 
Robert Lee to San Angelo.

Other extensive destruction 
this month included an appar­
ent tornado in the south part 
of Robert Lee Thursday, June 
1. On the following Tuesday, 
a storm cloud zeroed in on 
Silver. The Clifford Wilsons 
sustained alarming damage to 
their ranch home when two 
huge pecan trees were 
uprooted and hit the house, 
demolishing one corner and 
part of the roof.

Gardens are finished after 3 
hails and the deadline for 
planting many productive farm 
crops is past.

One thing, the rain, has 
come out of the storms, how­
ever. Much running water was 
gained in stock tanks and lake 
drinking water.

RL changes water source
According to Robert Lee 

Mayor Wilson Bryan and Water 
Superintendent James Roy- 
all, city water users are now on 
Mountain Creek water which 
was caught in run-off over the 
weekend. The city had been 
totally served by Lake Spence 
since last year, causing many 
residents to buy or haul 
drinking water.

Royall stated that the 
Mountain Creek reservoir is 
almost full - within 2 to 4 feet 
of the spillway.

Plans call for remaining on 
the fresh water. Mayor Bryan 
said, as long as possible. He

said we now have enough 
water to last through the 
summer. Even then, enough 
might remain to blend with 
Spence water rather than rely 
entirely on the poor quality 
supply.

The heavy rains came just in 
time, the pair reported, be­
cause of the failure of some of 
the city's equipment installed 
in Lake Spence to bring water 
to the treatment plant. They 
said some changes and repair 
will have to be made to their 
installation in the event it will 
be needed later.

Board to require well drilling permits
The Coke County Under­

ground Water Conservation 
District Board of Directors re­
cently adopted a set of Rules 
and Regulations for the dis­
trict. About 80% of these 
adopted rules are already 
mandated by state law. The 
other 20% primarily concern 
prevention of pollution of the 
groundwater and to require a 
permit for transportation of 
water out of the district.

The rule that affects 
landowners Immediately re­
quires a permit prior to the 
drilling of a water well. The 
reason for this requirement Is 
as follows: 1. Obtain the loca­
tion of all newly drilled wells, 2. 
Obtain and have on file In the 
district office a completed well 
log of the new well and 3. 
Collect a water sample to de­
termine water quality in the 
new well.

The above actions are not 
being done to do anything to 
the landowners who want to 
drill a well. It is being done to 
develop resource information 
on groundwater In the district, 
to monitor water quality and to 
help prevent pollution of the 
groundwater.

A $50.00 deposit is re­
quired for a water well permit. 
When a completed well log is

When the Freezer Faiis
As the season for b a d  

weather is at hand, it is time to 
think about the  conse­
quences of power outages. 
You can use candles when 
the lights go out, and batter­
ies for the radio: but what can 
you do about the food in your 
freezer.

The first thing you do is find 
out how long it will be out. If it 
is anything less than a.day or 
two, don't worry.

Freezers are well insulated 
and each item of frozen food 
acts as a block of ice that 
keeps surrounding food cool. 
A well stocked freezer should 
stay frozen two days. A half- 
stocked freezer should last a 
day.

As long as the freezer is not 
running it should be kept 
closed as much as possible. 
Each time you open the door, 
warm air rushes in, reducing 
the freezer's effectiveness.

If the power will be off for a 
few days, you should try to di­
vide up the food among your 
friends' freezers or possibly 
rent space in a commercial 
freezer or cold storage plant.

In case of emergency try 
putting dry ice in your freezer, 
with caution. Dry ice should

never be touched with your 
hands because it freezes ev­
erything it touches and you 
could sustain burns.

If you use dry ice, put a layer 
of cardboard over the freezer 
items and put the ice on top of 
that. This should keep your 
food cold for a few days.

When the power returns, 
the food should be checked 
carefully. You may safely re­
freeze meat or poultry that still 
contains crystals. If the meat 
and poultry are only cool 
feeling, you should c o o k  
them immediately. Throw out 
any food that has even a 
slightly unusual color or odor.

When the storm season is 
here, arm yourself with knowl­
edge and common sense. 
You and your food may last 
longer.

"Our troopers have many 
opportunities to advance In 
responsibilities and rank. And 
we make every effort to make 
sure that our officers have 
equal promotional opportuni­
ties."
