Substandard Buildings

Notice is hereby given pur-
suant to the terms and provi-
sions of Section 52.01 of the
Local Government Code,
Texas Statutes, that the City
of Bronte is considering the
adoption of an ordiance re-
garding dilapidated, substan-
dard, and hazardous buildings
within the city limits of the City
of Bronte and authority to give
notice of demand of repair or
demolition and in the event
there is no compliance, the
right of the City to proceed to
demolish buildings and im-
pose a lien upon the property.

The proposed ordinance
creates a Building Standards
Commission which will review
properties on a semi-annual
basis and make
recommendations to the City
Council as to existing sub-
standard, dilapidated, or haz-
ardous buildings which are
unfit for human habitation
and/or create a danger to the
public health and welfare. The
ordinance defines various cri-
teria for ascertainment of di-
lapidated or substandard
buildings as to particulars of
the residential property, lot,
and condition of the same.
The ordinance states that a
recommendation will be pre-
pared and submitted to the
City Council at which time the
City Council will give notice to
the owner of the proposed
demand for repair or demoli-
tion. A public hearing will be
scheduled to determine
whether the City should order
the repair or demolition and
how long should be given to
allow the same to occur.

The ordinance further
states certain rights of re-
hearing in the event demoli-
tion is required. Additionally,
notice is provided to the own-
er of the property in regard to
the actions of the City.

The ordinance states further
that in the event repair or de-
molition is not completed, the
City may act to demolish the
same and may impose a lien
upon the property to the ex-
tent of expenses incurred in
demolition. The ordinance
specifies parties authorized to
file the lien claim as well as re-
leases at times of reimburse-
ment.

The ascorbic acid in vitamin
C has been associated with
dental erosion in the past, but
the problem has become
more acute with increased
sales of extremely high.levels
of the vitamin in chewable
tablet forms.

The chewable vitamin C
tablets that contain mega-
dose levels of the vitamin may
present possible dental
health problems according to
latest research.

A recent American Dental
Association report indicated

that the acidic level of three
500-milligram chewable vita-
min C tablets, when dissolved
in distilled water, about equals
that of stomach acid.

While saliva has a certain
buffering effect, it can provide
only limited protection when
there is daily direct contact
between ascorbic acid and
teeth.

When people attempt to
chase the common cold, vita-
min C cough syrup which
clings to the teeth also is not
recommended, since it may
cause dental problems.

It is recommended that per-
sons who use chewable vita-
min C tablets on a regular ba-
sis should check with a dentist
for any signs of dental prob-
lems.
