Pioneer Woman Dies

Mrs. Sarah Elizabeth Scott
died at her. home in Bronte,
early Saturday morning, Jan-
uary 16, 1932.

This hand harvesting method
of grain production will result
in a slightly higher yield than
actual combine runs, but the
comparison between varieties
remains the same.

News from Oak Creek

The summer is winding
down in a hurry now and be-
fore we know it school will be
starting, football and all the
other activities that keep us
busy. If you are planning a trip
in the next few weeks before
the Labor Day weekend we
suggest you consider coming
to Oak Creek. No matter what
you enjoy, fishing, playing,
visiting are what ever we think
you will enjoy your visit.

We have seen some fine
fish caught the past month
even though the hot weather
has kept many from trying ex-
cept during the cool hours of
the day. This time of the year
is the best time to use top wa-
ter baits for the bass in the first
light of morning and from
sundown to dark. If you want
to troll for the whites or sand
bass you can fill a stringer.

Tell you for sure we have
had some big ol bass caught
the past few weeks. We will
just start with the best - Lee
Wommach of Odessa got a
real trophy going 9 pounds 14
0zs. This bass was caught in
about 3 foot water using a
worm. Chester Gillard of
Dyess AFB also got a trophy
going 8 Ibs. 2 o0zs. Tommy
Smith of Abilene got one at 6
Ibs. 1 oz. and lost two more
before he had fished from the
boat ramp to the dam. There
have been a lot of big bass
caught from.around this string
of docks where Tommy got
his bass.

The bass are not the only
fish being caught by any
means. The Dick Johnson
family of Odessa found a nest
of good crappie and before it
was over had 52 nice fish go-
ing up to 1 1/4 Ibs. dressed to
take home. Some have found
how to catch the channel and

blue cat. The best action is
coming during the Ilate
evening and after dark using
big grasshoppers as bait. One
group that was in the tent
section of the RV park here at
the Sportsmans Lodge got a
big string of catfish in twenty
five to thirty foot water along
the rocky bank. If you want to
catch some of the big bream
they are a dime a dozen in
spots all over the lake.

The two feet of water the
lake caught from the rains
back in June was a real help to
Oak Creek. Even though it
was late we got a spawn of fish
that was something and it's
still going on. Around docks
under lights the minnows and
shad about an inch long also
number in the thousands.
These are food for everything
from bream to trophy bass.
Wonder why we think Oak
Creek is going to be a good
place to fish in the months
ahead?
