Paint Creek Rural High School,
plagued for years with an imad-
equate water supply system, this
week completed installation of a
three-mile pipe line to Lake
Stamford which will provide a
permanent supply of water for the
school plant and teacherages.

The new well being tested Wed-
nesday is in West Haskell, in the
1100 block on South First. Water
Superintendent Roy Oliphant said
initial tests indicated that the
well would yield a four-inch
Stream, making it “‘a pretty good
well,” in his opinion.

Areas Suitable for
Wildlife Exist on
' Most Farms

Without a doubt ail of us like

feve and quail. They can serve
[ an excelleny source of recreation
| for the family and friends, plus
quite a taste dish to please the
vadate. or just their beauty as
they flush. With very few ex-
{ceplions every farm in the area
| have areas that are not being
used and If properly managed
will provide excelient cover and
food for birds. according to spec-
talists of the Soil Conservation
Service.

Cover needs are of three main
types. Roosting cover, loafing or
resting cover and nesting cover.
Roosting cover needs to be brushy
with plenty of overhead protect-
ion. Shrubs or brush furnish ex-
velleny sources. Even brush piles
r mesquite and shinnery, if the
limbs are cut until they just hang
fown., give overhead protection
with open area under them. Rest-

ng or loafing cover need the
same overhead protection. These
qeed 1o be near food sources and
‘loge  enoungh  together that the
birds may move from one cover
to another w..h minimum exp-
osure Nesting cover preferred
by the hirds is dead grass pre-
ferably tall grasses that have
fallen over. These are usually
| plentiful in areas that haven'
been mowed, burned or over-
grazed

Food is another essential for
birds. Food fis usually plentiful

through the spring and fall. Some-
times during mid-summer and
late winter it becomes short. In-
sects, fruit, berries, and green
vegetat.on are used when avaii-
ible. Midwinter, cold or summer
heay eliminates this type of foods
and the birds must find another
source or die, Most birds switch
to a diet 4f seed during these ad-
verse times. Although mos; do-
mestic grains, such as wheat and
grain sorghum are caten by wild
life. they deteroriate rapidly after
falling on the ground and germi-
nate or rot as soon as rain falls
on them. So birds must depend
upon planis with hard seeds that
resisy rotting. Annual weeds and
grasses furnish these types of
seed. Sunflowers, partridge peas,
panicums, rag weeds and many
others are sources of hard seeds
for food and usuaily plentiful in
and around fence rows and odd
aress if they are not destroyed
by mowing, grazing or burning.

T eak around vour farm for such
odd areas, such as fence rows
j cad corners. When properly man-
~ad the odd areas can provide
recreation as well as food for the
family.

For further information and
help in selecting and caring for
these areas contact your local
Soil Conservation Service Tech-
nicians.

Grain Stubble Is
Valuable Aid In
Soil Building

The stubble is a source of or-
ganic matter which s a vital
part of the soil. Organic matter
is the blood of the soil. As it de-
cays it makes available to grow-

also acts as a sponge soaking up
water and holding it for plant
use. Stubble also helps keep Lhe
soll in better tiith so that rain
can soak in and plowing will be
ensier. When stubbly is lefy on
the surface of the soll it serves
many purposes: It protects the
soil against the beating and pack-
ing effecy of heavy rains. Raln
soaks in through small pores and
holes into the soil. As long as
these are open the rain soaks in
rapidly, but once they clog up
runoff begins, When soil is left
bare the drops of rain strike the
soll with hammering blows break-
ing loose small bits of soll. As
the water staris flow downward
the small particles stop up the
openings and prevent the soll
from taking waler. This resulls
in the soil searing over and the
water runs off. Stubble left on
the surface of the soll serves as
a shade cutting down on evapo-
rating moisture and also shading
oug small weeds. It also serves
as a barrier against the wind
preventing wind erosion.

In preparing stubble the best
tool is a chisel with sweeps. The
sweeps run under the stubble and
straw cutling any weeds and still
leaving the coven gn top.
