Children will learn a lot in 
school this fall, but one thing 
they won't learn much about is 
managing money.

Teaching children how to 
handle money helps children 
learn management skills in 
ways that are less painful than 
when they become adults. 
That responsibility falls on the 
parents. It Is better for chil­
dren to begin learning how to 
manage small amounts of 
money now.

Children in the United 
States receive $9 billion a year 
from adults. Most of this 
money is given as allowances 
and the rest is payment for 
chores or gifts. Allowances 
should be given, but not as

payment for chores. All chil­
dren should have chores, but 
the allowance should be 
viewed as the children's part 
of the money because they 
are members of the family.

Parents usually use two ap­
proaches in providing money 
to children and teenagers -  
the "allowance system" and 
the "handout system." The 
"handout system" is used by 
those who feel they cannot 

^afford to give their children a 
regular allowance and is con­
sidered to be the least ex­
pensive. But very often the 
amount of money that is given 
"as needed" exceeds that of a 
reasonable a llow ance.

eliminates the opportunity for 
a child to learn to plan ex­
penses, allocate funds, and 
set aside money for use on 
another day. An allowance 
system is preferable. A child 
with a weekly allowance can 
learn to handle money and 
make it last until it is needed.

Experts say that when chil­
dren are old enough to tell the 
difference between coins and 
start asking for money, that it 
is time to begin a regular al­
lowance. But until children 
reach a certain cognitive level, 
they are not going to be able 
to handle an allowance. Most 
6 year olds do not fully under­
stand money because it is still 
abstract to them. Studies in­

dicate that at some point be­
tween the ages of 6 and 8 
children develop the cogni­
tive skills for understanding 
money. Preschoolers make 
decisions based on what 
looks like more. To them, a 
nickel would be considered 
more than a dime because it is 
bigger.

When young children see 
siblings getting a weekly al­
lowance, they are usually sat­
isfied as long as they get 
something too, which can be 
a quarter. A good way to de­
cide on a allowance is to hold 
a family conference. Keep in 
mind factors such as the 
child's age, family size and in­
come, location of residence, 
likes and dislikes and family 
routines. Nationwide esti­
mates of allowances given 
range from $1 a week for 4- 
year-olds to $20 a week for 
older teens, with most parents 
giving allowances of less than 
$10 a week to pre-teens. A 
general rule of thumb is to 
make an allowance large 
enough to cover a child's ba­
sic needs plus some "extra" to 
permit an opportunity to save 
instead of spend, yet small 
enough to force some choic­
es. This will help the child de­
velop decision-making skills.

The only way children can 
learn to manage money is to 
have money to manage. The 
hardest part for parents is al­
lowing children the freedom 
to make mistakes.

Bronte band organized in 1922
It was in the latter part of 

1922, possibly in September, 
that the first beginning was 
made toward the organization 
of a band for the Bronte com­
munity.

C. C. Holder and B. A. Bell 
deserve first mention as the 
two most responsible for the 
original organization. They 
with several others, who were 
interested and possessed in­
struments and an inclination 
to assist in the work, began 
meeting for practice.

The work of instruction and 
directing the rehearsals fell 
upon these men who gave 
freely of their time, without 
thought of reward. After a 
short time, considerable in­
terest was aroused and the 
Bronte Chamber of Com­
merce donated some half 
dozen instruments, at a cost 
of $1,000, to assist the new 
organization and it became 
known as the Chamber of 
Commerce Band.

The first paid instructor and 
director was G. A. Hartman of 
San Angelo, who came to 
Bronte with his family in 1922 
and remained with the organi­
zation some nine months, 
during which time the band 
became an important factor in 
the community.

After Mr. Hartman left, the 
direction of the band again fell 
to Mr. Holder and Mr. Bell. 
During 1924, the Bronte 
Band was merged with one at 
Robert Lee and became 
known as the Coke County 
Band with practice held alter­
nately at Bronte and Robert 
Lee. This arrangement was 
terminated in 1925 and the 
band was inactive for several 
years.

In the summer of 1929, it 
was again revived. The per­
sonnel was composed princi­
pally of boy scouts with C. C. 
Holder as chairman, W. J. 
Gideon as secretary of the 
band committee, and B. A. 
Bell as acting director during 
the summer months.

