According to the American
Cancer Society, one out of
every ten women in the Unit-
ed States will develop breast
cancer sometime during her
lifetime. Every year over
37,000 women die as a result
of breast cancer.

-—According to-a 'sp‘okesman‘

from the Regional Breast Care
Center at Women's & Chil-
dren's Hospital in Odessa,
Texas "The death rate from
breast cancer could be drasti-
cally reduced if women would
have mammograms done be-
fore a problem exists." By
using modern state of the art
X-ray equipment, breast can-

cers can be found when they
are about the size of a grain of
rice and well before the can-
cer can be felt.
