$970,000. What that means
to you and me is that our tax
rate, which is approximately
.42/$100 valuation, will in-
crease .07 to a total of about
.49/$100 valuation for the
next ten years. At that time,
we'll have it paid off, and
probably be pretty close to
needing to do it again.

I've lived in small communi-
ties all my life, some of which
didn't have any paved roads
other than those maintained
by the state. We have an in-
vestment in these surfaces
that | feel we need to maintain.
The commissioners' court, as
well as both city councils, are
very much in support of this
bond issue. That's not why |
am in favor of it. After exam-
ining the figures, the .07 tax
increase, and the approximate
7 1/2% anticipated bond in-
terest rate, the figures look
like they're as good as we're
gonna get.

struction, maintenance and
operation of macadamized,
graveled or paved roads and
turnpikes or in aid thereof, in
Coke County, Texas in con-
formity with the Constitution
and laws of the State of
Texas, particularly Section 52
of Article Ill of the Constitu-
tion, as amended, and Article
6702-1, Vo A ~T--C:.S.. .as
amended; such bonds to ma-
ture serially or otherwise over
a period not to exceed THIR-
TY (30) years from their date,
to be issued in one or more
series at any price or prices
and to bear interest at any rate
or rates (fixed, floating, vari-
able or otherwise and not ex-
ceed the maximum rate pre-
scribed by law) as shall be de-
termined within the discretion
of the Commissioners' Court
at the time of issuance or sale
of the bonds; and whether ad
valorem taxes shall be levied
upon all taxable property in
the County sufficient to pay
the annual interest and pro-
vide a sinking fund to pay the

. bonds at maturity ?"
