The Annual Ram Perfor-
mance Test Field Day and
Sale is set for March 14th at
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment Station located 28
miles south of Sonora on
Texas 55. :

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Ranch burglary
suspects arrested

A string of ranch-related
thefts and burglaries commit-
ted over the last two years in
Oklahoma and Texas has
been unraveled with the ar-
rest of two suspects in Okla-
homa City by field inspectors
of the Texas and Southwest-
ern Cattle Raisers Associa-
tion, working in close cooper-
ation with law enforcement
agencies in the two states.
The couple is suspected of
stealing 200 to 300 saddles
and other ranch supplies val-
ued at more than $250,000,
says Don C. King, TSCRA
secretary-general manager.

"The breakup of this major
interstate theft ring is good
news to farmers and ranchers
in these two states. Any way
you look at it, this is a big, big
case; one of the biggest in
years," King said. "The suc-
cess of this extensive, six-
month long investigation
would not have been possible
without the cooperation pro-
vided by all agencies."

TSCRA, a 1i4-year-old cat-
tlemen's organization, em-
ploys 33 field inspectors, all
certified peace officers carry-
ing Special Ranger commis-
sions, to assist cattlemen and
conduct livestock theft inves-
tigations in Texas and Okla-
homa.

Late winter is an excellent

time to begin protecting de- -

ciduous fruit, nut, and land-
scape trees from scale in-
sects, aphids and other over-
wintering insects and eggs.
January and February are
prime months to apply a dor-
mant oil spray. As winter
draws to an end, insects grow
weaker and are more vulnera-
ble to the suffocating oil film.
However, producers must be
sure not to apply dormant oil
after trees have begun to leaf

~out or bloom. :
The main target of the oil

spraying is scale. Scale are
sucking insects that attach
themselves to tree limbs and
branches with smooth, tender
bark. They drain sap from the
plant, and a serious infection
of scale insects can weaken
and kill branches or entire
trees. %

Scale insects enclose
themselves with a protective
covering that makes it difficult
to affect them with pesticides.
Oil spray can kill the pests by
covering them with a suffo-
cating film.

Most fruit trees including
peaches, plums, apricots,
nectarines, apples and pears
are subject to scale infesta-
tion. Pecans also benefit from
an oil spray, although phyllox-
era insects are more of a
problem than scale on pecan
trees.

Numerous species of orna-
mental trees and shrubs are
also subject to scale infesta-
tion and can benefit from a
dormant oil spray. This spray,
however, may injure ever-
greens.

Suggested rates of applica-
tion for dormant oil is 1.5 to 2
gallons per 100 gallons of wa-
ter, or 2-4 ounces per one
gallon of water. The effec-
tiveness of pest control will be
improved if an insecticide is
added to the oil.

Labeled insecticides in-
clude Lorsban 4E (0.5-1
pint/100 gallons), -Diazinon
50WP (1 pound/100 gallons)
or Supracide 2E (1-2
pints/100 gallons).

The oil spray works best if
applied when the temperature
is above 55 degrees. Do not
use oils when temperatures
are below 32 degrees or
above 90 degrees F.

The key to effectiveness
with oil spraying is good cov-
erage. Air sprayers are com-
monly used by commercial or-
chardists, but they are often
marginal in spray volume and
coverage. Higher volume
handguns provide better oil
coverage and should be used
to spray trees known to have
serious scale infestations.
Some trees may require a
second oil spraying, but wait
three weeks before spraying
again.

WHEREAS,
Robert Lee has historically
been a farming and ranching
community with recognition of
the importance and involve-
ment of the citizens of the City
of Robert Lee with agricultural
enterprises and as farmers
and ranchers living in munici-

1. Animals at Large Prohibit-
ed: It shall be unlawful to

permit any cattle of any type,
sheep of any type, horses of
any type, mules of any type,
and/or goats of any type to
run at large within the city lim-
its of the City of Robert Lee.

