On many occasions, the lo-
cal EMS roster of active mem-
bers dwindled to the point
that the volunteers, exhaust-
ed and discouraged, were al-
most ready to fold. In 1990,
their number fell to five.
Drivers and attendants spent
their days and nights in San
Angelo hospitals, often going
more than once in 24 hours.
They pleaded for help,
scheduled training classes
and have been joined by oth-
ers.
