LESSON VII-NOVEMBER I8~
THE SERMON ON THE MOUNT,

Golden Text: As Yo Would That Men
Bhonld Do to You, Do Ye Alwe to
Them Likewine —Luke VI: 20-31.

Judginx Cows.
To mew that at this time of year are
ealled upon to act as judges of cows
at looal shows we desire to say a few
words regarding some of the pointa
that ahould be taken into comsiders-
tion when making awards. It is un-
derstood, of course, that at siate fairs
expert judgos are engaged, and such
men would not appreciate pninters,
slthough it may be whispered that
they sometlimea show themselves sad-
ly in need of them. In passing upon
the merits of a large collection of dalry
cows in class for “best milch cow," 1%
Is usually a very difficult matter to
decide which animal is entitled to the
premium, as witoout & milking test
it ia !mpossible in nine casea out
of ten to hit upon the best
cow for businesa For = man
to select the “‘best” milch cow from
# bunch, merely depending upon ap-
pearancves as a criterion, Is unsatis-
factory where the cows are of mixed
breeding: it is, however, frequently
posaible where the cows are all of the
same breed and age. Every dairy man
owns cows that milk wonderfully yet
do not fill the eye of the expert sa of
correct dairy type; again he has modal-
appearing cows that milk well fora
short time, then prove unprofitable,
and others of his cows, though not
deep milkers, pay & blg profit at the
churn. Taking these things into eon-
sideration the Famwzns' Revizw s
strongly of the opinion that no good
ob et is attalned by offering pre
miuma for best family or mileh
gow open to all breeds sund grades
unless an sctual test Is made
at lenst an important feature in the
competition. In the competitions
confined to pure bred animals of the

IN THR WINDOW.

What te Put fa It and How to Treat It
—Children atthe Tablo— Draping Chenp
Muffe—A Roman Kitchen—Appledore
—Tried Reclpes.

Window Gardens.

n miscellanecus selection of so-ealled
flowering plants whose few poor,
scattering blossoma searcely pay for
their care and might with profit give
place to those without beauty of
Hower, but whose folisge is at lenst
nttractive. Indeed, no often is this
the case, that many houscholders are
banishing all fowering plants, de-
pending solely upon palms, aspedis
tras, ete.. for thelr window adorn-
ment.

But, if one prefers flowers to folle
age—and most -people do—this is all
wrong. A few fine foliage plants nre
indoed utiractive, but thoy do not
talee the place of fragrant blossoms
that never seem half so lovely ns
when all outside nature is hidden
beneath snow amnd fee. It Is not
necessary for the window to be
flowerless, even with the poor facili-
ties of the common living room, if the
following rules are adhered to:

1. Select only such plants as are
winter bloomers

% Chooss only those that will
thrive in the temperature at which
you keep your room. Belect care-
fully to suit the amowmat of sunshine
or shade in your window,

3, Examine every plant to make
sure that it is entirely free from in-
sects before bringing to the window
in the antumn.

4. Bhower the leaves of your plants
once a week to keep down dust and
insects, If lusects appear, fight them
at once, and never give up until they
are routed.

% Keep flowering plants in small or
medium sized pots.  Seoa that the soil
is vich, the drainage an inch deep at
bottom of pot, and & crust of hard
earth is never nllowed to formn at the
top of the pot.

6. Water only when dry, then give
sufficient water to wet to the bottom
of the pot. Be chary of water In
severely cold weather.

7 Turn the pots frequently pinch
off withered flowers and faded leaves.
Allow all llolland bulbs to root six or
eight weeks in Wy dark before bring-
ing to the window

8. Glve weak liguid manmre one: o

Colorado and New Mexico orchard-
sts are exemptl from sll disaster from
irought, such as has diminished the
srops and profits of eastern fruit
growers this year. In the far west-
zrn arid country, where growers must
depend wholly upon irvigation for
molsture for their orchards, the ex-
pense of ditching is compensated by
the good result that they can abso-
lutely regulate the water supply the
trees shall receive. The soil of the
Rouky mountain slopes is pecullarly
adapted for fruits, grapes sod berries,
and the people of those regions more
snd more are entering upon this
branch of furming. In New Mexico
orchards are being planted on & scale
rivaling those of Cslilornia, with the
advantage that a finer quality of fruit
san be rauised to be sold in a much
nearer market. A scheme is now
under way to plast a 10,000 scre
orchard in the Pecos valiey. near
Roswell, with the Intention that 2000
scres of trees shall be set out this
fall. A Missouri firm will plant 1000
acres of land to spple trees this fall
in Chavez county. and in several
places in that county the preparations
for setting out hundreds of acres are
being made. Theshipment of grapes
to the east from the upper and middle
Rio Grande valleys has for years
been an important and increasing
