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Mobile breast cancer unit set May 28

The Mobile Breast Cancer
Detection Unit of Odessa,
Texas, which services Robert
Lee, today received the certi-
fication of the American Col-
lege of Radiology Mammog-
raphy Accreditation Program.

Mammography is an x-ray
examination of the breast,
which the American Cancer
Society and other medical ex-
perts see as the best means
for the early detection of
breast cancer.

The program is voluntary
and is designed to insure that
women receive optimum
quality mammographic exami-
nations. The process is done
through a peer review evalua-
tion of the facility's staff quali-
fications, equipment, quality
control, and quality assurance
programs, image quality, and
breast dose. The accredita-
tion must be renewed every
three years.

The accredication program
was instituted because of the
concerns of radiologists, oth-
er national medical organiza-
tions, and the public that
qualified personnel perform
and interpret mammograms
and that dedicated mammo-
graphic equipment be used.
The American College of Ra-
diology received an American
Cancer Society Control Grant
which was used to pilot test
the Accreditation Program.

Breast cancer will strike one
in 10 women. The American
Cancer Society predicts that
about 41,000 women will die
