The observation is made that

In the Post article, Thompson
tells that Bell has testified that
the land program was conceived
and written by James Bascom
Giles, commissioner of Texas'
General Land Office, who was
sentenced to prison for theft and
bribery.

Bell, it is related, worked for
the program's adoption, by re-
ferendum, as a constitutional
amendment. Then, as a state
senator, he sponsored the law
necessary to make the amend-
ment operative,

“But now that he is under in-
dictment for sharing the profits
of those who turned this veter-
ans' benefit into an unparalleled
larceny,” Thompson comments,
“his motive has become suspect.”
The magazine's comprehensive
report on the land fraud tells the
parts played by Roland K. Towery,
the Cuero newsman who won
the Pulitzer prize, and Wiley L,
Cheatham, DeWitt County at-
torney, and the whole incident is
referred to as the most explo-
sive scandal in Texas since the
impeachment of James E. (Pa)
Ferguson in 1917,

Thompson reports that fixing
the precise amount stolen will
take n long time, However, the
topmost estimate at the time of
writing was $£10,102,001.

USDA CSts Texas
Cotton Acreage
200,000 Acres

The U, S, Department of Agri-
culture Friday cut Texas' 1955
cotton acreage allotment by 200,
000 acres under the 1955 figure.

The department, announcing
from Washington the allotments
for 21 states, allowed acreage
cxpansion in five states but set
Texas 1056 allotment at 7,410,-
803 compared with last ‘year's
allotment of 7,612,779 acres.

The states given increases were
Arizona, California, Florida, Ill-
inois and Kentucky. Of these,
only Arizona and California are
major cotton producing states,

The law also sets up a pro-
cedure whereby state allotments
are apportioned among counties
and county allotments among
farms, Farmers will get notice of
their sahre before the Dec. 13 re-
ferendum in which they decide
whether there will be market-
ing quotas for the 1956 crop.
