Election draws
709 county voters

Approximately one-third of
the eligible voters in Coke
County, 709, cast ballots in
the Special Election Tuesday
as they struggled with 13
proposed constitutional
amendments.

County voters were against
Amendments #2, #5, #6, #7,
and #11. They passed #4, to
provide for more prison
facilities which passed
statewide but were one of the
few counties to fail #11,
permission to conduct a
lottery. The lottery issue did
pass on a statewide level by
approximately a 65%-35%
split, while Coke County
turned it down 361 to 319.

Solid waste plan
to be discussed

A meeting on the regional
solid waste plan faced by
Texas counties will be held in
Robert Lee Monday evening,
November 11, at 6 pm in the
city hall.

county meeting, concerning
both Robert Lee and Bronte
landfills and the problems
soon to be faced.

The Concho Valley Council
of Governments has begun
work on the regional solid
waste management plan, as
required by the Texas De-
partment of Health. The re-
gional solid waste manage-
ment plan will address the in-
creasing cost of regulatory re-
quirements for landfilling
waste; the achievement of the
state goal of recycling or re-
ducing waste by 40% by Jan-
uary of 1994; an integrated

Cervical cancer
rates decline

Cervical cancer rates are on
the decline because diagno-
sis and treatment have im-
proved.

"Physicians can now detect
abnormal cells in the cervical
lining before cancer has time
to develop," said Dr. Alan L.
Kaplan, an obstetrician and’
gynecologist at Baylor Col-
lege of Medicine in Houston.

Once diagnosed, often
through a Pap smear, most of
these pre-cancers are easily
treated in a physician's office
using a laser or a freezing
procedure called cryotherapy.
