SS rules assist homeless
People who provide volun­

teer services for homeless 
persons should be aware of a 
number of special Social Se­
curity rules designed to help 
homeless people qualify for 
benefits under Social Security 
programs, Franklin H. Upp, 
Social Security manager in 
San Angelo, said today. "As 
winter approaches, it be­
comes even more important 
that we reach those people 
who might be eligible for ben­
efits that could help pay for 
food, warm clothing and shel­
ter," Upp said.

Some homeless people 
qualify for retirement, disabili­
ty, and survivors benefits un­
der Social Security. Others 
may be eligible under the 
Supplemental Security In­
come (SSI) program, which 
makes monthly payments to 
people 65 and older, or blind, 
or with disabilities. Adminis­
tered by Social Security, both 
programs pay benefits to 
people who suffer a physical 
or mental disability that is ex­
pected to prevent them from 
working a year or more or to 
result in death.

"If you know any homeless 
people you think should apply 
for help from Social Security, 
you should have them come 
to the nearest Social Security 
Office," Upp said. "We can 
take an application and see 
that they get any help they 
may qualify for."

Social Security will also

send representatives to shel­
ters and other places where 
homeless people gather to 
take applications for benefits. 
If the homeless person quali­
fies, his or her checks could 
be sent to the shelter or some 
other place they designate. 
Also, an emergency advance 
payment may be made to per­
sons in need based on the 
strong likelihoo'd that they will 
qualify for SSI payments.

Individuals living in a public 
shelter for the homeless may 
be eligible for up to 6 months 
of SSI benefits in any 9 month 
period. This is an exception 
to the general rule that SSI 
payments are not made to re­
cipients living in public institu­
tions and is designed to help 
homeless persons plan for 
more permanent arrange­
ments.

An interested person may 
serve as a representative 
payee for a homeless person 
unable to handle his or her af­
fairs, Upp said. Representa­
tives are required to see that 
the payments are used to 
meet the basic needs of the 
recipient for food, shelter, 
clothing, and medical atten­
tion. They are also required to 
periodically account for their 
use of the funds.

"People who want more in­
formation on how to help the 
homeless should contact the 
nearest Social Security Of­
fice," Upp said.

Heart disease 
cure in the offing

A non-surgicai cure for life 
threatening irregular heart­
beats may be on the horizon, 
thanks to a computerized car­
diac mapping system being 
developed at The DeBakey 
Heart Center.

The 1,000-channel system 
will replace a 128-channel 
system developed earlier at 
the heart center and should 
be ready fortesting in humans 
in early 1992, according to Dr. 
Antonio Pacifico, assistant 
professor of medicine at Bay­
lor College of Medicine in 
Houston.

Computerized cardiac map­
ping is used to pinpoint areas 
of the heart where electrical 
disturbances affecting the 
beating rhythm originate. 
When the irregular beating, 
called arrhythmia, is severe, it 
can cause sudden cardiac 
death.

The new system will provide 
scientists with a more power­
ful tool to study ventricular 
tachycardia, a type of life- 
threatening a r rh y th m ia  
involving the heart's pumping 
chambers. Knowledge 
gained from that study should 
lead to a non-surgical cure.

"Increased understanding 
of the cause and effects of 
tachycardia will eventually en­
able us to treat patients using 
a catheter threaded into the 
heart through a vein," Pacifico 
said. "The new catheter will 
make it possible to identify the 
origin of the problem and to 
cure it with either microwave 
or laser energy."

Now, the mapping is done 
by slipping an electrode- 
studded sock over the heart 
during surgery. The comput­
er map shows the problem ar­
eas and the surgeon destroys 
them with a laser or by freez­
ing the tissue.

The new system will im­
prove the surgeon's accuracy 
in identifying the source of 
the irregular heartbeats, de­
crease the patient's time on a 
heart-lung machine and in the 
operating room, and allow 
better understanding of the 
tachycardia's mechanism. 
Pacifico said.

The promise of a non-surgi­
cal therapy also offers hope 
for improved lifestyles for pa­
tients whose irregular heart 
rhythms are not cured surgi­
cally, he added.

DPS sports new laser
The Texas Department of 

Public Safety soon will be us­
ing a hand-held laser speed 
detector in its traffic law en­
forcement efforts, DPS Direc­
tor Col. James Wilson said Fri­
day.

