Early Voting will continue 

through Friday, Oct. 30, at the 
clerk's office at the county 
courthose in Robert Lee for 
the Nov. 3 general election.

The referendum would levy 
a maximum of $0.20 (twenty 
cents) per head assessment 
to the seller of sheep and 
goats at the first point of sale. 
The charge would be im­
posed on all sheep and goats 
sold in the 111 county refer­
endum area.

in the referendum area is eli­
gible to vote.
