NCAA looks at athletes’ phone calls

The Texas Tech athletic department
again is rumored to be in hot water
with the NCAA.

The Houston Chronicle reported
Sunday that Tech officials knew of ath-
letes making unauthorized long-dis-
tance phone calls, but failed to notify
the NCAA.

The calls were made through the
use of a university access code and
reportedly have been traced to Tony
Darden, a junior cornerback from San
Antonio, and Eric Butler, a junior line-

Prison escape
artist executed

HUNTSVILLE (AP) — A convicted killer with a
lengthy record and a history of escapes, including one
foiled attempt to bolt from death row, was executed
Wednesday evening for shooting a hitchhiker almost 14

years ago.

Kenneth Gentry, 36, was pronounced dead at 6:24 p.m.
CDT, eight minutes after a lethal dose of drugs began flow-

ing into his arms.

“I'd like to thank the Lord for the past 14 years to grow
as a man and mature enough to accept what's happening
tonight,” Gentry said in his final stateiment.

He also addressed his victim’s mother, sister and two
brothers, who watched through a window a few feet away.

“To J.D.’s family. I'm sorry for the suffering you have
been through the last 14 years and | hope you can get some

peace,” Gentry said.

Then with tears streaming from his eyes, he said, “To
my family, I'm happy. I'm going home to Jesus.”

The lethal drugs began and then he cried out, “*Sweet
Jesus, here | come. Take me home. I'm going that way to

see the Lord.”

Gentry was condemned for the 1983 murder of Jimmy
Don Ham, a hitchhiker he had befriended and whose iden-
tity he hoped to adopt in a scheme to shake authorities
from his home staie of Georgia, where he had escaped

from prison.

Gentry’s appeals were exhausted and no 1 1th-hour ac-
tions were filed. He was become the second condemned
killer to be put to death in Texas this week and the fourth

this month.

Ham, 23, was shot in the chest and head Sept. 10, 1983
at a park on the shores of Lake Lewisville in Denton County

just north of Dallas.

“‘He's gone, my brother’s gone,’
Ham’s brother, said after watching the execution. “We're
still here. Our sentence is what he did to us.

Robin Green, the NCAA’s administra-
tor for the committee on infractions,
said failing to report wrongdoing to
the NCAA could be viewed as a lack

of institutional con-
trol, one of the
NCAA's more seri-
ous infractions.
Steve Mallonee,

Averil of legislative ser-
vices, said allowing an athlete to make
free long-distance calls can be a vio-
lation of the NCAA's “extra benefit”
rule.

paint each other’s palms, hands and feet.

Mallonee said. “A lot of it becomes
the facts. You have to wait for them
all to come out.

“You may have issues with the kids,
and not the school.”

Mallonee said he knows nothing
about any further developments in the
investigation regarding Tech, although
the NCAA notified Tech last month
that the investigation likely will be
upgtaded from a preliminary to an of-
ficial inquiry this summer. Tech first
received notification it was being in-
vestigated Feb. 27, 1996.

Neither Green nor Mallonee would
comment on possible repercussions
for the players, but Richard Cardillo,
associate athletic director for student
services at Colorado, experienced the
same situation.

Colorado suspended 14 athletes in
1996, including basketball star
Chauncey Billups for three games,
after learning the players made long-
distance calls using the school’s ac-
cess codes.

“Certainly, anytime you become

Monttord explains
future of university

Texas Tech Chancellor John T.
Montford spoke about Tech’s future at
the Rotary Club of Lubbock meeting
at the MclInturff Center Wednesday
before he was presented with a Paul
Harris Fellow Award.

Montford said Tech has made a lot
of progress despite problems with
Tech’s athletic department.

“At the beginning of this adminis-
tration, there was one of three things
we could do at Tech — nothing, edge
along and just get by, or pursue excel-
lence,” he said. “The Board (of Re-
gents) gave me a direction of pursu-
ing excellence, and that has many
components.”

