Seven  students arrested  in  drug bust

Seven Texas Tech students 
were arrested Thursday for dis­
tribution or possession of co­
caine, marijuana or mushrooms 
in connection with a seven- 
month Lubbock Police Depart­
ment and University Police De­
partment investigation.

As of 10 p.m. Thursday, po­
lice still were looking for an­
other male Tech student for simi­
lar charges, said UPD Lt. Dan 
Hale.

The arrests came on the heels 
of an undercover narcotics inves­

tigation on the Tech campus, re­
sulting in seven other arrests 
during that time, said Clay 
Abbott. Lubbock County assis­
tant district attorney.

The previous arrests probably 
are unrelated to Thursday's, but 
the students involved were aware 
of each other and their narcotics 
transactions, Abbott said.

“ I’m not sure they 
(Thursday's arrests and previous 
arrests) were all connected," 
Abbott said. "There were prob­
ably two or three different rings, 
but they knew' of each other."

Murphy cotics Task 
Force posing as students oc­
curred on and just off of the Tech 
campus, he said. Officers did not 
enroll in classes or enter Tech 
residence halls to complete the 
transactions, Abbott said.

delivery of 200 grams of a con­
trolled substance at 1:27 p.m. 
Thursday at a Lubbock Wal- 
Mart, according to police re­
ports.

Another male Tech student, a 
former Clement Residence Hall 
resident, was arrested in Hous­
ton Thursday for similar charges, 
Abbott said.

Hale said he is unaware of 
any drug seizures at the times of 
arrest, but officials did confiscate 
two vehicles.

“I have no way of knowing if

there were drugs present, but it's 
not good business to keep (the 
merchandise) at the same lo­
cale," he said.

All six students arrested in 
Lubbock remained in the county 
jail Thursday night. Lindsey re­
mained jailed on $10,000 bond; 
Rongonui and Witte were re­
tained on $3,000 bonds; Murphy 
and Haley remained jailed on 
$2,500 bonds; and Davis re­
mained in jail on a $10,000 
bond.

Tech senate swears 
in student senators

The Texas Tech Student Senate 
swore in about 15 new senators and 
passed two resolutions Thursday in the 
year's final meeting.

Brian Moore, internal vice presi­
dent and a senior finance major from 
Dallas, said the purpose of the year's 
final meeting was to welcome new 
senators and help them begin to un­
derstand the senatorial process.

After struggling to meet quorum at 
the senate meetings in recent months, 
Moore spoke to a full house Thursday 
in the University Center Senate Room.

“My main goal for next year is to 
make sure senators are attending meet­
ings and doing their jobs,” he said. 
“We have 20 returning senators, some 
who have been real productive this 
past year."

Some legislation items Moore ex­
pects to see next year deal with im­
proving financial aid and registration, 
bonfire events and more work with the 
senator contact program.

The Student Senate may consider 
moving the bonfire to a more visible 
location, possibly the field area by the 
Chitwood/Weymouth Residence Hall 
Complex, he said.

Senators will be more involved in 
communicating with student organi­
zations through the contact senator 
program, which began this year, 
Moore said. The formation of new 
committees also was discussed Thurs­
day, and Moore said he will have a list 
of committees next week.

“First I have to decide who the 

committee heads are going to be and 
then let them give me their top choices 
for committee members," he said. "Af­
ter that 1 will try to divide up all the 
senators into committees."

Landon McBride, a senator-at- 
large and a senior finance major from 
Amarillo, said, as a new senator, he is 
looking forward to next year.

McBride said he does not have any 
definite agendas of his own for next 
year, but he wants to help voice the 
ideas and views of students.

“I hear students talk a lot, and I 
thought being a student senator would 
be the best place to get most involved,” 
he said. “Ninety-five percent of what 
takes place in the Student Senate is 
from students coming to the senate 
expressing ideas."

Student senators passed a resolu­
tion against the proposed plus and 
minus grading system proposed by 
members of Tech's Faculty Senate and 
sent the proposal back to the Faculty 
Senate for consideration.

