Council considers new fees for ticketed drivers

A plan presented to the Lubbock
City Council Thursday morning
may bring added fees to motorists
who receive tickets.

Judge Jan Blacklock-Matthews
presented a plan to the City Coun-
cil to add a $3 fee to anyone who
receives a traffic violation in Lub-
bock to help fund more security
in the court room. The extra fee

would not only help with security
in the courtroom, but it also would
help upgrade the security in the
buildings that house the court.

“The money would stay in the
city of Lubbock and go directly to
the courts of Lubbock,”
Blacklock-Matthews said.

Officers could be serving war-
rants, but instead they have to stay
in the courtroom as bailiffs, she
said.

City Councilman Victor
Hernandez, said he believes secu-
rity is extremely important, and
this 1s a good way to get people
involved.

“This is an easy, logical way to
get the folks who are part of the
system involved,” Hernandez said.

Chad Hyde, a junior recreational
therapy and leisure major from
Mililani, Hawaii, said he believes
the added fee is a good idea.

“If the courts need extra offic-
ers in them, then let the people
who are using the courts pay for
them and not the taxpayers,” Hyde
said.

The courts need as much secu-
rity as they can receive, he said.

“It is better to have too much
security in the courtroom than not
enough security,” Hyde said.

important things than extra secu-
rity in the courtrooms.

“I would like to see our money
go toward fixing the roads in Lub-
bock or getting some kind of
drainage system for the city,”

courts would.

Texas Tech recently re-
ceived several awards for its
commendable participation
in the State Employees
Charitable Campaign at the
Governor’s Mansion in
Austin.

Tech President Donald
Haragan accepted two
plaques on the university’s
behalf from the United Way
of Lubbock. The awards
were for having the highest
employee participation rate
and for raising the most
money per employee in the
category of state agencies
with 1,501 to 3,500 employ-
ees.

Tech and the Texas Tech
University Health Sciences

Center shared their com-
bined efforts to reach a goal
of $277,500. They exceeded
their goal by $28,799, said
Jim Bob Jones, director of
the TTUHSC relations and
chairman of the local em-
ployee committee for the
SECC.

The number of dollars
raised per capita by Tech
was $66.14. This is calcu-
lated by the total number of
dollars divided by the total
number of employees, Jones
said.

The goal of the SECC 1is
to give state employees the
opportunity to contribute to
health and human service
organizations so the organi-
zations can provide services

FORT WORTH (AP) — En-
vironmentalists say they are
angry that emergency legisla-
tion would divert $140 million
in pollution cleanup funds to
pay an emissions testing com-
pany whose program was
scuttled.

The compromise on a lawsuit

settlement with Tejas Testing
Technology in the Legislature’s
final days is awaiting Gov. George
W. Bush’s signature.

But lawmakers’ raiding of the
state Superfund, clean air and
other pollution cleanup funds to
pay Tejas Testing Technology has
upset environmentalists and indus-

tries who paid pollution control
fees.

“They were so gung-ho about
going after this,”” said Neil
Carman, who heads the Sierra
Club’s clean air division. ““They
should have taken a better look
because that is money that is be-
ing taken from environmental pro-

tection in Texas.”

Sen. Bill Ratliff, R-Mount
Pleasant, who sponsored the
appropriations bill to pay Tejas,
said the Texas Natural Resource
Conservation Commission had
assured him environmental pro-
grams could handle funding
cuts.

to those who need them, Jones
said.

“I think Tech is very support-
ive of the community, and we
are very lucky in that regard,”
said Dianna Stewart, office
manager for United Way and
local campaign manager for the
SECC.

The campaign runs annually
from Sept. 1 to Oct. 31.

“During this time employees
are given forms to fill out en-
abling them to make charitable

contributions to the agency of

their choice,” she said.
Contributors choose from

about 300 statewide organiza-
tions, she said. There are a to-
tal of 41 agencies within the
Lubbock community.

In order to receive any funds
from the SECC, agencies must
meet standard criteria mandated
by the state of Texas and re-
viewed by the local employee
committee for the SECC.

The agency must be a 501-C3
organization, submit a copy of
its most recent audit, make sure
that their administrative and
fundraising costs do not exceed
25 percent of their yearly bud-
get and meet other certifica-
tions.

“We set these criteria to main-
tain the integrity of the cam-

paign and to see that the agen-
cies are being run in a business-
like manner and that they will
be good custodians of the chari-
table dollar,” Jones said.

Pledge cards filled out by the
employees are sent to the
United Way, the local cam-
paign managers for the SECC,
where the amounts are counted
and disseminated to the differ-
ent agencies, Stewart said.

The money raised does not
go to the national headquarters
of the agencies but is given to
local Lubbock agencies, such
as the Caprock Girl Scout
Council, the Red Cross, Catho-
lic Family Services, YWCA
and others, Stewart said.

TYLER (AP) — A Tyler bishop
has been sentenced to eight years
in prison for sexually assaulting a
16-year-old former parishioner.

State District Judge Louis
Gohmert rejected defense pleas
for Reginald Brown to receive a
probated sentence and mandatory
participation in a counseling pro-
gram.

Brown could have received up
to 20 years in prison.

“It sounds like a good program

but in order for that program to
work you have to have expressed
remorse first,”” Gohmert said.

Brown, the former pastor of the
defunct Grace Tabernacle Church
in Tyler, maintains his innocence.
He is free on $100,000 bond pend-
ing his appeal.

In aretrial of a 1995 trial, Brown
was convicted last month of sexu-
ally assaulting the teen-ager in her
bedroom in 1993.
