Tech football relishes week off B

There are differing opinions on
whether a football team favors a week
off during a season or would rather
play on 11 straight weekends. Most
people would tell you that it depends
on what happened the weekend be-
fore.

For Texas Tech, the week before
is a bad memory, a 52-17 loss to No.
5 Tennessee. Tech quarterback Zebbie
Lethridge believes that Tech showed
they have enough things to work on
to warrant a week off.

“I think a lot of people would like
to get out there and wash that bad taste
out of their mouths,” Lethridge said.
“But right now I think a off week has
its advantages. We weren’t sharp last
week, and that loss definitely showed
us what we need to improve on.”

Among those things, Lethridge
says, is timing between quarterback
and receivers.

“We need to work on being more
consistent in our execution offen-
sively,” Lethridge said. *“We missed a

lot of chances -
against Tennes- joo

see, and we
also gave Ten-
nessee some
good chances.
Right now, I
think the best
thing is for us
to take off and get back into our
rhythms as an offense.”

Although Tech figured to clear up
one offensive question at Tennessee,
the NCAA may make it more cloudy
than it already was.

True freshman Ricky Williams im-
pressed coaches with his running and
receiving against the Volunteers and
figured to earn the starting job for next
week’s game against Southwestern
Louisiana.

But earlier this week, the NCAA
agreed to grant Tech running back
Adrian Ervin an extra year of eligi-
bility on one condition. As soon as
Tech can provide the NCAA with
proof that Ervin received a medical
redshirt in 1992 after an ankle injury
ended his freshman season, Ervin can

rejoin the team.

Ervin figured
to have run out of
eligibility last
season, when he
spent his senior
season backing
up All-American
Byron Hanspard.
Ervin ran the ball 35 times for 280
yards, a team-high average of 8
yards per carry.

Offensive coordinator Rick
Dykes said Tech is not counting on
the addition of Ervin, who is cur-
rently practicing with the team, but
the help would be nice.

“Right now, we are pleased with
what Ricky Williams did against
Tennessee, and he is the starter at
running back,” Dykes said.
“Adrian’s case is in the hands of the
NCAA. It would be great if he’s able
to help us out this year, but it’s out
of our hands right now.”

Defensively, the Red Raiders
were somewhat exposed by Tennes-
see quarterback Peyton Manning
and the Volunteers flock of receiv-

ers, which some rank as the nation’s
best.

Taurus Rucker, a sophomore de-
fensive end from Denison, also is ap-
preciative of a week off.

“Two weeks between games is al-
ways a good thing,” Rucker said. “The
loss was frustrating, but it showed us
some areas we're lacking in. As a de-
fense, I know we need to work a lot
on our pass rush, and getting to the
football quicker as a team. We were
having a tough time getting pressure
on Manning.”

Rucker pointed out that getting
senior linebacker Eric Butler and se-
nior cornerback Tony Darden back
from a one-game suspension also
should help. But all in all, Rucker still
believes the Tennessee game was a
good experience for the team.

“There’s no doubt that going there
and playing in such a hostile place
will help us out,” Rucker said. “We
won’t see anything else like that all
season, not at Texas or Nebraska.
We'll just be that much more ready
to go in and face other hostile places
to play later on.”

Cross country begins 1997
season with new outlook

Greg Sholars and the Texas
Tech cross country program begin
anew era Saturday morning in the
Red Raider Invitational at Mae
Simmons Park in Lubbock. The
women’s SK race begins at 9 a.m.,
while the men will start at 9:45
a.m.

Sholars coached the men’s
team last season in the meet, and
this season he hopes to lead both
the men and women to individual
and team titles. Sholars took over
for former women’s coach Kirk
Elias after last season.

“It's a new beginning for our
program,” Sholars said.

“The women's squad was left
in pretty good shape by coach
Elias, and I am hoping to bring the
men'’s squad further along than we
finished up last season.”

The Tech men finished last sea-
son in the bottom rung of their re-
gion, but the addition of two new-
comers should help the team.

“We have Samson Ngetich and
Michael Kariuki as new guys that
should really help out our pro-
gram,” Sholars said of the new re-

“They should lead us, and most
likely they will be among some of the
best runners in the Big 12.”

Tech’s women’s squad already
knows it has two top runners.

Sophomores Leigh Daniel of Lub-
bock and Kristen Koppes of Redding,
Calif., are back to lead the Red Raider
women after dominating freshman
seasons.

In 1996, Daniel performed better
than any other Tech freshman in the
history of women'’s cross country, fin-
ishing her season off strong and ad-
vancing to the national champion-
ships as an individual qualifier.

Koppes led the women’s team for
much of last season, starting off her

college season by finishing first in the
Red Raider Open, the former name
of the Red Raider Invitational, with a
time of 20:02

“The women'’s team is in good
hands with Kristen and Leigh,”
Sholars said. “Last season they were
very impressive, and I'm sure both are
ready to improve on that.”

Koppes verified Sholars’ thoughts
on the beginning of the 1997 season.

“There’s no doubt that 1 want to
improve on last year,” Koppes said.
“I feel like I'm coming in a better run-
ner and more focused on what I want
to do.”

Five other teams will compete
along with Tech in the meets. East-
ern New Mexico, Dallas Baptist, West
Texas A&M, South Plains College,
and Wayland Baptist University all
are competing in both the men’s and
women’s races.

Sholars said the Red Raiders are
looking forward to defending their
team titles in the race.

“We're excited about getting an
opportunity to look at how our team
stacks up this year,” Sholars said.