In September of 1929, with 
the assistance of business­
men and others subscribing 
one half and the band mem­
bership the other half of the 
funds needed, Mr. H. H. 
Carsey of Ballinger was em­
ployed as band director. Un­
der his tutelage, gratifying re­
sults were had: competing in 
the state band contest in 
Abilene in May, 1930; winning 
first place in Class C school 
bands in 1931, winning sec­
ond place in the state contest 
in Class C. During this year, 
they were unable to retain Mr. 
Carsey and Mr. Holder again 
took over the band. That 
year, they won first place in 
the FFA Contest in Huntsville, 
Texas.

The Bronte organization 
was honored at the National 
FFA Convention in Kansas 
City for having 13 members 
chosen to play with the state 
band and that Curtis Smith of 
Bronte was chosen as presi­
dent of the state band.

The last few years of work 
had been closely related to 
the public schools with almost 
all of the personnel being 
drawn from the student body.
It became apparent to the 
school board that it would be 
in the best interest of the 
community for the Bronte 
School to sponsor the band.

Thus it was in 1934 Mr. E. B. 
Maxwell was elected to be in 
charge of band instruction 
and remained in the system 
for two years.

Through this organization, 
many lives have been given a

fuller appreciation of the bet­
ter things in life, much enter­
tainment has been given, 
much joy, happiness, and 
hope.

The thirteen boys who went 
to the National FFA Conven­

tion in Kansas City with the 
Texas official band were: 
Wink Kiker, James Hearn, 
Frank Hearn, Gene Keeney, 
Dwain Leonard, R. S. Collier, 
Wayman Percifull, N. C. Davis, 
Clyde Holder, and Pete Mc­
Donald.

The Texas Department of 
Health« (TDH) is notifying all 
school and child-care facility 
administrators that new, more 
stringent immunization rules 
for all Texas children will be­
come law effective Sept. 1.

Health officials are advising 
parents to ensure that their 
children's im m u n iz a tio n  
records comply with those 
rules. Still more changes in 
the immunization require­
ments, including a mandatory 
second dose of measles vac­
cine, are set for 1991.

Wes Hodgson, epidemiolo­
gy coordinator for the TDH 
Immunization Division, said, 
"The large measles outbreaks 
which began in 1988 under­
scored the fact that measles 
and other v a c c in e -p re -  
v6ntable diseases can pose 
tragic health threats unless all 
susceptible people are immu­
nized against them."

Hodgson said, "Some par­
ents in recent years have 
failed to have their children 
vaccinated. Also, some 
school and day-care operators 
have not kept adequate 
records. The result is a grow­
ing number of insufficiently 
immunized children and  
young adults at risk of 
measles infection."

Hodgson said that currently 
the law requires all children 
entering Texas schools or 
day-care to show proof of im­
munization at certain ages 
against polio, te ta n u s ,  
measles, rubella (German 
measles), mumps and diph­
theria. in addition, the law re­
quires pertussis (whooping 
cough) vaccine for all school 
and day-care ch ild ren  
younger than 5.

However, am endm ents 
adopted by the Texas Board 
of Health in June more sharply 
define, and in some cases 
change, children's immuniza­
tion requirements. Among 
the major amendments are:
• Beginning September 1,
1990, children and students 
enrolling in Texas child-care 
facilities or schools must have 
received both mumps and 
measles vaccines on or after 
their first birthdays.
• Beginning January 1, 1991., 
students whose 12th birth­
days occur on or after 
September 1, 1990 will be re­
quired to have two doses of 
measles vaccine, or provide 
evidence of measles immuni­
ty. The two doses must be 
administered at least 30 days 
apart, and proof of the second 
dose will not be required until 
the child's 12th birthday. 
•Beginning September 1,
1991, H a e m o p h i l u s  
in flu e n za e  type b (Hib) 
vaccine will be required for 
children, age 18 months 
through 4.
•Beginning September 1, 
1991, all children and stu­
dents enrolling for the first 
time must have received 
rubella vaccine at age 1 or 
older.

Hodgson added that per­
sons needing further details 
about immunization require­
ments should consult their 
family physicians, local health 
departments or school offi­
cials.