2. Prohibition Against Swine:
It shall be unlawful for any
person to keep any pigs,
boars, hogs, or any other type
of swine within the city limits of
the City of Robert Lee. This
provision shall become effec-
tive August 1, 1991.
3._Yards. Pens, and Enclo-
sures: Any person who shall
keep cattle, sheep, goats,
horses, or mules within the
City of Robert Lee shall keep
said animals within a pen or
enclosure built and con-
structed in a manner and
fashion and of materials that
are of sufficient strength and
quality of construction to keep
and maintain said animals in
said pen or enclosure.

4. Conditions of Pens and

5. Adequate Water Supply:
At any and all pens and

enclosures having animals
within the City of Robert Lee,
there shall be kept and main-
tained adequate and clean
water for any penned or en-
closed animals to drink or
consume at any time.

For the purposes of this pro-
vision, the following types of
livestock shall be deemed to
constitute the following animal
units, to-wit:

One animal unit equals: 1
cow and calf; 1 horse; 1 mule;

ORDINANCE NO. 1017
THE STATE OF TEXAS
COUNTY OF COKE
CITY OF ROBERT LEE

WHEREAS, pursuant to the
Texas Health and Safety
Code, Section 342.004, the
municipality of Robert Lee has
the right to require owners of
property to keep and maintain
lots free of weeds, rubbish,
brush, and/or other objec-
tionable, unsightly, and/or
unsanitary matter; and

WHEREAS, the municipality
has the right, pursuant to said
provisions of Texas law con-
tained in the Health and Safe-
ty Code to direct the removal
of the same or, to the extent
there is non-compliance by
the owners of the property,
the municipality may under-
take to do the same, subject
to notice provisions thereof;
and

WHEREAS, there do exist
various tracts, parcels, and
lots within the City of Robert
Lee that have unacceptable
amounts of weeds, rubbish,
brush, and/or other objec-
tionable, unsightly, or unsani-

tary matters; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best
interest of the citizens of the
City of Robert Lee as to the
health, welfare, and mainte-
nance of a well-kept city to
keep, maintain, and avoid the
existence of such situations
of weeds, rubbish, brush, and
other unsightly and unsanitary
matters;

THEREFORE, the City of
Robert Lee does, in further-
ance of its rights, powers, and
in the interest of its citizens,
hereby enact the following
resolution, to-wit:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE

1. The City Council of the City
of Robert Lee does hereby
require the owners of proper-

other brush, rubbish, and/or’

other unsightly materials do
exist which require removal as
determined by said commit-
tee, said committee shall noti-
fy the City Secretary to give
notice to the owner of said
property pursuant to the ex-
isting tax rolls as to the desig-
nated owner thereof which
shall specifically state and
clarify the requirements to
bring the lot or lots within the
standards of the City of
Robert Lee and to avoid
violation of this ordinance.
Said notice shall be as follows,
to-wit:

a. Notice shall be in writing.

b. Notice shall be addressed
to the owner's post office ad-
dress.

c. In the event personal ser-
vice is not received as to said
notice or the post office ad-
dress is unknown, there shall
be publication with 10 con-
secutive days as to the re-
quirements for work to be
done.

d. The required work to be
done to bring the lot within
compliance and to avoid
violation of the ordinance shall
be stated in writing requiring
that lots be kept in a reason-
able condition.

4. Where said work has not
been completed as to bring-
ing the lots into compliance by

work due to non-compliance
by the owner, said city may
assess a lien pursuant to
Section 342.007 of the Texas
Health and Safety Code.
To assess said lien, the fol-
lowing shall occur, to-wit:
a. The mayor or other desig-
nated municipal officer shall
file a statement of expense
with the County Clerk of Coke
County, Texas as to the work
done. -
b. Said lien shall provide for
interest at the rate of 10% due
from the date of payment by
the municipality or the work
done.
It is acknowledged that said
lien shall be secondary and
inferior to tax liens, liens for
street improvements, and pri-
or filed financing liens.
6. At such time as the munici-
pality may determine, it may
seek judicial foreclosure on
said property to recover ex-
penses and interest due by
resolution of the City Council.