"These laser devices can­
not be picked up by conven­
tional radar detectors," Wilson 
said. "Call it Stealth speed 
enforcement. We think it will 
have a significant impact on 
our efforts to slow dow n  
Texas drivers. And it is well 
documented that excessive 
speed leads to traffic injuries 
and deaths."

The laser, which weighs 
four pounds and is similar in 
appearance to hand-held 
radar units commonly used by 
law enforcement, was donat­
ed to the DPS by GEICO In­
surance Co. The device 
transmits a narrow beam of in­
frared light instead of the mi­
crowave beam used by tradi­
tional radar units.

"We'll be using this high- 
tech piece of equipment at 
various locations across the

state," Wilson said. "We are 
delighted to have one, and 
down the road, we may even­
tually get more. The only 
thing holding us back is mon­
ey: The guns cost about 
$3,700 each."

Several state and local po­
lice agencies across the na­
tion have experimented with 
the use of laser speed guns 
and have been pleased with 
the result, Wilson said.

manager. "Property taxes are 
an expense that goes into the 
cost of the product or service 
for any business and eventu­
ally are paid by customers."

"Because payments made 
without filing this suit would 
be considered voluntary pay­
ments by the Texas courts we 
have been forced to file a 
protective suit to reduce the 
risk of paying double taxes. 
We realize that the schools 
need the funds. That's why 
we do not want to withhold 
the taxes pending a court de­
cision," said Billy Kelly, area 
manager. WTU joined a num­
ber of other Texas companies 
in the action.

Cases now are pending be­
fore the Texas Supreme 
Court, raising questions about 
the legality of the Texas 
school property tax la w  
passed in 1991.

The new law groups school 
districts into county education 
districts (CEDs) in an attempt 
to ensure a more equitable 
distribution of school taxes. 
Property owners must pay 
1991 school taxes to both the 
previously existing school 
districts and the new CED's, 
with the majority of the taxes 
allocated among the CEDs.

The constitutionality of the 
new law has been widely 
questioned, and the Texas 
Supreme Court is expected to 
decide the issue in early 
February. If the court decides 
that the county education 
districts are unconstitutional, 
tax payments already made to 
those districts may be consid­
ered "voluntary" and not 
subject to refund or credit. If 
the court rules that the tax is 
constitutional Billy Kelly (area 
manager) said WTU will drop 
its lawsuit.

Increase noted 
in SS benefits
The New Year has brought a 

3.7 percent increase for So­
cial Security beneficiaries, 
says US Senator Phil Gramm.

"That brings the new maxi­
mum monthly payment to a 
worker who retired at age 65 
to $1088," the senator said.

Gramm also noted that So­
cial Security recipients "may 
now earn more than ever" be­
fore becoming subject to the 
earnings limit. "Social Securi­
ty beneficiaries younger than 
65 may earn as much at 
$7,440 a year before the so- 
called earnings test is ap­
plied," he said. "And retirees 
aged 65 to 69 can now earn 
up to $10,200 a year."

The changes affects a rule 
which reduces Social Security 
payments to those who earn 
more than the limit.

"These changes are good 
news for working retirees, but 
I am committed to totally elimi­
nating the earnings test and 
allowing every Social Security 
beneficiary to earn as much as 
possible without incurring a 
cut in benefits," Gramm said.

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FTC publications warn consumers
The Federa l  Trade 

Commission has two publica­
tions that can help you recog­
nize a phone scam before you 
become a victim. Swindlers 
Are Calling (Item 478X, 
$.50), prepared in coopera­
tion with the National Futures 
Association and the Alliance 
Against Fraud in Telemarket­
ing, gives you the lowdown 
on spotting a scam when a 
fraudulent marketer calls you. 
By calling 900 numbers, you 
can get information and ser­
vices conveniently over the 
phone. Remember, though, 
that you pay for the time 
you're on a 900 line. "900" 
Numbers (Item 464X. $.50) 
is a fact sheet that gives tips 
on figuring out if the company 
will give you your money's 
worth or just try to keep you 
on the phone as long as they 
can. You can get copies of 
these publications by sending 
your name, address, the item 
numbers and fees to R. 
Woods, Consumer Informa­
tion Center, Pueblo, Colorado 
81009.