In hopes of gaining $65 million in
funds for the university from the U.S.
government, Montford recertly trav-
eled to Washington, D.C. to speak with
federal officials. Montfora proposed
the funding package and returned to
Lubbock earlier this week. Results of
the proposal will be announced at a
later date.

Montford said he believes the com-
ponents of excellence include impos-
ing tough standards in student-athlete
eligibility, implementing the sugges-
tions under the Master Plan, creating
an ambitious capital campaign and a
strong endowment program.

Problems within Tech’s athletic
department have been dealt with de-

cisively, with
changes in person-
nel and with

strengthening the
eligibility process,
he said, adding that
the success of
Tech’s baseball program has helped
resurrect Tech’s reputation.

As for the Master Plan, working as
partners with Lubbock and the South
Plains is a necessary initiative Tech
wants to take, Montford said.

The Master Plan is not just about
building a golf course and residential
areas, but to strengthen Tech’s endow-
ments by using the campus land to its
full potential, Montford said. Endow-
ment money can be used to support
scholarships and professorships.

Another goal of the Master Plan is
to have the best-looking campus, an
environment conducive to learning, he
said.

Montford addressed the issue of
rerouting Indiana Avenue through the
Tech campus so it would connect to
Loop 289 and said Tech officials are
not trying to close access to the av-
enue to the Lubbock community.

“We want you to consider support-
ing us,” he said. “Some people criti-
cize but don’t want to be a part of the
solution. We have no agenda not to be
compatible to Lubbock.”

Students share different views

This is no ordinary tattoo — no needles,
no pain, no commitment.

Reem Dajeeb, a senior finance major from
Bahrain, has brought the ancient Middle East-
ern art of Henna to Texas Tech students.

Henna, or mehndi as it is pronounced in
other Middle Eastern languages, is a form of
intricate body painting or
temporary tattoo.

“It's really in,” Dajeeb
said. “To tell you honestly,
I never thought it was
funky or different because
back home it is very tra-
ditional. We've been do-
ing it all along for wed-
dings, birthdays or festivi-
ties. When there is some-
thing to rejoice, we put it
on.”

fering Henna tattoos at
Tech'’s International Food Festival, sponsored
by University Center Programs, and has con-
tinued to earn some extra cash.

“I had a stall, and some people were very
hesitant at first,” Dajeeb said. “But by the end
of the day, I had a line of 15 girls waiting.
They really liked it.”

Dajeeb said the tradition dates back hun-
dreds of years, and references to Henna can
be found in the Bible. She said women get to-
gether before weddings and celebrations and

The paste, which is applied to the skin, is
made from the henna plant and is mixed with
various plants such as eucalyptus, lemon and
sometimes coffee, Dajeeb said. The paste then
dries leaving a greenish crust that will flake
away within a few hours.

The dye is absorbed into the skin and stains
the skin a brownish or-
ange color, she said. It
will gradually fade in two
to three weeks.

“If you walk around in
the sun, it will get darker,
just like a tan,” Dajeeb
said. “It becomes a part
of your skin. Also, the
pigment of your skin and
body heat will affect the
color.”

Dajeeb realizes per-
manent tatoos are not for
everyone and thinks
Henna is a commitment-free way to go a little
wild.

“It (Henna) gives you a choice to see if you
like tattooing or not,” said Antonio Abud, a
junior economics major from Mexico City.
Abud got a Henna tattoo on his shoulder be-
fore he went to the beach.

“Once you do really get a tattoo, it is per-
manent. I've always wanted to have one just
for fun not forever.”

Dajeeb said Henna is a hot, new fashion

In an effort to stop the $130 billion fed-
eral budget deficit from rising, a current U.S.
House resolution will require President
Clinton to submit a budget to Congress by
1998 that will balance the budget by 2002.

The request comes at the end of four
years of a steady decline of the deficit since
Clinton took office. Both the president and
Congress take credit for this decrease and
are pushing for further reduction.

To calculate the numbers needed for re-
duction, the Congressional Budget Office
and presidential budget committee sepa-
rately calculate a proposed economic out-
look.