"We need to get an opinion from 
all students before we can think about 
passing this resolution (about the 
grade system changes),” said Clint 
Freeman, senator-at-large and a senior 
engineering major from Farmington.

Prosecution paints McVeigh as hate-filled
DENVER (AP) — Seething with 

rage against his own government, 
Timothy McVeigh blew up the Okla­
homa City federal building in a twisted 
plot to spark a second American revo­
lution, a prosecutor said in opening 
statements Thursday.

“ McVeigh liked to consider him­
self a patriot," Assistant U.S. Attor­
ney Joseph Hartzler said. “Our fore­
fathers did not fight innocent women 
and children. ... They didn't plant 
bombs and run away wearing ear­
plugs.”

Jurors listened grim -faced as

Hartzler, who has multiple sclerosis, 
leaned forward in his wheelchair and 
spoke softly about the deadliest act of 
terrorism on U.S. soil.

“ It was an act of terror intended to 
serve selfish political purposes," 
Hartzler said.

“The truck was there to impose the 
will of Timothy McVeigh on the rest 
of America ... by murdering innocent 
men, women and children in hopes of 
seeing blood flowing in the streets of 
America.”

But in equally forceful terms, 
McVeigh attorney Stephen Jones de­

clared in his opening statement: “ My 
client is innocent.”

He accused the government of try­
ing to elevate McVeigh's political be­
liefs — which Jones said many share 
— into a motive for mass murder.

Making no effort to soften the emo­
tional power of the bombing, he be­
gan by spending six minutes reading 
off the names of each of the 168 people 
killed when the April 19, 1995. truck 
bomb tore apart the nine-story build­
ing. . . .

As Jones solemnly read the names, 
bombing victim's relatives quietly

cried in their special section of the 
packed second-floor courtroom.

McVeigh, wearing a plaid shirt and 
khaki pants, showed little emotion in 
court. He leaned forward to listen, 
sometimes resting his head on his 
folded hands as the prosecutor por­
trayed the 29-year-old Gulf War vet­
eran as a selfish, deluded coward.

Hartzler said that on the day of the 
bombing McVeigh was wearing a T- 
shirt that bore the Thomas Jefferson 
quote: “The tree of liberty must be 
refreshed from time to time with the 
blood of patriots and tyrants.”

Government foots bills for White House aides
WASHINGTON (AP) — In the 

first of a wave of payments, the gov­
ernment has spent nearly $60,000 to 
reimburse private lawyers hired by a 
dozen White House aides during the 
travel office and FBI files investiga­
tions, documents show.

Among the early beneficiaries are 
deputy chief of staff John Podesta, 
whose lawyer was reim bursed 
$12,766, and former press secretary 
Dee Dee Myers, whose lawyer got 
$6,469, according to information re­
leased by the Justice Department at the 
request of The Associated Press.

In all, 37 current and former White 
House staffers — ranging from presi­
dential confidants Bruce Lindsey and 
Mack McLarty to a records manager 
— have asked to be reimbursed for the 
lawyers they hired for last year's con­
gressional hearings into the two con­
troversies, officials say.

In addition to the 12 staffers already 
reimbursed, the Justice Department 
says it has approved several more pay­
ments but can't divulge the amounts 
or recipients until checks are sent.

All were called to testify before, or 
produce documents for, congressional 
committees investigating the two

White House controversies: the firing 
of seven longtime travel office work­
ers and the improper gathering of con­
fidential FBI background files on hun­
dreds of prior Republican administra­
tion workers.

Federal regulations allow Justice to 
approve reim ­
bursements for 
federal employ­
ees who hire 
lawyers for mat­
ters involving 
their jo t s if it is 
“ in the interest 
of the United 
States."

The policy, 
however, isopen 
to wide interpre­
tation, according 
to a law profes­
sor who has 
studied the various ways government 
officials ensnared in scandal have de­
frayed their legal bills.

"It's not really whether it’s in the 
interest of the United States but in the 
interest of the executive branch," said 
Kathleen Clark, a law professor at 
Washington University in St. Louis.