“It’s exciting to have the men’s and
women’s teams together. If there’s
one thing we've got, it’s Red Raider
spirit.”

This weekend the Texas Tech vol-
leyball team will compete in the South
Florida tournament in Tampa, Fla.

The Red Raiders, ranked 31st in
the USA Today/USVA coaches poll,
will play three matches this weekend.

Today, Tech will face Tennessee-
Chattanooga at 3:30 p.m., and No. 26
South Florida at 8 p.m. Saturday, Tech
will play Georgia Southern at 2 p.m.

After an impressive 4-0 start last
weekend at the Sheraton Shootout, the
Red Raiders will enter into a more
competitive tournament and will take
on their toughest opponent so far,
South Florida.

“We have a much tougher sched-
ule this weekend.” Red Raider coach
Jeff Nelson said. “We have Tennes
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see-Chattanooga who won 20
games last year, and we have South
Florida who was 27-5 and made it to
the final 16 last year.”

The second tournament of the year
means even tougher opponents,
Nelson said.

“Things are going to pick up fast
for us, and we're excited about that,”
Nelson said. It will definitely be our
first test of the scason. The South
Florida match is a really big match
early on in terms of important
matches for NCAAs.”

Assistant coach Mike Lessenger
has many expectations for the week-
end.

“This will be a measuring stick for
where we are at,” Lessenger said.

Packers do not miss
Super Bowl MVP

GREEN BAY, Wis. (AP) —
Apparently, it was as much the
system as it was the star.

It’s early, but the Green Bay
Packers haven’t missed Super
Bowl MVP and kick returner
extraordinaire Desmond
Howard, the former Michigan
standout who bolted last winter
for Oakland Raiders owner Al
Davis’ $6 million.

Howard’s replacement, Bill
Schroeder, won the NFC special
teams player of the week award
after returning five punts and
two kickoffs for 160 yards as the
Packers beat the Chicago Bears

38-24 Monday night.

Schroeder was on the practice
squad last year when Howard av-
eraged a league-leading 15.1 yards
per return en route to setting an
NFL record with 875 yards on punt
returns.

Schroeder had five punt returns
for 107 yards against the Bears, an
average of 21.4 yards.

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) —
Going home again is costing
Kenny Holmes a lot of money.

The Tennessee Oilers’ rookie
defensive end has had to dig into
his pockets for more than 30 tick-
ets so'that his family and friends
can watch him play Sunday in
Miami against the Miami Dol-
phins, the team he rooted for
while growing up in nearby Vero
Beach.

“I’'m really excited to get a
chance to see my family and play
against a team I grew up liking.
It's going to be real memorable
to be pretty much playing in front
of my home crowd,” said
Holmes, who played four years
with the Miami Hurricanes.

Paying for the tickets won’t
hurt Holmes, who signed a four-
year contract worth $5.23 million
the day training camp opened.
That included a $780,000 report-
ing bonus.

While playing with the Hurri-
canes, Holmes started 33 games

and had 29 sacks, two intercep-
tions and defended against nine
passes.

That's why the Oilers made
the 6-foot-4, 270-pound Holmes
the 18th pick in the first round
last spring.

Holmes quickly moved into
the line rotation for pass-rush
situations, and he responded by
dumping Oakland Raider Jeff
George last week for his first ca-
reer sack and also deflected a
pass.

Now the former Dolphin fan
would like to add a sack of Dan
Marino to his short list.

“Dan Marino has broken ev-
ery record — getting a sack
against him would be even
greater,” Holmes said.

And if he does happen get to
Marino, the biggest Dolphin of
them all?

“I’m going to let him lay
there. This is my job now. I'll put
all those feelings I had growing
up to the side,” Holmes said.

UCLA faces Manning next

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) — If
Washington State quarterback Ryan
Leaf can shred the UCLA secondary
for 381 yards and three touchdowns,
imagine what Tennessee’s Peyton
Manning might do against the Bru-
ins. UCLA coach Bob Toledo has, and
it’s not a pleasant thought.

“If Leaf can do it, obviously Man-
ning can, too,” said Toledo, whose
team faces Manning and the No. 3
Volunteers at the Rose Bowl on Sat-
urday. ‘““We’ve got to get better quick.
We’ve got to put pressure on (Man-
ning); we didn’t do that with Leaf.

“You've just got to hope youdo a
good job on him. You hope he’s not
having one of those good days.”

Manning certainly had a good day
last Saturday, completing 26 of 38 for
310 yards and five touchdowns in less
than three quarters of Tennessee’s sea-
son-opening 52-17 victory over Texas
Tech.

Earlier that day, with Leaf leading
the way, Washington State beat
UCLA 37-34 in the Bruins’ opener.

Toledo called Manning one of the
best college quarterbacks he’s ever
seen, comparing him to John Elway,
and said Manning could be starting
for half the teams in the NFL now.

Last March, Manning announced
he would return for his senior year at
Tennessee rather than make himself
available for the NFL draft.

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Scientists fight to keep research land

Kathleen Hennessey, director of Tech’s
International Center for Informatics Re-
search, presented the Tech Board of Re-
gents with an alternative proposal for the
use and development of 320 acres of na-
tive rangeland at the regents’ August meet-

jis =

ing. The land is located on the west half
of the area bounded by Erskine Street,

Fourth Street, Indiana Avenue and Quaker
Avenue.

The proposal came from several mem-
bers of Sigma X1 The Research Society, a
selected organization of scientists.

Ernest Fish, a professor in the College
of Agricultural Sciences and Natural Re-
sources, said the main concern is the un-
disturbed ground used in research.