Floodwater retarding struc­
tures such as those initiated 
and maintained by the Coke 
County Kickapoo Water Con­
trol and Improvement District 
were given the acid test re­
cently. Heavy rainfall from 
storms occuring on April 25- 
27, 1990 and later caused 
widespread flooding with as 
much as 17 inches of rain 
dumped on parts of central 
Texas in a 14 hour period. All 
watershed structures per­
formed as designed. In just 
the four counties of Parker, 
Erath, Comanche, and Brown 
these dams prevented an es­

timated $3.6 million in dam­
ages. Although more than 
100 dams had flows through 
their emergency spillways, 
less than 5% had any damage 
and the total repair cost for the 
entire state is estimated at 
less than $100,000.

The Soil Conservation Ser­
vice helps communities de­
velop watershed projects to 
reduce erosion, siltation, and 
flooding as well as for other 
purposes. Local sponsors 
like the Kickapoo WCID take 
over maintenance after con­
struction is completed and 
keep them in good shape. 
The fact that many of the 
structures involved in the April

storm were some of the oldest 
dams in the program testifies 
to the excellent job of mainte­
nance the local sponsors 
have done.

However, messengers, 
fearful for their livelihood, put mice 
in the boxes to destroy the mail.

The United States is one of 
the few countries in the world 
where free elections are rou­
tinely taken for granted. Vot­
ing is one of the most impor­
tant rights and privileges of 
American citizenship. Unfor­
tunately, many take that right 
and privilege for granted and 
fail to vote. That is a shame 
because it means that pon- 
voters allow others to make 
the decisions that affect all of 
us. Millions of Texans who are 
otherwise eligible to vote 
aren't even registered, and 
registration is so easy, said 
Secretary of State George S. 
Bayoud, Jr., who is promoting 
VOTE '90 to attempt to regis­
ter record numbers.

In the past, the voter regis­
tration system itself w a s  
blamed for low registration 
rates. In addition, su ch  
obstacles as literacy tests, poll 
taxes, requirements that a 
voter be a land-owner, and 
many other barriers served to 
discourage or prohibit regis­
tration.

Today however, v o te r  
registration couldn't be easier 
or more convenient. You may 
register in person or simply fill 
out and mail in a postcard ap­
plication. It takes just a few 
minutes to fill it out, sign it, 
and mail it back or deliver it in 
person to the voter registrar, 
who is Coke County Tax As- 
sessor/Collector Kristy Roe. 
Applications are available in 
her office in the courthouse in 
Robert Lee or at both the 
Robert Lee and Bronte post 
offices.

Who is eligible to register to 
vote? Anyone may register to 
vote who is: (1) a U. S. citizen; 
(2) 17 years and 10 months of 
age or older on the date the 
registration is submitted to the 
county voter registrar; (3) a 
resident of the county in 
which application for registra­
tion is made; (4) has not been 
determined mentally incom­
petent by a final judgment of a 
court, and (5) has not been fi­
nally convicted of a felony 
from which the registrant has 
not been pardoned or other­
wise, released from the re­
sulting disability to vote.

How do you register to 
vote? As I mentioned, you 
simply complete a registration 
application which asks your 
name, sex, residence ad­
dress, date of birth, and birth­
place. If you are a naturalized 
citizen, you must also provide

The application 
also contains a statement that 
you are a U. S. citizen, a

where you've previously reg­
istered to vote (in order to 
keep the voter rolls current). 
You sign the card, indicating 
that ail those facts shown are 
true, date it, and return it to 
the registrar of voters in your 
county. You may register to 
vote at any time, but your ap­
plication must be postmarked 
or received by the registrar at 
least 30 days before an elec­
tion in order for you to vote in 
that election. If the 30th day 
before an election falls on a 
Saturday, Sunday, or state or 
national holiday, an applica­
tion that is submitted by mail is 
considered timely if it is post­
marked on the next regular 
business day. After the 
reg is tra r receives y o u r  
application for voter registra­
tion, you will receive your vot­
er registration certificate within 
about 30 days.

Where can you get a regis­
tration application? Besides 
calling my toll-free registration 
hotline for information about 
registering to vote (again the 
number is 1-800-252-VOTE 
(683), you can get the form 
from the registrar of voters in 
your county (listed in your 
telephone directory in the 
county government section), 
or you may pick one up in a 
number of locations. I have 
launched an aggressive voter 
registration effort called VOTE 
'90 and have a large number 
of businesses, community or­
ganizations and civic groups 
participating in voter registra­
tion outreach drives through­
out the state.