Most telephone sales 
pitches are made by reputable 
businesses trying to find new 
customers for legi t imate 
products and services, simi­
larly, most 900 numbers are 
operated by legitimate com­
panies. Unfortunately, 
swindlers use these tactics to 
operate in fraudulent ways.

You can protect yourself 
against both of these kinds of 
phone scams by getting all 
the information in writing and 
by not allowing yourself to be 
rushed into making a deci­
sion. Swindlers may try to 
rush you into an investment 
by saying the market is mov­
ing right now, and there's no 
time to send you written in­
formation in the mail. Legiti­

mate marketers, however, will 
not insist that you act right 
away, and they will not be 
afraid to provide product de­
scriptions and guarantees in 
writing. They'll be around to 
do business with you tomor­
row.

If someone calls you to 
make a sales pitch over the 
phone, there is no way to 
positively determine whether 
the person you're talking to is 
"on the up and up" unless 
you get the information in 
writing. Even if you ask a lot of 
questions while you're talking 
to a phone sales person, you 
cannot be certain the compa­
ny is legitimate. Phone 
swindlers are good liars. 
That's their job.

So if a telemarketer calls 
you, don't make any quick 
decisions. Ask the caller to 
send you written information 
so you can look it over. Never 
give your credit card number 
over the phone unless you've 
initiated the call, and it's to an 
established company. Also, 
ask what recourse you'll have 
if you aren't satisfied, and get 
that in writing. Legitimate 
companies will be happy to 
provide this information. 
Swindlers Are Calling of­
fers lots more tips on protect­

ing yourself from telemarket­
ing scams.

If you're interested in calling 
a 900 number, don't confuse 
it with a toll-free 800 number. 
When you call an 800 num­
ber, the company pays for the 
call. When you call a 90 0 
number, you pay. So be wary 
if the company doesn't dis­
close the costs right away, 
makes it hard to figure out the 
total cost, or lures you to stay 
on the line a long time. Ac­
cording to "900" Numbers, 
these are signs of a scam. 
Unfortunately, even if you 
know how much the call will 
cost, you may still pay to hear 
a sales pitch for bogus prod­
ucts or services.

When you send for your 
copies of Swindlers Are 
Calling (Item 478X, $.50) 
and "900" Numbers (Item 
464X, $.50), you'll also get a 
free copy of the Consumer 
Information Catalog. The 
Consumer Information Center 
of the US General Services 
Administration revises and 
publishes the Catalog quar­
terly, so you know it's up-to- 
date. Its pages cover a wide 
variety of subjects with list­
ings of more than 200 free 
and low-cost federal publica­
tions for consumers.

Kids need SS numbers
Here's an important re­

minder for parents who do not 
yet have Social Security num­
bers (SSN's) for their children: 
this year when you file your 
1991 federal income tax re­
turn, you must have a number 
assigned to each child age 1 
or over in order to claim him or 
her as a dependent. Previ­
ously, federal law required a 
Social Security number for 
any dependent age 2 or old­
er.

Parents will be pleased to 
know how convenient it is to 
get a Social Security number 
for their children. Simply call 
the toll-free number, 1-800- 
772-1213, any weekday from 
7:00 am to 7:00 pm. The So­
cial Security Administration will 
send you an application form 
and instructions. You can mail 
the completed form and re­
quired documents to Social 
Security in the pre-addressed 
envelope that is provided with

the application. The docu­
ments will be r e t u r n e d  
promptly.

An alternative to calling So­
cial Security is to visit the 
nearest Social Security Office. 
The documents you present 
to prove age, identity and US 
citizenship or lawful alien sta­
tus can be reviewed and re­
turned to you immediately. In 
either case (whether you call 
or visit an office), a Social Se­
curity number card usually will 
be issued within two weeks.

The application and card are 
provided free of charge by 
Social Security, and they also 
provide free help in complet­
ing the form for those who 
need it.

"We urge all parents to get 
SSN's for their children early 
so they will have them when 
they are ready to file their 
1991 tax returns," sa id  
Franklin H. Upp, Social 
Security manager in the San 
Angelo Social Security Office.