“The president’s budget predicts the
economy will do better in the next few years,
but congress thinks not,” said Quentin Kidd,
a political science graduate student from
Albuquerque. “Together, they will create a
budget assuming it will do worse, so even
in a worse case scenario, the budget can be
balanced.”

Some Texas Tech students and profes-
sors view the steady deficit decrease as a
sign of the deficit being put to rest.

“For the first time in a long time, the
yearly deficit has steadily gone down,” Kidd
said. “I think we are definitely on target for

However, some say the road to a bal-
anced budget will be filled with federal cuts
and tax hikes.

“Balancing the budget calls for a cut in
federal programs, such as Social Security
and Medicare, as well as raising taxes,” said
Irwin Morris, assistant political science
professor. “Some group of people are go-
ing to have to sacrifice — I look at it (bal-
ancing the budget) as a gift we give our
children.”

Morris said although Congress would
like to avoid criticism, Congress is a main
contributor for budget reduction.

“The president can get the ball rolling,

Students should
learn all e-mail
privacy policies

First of all, I'd like to thank those
of you who took the time to respond
to my column last week.

And, for the record, I'd like to agree
that 1 am both cynical and arrogant.

And those are my more endearing
qualities.

Enough about me. I would now like
to talk about an issue that affects
nearly everyone on campus, and quite

a few other people as well, and that is e-mail privacy.

I don’t know how many people realize this, but e-mail privacy is a non
sequitur, an oxymoron, like marital bliss or professional psychics.

There’s no such thing, no matter what Billy Dee Williams and Latoya Jack-

son say.

When an e-mail is sent, a copy of it is stored on the network the message
originates from, and another copy is stored on the network of wherever it is
being sent. The system administrators of either system can read the message

at any time.

Not only is this not illegal, but it is not even against company policy at

most places, including Texas Tech.

In addition, the FBI has monitoring stations set up to monitor all mail along
certain routes on the Information Superhighway. If you are unfortunate enough
to send your mail along one of these routes, it will almost certainly be inter-
cepted and read before being sent on to its final destination.

If you send mail that is undeliverable for some reason, because of a typo in
the e-mail address, or because the person’s address has changed, a complete
copy of your e-mail is normally forwarded directly to the system admiinistrator’s

mailbox.

Internet users tend to take for granted that their e-mail is as secure and

private as regular mail.
Unfortunately, that just isn’t true.

Texas Tech maintains a web page advising students of the dangers of send-
ing sensitive or confidential material over the net. The address is: http:/
www.acs.ttu.edu/docs/Ipc/lpc3. HTM#11 1.

On this page it offers simple advice: if you wouldn’t want to see it broad-
cast on the evening news, don’t send it through e-mail.

It then mentions a Pennsylvania court case in which an employer inter-
cepted his employee’s private e-mail. It seems the employee had used less
than glewing words to describe his boss, and so the boss fired him.

The courtupheld the firing as justified.

People have a right to expect the same privacy from electronic mail as they
get from regular mail. Intercepting mail is a federal crime. Because electronic
mail is relatively new to common use, few laws have been written 10 apply to

“We're not like a bank, we don’t
loan you the money,” Orr said. “We
play the middleman between the
creditor and the clients.”

The service works in a variety of
ways, which include consolidating
bills into one payment, lowering
monthly payments to creditors and
lowering or eliminating the interest
rate for some companies.

“It will give students the opportu-
nity to learn how to get in control of
their finances and learn how to handle
credit wisely,” Orr said.

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AMARILLO (AP)— He roughed
it in a cabin, a stone’s throw from [n-
terstate 40. Cadillacs and semis roare
past, but he wasn’t rushing.

Ernest Ray “Chris”’
Christofferson, 45, of Amarillo, died
early Monday when a fire engulfed
what he dubbed his “little cabin’ —
a makeshift shed attached 1o a vacant
home.

Fire department officials initially
said the blaze may have been caused
by a fire started in the shed for
warmth. On Wednesday, Lt. Marc
Lusk of AFD said the fire remained
under investigation.