White House special counsel 
Lanny Davis said the recent payments 
were particularly appropriate in the 
travel office and FBI files matters.

Ordinarily in such investigations, 
employees can request that an attor­
ney from their agency or the Justice 

Department rep­
resent them.

But in these 
two investiga­
tions, congres­
sional investiga­
tors asked that 
g o v e r n m e n t  
lawyers not be 
used.

“ It is a 
lo n g sta n d in g  
and appropriate 
Department of 
Justice policy ... 
to reimburse em­

ployees legal fees incurred in connec­
tion with their official duties under 
circumstances like these," Davis said.

President Clinton has lamented the 
legal bills both he and his aides have 
incurred in connection with the con­
troversies surrounding the White 
House.

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The Amarillo Globe-News on 
children’s health insurance:

Helping to ensure that children 
from low-income families have access 
to health care has long been a mis­
placed priority in Texas.

One million, three-hundred thou­
sand children have fallen though the 
cracks in the stale's Medicaid system 
because there parents were not, tech­
nically, poor enough.

The parents may work for employ­
ers who do not provide dependent in­
surance coverage, or they may not be 
able to afford coverage even if it does 
exist.

A bill filed by state Rep. Hugo 
Bcrlanga. D-Corpus Christi, would 
establish a public-private non-profit 
corporation to offer subsidized insur­
ance to low-income children though 
the public schools.

Whatever road the Legislature 
takes, it would go somewhere this ses­
sion toward insuring Texas kids But 
it should do so in such a way that em­
ployers aren't encouraged to cancel

their dependent coverage.
The program should not compete 

with health insurance in the market­
place. If the insurance is subsidized, 
private sources should be sought out 
before tax dollars are even considered.

Finally, the program should have as 
little public bureaucracy as possible.

That’s the charge. Let’s go to work.

El Paso Times on tax reform:
Property tax relief took an encour­

aging step toward reality ... when a 
Texas House committee approved a 
plan to cut local school property taxes 
by $2.5 billion. The next challenge is 
this: In the fewer than 50 days left 
before the session closes, legislators 
must clear the bill in both chambers 
and advance it to the governor’s desk.

This session’s nearing end doesn't 
negate the need for meaningful dia­
logue on this important issue. Tax re­
form ha been discussed but not accom­
plished for years This time, says Gov. 
George W. Bush, “ It will get done.’’ 
For the sake of Texans and their pock

etbooks, it must be done correctly.

Fort Worth Star-Telegram on ba­
sis fo r  professorial tenure:

Challenges to the “ publish-or-per- 
ish" requirement for tenure of profes­
sors in higher education is long over­
due, and a recent nationwide study 
sponsored by the Sid W. Richardson 
Foundation has advanced a much- 
needed re-emphasis on the art of teach­
ing.

The study was part of the 
foundation's mission to improve pub­
lic education by strengthening pro­
grams that train teachers for careers 
in elementary and secondary class­
rooms.

In the last several decades, 
academia has increasingly based the 
granting of tenure on a rigorous em­
phasis on research, whether or not the 
research advanced the body of knowl­
edge. This demand in turn has forced 
aspiring professors to concentrate their 
energies on increasingly arcane — and 
arguably redundant — research

projects that arc published in equally 
arcane journals.

Men and women whose ambition 
is to become great teachers find them­
selves trapped in the “publish-or-per- 
ish” cycle. Most colleges and univer­
sities employ many experienced fac­
ulty members who seldom darken a 
classroom door because existing aca­
demic incentives — tenure, merit pay 
and promotion — reward cloistering 
themselves with research while leav­
ing students to be taught hy graduate 
students.

The 12-member task force that con­
ducted the study for the Richardson 
Foundation is to be commended for 
recommending establishment of sepa­
rate tenure tracks for professors who 
want to concentrate on teaching alone; 
on teaching and research; and on 
teaching, research and service. Faculty 
members could select one of those 
tracks and be judged accordingly.

The Richardson-sponsored report 
is a breath of hopeful fresh air for 
American education.