The native rangeland helps provide
Tech with one of the top-three range sci-
ences programs in the United States and
one of the top wildlife science programs
in the western United States.

The rangeland also provides a research
facility for 24 master’s and doctoral stu-
dents’ thesis work, one post-doctoral re-
search associate, who has produced inter-
nationally recognized research, and a
training facility for 20 to 25 students in
EPA-funded Playa Lake research and
mapping. The land also is being used for
18 different courses.

“We're incredibly concerned that we
will lose valuable resources that will never
be replaced,” Fish said. “There would sim-
ply be no way to replace it, and if a golf
course or if Indiana Avenue is there, it

(rangeland) is destroyed.”

The Campus Master Plan shows a golf
course and Indiana Avenue rerouted
through the native rangeland joining into
Quaker Avenue.

Theresa Drewell, director of facilities,
planning and construction, said there is a
Colorado marketing firm assessing the
value of the rangeland.

The marketing survey should deter-
mine whether the land would better serve
Tech’s future as a golf course or as re-
search land, Drewell said.

JERUSALEM (AP) — Bombs ex-
ploded — once again — in the heart
of Jerusalem on Thursday, spraying
rusty nails into a crowd of shoppers
and late-summer tourists on the city’s
main pedestrian walkway.

The blasts, claimed by the Islamic
militant group Hamas, killed seven
people — including three suicide
bombers — and struck a new blow to
peacemaking just as hopes for im-
provement were rising. At least 192
people were wounded.

Israel stepped up pressure on Yasser

enough to make eye contact, and blew
themselves up within seconds of each
other.

Ambulances rushed to the chaotic
scene, and rescue workers treated
some of the victims on the sidewalk,
where cafe chairs and umbrellas lay
scattered amid piles of broken glass.
Emergency workers rushed a toddler
into the back of an ambulance. Para-
medics splashed water in the face of a
weeping man.

The three nail-studded bombs ex-
ploded shortly after 3 p.m., as hun-
dreds of shoppers, including many
tourists, crowded the Ben Yehuda pe-
destrian mall, which is lined with ca-
fes, gift shops and American fast-food
restaurants such as Burger King and
Sbarro.

Hamas, which has carried out 13
bombings in four years of Israeli-Pal-
estinian peacemaking, claimed re-
sponsibility for the attack and threat-
ened more bombings unless Hamas
prisoners held by Israel were released
by Sept. 14.

Arafat condemned the attack, and
a senior Palestinian official pledged
full cooperation with Israel on secu-
rity matters.

PHOENIX (AP) — Disgraced
Gov. Fife Symington met Thursday
with his successor to discuss key
issues she will inherit when he’s
officially ousted for his conviction
on federal fraud charges.

Symington, compelled to resign
after a jury found him guilty
Wednesday of bank fraud, will
leave office at 5 p.m. Friday.

Jane Hull, secretary of state
since 1994, will be acting gover-
nor until she is formally sworn in
Monday.

Symington and a trio of aides
met with Hull in Symington’s of-
fice to talk about a range of sub-
jects she will face as Arizona's 20th
governor.

Topics ranged from pressing

Arizona prepares for governor
to replace ousted Symington

matters like the state takeover of a
bankrupt mental health contractor,
to the mundane — like ordering
stationery.

“There was no, ‘This is what
I'm doing and what I want you to
be,””” said Hull, who like
Symington is a Republican.

Meanwhile, Symington kept a
low profile Thursday, working in
his office as staffers piled seven
years' worth of mementoes into
boxes that will be loaded into a
moving van Friday morning.

“There is a big sense of relief
that the trial is over,” spokesman
Doug Cole said.

““He’s looking forward to the
next chapter in his life. He leaves
with his head up high.”

Texas Tech students may still
stress over the parking situation
despite various efforts on the
university's part to solve the prob-
lems.

One student is not happy about
the situation, even after the added
shuttle service and parking assis-
tants in commuter lots.

“I'hate it; it’s awful,” said Chris-
tina Alvarez, a freshman human
development major from Lubbock.
“I heard the parking at Tech was
bad, but I didn’t think it was this
bad. This is ridiculous.”

Alvarez arrived to her first class

on Tuesday 15 minutes late, and she
blames the parking situation.

“I would've been on time if it
wasn’t for the parking,” Alvarez said.
“The cost of tuition is so high, and you
can’t even find a place to park.”

First year law student James Perrin
found Texas Tech’s commuter park-
ing lots a little frustrating compared
to the previous, smaller university he
attended in Oklahoma.

Perrin, from Corpus Christi, arrived
on campus at 7:30 a.m. and had little
difficulty finding a parking space. Had
he arrived 15 minutes later, he would
have had to search more diligently,
Perrin said.

“I got there early and stayed there
all day,” Perrin said. “I1didn’t leave for

lunch because I figured I'd come back
and there wouldn’t be any parking.”

Another student, who transferred to
Tech from the University of Nebraska
at Lincoln, said she did not find the
Tech parking situation all that bad.

“It’s better than the university I
went t0,” said Angie Steffansmeier, a
junior architecture major from Omaha,
Neb. “I had to walk a lot farther. To
me, it's not that bad.”

The 900 space, semi-temporary
commuter lot has not reached its full
capacity yet this semester, said Gail
Wolfe, Tech traffic and parking man-
ager.

The Godbold Cultural Center lot
and the lot near the center can hold
about 150 cars, but has held less than

50 since the first two days of class.

“I think people just don’t know
about it,” Wolfe said. “Once they
catch on, it’ll pick up.”