If I don't vote in an election, 
do I need to re-register? No. 
Voter registration in Texas is 
continuous as long as you 
remain living at your regis­
tered address, even if ygu fail 
to vote. You need to re­
register only if you move to 
another county. However, if 
you move within the county, 
you must notify the voter 
registrar in writing of your new 
residence address, and if you 
change your name, you must 
also notify the voter registrar 
in writing of your name

Prairie buffalo grass, a newly 
adapted minimum-care turf 
grass especially suited to 
Texas sun and drought 
conditions, will become avail­
able for Texas landscapes 
next spring.

The grass performs well in 
hot, sunny conditions, re­
quiring minimal irrigation, 
mowing, and fertilizer. This 
makes it ideal for roadside and 
airport right-of-way and indus­
trial park applications, and for 
many residential lawns. The 
state of Texas spent $38 mil­
lion in 1988 to mow highway 
right-of-ways, and this new 
turf grass could reduce those 
costs.

Prairie buffalo grass in urban 
landscapes could save 50 to 
70% of the water use for 
irrigation of lawns. A typical 
homeowner with a Prairie buf­
falo grass lawn would need to 
mow and water only two or 
three times in a growing sea­
son. Left uncut, the grass 
grows to a maximum of about 
four inches, but it may be

mowed shorter and more fre­
quently and still maintain its 
dense appearance. It is not 
suited to shade.

Introduced this week at a 
turf grass field day at A&M's 
research facility in Dallas, 
Prairie buffalo grass spreads 
faster, has fewer weeds, and a 
denser appearance than oth­
er commercially available buf­
falo grass cultivars. Because it 
is a female plant of the 
species. Prairie produces 
ne ither seedheads n o r  
pollen. It is grown from sod, 
sprigs, or plugs.

Prairie buffalo grass can be 
grown successfully from the 
South Texas Plains north into 
Nebraska. The grass per­
forms best on heavier soils 
and on neutral to alkaline 
soils. In addition to being able 
to withstand Texas summers, 
it also tolerates cold weather 
and maintains a gold color in 
winter.

Certified producers will offer 
"Prairie" for sale through 
nurseries to the public next 
spring.

Trimming fat from diet
Trimming certain kinds of fat 

from your diet is a good way to 
reduce your chances of de­
veloping serios disease. Cut­
ting down on fat also heps 
you control your weight.

Shelley Fillipp, R.D., outpa­
tient dietician at Methodist 
Hospital, of fers these 
suggestions to lower your fat 
consumption:

Limit fat intake to no more 
than 30-35 percent of what 
you eat. This includes fat 
added to food, as well as fat 
found naturally in food, such 
as meats and dairy products. 
On an average 1,500 calories- 
a-day diet, that equals about 
50 grams or three-and-one- 
half tablespoons of fat or oil.

Take note of the kinds of fat 
you consume. Saturated fats 
(found in meats, but ter ,  
cheeses, palm oil and co­
conut oil) are linked to 
cholesterol in the blood. 
Cholesterol is essential for the 
brain and nervous system; 
however, your body produces 
ail you need.

When you eat foods con­
taining saturated fats, you add 
excess cholesterol to your 
blood, encouraging the for­
mation of fatty deposits in the 
arteries. These deposits can 
lead to a t he r os c l e r o s i s  
(hardening of the arteries), 
heart disease, stroke and 
other serious problems.

On the other hand, unsatu­
rated or polyunsaturated fats 
(found in vegetable oils) re­
duce cholesterol by helping 
the body excrete it. Fish oil, 
like vegetable oil, is an unsat­
urated fat, and recently ex­
perts have found that chemi­
cals in the oil of certain fish 
(particularly salmon, mackrel, 
bluefish, herring and shellfish) 
help reduce cholesterol for 
some people.

Additional recommenda­
tions:

‘ Broil, bake, grill or poach 
foods instead of frying them.

‘ Substitute chicken for red 
meats; remove the skin be­
fore cooking or at least before 
eating.

‘ East fish at least twice a 
week.

‘ Substitute buttermilk, low- 
fat or skim milk for whole milk.

‘ Eat cheeses made from 
low-fat or skim milk; ice milk, 
not ice cream.

‘ Shop for lean meats; trim 
off visible fat before cooking.

‘ Try to fill up on vegetables 
and fruits.

‘ Use polyunsaturated oils 
and margarines as much as 
possible.

‘ Cool juices from meat and 
skim off fat before making 
gravy.