Christofferson, a drifter with roots,
had been living in the makeshift quar-
ters for at least a year, said Bob
LaRoche, who owns the property.

The “cabin,” constructed of ply-
wood, two-by-fours and plastic, had
no electricity, running water or gas
yet it seemed to what
Christofferson wanted.

“Maybe I'm interested in having
a big house and a nice car and living
a certain way — and he’s not that
way,” LaRoche said.

LaRoche said he met the drifter af-
ter hiring him about 18 months ago
as a day laborer.

“1 did befriend him, I guess.”
LaRoche said. “He was interesting.
He was well-read. He was an Ama-
rillo citizen just like you and me. He
read the newspaper every day. He
hung at the library. He had an Ameri-
can flag out on the Fourth of July.

“*He’d been all over the world.
He'd been to Singapore, Hong Kong,
Malaysia. He wasn’t like an unedu-
cated, illiterate person.”

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Tech baseball sweeps Grand Canyon

The No. 1 Texas Tech baseball
team wrapped up a two-game sweep
of Grand Canyon Wednesday with a
21-3 victory at Dan Law Field. The
Red Raiders won despite two pitch-
ers being hitin the knee with the ball,
one pitcher hitting four batters and a
home run derby.

The Red Raiders jumped out to a
3-1 lead in the bottom of the second
inning when junior shortstop Jess
Olivares blasted a two-run home run
over the right field wall.

Tech (34-5 overall, 14-4 Big 12
Conference) rebounded from the An-
telopes’ run in the third inning by
posting five runs in the fourth.

Olivares, junior second baseman

The home run extravaganza came
in the fifth inning. Starting the rally
was Ginter, who hita three-run home

run, followed by senior third baseman
Joe Dillon, who hit a two-run shot,
and freshman catcher Josh Bard, who
hit the final home run of the inning.
Tech hit all of its home runs over the
right field wall and seemed make a
concerted effort to take the Antelope
pitchers the other way and into right
field.

Finishing off the fifth were junior
first baseman Carter Ayers with a two-
run double and Olivares, who chipped
in a run with an RBI single. Tech
ended the fifth inning with nine runs
on five hits.

With Dillon’s shot in the fifth, he
tied the Tech home run record for a
season with his 24th dinger. The
school record ties Dillon with John
Grimes, who set it in 1984,

After the top of the eighth inning
and Tech up 21-3, the Antelopes
raised the white flag and the game was
called.

Tech coach Larry Hays said even
though Tech won by 18 runs, the Red
Raiders still were able to get work in
some important areas.

“This helped us by getting some
pitching in,” Hays said. “We did a
good job of making our hits go the
other way, and we took what the
pitchers gave us.”

Friday Tech starts a stretch in
which it plays eight of the next 11
games on the road.

The stretch begins when the Red
Raiders travel north to Manhattan,
Kan., to play the Kansas State Wild
cats in a three-game series.

aware of the situation, the next step
should be to contact the NCAA
about i1t,” Cardillo said. *As soon
as we learned of it, we contacted
them.”

Cardillo pointed out the play-
ers obtained the codes without the
knowledge of school employees,
yet the school paid the price by
having 14 of its players suspended.

“We felt it was the right thing
to do,” Cardillo said. *“The NCAA
mandated that the players sit out
between 10 and 20 percent of the
games. In Chauncey’s case, he sat
out the first three games of this sea-
son.”

Kerry Kittles, an all-American
guard at Villanova from 1993-

1996, was suspended for using a
stolen calling card to make long-
distance calls. Kittles was forced
to sit out the remainder of the
1995-1996 regular season, four
games, before returning for the Big
East and NCAA tournaments.

Despite the similarities, Tech
officials are reluctant to speculate
on the effect of the recent allega-
tions against Tech’s athletic pro-
gram. Pat Campbell, Tech’s gen-
eral counsel and vice chancellor,
said he is prohibited from com-
menting on the situation.

“We made an agreement with
the NCAA when this all started
that we would not discuss details,”
Campbell said.

“For a while now, I have wanted
to distinguish between fact and fic-
tion, but I just can’t.”