The seminar, from 1:30 p.m. to 5 
p.m. in Tech’s International Cultural 
Center, began with separate men’s 
and women’s sessions during which 
corporate leaders from a variety of top 
corporations discussed challenges 
faced in today’s job market, includ­
ing tips on creating a resume, how to 
act during an interview, how to bal­
ance a job with a family and the im-

portance of goal setting.
Doug Kenny, president of the pho­

tography firm D.
Davis Kenny 
Company of San 
A n t o n i o ,  
stressed the im­
portance of goal 
setting and con­
stantly setting 
goals in order to 
achieve them.

“If you set 
them down on 
paper, you can

Although many employers talked 
about goal setting, J. Rex Vardeman, 
president and CEO of the satellite 
communications product manufac­
turer Vertex Communications Corpo­
ration of Kilgore, said goal setting is 
not always the key to success.

Suggestions also 
focused on using 
creativity in re­
sumes to accen­
tuate personality.

During job 
interviews, stu- 
dents should be 

forthright and truthful when asked to 
describe any personal weaknesses.

Corporate leaders addressed the 
issue of balancing a job with a fam­
ily, where leaders emphasized part­
nership and teamwork.

"If you’re going to do all these 
things the way you want to, you have 
to have a partnership,” said Karen

Williams Teel, president and found­
ing member of the Central Texas Pe­
diatric Physicians Alliance in Austin. 
“The partnership is the key.”

Students and leaders also dis­
cussed job diversity offered to people 
entering the work force.

“There are jobs out there,” said 
Nancy C. Rogers, senior vice presi­
dent of Windsor Residential Compa­
nies of Dallas.

“You all are entering the job mar­
ket at an incredible time — employ­
ers may need you more than you need 
them.”

Shane Jones, a senior petroleum 
land management major from 
Abilene, was in charge of helping or­
ganize the event and said learning 
how to network and possess interper­
sonal skills are important for students 
going into the work force.

Jones emphasized that the seminar 
was important because it gave stu­
dents a valuable opportunity to learn 
helpful skills and information from 
real-world professionals.

Serial rapist may be preying on women at college campuses
OMAHA, Neb. (AP) — Four 

women have been raped and two oth­
ers sexually assaulted on college cam­
puses in four Midwestern states, and 
police suspect the attacks are the work 
of the same person: a man who likes 
to spit on his victims, question them 
about their sex lives and ask them to 
pray for him.

The attacks occurred in February 
and March, on campuses 10 minutes 
to six hours apart. The rapes have led 
schools to step up security and have 
unnerved students and faculty mem­
bers with the idea that a rapist is tar­
geting women working alone in com­
puter labs and music rooms.

“It is a terrifying thought to me 
that college campuses would be the 
preying grounds for a serial rapist,”

said Heidi Hess, 30, who quit her job 
as a part-time journalist and business 
teacher after she was raped March 5.

Police investigating the other at­
tacks in Nebraska, Iowa. Illinois and 
Wisconsin began to link the cases 
because the attacker used similar lan­

guage and spoke as if he were edu­
cated. He also used a ski mask or cov­
ered his victims’ heads with a knit 
cap. although one of the women was 
able to see her attacker, police said.

DNA evidence has provided a 
solid link between attacks in Ne­

braska and Iowa, Lincoln Police Chief 
Tom Casady said. Further genetic 
tests are under way.

The first attack occurred at Union 
College in Lincoln Feb. 6, when a 
man wearing a ski mask raped a 
woman in an empty campus building.

Science Day recruits 
Amarillo children

In an effort to recruit prospec­
tive Texas Tech students and edu­
cate society about science, Tech’s 
Division of Continuing 
Education’s Institute for the 
Gifted is sponsoring Science Day 
today for area students.

Attending the day’s events are 
100 sixth grade students from 
Sam Houston Middle School in 
Amarillo.

“A lot of what we do in 
children’s programs is to get the 
students interested in Tech,” said 
Tina Vecchio, program coordina­
tor at the Institute for the Gifted. 
“This may be their first time at 
Tech, and we want to get them on 
campus and exposed to the uni­
versity. It will have a big affect 
on them and may spark an inter­
est in science.”