The off-campus shuttle has been
running smoothly, she said.

Citibus reported 1,400 people
riding the off-campus shuttle on the
first day of class and 2,100 people
on the second day of class.

Marc Matson, a sophomore psy-
chology major from Arlington,
likes the new off-campus shuttle.

“It’s very convenient,” the
Inntern resident said. “I think it will
be nice in the winter to hop on a
nice warm bus and not have to
scrape the snow off my car in the
mornings.”

The drug lab discovered in the 3400
block of 31st Street Wednesday was
safely cleaned and passed specifica-
tion of the Environmental Protection
Agency and the Occupation Safety
and Health Administration Thursday
afternoon.

Ronald Arnold, 40, was arrested at
the house and charged with possession
of chemicals with the intent to manu-

facture controlled substances. He may
face up to 20 years in prison.

Three Texas Tech students were
evacuated Wednesday after Lubbock’s
Drug Enforcement Agency uncovered
a major drug lab with several “vola-
tile chemicals,” said Joe Solprietro,
DEA agent. The chemicals, located in
a house on the 3400 block of 31st
Street, had the potential to create a
huge explosion.

“One gallon of ether would have
taken houses on both sides of the road

" he said. “And there was much
more than that — it would have caused
a major disaster here in town.”

A DEA chemist from Dallas ar-
rived in Lubbock late Wednesday and
determined that a potentially danger-
ous situation existed after DEA agents
executed a federal search of the clan-
destine methamphetamines lab. A
Dallas-based company licensed for
this type of clean-up arrived in town
during the night and began work early
Thursday morning.
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Decision not blocked

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — Sup-
porters of a California law that would
abolish special treatment for minori-
ties and women in hiring and school
admissions are hailing the Supreme
Court’s decision not to block the law
while it is appealed.

““Today’s decision allows the
people of California to continue the
task of eliminating discrimination that
they began in November,” said
Michael Carvin, a lawyer for sponsors
of the initiative approved by voters in

November.

The court, without comment, re-
jected emergency requests Thursday
filed by a coalition of civil rights
groups and San Francisco city offi-
cials that sought to stop Proposition
209 from going into effect.

A formal challenge to the mea-
sure still is pending before the
nation’s highest court.

Former employee
implicated in theft

BROWNSVILLE (AP) —A su-
pervisor for an armored car com-
pany identified his former em-
ployee Thursday as the man wanted
in Florida for stealing up to $22
million in one of the biggest heists
on record.

After a five-month manhunt,
Philip Noel Johnson, 33, was ar-
rested at an international bridge
here Saturday on a commercial bus
headed from Matamoros, Mexico,
to Houston.

But his identity became an is-
sue earlier this week when Johnson
refused to concede that he was in-
deed the man wanted by authori-
ties. He claimed his name was
Roger Dale Lawter.

At a court hearing Thursday,
Loomis, Fargo & Co. supervisor
Rodney Wagaman identified

Johnson and said he supervised
him for 10 years at the company’s
Jacksonville, Fla. office. Johnson
worked there as a messenger and
driver.

Wagaman said he last saw
Johnson March 28, the day before
authorities claim he held two co-
workers at gunpoint while clean-
ing out one of the office vaults.

Johnson's attorney, Thomas
Cushman, suggested Wagaman’s
identification was based not on
personal knowledge but on seeing
the defendant in custody.

“There’s only one person in
this courtroom in handcuffs. So it
wasn't real hard for you to pick out
who you were supposed to pick

ut,” Cushman said.

Wagaman responded: *“I know
who the gentleman is.”

Students who live in the residence
halls probably have noticed by now
that their phone numbers have the
prefix 724, not 742 like the rest of

“"We just tried to keep them (resi-
dence hall numbers) all uniform,” she
said

“We also wanted to maintain the
abtlity to dial just five numbers on
campus.”

On-campus numbers could previ-
ously be dialed from on-campus
phones by dialing 2 and the number’s
last four digits. Residence hall num-
bers with the new 724 extension can
now be reached by dialing 4 and the
last four digits

Another change in the phone sys-
tem, which 1s already operational,
gives students access to voice mail for

an additional charge. she said. Even

with only one phone line, each stu-
dent in a room can have a separate
voice mailbox with their own
passcode.

“The work is going on right now
in just about every building we've
got.” said Jim Burkhalter, director
of Tech’s housing and dining ser-
vices

Each building’s new phone lines
and EtherNet connections will be
activated as soon as the phone com-
pany and Tech's Advanced Comput-
ing Services can set up the connec-
tions, Burkhalter said.

"It looks like the first ones will
be some of the older buildings on
campus,” he said. "Sneed/Bledsoe
and Doak are probably the closest
to being finished.”

The first buildings’ new Internet
and phone connections should be
hooked up in November, and cevery-
thing should be complete sometime
in the spring semester, Burkhalter
said.

The EtherNet fiberoptic lines pro-
vide faster access to the Internet than
conventional phone lines, he said.

Officials expect additional class
materials to be available online as stu-
dents get more access to new tech-
nology.

“We're doing (EtherNet connec-
tions) about the same time as most
schools are doing it, so we're neither
ahead or behind,” Burkhalter said

“There are a very few schools that
have already finished it and many
more that have not even started.”

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Judge rejects claim
to dismiss charges

ARLINGTON, Va. (AP) — A
judge rejected Marv Albert's claim
Thursday that sex charges against
him should be dismissed because
a member of the grand jury that
indicted him managed the
prosecutor’s election campaign.