Recruiting is a major role of 
the institute, she said.

Vecchio said they want more 
young students interested in sci­
ence programs.

"We want to get them excited,” 
Vecchio said. "This is a field we 
hope to expand, and we hope to 
continue in the future.”

Science Day w ill include a pre­

sentation by Museum Education 
Director Elizabeth Locke at the 
Tech Museum. Other presenta­
tions w ill be made to the students, 
by Tech professors including a 
"Chemistry Magic Show." by as­
sociate chemistry professor 
Dominic Casadonte.

"I think it’s important to stimu­
late young minds towards this 
type of science," Casadonte said. 
“People now have a large phobia 
about science — they think it 
can’t be understood by the aver­
age person."

Casadonte said he wants to 
help dispel that idea in today’s 
society.

"I want to show them some 
cool chemistry effects and then 
explain to them w hat’s going on," 
he said. "Explaining what’s go­
ing on helps remove some of the 
fear that some people have that 
science is just black magic."

If young students become in­
terested in science now, it may 
result in a more scientifically lit­
erate society, Casadonte said. 
This generation of students is 
more technologically adept than 
children 20 years ago. but the fear 
of science still exists.

• Changes in the Graduate Man­

agement Admissions Test, the 
standard test for graduate degree 
applicants into business schools, 
soon will evolve for students at the 
University of Kansas. The com­
puterized lest is a new form of as­
sessment that adapts to the perfor­
mance of the test taker. More dif-

' ficult questions are asked if the test 
taker answers the previous ques­
tion correctly, and easier questions 
result from an incorrect answer.

“It allows items that are more 
appropriate to everyone," said Su­
san Embrctson, professor of psy­
chology. “For someone who's 
pretty skilled, there’s no real use 
in setting the hurdles low.”

KU administrators said they 
hope the test is as successful as 
they anticipate.

• A sociology professor already 
under investigation at the Univer­
sity of Texas for sexual harass­
ment will face similar charges by 
a second complaint filed by a fe­
male student April 17. The student, 
who wished to remain unidenti­
fied, filed and signed a formal 
complaint to the UT Provost’s Of­
fice alleging she was sexually ha­
rassed by professor Joseph 
Loprealo in the fall of 1994.

After investigating the com­
plaints. UT officials took disciplin­
ary action against Lopreato, in­
cluding a written reprimand in his 
permanent file, requiring he un­
dergo a training course on sexual

harassment and a one-year pro­
bation. UT officials did not sus­
pend him from the university. 
Both students filing charges al­
leged Lopreato invited them into 
his office and inquired about their 
romantic life before offering them 
unsolicited, offensive and graphic- 
details about his sex life.

• A team of 20 Texas A&M 
University mechanical engineer­
ing students put the finishing 
touches on a propane powered car 
Monday that they will enter in the 
National Propane Vehicle Chal­
lenge in May.

The students converted a 1995 
Dodge Dakota pickup, and say 
the biggest challenge is not con­
verting gasoline powered cars but 
making technological advances to 
develop vehicles designed only 
for propane use only. Most pro­
pane powered cars are duel fueled 
by propane and gasoline.

• The Ohio State University
director of student judicial affairs 
resigned April 16 amid accusa­
tions that she shoplifted and 
forged her dead grandmother’s 
Social Security checks. Stephanie 
LeDuff is charged with four fifth- 
degree felony counts of forgery 
for signing the checks. LeDuff 
said she cared for her grand­
mother and signed her Social Se­
curity checks until her grand­
mother died in 1993.

Following the grandmother's 
death. Social Security officials 
sent four checks totaling $2,166. 
All four were cashed. Of the 
money LeDuff owes for the 
checks, $730 has been paid.

first degree felony, punishable with 
no less than five years in prison or, 
possibly, a fine of up to $10,000.

Possession of marijuana is usually a 
Class A misdemeanor, but because 
Texas Tech is classified as a drug-free 
zone, the marijuana delivery charges 
were increased to third degree felo­
nies, which result in prison terms of

two to 10 years and/or a line of up to 
$5,000, Abbott said.