Arlington Circuit Judge Ben-
Jamin N.A. Kendrick also rejected
a defense motion to throw out the
case because prosecutors made
public DNA evidence linking
Albert to the Feb. 12 hotel room
incident

The NBC sportscaster is
charged with forcible sodomy and
assault and battery for allegedly
biting a woman on the back and
forcing her to perform oral sex

He could get life in prison if
convicted.

Albert sat silently and held
hands with his fiancee, Heather
Faulkiner, during

His attorney, Roy Black, argued
that the grand jury that indicted
Albert in May was tainted because

one juror, Amy Levine, had run
Commonwealth Attorney Richard
Trodden's campaigns in 1991 and
1995

Levine testified in court that
she has had almost no contact with
Trodden in recent months, and no
one has asked her to do anything
improper

Kendrick defended Virginia's
grand jury system in his refusal to
drop the charges

In Virginia, judges select names
which are put into a pool and
drawn at random by court clerks
to seat grand juries.

Prosecutors have no role in the
selection.

Black also tried unsuccessfully
to get the case dismissed based on
the release last month of DNA evi-
dence that compared Albert’s
DNA with saliva and semen found
on the woman

According to the tests, there is
only one chance in 2.6 billion that
DNA recovered from a bite mark
on the woman and semen stains

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Council discusses
graduate concerns

The Texas Tech Graduate Coun-
cil favored quantity over quality
Thursday in its first meeting of the
year.

The council discussed the 99/130
hour rule, which emphasizes the
length of time it takes to complete a
degree rather than the courses re-
quired to obtain the degree. The rule
is designed to eliminate career stu-
dents.

Any graduate student who has
accumulated 130 graduate hours or
more can be charged out-of-state tu-
ition starting in the summer or fall
term of 1998 to compensate Tech’s
loss of state funds.

Tech currently receives state funds
for each of its registered graduate stu-
dents.

Accumulated hours include not
only completed hours but attempted
hours as well. Any class that was at-
tended after the 12th class day will
be counted as attempted credit hours.

Farm Aid’

The number of accumulated hours
will be scaled down from 130 to 99
by fall 1999.

“We don’t ever want to penalize
the student, but we do what the Leg-
islature tells us to do,” said Monty
Strauss, senior associate dean of the
Graduate School.

Janet Perez, associate dean of the
Graduate School, said students accu-
mulating more than 99 graduate hours
will cost the university.

Another topics discussed was the
decline in the Graduate School’s reg-
istration by 3.3 percent.

“We experienced a total drop of
115 students,” said Troy Johnson,
assistant dean of the Graduate School.

Tech now accepts graduate appli-
cation fees electronically via credit
card, Johnson said.

Johnson said there has been an
increase in graduate applications
since the electronic payment option
was introduced.

Tech is only one of a handful of
schools that offers electronic payment
for application fees.

Case to be
heard by
Texas court

AUSTIN (AP) — The Texas Su-
preme Court will hear an argument
over whether doctors should tell any-
one that a patient has been or may
have been exposed to AIDS or the
virus that causes the disease.

The state’s highest civil court
agreed Thursday to consider the case
filed against a San Antonio clinic by
a woman who's ex-husband suffered
from hemophilia and died of an
AIDS-related illness.

“It’s very important both for fami-
lies and for hospitals and physicians
who are faced with this dilemma,”
said Jerry Gibson, an attorney for
Santa Rosa Health Care Corp.

“Obviously, the families would be
interested in knowing,” he said.

“But the state law says the health
care providers aren’t suppose to tell
anyone. There is a very strict state
confidentiality law.”

A trial court in San Antonio threw
out the case, saying the clinic had no
duty to warn Linda Balderas Garcia
that her husband may have been ex-
posed to HIV or AIDS.

A state appeals court reversed that
decision, and the clinic appealed to
the Supreme Court.

Gibson said neither Balderas nor
the clinic was aware he had been ex-
posed to the disease before the couple
married in the late 1980s.

Garcia later divorced Balderas.

He died in the early 1990s, accord-
ing to her attorney, George Ppwel|:

“This is a very important issue in
public health,” Powell said. :

“If you are going to control 'dls-
eases, there has to be communica-
tion.” ’

He said this was a case of public,
not private, health.

The court did not schedule oral ar-
guments or a time frame for its con-
sideration of the case.

The nine judges could review the
case file and make a decision with-
out hearing more from attorneys.

The last case of the disease re-
ported at Tech occurred in 1993 when
Richard Haun, a walk-on Tech foot-
ball player from Keller, was admit-
ted to Methodist Hospital’s intensive
care unit.

Members of the football team took
medication to prevent contamination,
and no meningitis symptoms were
observed, as reported in The Univer-
sity Daily.

JoAnn Brown, a nurse at Student
Health Services, said the last menin-
gitis outbreak was in the 1980s.

Good hygiene curbs illnesses

“It’s contagious, and whenever
you have a community as close-knit
as ours, it can be a problem,” she said.

Meningitis is spread through direct
contact with an infected person.

Symptoms include fever, severe
headache, stiffness of the neck, small,
purplish red spots, nausea and possi-
bly vomiting.

“Meningitis is everywhere —
some are bacterial and some are vi-
ral,” she said.

“The best thing you can do to
avoid meningitis is to practice good
personal hygiene.”

Although meningitis is conta-
gious, the common cold is spread
more frequently, Brown said.

Brian Smith, a senior journal-
ism major from Amarillo, lived on
campus when Haun was infected.

He said he is fearful of the dis-
ease.