Tech Dean of Students Michael 
Shonrock said he does not have more 
details concerning the arrests.

“Certainly if they are in violation

of the Code of Student Conduct, 
they will be referred to us,” he said.

James Burkhalter, director of 
Tech’s Housing and Dining Ser­
vices, did not return telephone 
calls to The University' Daily.

House rejects efforts to kill space station
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

House again rejected an effort to kill 
the space station project, voting 
Thursday to keep it in a bill that would 
set aside $27.7 billion during a pe­
riod of two years for the nation's ci­
vilian space programs.

Rep. Tim Roemcr, D-Ind., has 
tried every year since 1992 to per­
suade colleagues to repeal congres­
sional authorization for an ambitious 
international project to build a 
manned station in space. He said the 
program costs too much, will yield

little in the way of scientific knowl­
edge and is drawing money away 
from more valuable space research.

Including operating costs, the 
station’s cost to the United States will 
be $94 billion during its projected 10- 
year life, Roemer said.

"This program started out with an 
$8 billion price tag. Now in 1997, it 
will cost our American tax payers 
about $100 billion dollars," he said 
on the House floor. "This is a terrible 
deal for the American taxpayer.”

Technology could mean bottles, rattles, diapers at 63
LOS ANGELES <AP) — At 63 

years old, the world's oldest new mom 
is dealing with night feedings and dia­
per rash.

She will be 65 during the terrible 
twos, and 76 during the rebellious 
teen-age years. And maybe, just 
maybe, she will be around at 85 to 
see her daughter graduate from col­
lege.

When doctors confirmed Wednes­
day the woman gave birth to a healthy 

I baby at 63, it raised questions about 
the ethical and practical ramifications

of having a baby so late in life.
“ I don’t know if she’s going to 

have energy for a baby,” said 
Maryann Fiore, who had triplets at 
age 45 and is now 50.

Speaking by telephone from her 
home in Caldwell, N.J., as her chil­
dren yelled, “Mommy! Mommy!” in 
the background, she said: “ I was be­
stowed with a lot of energy. But at 63 
it will be a little overwhelming, I 
think."

“ It raises a lot of moral and ethi­
cal questions. What are we doing to

society? If we're bringing a baby to 
an older woman, later in life, when 
she’s older, who's going to take care 
of her child?" asked Matan Yemini, 
co-director of the Diamond Institute 
for Infertility and Menopause in 
Millburn, N.J.

Mark Sauer, an infertility special­
ist at Columbia University's medical 
school, said: “ I lose my comfort level 
after 55, because I have to believe that 
there are quality-of-lile issues in­
volved in raising a child at the parent’s 
age. When the baby born in Novem-

ber is 5. her mother will be 68. And I 
have to believe that a 78-year-old 
dealing with a teen-ager may have 
some problems.”

For the doctor who heads the fer­
tility program where the unidentified 
woman conceived, one of the more 
troubling questions is how to verify 
age.

The University of Southern 
California's Program for Assisted 
Reproduction allows women up to 55 
to participate, and this woman went 
to great lengths to hide her age.

Dressed in a short, sleeveless 
black dress and black pumps that 
showcased her legendary and oh- 
so-glamorous gams, she smiled 
and vamped for the eager — and 
overeager — photographers.

Did she sing a single note? Not 
a one.

She did offer, however, that 
she’s never gotten a run in her 
pantyhose while performing ... 
hardly your usual celeb question.

But in the year since she was 
selected as the voice — make that 
legs — for Hanes, the image of 
Tina and her pantyhose have be­
come pressed upon the collective 
consumer consciousness like ex­
tra-firm control tops.

And the phenomenon seems to 
be everywhere these days: celeb­
rities becoming synonymous with 
a certain brand-name item as sort

of living, breathing organic and 
very human logos for material 
goods.

Think of Chicago Bulls super- 
star Michael Jordan and his Nike 
Airs. Think of Suzanne Somers, 
forever linked to herThighmaster. 
Now Tiger Woods is helping to 
further blaze the Nike swoosh 
logo onto golf courses every­
where.