“I lived in Carpenter (Resi-
dence) Hall when that one person
was infected in 1993, and it really
freaked everyone out,” he said.

“I heard it affects your brain
lining. I'm glad it only happens
once in a while.

Davidians’ sentences reconsidered

WACO (AP) — A federal judge
Thursday upheld the sentences of five
Branch Davidian followers of David
Koresh after reconsidering their pun-
ishment on orders from an appellate
court.

At issue was whether the defen-
dants carried or had access to machine
guns during a 1993 firefight with fed-
eral agents who were attempting to
arrest Koresh and search his religious
compound near Waco.

“The fact is we knew it was a slim
chance that the judge would change
his mind,” said Richard Ferguson,
attorney for defendant Brad Branch.

“If he didn’t want to give them 30
years, he wouldn’t have given them
30 years two years ago.”

The 5th U.S.
Circuit Court of
Appeals last year
upheld the 10-
year sentences
given to Branch,
Renos Avraam,
Jaime Castillo
and Kevin
Whitecliff for
voluntary man-
slaughter and the
10 years given to
Graeme Craddock for one firearms
violation.

But it ordered U.S. District Judge
Walter Smith to take another look at
the 30-year sentences imposed on
Avraam, Branch, Castillo and

When Smith
sentenced the
men in 1994, he

It said the sentencing guidelines
require the court to find that a given
sort of firearm actually was used or
carried in the crime, not just that it
could have been.

After a two-hour hearing, Smith
imposed the same sentences.

“There was evidence that the con-
spirators actively employed machine
guns and other weapons including
hand grenades during these events,”
U.S. Attorney Bill Johnston said.

Four federal agents and six Branch
Davidians were killed in the Febru-
ary 1993 gun battle.

A 51-day stalemate followed, end-
ing when Koresh and about 80 of his
followers died by fire or gunshots.

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Center offers volunteer training

The Rape Crisis Center will offer
a training course for volunteers
needed to handle alleged rape cases
and answer its 24-hour hotline.

Male and female volunteers are
encouraged to attend the 30-hour
training session that will prepare them
to meet the victim at the hospital and
actually give them support during the
post-rape exam, said Amy Bush, as-
sistant director of the Rape Crisis
Center.

The responsibilities of volunteers
include filling out a 14-page intake
form that includes the victim's name,
what occurred and a description of the
alleged assailant, including minute
details such as the assailant’s scent,
she said.

“You’'re not only helping someone

else, but you are doing something for
yourself — in that you get to see jus-
tice,” she said. “At times you are
called to testify for them.”
Volunteering for a program such
as this one allows students to realize
they can make a difference, she said.
“It’s a positive experience because

you have hands on with the victims
— you get to see something actually
done,” she said.

Emily Davis, a senior family stud-
ies major from Lubbock, said she was
nervous during the first case she
worked but soon realized how impor-
tant the opportunity she had to help

someone really was.

“In the first case I did, she (the vic-
tim) opened up a lot, and that meant
a lot to me,” Davis said. I was very
nervous the first time 1 went to the
hospital. It was very eye-opening.”

Although Davis also knows the
support she provides for these victims
is invaluable, she also volunteers for
herself.

“One thing I’ve noticed, after we
go to the hospital, they seem to be-
come more relaxed because they
know they don't have to go through
it alone,” she said. “When you vol-
unteer your time for a good cause, you
gain alot for yourself. I know I have.”

Volunteer training at the Rape Cri-
sis Center begins Sept. 16 and lasts
three weeks. The training will be from
6 p.m. until 9 p.m. Tuesdays and
Thursdays and from 9 p.m. until mid-
night on two Saturdays.

Five Israeli soldiers reported killed in raid

SIDON, Lebanon (AP) — An Is-
raeli commando raid deep inside
Lebanon went wrong early Friday,
with five Israelis reported killed in
fighting that also injured several
Lebanese fighters, security officials
said.

There was no immediate comment
from Israel about the fatalities which,
if they are confirmed, would be one
of Israel’s highest in a single confron-
tation in southern Lebanon in about
two years.

Israeli jet fighters, helicopter gun-
ships and a gunboat joined the night-
time battle against Shiite Muslim
guerrillas and Lebanese army troops,
who apparently spotted the raiding
party and thwarted a commando op-
eration.

It was not immediately clear what
was the target for the helicopter-borne
Israeli commandos.

They bloody foray was about 25
miles from an Israeli occupied bor-

der enclave in southern Lebanon and
another 30 miles north of the Israeli
border.

Israel has in the past struck at guer-
rilla bases and commanders deep in-
side Lebanon to avenge attacks on
Israeli troops in the south.

Last month, helicopter-borne Is-
raeli commandos landed behind the
front-line and set off bombs, killing
three guerrilla commanders.

More than 30 people, most of them
Lebanese civilians, were killed in
southern Lebanon in August in attacks
and reprisals.

The nighttime Israeli operation
began shortly after midnight Friday
in hills off the coastal highway be-
tween the villages of Sarafand and
Adloun, 15 miles south of Sidon, pro-
vincial capital of southern Lebanon.

Guerrillas of the Iranian-backed
Shiite Hezbollah and the pro-Syrian
Amal movement apparently detected
the commando raid and opened fire

on the soldiers, the officials said
Thursday.

At least five Israelis were killed in
the ensuing battle, which continued
well over three hours.

Israeli warplanes and helicopter
gunships flew overhead as comman-
dos traded machine-gun and auto-
matic rifle fire on the ground with the
guerrillas and with nearby Lebanese
army positions.