Marketers are intentionally 
linking themselves with celebrity 
endorsers who have logical con­
nections with the products they 
peddle: their body ... their face ... 
their athletic ability.

Twelve years ago, when 
Michael Jordan was a rookie, 
Nike introduced the Air Jordan 
sneaker. As Jordan's legend grew, 
the Nike logo was replaced with 
the jumpman logo, a silhouette of 
Jordan, arms outstretched, flying 
toward the basket.

“ It was a magic mix between 
Michael and Nike.” said Nike 
spokesman Jim Small. “ I don’t 
think anybody at Nike or anybody 
in the world would have thought

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Tech track sports world-class runner

In track there is not a polling sys­
tem to determine who is the fastest 
runner or who the coaches think will 
break the ribbon first. A stopwatch 
determines who the fastest person is.

Tech has one of the fastest 400- 
meter runners in the world right now 
with a lime of 2.05.88, and her name 
is Amber Affeldt.

“Now that she has broken through 
the barriers, she has the confidence 
to do anything,” Tech coach Liz Parke 
said.

With her time. Affeldt is first in the 
Big 12 Conference in her race, fifth 
in the country and 29th in the world.

“I don’t know how to explain it,” 
Affeldt said of her rankings. “It is just 
something so undescribable.”

Affeldt

Affeldt is the 
first Tech runner to 
be in the confer­
ence, national and 
world record 
books.

Another fact 
that makes this 

story hard to believe is that Affeldt, 
who is a sophomore from Minnesota, 
said she went home for Christmas and 
did not run at all during that time. She 
came back to workouts out of shape 
and the coaches were not pleased.

Tech assistant coach Kirk Elias 
told her if she wanted to run, she had 
to get back to working out and really 
dedicate herself to the program at 
Tech.

"She is very talented," Elias said.

“It is just a matter of time before she 
figures it out.”

Affeldt said her freshman year did 
not go as planned, and she was frus­
trated because of all the downfalls 
during the track year. Elias said she 
is putting most of the running ele­
ments back together, and her level of 
competition is starting to show.

The only thing Affeldt has not had 
come together for her is her running 
competition. Elias said Afteldt has 
won eve'ry meet she has run in this 
outdoor season by at least 25 yards.

“She has not had to run hard and 
for her it is like running in a work­
out,” Elias said. “She has to get to the 
point where she knows she can run 
faster than she is."

Elias and Parke said they both

knew Affeldt could compete at a high 
level after they saw how she worked 
out with her fellow Red Raider team­
mates.

"She has a ton of talent,” Parke 
said.

"And we told her that if she w anted 
to he real good, she could be. She just 
has to put forth that effort. Her talent 
is evident in her training and the way 
she handles herself.”

Affeldt will get a chance to show 
her talent when the Tech women’s 
track team travels to Cincinnati to 
compete in the Drake Relays, while 
the men’s team travels to Philadelphia 
to run in the Penn Relays.

The Big 12 Championships are in 
three weeks when both teams reunite 
and travel to Waco to run.

AMES, Iowa (AP) — Ask Darren 

Davis if he can accomplish all that 
Troy Davis did for Iowa State foot­
ball and he’ll tell you this.

Troy Davis had back-to-back 
2,000-yard rushing seasons. He was 
a two-time Heisman finalist and a 
two-time All-American.

take the series from them,” Huth said. 
“This is going to be a lot like OSU, 
and that was battle for us.

Oklahoma is coming off of a loss 
to Missouri in a three-game midweek 
series. The Sooners lead the all-time 
series with Tech 6-4.

Tech's starting pitcher for today’s 
game is sophomore right-hander 
Monty Ward, who is 7-2 on the sea­
son with a 3.63 ERA and 90 strikeouts 
on the season.

Saturday’s game will feature jun­
ior left-hander Jason Gooding, who 
leads the Red Raiders with a 10-0 
record and a 2.82 ERA while striking 
out 102 for the season.