Jet fighters, apparently seeking to
relieve the commandos on the ground,
fired at least two air-to-surface mis-
siles in the area about two hours into
the outbreak of fighting, the officials
said.

They spoke on condition of ano-
nymity.

Helicopter gunships also joined
the combat, blasting targets on the
ground with missiles and machine
guns.

Guerrillas responded with shoul-
der-fired anti-aircraft SAM-7 mis-

siles, but no hits were reported. An
Isracli gunboat off the coast blasted
the combat area with at least two
shells.

About five guerrillas were
wounded, the officials said. A Leba-
nese army position was targeted and
at least one soldier was wounded.

The latest fighting in Lebanon
came as another cycle of violence
struck a new blow to Middle East
peace.

On Thursday, three suicide bombs
exploded in the heart of Jerusalem,
killing seven people, including the
bombers, and injuring at least 192
people.

There had been hopes that next
week's scheduled visit by U.S. Sec-
retary of State Madeleine Albright
would revive the faltering peace pro-
CCSS.

The chief American diplomat said
her trip to the Mideast would go ahead
despite the Jerusalem attack.

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MIAMI (AP) — A propos:al to
abolish the city of Miami, tarnished
in recent years by deficits, corrup-
tion and poverty, was soundly de-
feated Thursday in an election lhgt
turned into a test of Cuban-Ameri-
can solidarity.

But a proposal to carve the
heavily Hispanic city into single-
member districts and ensure bla.ck
representation in at least Qne dis-
trict appeared headed to victory.

The measure to shut down city
government in Miami and merge
it with Dade County government

base — Miami is America’s
fourth-poorest big city, based on
per-capita income — it would
make more sense 10 erase the city
boundaries and let the Metro-
Dade County government pro-
vide basic services like police
and fire protection to all 2.1 mil-
lion of the county’s residents.
The debate quickly evolved
into a test of ethnic solidarity in
Miami, which is about two-thirds
Hispanic, one-fourth black and
the rest non-Hispanic white.

Investigators said some victims
dentified Ransom, in part by his
joice and mannerisms in phrases such
s “I'm going to snap your neck” and
You can put your clothes on now.”

The victims described their at-
ker as fit, in his early 30s, wearing
knit ski mask in some rapes, animal
asks in others. Several of the
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women were

beaten, raped
and then robbed.

Johnson recalled Ransom’s run-
ning ability as “‘not exceptional,” but
said Ransom used to work out at the
track after others had gone home.

In the past few years, he said, Ran-
som had returned to work out on the
track at Chabot, the same campus
where he allegedly raped a woman in
a soundproof music room. It was the
same day that Swygert made her
daughter miss the track practice at
another nearby college.

After a school janitor who had
been in prison for armed robbery and
manslaughter was charged with rap-
ing and killing a Sacramento-area stu-
dent last May, legislators introduced
several bills to require more thorough,
computerized background checks on
prospective school employees. The
Ransom rape case 1s likely to bolster
those efforts.

“This is areal wake-up call,” said
Laurel Hulley, the mother of a student
at an elementary school next door to
Holy Names.

“There should be no criminals
working with children. Period.”

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McALLEN (AP) — Former
McAllen Mayor Othal Brand has
dropped a lawsuit contesting his
May 3 election loss, saying he
needs to devote more time to sav-
ing his financially crippled produce
company.

“*My reason for dropping the
election lawsuit is not that [ don’t
think we can win, nor is it because
of the expense of the lawsuit,”
Brand said at a news conference
Thursday. *‘I have been working to
salvage a business which I have
neglected for far too many years.
. It is a full-time job.”

Brand is founder and chairman
of the board of Griffin & Brand of
McAllen Inc.

Once one of the largest veg-
etable producers in the state, the
company has suffered millions of
dollars in losses in recent years
because of bug infestations, ad-
verse markets, labor and lawsuits.

“1 feel that at this stage in my
life, I should devote my best efforts

Brand drops McAllen
mayor election contest

for a while almost exclusively to
the business ... my family and my
associates,” said the 78-year-old
Brand.

McAllen’s mayor for 20
years, Brand lost his seat last
May to City Commissioner Leo
Montalvo in a shocking 144-vote
upset.

In June, Brand filed a lawsuit
contesting the election, saying
about 300 people voted illegally,
including several noncitizens and
150 voters who were not regis-
tered in McAllen.

On Thursday, Brand main-
tained that **gross irregularities”
occurred during the election and
said he planned to remain in con-
tact with city leaders until the
problem is addressed.

Montalvo said that while he
is committed to protecting the
integrity of the electoral process,
he does not believe voting irregu-
larities occurred to the extent that
Brand alleged.

Tobacco researcher suggested
promoting nicotine as a drug

MIAMI (AP) — An R.J. Reynolds
Tobacco Co. researcher suggested in
1972 that the company promote nico-
tine in cigarettes as a drug, according
10 a memo read to the jury in a $5
billion smoking case Thursday.

In the memo, first disclosed two
years ago, Claude Teague proposed a
“futuristic approach™ to marketing
focusing on cigarettes as “attractive
dosage forms of nicotine.”

“A tobacco product is in essence
a vehicle for the delivery of nicotine,”
Teague wrote, calling nicotine “a
potent drug with a variety of physi-
ological effects.”

The industry is now fighting regu-
lation of nicotine as a drug.

T'he memo was read in a class-ac-

tion lawsuit against five cigarette
makers by 60,000 flight attendants
who say smoke in airplane cabins en-
dangered their health.

Andrew Schindler, Reynolds’
president and chief executive, dis-
missed the memo as “bizarre” in a
sworn statement read to the jury last
month.

The jury Thursday also heard ex-
cerpts from a host of news releases
issued by the industry-funded Coun-
cil for Tobacco Research from 1954
to 1995, most of them disputing links
between smoking and disease.

Seniors’ Academy thrives in midst of college youth

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Hot foods create euphoria
for those seeking thrills

WACO (AP) — On a recent
episode of “The Simpsons,”
Homer Simpson dragged his fam-
ily to Springfield’s annual chili
festival. Trying to prove his man-
liness, Homer ate several ““Insan-
ity Peppers,” sending him into
chili pepper-induced hallucina-
tions.

Now most pepper aficionados
aren’t after that effect. But what
drives them in their search for
hotter and hotter foods?

“They're thrill seekers,” said
Pamm Anderson, maker of Bap-
tism of Fire, winner of the XXX
Hot Sauce category at this year’s
Fiery Food Challenge in Albu-
querque, N.M. ““They like to try
dangerous things.”

Anderson, of Hubbard, said
when a person first eats hot foods,
such as chile peppers, ‘‘you burn
yourself, and your brain will give
you endorphins, a natural pain
killer.”

If the hot food fan continues
eating hotter foods, “‘the brain
will build up a tolerance, and you
won’t get the endorphins. You
have to increase the heat to get
that euphoric feeling,” Anderson
said.

“Why do some people like to
jump out of planes with a para-
chute or scale a cliff with no
safety rope?’" he asked. ““There’s
some kind of spark.”

Smith’s company, ATA Interna-
tional in Belton, produces Hot
Paradise salsa, which took top hon-
ors at the San Angelo Salsa Fiesta
recently.

Hot Paradise, Smith said, is dif-
ferent from most salsas, as it is not
tomato-based.

It consists of 40 percent
habanero peppers, which are ex-
ponentially hotter than the more
commonly known jalapeno.

The peppers, which also are
used in Baptism of Fire, are strong
enough that the workers who bottle
the product wear “gloves almost
up to their elbows, a mask and haz-
ard glasses,” Anderson said.

An added attraction of eating
peppers might be the possible
health benefits.

When the peppers come in con-
tact with the tongue, they release
achemical called capsaicin, which
research has shown helps prevent
arterial sclerosis, said Joel C. Gre-
gory, editor and publisher of Chile
Pepper magazine.

“In Central America (where
peppers are staples of the diet),
there is far less coronary artery
disease, and that has been attrib-
uted loosely and anecdotally to
peppers,” said Gregory, a gradu-
ate of Baylor University and
former Baptist pastor.

“People are looking for alter-
native condiments,” Gregory said.

Singer mourns Diana with new version of song

LONDON (AP) — Two decades
ago, he eulogized another fallen icon,
remembering Marilyn Monroe with
a sentimental song called *“Candle in
the Wind.” Now, Elton John has up-
dated it to mourn Princess Diana.

The pop star will sing the new ver-
sion of the song Saturday in
Westminster Abbey at the funeral of
the princess, a fan of his since child-
hood.

The revised lyrics, released Thurs-
day, tell of a woman who was “the

grace that placed itself where lives
were torn apart,” and who leaves be-
hind “‘a country lost without your
soul.”

Where in the original song, re-
lgased in 1973 and co-written by lyri-
cist Bernie Taupin, John sang
“Goodbye, Norma Jean” — a refer-
ence to Monroe’s real name, Norma
Jean Baker — now, he will sing
“Goodbye, English Rose.”

The new version about ‘“‘the
nation’s golden child,” also co-writ-

ten with Taupin, eliminates some of
the bite and bitterness of the original
words about Monroe’s overdose death
in 1962. In the old version, John la-
mented:

“Even when you died,

*Oh the press still hounded you.

“All the papers had to say

“was that Marilyn was found in
the nude.”

There is no mention of the media
in the new lyrics.

John and the princess both were

AIDS activists and friends of designer
Gianni Versace, who was shot to death
in July. Diana sat next to the singer
and comforted him when he broke
down at the designer’s memorial ser-
vice in Milan, an image captured by
photographers and distributed widely.
“Candle in the Wind"’ was a ma-
jor hit when it first was released on
John's “Goodbye, Yellow Brick
Road" album, and an intensely emo-
tional live version of the song was
nominated for a Grammy in 1988.

* How can a student register with Career Planning
and Placement?

Registration is done by a computer registration disk,
which may be purchased at the Tech Bookstore. Students
also need ten copies of an unofficial transcript, a list of
references and a signed authorization and release state-
ment allowing our staff to present your qualifications to
prospective employers.

* Can The Career Planning and Placement Center
help students in choosing a career field?

Most definitely. There are a number of resources
students might find helpful in making these important
decisions. SIGI-PLUS consists of nine parts and nor-
mally takes students about one and a half hours to two
hours to complete. It will ask the student a series of
questions about his/her likes, interests, aptitudes. and
values. The program will then give the student a list of
possible career fields that seem to match the s{uder.zt’s
profile. If a student has a particular career field in mind,
he/she can also find out more information about that
Jield of choice.

* When should students begin utilizing the services
offered by The Career Planning and Placement Cen-
ter?

The center strongly suggests freshman and sopho-
more students become familiar with the services at Ca-
reer Planning and Placement.

Are there any special services for disabled, minor-
ity and older returning students?

Yes. Opportunities available for disabled students
include campus accessibility and service information,
assistance in arranging courses, classroom and testing
accommodations, handicap parking and more. Services
