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No bodies 
found in 
sea search

WINDHOEK. Namibia (AP) — 
Two days after nine Americans and 
24 Germans dropped from sight 
while flying off Namibia’s Skel­
eton Coast, searchers on Monday 
found airplane seats and a few pa­
pers — but no survivors or bodies.

The Atlantic is 3,000 feet deep 
in the area where the U.S. C-141 
Starlifter and the German air force 
plane apparently collided and 
crashed Saturday, and some offi­
cials doubted much wreckage ever 
would be found.

Military officials from Ger­
many, the United States and South 
Africa — which is responsible for 
sea rescue operations in the area — 
converged on Windhoek to coordi­
nate the search.

They also want to determine 
why it took 24 hours before rescue 
officials were told the planes were 
missing.

“ We are about to hire some 
divers,” German air force Maj. 
Gen. Gerhard Buck said.

Searchers found seats from the 
German plane and papers in Ger­
man in two areas of the sea Mon­
day near where the planes may 
have collided, about 115 miles west 
of Cape Fria on the Namibian 
coast.

American officials said they 
could not say why it took so long 
to initiate a search or what steps 
were taken when the U.S. plane did 
not arrive at Ascension Island from 
Namibia as scheduled.

“ I cannot reconstruct that for 
you. We simply do not have that 
information,” said U.S. Army Col. 
Michael Mensch.

“I’m not sure what the time line 
would be, but they would obviously 
inform people in the United States.”

One key to keeping track of air­
planes is the flight plan, which is 
passed on from one air traffic con­
trol point to another.

Namibian officials said they had 
not received the flight plan for the 
German plane, which vanished en 
route from Germany to Cape Town, 
South Africa.

“ No departure signal, no flight 
plan. That's why we were not aware 
that the airplane was coming,” said 
Jochen Sell, Namibia’s chief air 
traffic officer.

Tech graduate, student 
work in candle business

I magine for a second having all light, all color, 
all sense of sight wiped away because of 

someone else’s mistake. Such a nightmare be­
came a reality for a former Texas Tech student.

In January of 1991, Elroy Wilson was mis­
diagnosed and given the wrong dosage of medi­
cation, which caused him to begin to lose his 
sight.

“I sense a lack of freedom.” Wilson said. "I 
can’t get up and go drive somewhere, or read, 
or any of those things.”

As a 1974 accounting graduate, Wilson was 
forced to give up many things he had and once 
enjoyed. But for Wilson, those things didn't 
seem to hold as great of a weight as they once 
did.

"Things are not that important to me any­
more," Wilson said. “I have a beautiful home 
and many other things, but I can't see them, so 
things are not as important as they once were.” 

But Wilson’s disability did not stop him from 
continuing with his life. Wilson has been able 
to stand strong and become a better man be­
cause of his trials.

“I don’t let it keep me from who I am," he 
said. “It makes me more dependent on God and 
who 1 am as a person.”

Aides say Clinton will make demands on tobacco deal
WASHINGTON (AP) — After 

weeks of review. President Clinton 
has decided against seeking line- 
by-line changes in the complicated 
tobacco settlement and won't press 
Congress to act on the accord this 
year. White House aides said Mon­
day. Clinton plans instead to 
broadly outline his demands for the 
shape of legislation and tell Con­
gress that the time is ripe for ac­
tion next year, said the aides, who 
spoke on condition of anonymity.

His an­
nouncement is 
e x p e c t e d  
Wednesday.

Mississippi 
Attorney Gen- 

Clinton eral Michael 
Moore, who helped negotiate the 
$368 billion package with the to­
bacco industry, wants the president 
to endorse the settlement. After 
meeting with Clinton aide Bruce 
Lindsey, Moore told reporters, "I

expect the president to help us out 
here very soon."

But aides said Clinton will not 
endorse the settlement as written.

Clinton is expected to praise the 
accord as a historic starting point 
— but then call it flawed. Aides 
said he will demand that any pact 
approved by Congress must:

—Give the Food and Drug Ad­
ministration full power to regulate 
tobacco.

—Reduce teen-age smoking by

restricting advertising, sales and 
placement.

—Punish tobacco companies if 
goals for reducing teen smoking are 
not met.

While the proposed settlement 
touches these same themes, Clinton 
and his aides have said it does not 
go far enough. The president does 
not plan to say specifically what 
changes need to be made — nor 
does he plan to put a price tag on 
an acceptable package, aides said.

He likely will tell Congress to 
repeal a measure slipped into law 
by tobacco lobbyists this summer. 
It would allow cigarette makers to 
reduce the settlement by $50 bil­
lion. The Senate has already voted 
to repeal the measure.

Applying more pressure to ciga­
rette makers, Clinton also may re­
fer to a Treasury Department analy­
sis that says tobacco companies 
will remain profitable after the 
settlement is enacted.

Tech ticket 
office roof 
receives  
new look
■ Paint coats cost nearly 
$10,000 by maintenance

Texas Tech spent $7,865.17 to repaint the roof of 
Jones Stadium's south office building.

Officials of the Tech Athletic Department recently 
decided, based on a suggestion from Chancellor John 
Montford, to clean and paint the roof in time for 
Saturday’s game against Southwestern Louisiana.

Montford suggested the roof renovations for two 
reasons — to prevent the building from leaking dur­
ing rainy weather and for aesthetic purposes.

"It had a lot of areas that were eroded, and it looked 
awful," Montford said.

The building has two sections of roof, said John 
Edwards, director of building maintenance and con­
struction.

Tech building maintenance workers chemically 
cleaned the roof to prepare for the painting, then used 
three coats of aluminum roof coating on an 11,000 
square foot section and two coats on a separate 1,000 
square foot section, Edwards said.

Painting the roof of the building was a labor inten­
sive job, Edwards said, although he would not specify 
how many people worked on the job nor the total hours 
of work put into the job.

"I don't want to release that information," he said. 
"It doesn’t matter how many people did it or how many 
hours it took if Ron Damron (associate director of 
Tech athletics) gave you the cost.” ,

Shcrwin Williams store manager Rocky Barnhill 
estimated 55 gallons of aluminum roof coating would 
be sufficient to cover the 11,000 square foot section 
of the roof w ith one coat.

The price, at $10.95 a gallon, would not exceed 
$1,815.

“(The roof) was getting old and weathered,” 
Damron said.

"Right now it’s in pretty good shape basically. It 
just seeps when it rains. The paint serves as a filler. 
Anytime you coat it. it makes a difference.”

The roof, a built-up roof with a tar composition, is 
too expensive to replace, said Ron Damron, associate 
director of Tech athletics.

"The cost is so exorbitant, and it would be a major 
project.” he said.

“It looked pretty bad to begin with, and the Chan­
cellor suggested it. It was about 15 different colors, 
and a paint job was long overdue."

Tech has requested funding for a capital improve­
ment project, Edwards said, although he is not cer­
tain of when it will come through.

A capital improvement project would involve a 
complete re-roofing, and would be a major project, 
he said.

The most recent renovations to the building were 
about 10 years ago, Damron said.

No other renovations have been done in the area 
because the athletic department prepared for the game 
during the week, he said.

Damron would not comment on the reason for the 
cost.

"We asked building maintenance to do it, and they 
gave us a bid.” Damron said.

"I have no more comments."

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El Nino storm brews, 
may be worst in years

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The 
strongest satellite evidence yet of 
a powerful, weather-disrupting El 
Nino shows that a warm water 
mass off South America’s Pacific 
coast has grown to 1 1/2 times the 
size of the continental United 
States, NASA scientists said Mon­
day.

The warm mass was only two- 
thirds its current size just four 
months ago.

In another indication of El 
Nino’s powerful hand, water va­
por measurements from another 
satellite are providing signs that 
the southwestern United States 
could get pounded this winter with 
“ Pineapple Express” storms 
crossing the Pacific from Hawaii.

The weather phenomenon El 
Nino occurs when westward­
blowing trade winds weaken, al­
lowing a mass of warm water nor­
mally sitting off Australia to drive 
eastward to western South 
America.

The unusually warm water acts 
on jet stream patterns, altering 
weather worldwide.

Scientists at NASA's Jet Pro­
pulsion Laboratory in Pasadena 
announced in May that satellite 
data showed an El Nino brewing.

Weather experts worldwide 
have since said 1997-98 could 
bring the worst El Nino in 150 
years.

“As the satellite has mapped El 
Nino across the Pacific, what 
we’ve seen continually throughout

the summer and into September 
now is that early indications ac­
tually have persisted and intensi­
fied,’’ said Bill Patzert, a research 
oceanographer with the TOPEX- 
Poseidon project at JPL.

The TOPEX-Poseidon satel­
lite looks at sea height. Because 
water expands as it heats up, the 
higher the sea, the warmer the 
water. The satellite bounces radar 
signals off the ocean’s surface to 
measure the precise distance from 
the satellite.

Secondary signs of an El Nino 
are appearing off North America 
with warm-water fish migrating 
north this summer and the fuel­
ing of Hurricane Linda, the stron- 
gest-ever eastern Pacific hurri­
cane, off Mexico last weekend.

An instrument called the Mi­
crowave Limb Sounder aboard 
the Upper Atmosphere Research 
Satellite is detecting “an unusu­
ally large buildup of water vapor 
in the atmosphere” about eight 
miles up, said William Read, a 
JPL researcher.

That’s the most vapor seen 
since an El Nino of 1991-92, he 
said.

"Increased water vapor at 
these heights can be associated 
with more intense wintertime 
storm activity from the ‘Pine­
apple Express,’ a pattern of atmo­
spheric motions that brings tropi­
cal moisture from Hawaii to the 
southwestern United States,” 
Read said.

Program helps promote literacy

Texas Tech’s College of Education 
is one of 700 colleges from the 50 
states who have accepted the America 
Reads Challenge.

The program offers kindergarten 
through third grade students individu­
alized tutoring.

The America Reads Challenge was 
formed when a study found that 40 
percent of American children are not 
at the reading level they should be at 
by the third grade. President Clinton 
addressed this fact by organizing the 
America Reads Challenge.

“We’re focusing on the preschool 
and getting children ready for school,” 
said Paula Gregory, coordinator of the 
Tech America Reads Challenge.

“It’s documented by research that 
reading aloud to children is the most 
important thing that parents and oth­
ers can do to get them ready for 
school.”

Any Tech student who is eligible 
for a federal work-study award may 
participate as an American Reads 
Tutor.

The programs pays $6 an hour, and 
students can work a maximum of 20 
hours a week. In addition, the Tech 
America Reads Challenge will accept 
volunteers into the program.

America Reads Tutors will receive 
training from the College of Educa­
tion. The training will show strategies 
on how to properly read to a child, 
Gregory said. These strategies include 
stopping and asking the child ques­
tions and showing them the pictures.

The training also will include tips 
on how to extend the story, she said. 
These activities include art or craft 
items to extend the story.

The two tutoring sites will include 
Lubbock’s Headstart schools, 
Ballenger Elementary and Martin El­
ementary.

In addition, the program is work­
ing in conjunction with the Lubbock

Area Coalition for Literacy.
This program involves an alter- 

school hour once a week to elemen­
tary school students.

“Twenty-five students may be in a 
teacher’s class, if a lew fall through 
the cracks and aren’t able to read, then 
I suspect these tutors might be able 
to provide the extra lime and inten­
sive assistance that it would take to 
get those people up to reading level, 
said Elaine Jarchow, dean of the Col­
lege of Education.

Jarchow believes the tutoring also 
would benefit the tutor.

“I think to know that you had re­
ally helped someone acquire a neces­
sary skill for survival, because really 
its hard to imagine surviving in our 
society without reading as a skill, 
Jarchow said.

“You could truly benefit an indi­
vidual and/or society.”

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LOS ANGELES (AP) — O.J. 
Simpson has moved out of his 
Brentwood mansion, leaving behind 
a symbol of success that came to be 
known for a bloody glove, a slow- 
speed chase and his financial down­
fall.

Simpson left his home of 20 years 
over the Labor Day weekend and 
moved to a new house in the Los An­
geles area, said Dan Leonard, a law­
yer appealing the $33.5 million 
wrongful death verdict against the 
former football star.

Leonard would not give the new 
address, but Simpson has reportedly 
moved to a gated community about a 
mile east of his old home.

Even though he’s moved out, a 
Ryder rental truck remained in the 
mansion’s driveway Monday.

Simpson's longtime assistant, 
Cathy Randa. said Simpson was in the 
process of moving but would give no 
details.

“The less said the better,” she said.
“ It’s a fact he's moving. Everyone 

knows he’s moving.”

listing, planned to announce that 
Simpson was gone and that it will take 
a few weeks to prepare the home for 
showing. Planned repairs include new 
carpets and paint but no structural 
work.

The 6,200-square-foot home has 
six baths, a tennis court, waterfalls
and an Olympic-size sw imming pool.

With Simpson behind on his mort­
gage, the house sold at auction in July 
for $2.63 million.

The asking price now is $3.95 mil­
lion, said Fred Sands, adding that he 
believes it won't take long to sell it 
because of its location and amenities.

despite its notoriety.
“There's no crime committed at 

this house," Sands insisted at a news 
conference. “ It’s not stigmatized.”

He suggested a potential buyer 
who felt differently could simply 
change the address of the corner 
house from Rockingham Avenue to 
Ashford Street.

The driveway has gates on both 
streets.

Simpson bought the mansion in 
1977, near the end of his Hall of Fame 
career — before he went into televi­
sion and the movies, before his mar­
riage to Nicole Brown Simpson —

and long before he was accused of 
murdering her and Ronald Goldman.

The estate became a crime scene 
in 1994 as police investigating the 
slayings a few blocks away noticed a 
trail of bloody drops leading up the 
driveway and found a bloody glove 
inside.

Millions of Americans first saw the 
home in the background as Simpson 
was being handcuffed. His famous 
slow-speed chase ended there, too.

After Simpson was acquitted in 
criminal court and then found liable 
for the deaths this year in civil court, 
he fell behind on his mortgage. 
Hawthorne Savings foreclosed on the 
mansion and then bought it at auction.

None of the proceeds will go to the 
victims’ families. The money will in­
stead go toward the numerous liens 
on the house, against which Simpson 
had borrowed to pay millions in legal 
bills.

Goldman’s attorney, Gary Caris, 
said he was glad to know Simpson 
was out of the home but that it would 
have no impact on their efforts to col­
lect the wrongful death award.
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strict treatment cure Chlamydia most prevalent STD
for drug-resistant TB

Texas Tech students, with their 
hectic schedules, may find it hard 
to adhere to a strict treatment 
schedule of medication, but with 
drug-resistant tuberculosis, doing 
so is a must.

Student Health Services refers 
one to two Tech students a year 
with active TB to the State Depart­
ment of Health where they receive 
medicine, and another 10 to 15 stu­
dents infected with TB for preven­
tative treatm ent, said Diane 
McDonald, coordinator for the 
Panhandle/South Plains regional 
TB program at the Texas Depart­
ment of Health.

TB is a disease of the lungs that 
s p r e a d s  
through the 
air.

A person 
can be in­
fected with 
the TB germ 
without de­
veloping the 
actual d is­
ease, much 
like HIV.

When the 
body’s abil­
ity to protect 
itself is dam­
aged, usually
by drug or alcohol abuse or lack 
of health care, the actual disease 
sets in.

There are no symptoms in 
people with the TB \ irus.

People with the developed dis­
ease may not show signs of infec­
tion.

However, if symptoms do oc­
cur, they can include a lingering 
cough, weight loss, fatigue, loss of 
appetite, fever, night sweats and a 
person can cough up blood.

Drug-resistant TB. or MDT- 
TB, occurs when patients fail to 
take their medication properly and 
the germs become immune to anti- 
tubercular drugs.

McDonald deals with the dis­
ease every day.

“If TB treatment is discontin­
ued or not properly taken, drug-

resistant TB can develop, and this 
is why it is so important to follow 
through with treatment,” she said.

Drug-resistant TB creates a 
problem for doctors who have to 
find a medicine or combination of 
medicines that will cure it.

“There are a few people that are 
resistant to so many drugs, there is 
nothing to treat them with,” 
McDonald said.

“A few people, not from around 
here, were resistant to so many 
drugs they died because there was 
nothing more to treat them with.”

Of new TB cases, it is estimated 
that 25 percent are resistant to one 
medication, and 10 percent are 
multi-drug resistant.

"The health care industry is get­
ting back to prevention of TB in-
______________  stead of

treating it 
when it oc­
curs,” she 
said.

J o A n n 
Brown, a 
nurse at Stu­
dent Health 
S e r v ic e s ,  
said some 
p e o p l e  
should have 
yearly test­
ing.

“I would 
advise per­

sons that travel out of the country, 
especially to countries with high 
rates of TB, to have yearly testing,” 
she said. “Student Health Services 
offer free TB screening, and if need 
be, do a chest X-ray and refer pa­
tients to the Texas Health Depart­
ment for treatment.”

There was a 5 percent decline 
in the number of TB cases since 
the 1950s.

From 1985 to 1991. the num­
ber of cases increased by 18 per­
cent, primarily due to increased 
immigration and less diligence in 
the medical community.

In the 1970s, less attention was 
given to TB, and in 1981, Texas 
discontinued TB testing in schools, 
however more emphasis is now 
being placed on prevention, 
McDonald said.

For Texas Tech students who are 
sexually active, sexually transmitted 
diseases are a fact of life which must 
be addressed.

The United States has more than 
12 million cases of STDs reported 
each year, and Lubbock has higher 
rates of gonorrhea and chlamydia than 
Houston, according to statistics com­
piled by the Lubbock Health Depart­
ment.

Although Lubbock has a smaller 
population than many cities in the 
United States, the rates of STDs are 
just as high or higher, said Eric 
Benson, a disease intervention spe­
cialist at the Lubbock Health Depart-

ment.
“In terms of 

STDs, the U.S. 
leads the world 
of all modem, in­
dustrialized nations,” Benson said. 
“Lubbock has rates of gonorrhea and 
chlamydia well above other cities in 
the U.S.”

People ages 18 to 25 accounted for 
58.9 percent of all STD cases reported 
in Lubbock in 1996.

“The vast majority of STDs hap­
pen between the ages of 12 to 25,” 
Benson said. Eighty-three percent of 
all STD cases are in this age group.

For every documented case of 
STDs in males, three to four females 
are infected because males tend to be 
more promiscuous, thus infecting

g § 0
more females, 
Benson said.

Another rea­
son there are 
more docu­

mented cases of STDs in females is 
because they are infected more eas­
ily.

“It’s a lot easier for a female to 
become infected by a one-time expo­
sure to a STD because of simple me­
chanics,” he said.

Although there are many types of 
STDs represented on the Tech cam­
pus, chlamydia is the most prevalent.

“The most common STD on the 
Tech campus is chlamydia,” he said.

“We call it the silent STD because 
it can go on undetected for so long 
and cause so much damage — espe­

cially in women.”
Sherlie Sowell, a nurse at Student 

Health Services, agrees that chlamy­
dia is the most prevalent among Tech 
students.

“We see a few cases of herpes, but 
chlamydia is No. 1,” Sowell said. "We 
also see a lot of venereal warts.” 

Even if the birth-control pill is be­
ing used by a couple, Sowell said that 
alone is not enough protection.

“They think if their girlfriend is on 
the birth-control pill it is all they 
need," she said. “But they need both 
condoms as well — especially if they 
have more than one partner.”

Student Health Services offers 
treatment for all STDs including 
herpes, gonorrhea and venereal warts, 
Sowell said.

One of the longest-running theat­
rical productions in Broadway history 
will make a stop in Lubbock this 
week, and students can get a special 
deal on their admission.

“A Chorus Line” will be perform­
ing three shows in the Lubbock Mu­
nicipal Auditorium beginning tonight 
and showing through Thursday night.

“With student walk-up, two-for- 
one prices, I imagine we’ll be close 
to selling out,” said John Walke, Se­
lect-A-Seat box office manager.

"We will probably sell out every­
thing except for the back of the bal­
cony. We are still selling tickets. There 
is a line as we speak.”

Tickets cost $37, $32, $27 and $ 16,

depending on the location of the seats, 
and can be purchased at any Select- 
A-Seat location, 3801 50th St., or up­
stairs at the ticket office in the Uni­
versity Center. Tickets also can be 
purchased by calling 770-2000 or 1- 
800-735-1288.

As of Monday afternoon, 6,500 
tickets for the three shows had been 
purchased. The auditorium holds a ca­
pacity of 2,800 people.

“A Chorus Line” premiered in 
1975 and made one of the most suc­
cessful runs on Broadway before the 
final performance April 28,1990. The 
show has now taken to the road as an 
all-new tour.

During its Broadway run, the mu­
sical won 10 Tony Awards through­
out it’s lifespan, including one for 
being the longest running show in

Broadway history.
“A Chorus Line” also won the 

Pulitzer Prize, five Drama Desk 
Awards, the New York Drama Critics 
Award for Best Musical, The Obie 
Award and the London Evening Stan­
dard for Best Musical.

The musical tells the story of 17 
Broadway line dancers who are try­
ing out for spots on the chorus line. 
During the course of the play, the ac­
tors and actresses tell their life sto­
ries and talk about the struggles and 
the ups and downs of being success­
ful in their profession.

“A Chorus Line” will kick-off 
Lubbock’s 1997-98 “Give Your Re­
gards to Broadway” season.

The performance will be followed 
by “Damn Yankees” Oct. 7 through 
Oct. 9., “West Side Story” Nov. 18

through 20, “Peter Pan” Jan. 9 
through 11 and “Carousel” April 7 
through 9.

This season will mark the second 
season for Broadway performances in 
Lubbock.

Last year’s successful run in the 
Hub City included “CATS,” “42nd 
St.,” “Hello, Dolly,” “The Sound of 
Music” and “Grease.”

“ ‘Hello, D olly’ with Carol 
Channing was a bonus show,” said 
Deanna McCormack of Celebrity At­
tractions, the company that hosts the 
touring performances. “There were 
only four original shows in the sea­
son.”

Another show has been added this 
year, making the season five shows.

Season tickets can be purchased 
and cost anywhere from $60 to $ 148.

Not only did his disability cause 
him to become a better man, but it 
led to a better career. Being blind, 
Wilson had to give up his involve­
ment in the ministry and his insur­
ance job.

His stagnation, however, did 
not last very long. Approximately 
two years ago, the tides turned for 
Wilson when his close friend, 
Craig Mitchell, was helping him 
remodel his house. While aiding 
Wilson, Mitchell was also pouring 
candles on the side.

One afternoon, Mitchell gave 
Wilson’s wife, Vicki, a few of the 
candles. This sparked an interest 
in Elroy and Vicki Wilson which 
caused them to want to join 
Mitchell in the candle business.

“Vicki liked the candles so well, 
we decided to go into business 
with Craig,” Elroy Wilson said. 
“And later, we had so much suc­
cess with helping him. we decided 
to be his partner.”

Now, he owns and operates, in 
partnership with his wife and

Mitchell, the only soft wax candle 
company in Lubbock, Angelic 
Candles.

Tech student Michael Burns, a 
senior accounting major from Dal­
las, also is an employee.

According to Elroy Wilson, 
soft wax candles have a great ad­
vantage over hard wax candles.

“As opposed to hard wax, soft 
wax candles can burn longer, and 
the scent is stronger and lasts 
longer,” he said. “Our candles 
burn anywhere from 90 to 100 
hours.”

Angelic Candles may be lo­
cally owned and operated, but 
their sales do not stop at the Loop. 
They are currently involved with 
most of the major market centers, 
such as New York, Dallas and At­
lanta.

They currently produce 17 dif­
ferent fragrances including five 
special holiday scents.

Elroy Wilson is a prime ex­
ample of how a poor, farm boy 
from Lubbock can overcome all 
odds and still accomplish his goals 
and dreams; and according to him, 
“It just takes time.”

NBC triumphs over ABC, CNN
NEW YORK (AP) — NBC swept 

past ABC and CNN to be judged best 
network news division in a survey of 
television and radio news directors, 
while a trade publication Monday 
chose NBC News President Andrew 
Lack as the most powerful person in 
the business.

They were two more signs of a 
changing of the guard in network 
news, where NBC has seen its nightly 
news and “Dateline NBC” dominate 
the ratings.

Fifty-one percent of news directors 
surveyed by Broadcasting & Cable 
magazine chose NBC as the strongest 
network news division. ABC was the 
choice of 29 percent, CNN had 16 
percent and CBS lagged badly at 4 
percent.

Fifty-six percent of news directors 
rated NBC’s “Nightly News" the best 
evening news program, while 34 per­
cent chose ABC’s “World News To­
night.” The “CBS Evening News” 
was the choice of 8 percent.

It was the first time in the five years 
that the magazine has been conduct­
ing the survey that news directors 
chose NBC’s nightly news program 
over ABC’s.

Also Monday, Electronic Media 
magazine declared Lack the most 
powerful person in television news, 
citing his division’s profitability, the 
performance of its news shows and 
the emergence of cable affiliate 
MSNBC. ABC News Chairman 
Roone Arledge, last year’s top pick, 
slipped to No. 2.

“ We don’t take anything for 
granted — anything — so every as­
pect of our work is given a great deal 
of attention,” Lack said in an inter­
view. “That may sound simple, but it 
takes a great deal of energy.”

The success also proves that 
spending more doesn’t always pro­
duce better work, he said. NBC has 
chosen to devote its resources to what 
it determines are the best stories rather 
than try to send crews to every story.

News directors still love Peter 
Jennings, though. Forty-nine percent 
chose him as the best nightly news 
anchor, while 39 percent named 
NBC’s Tom Brokaw. CBS’s Dan 
Rather was the choice of 6 percent and 
CNN’s Bernard Shaw had 4 percent.

Spike Lee debuts new film on HBO

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. (AP) — The stark images of racial protest 
and violent white resistance in Birmingham of the 1960s have returned 
— in a Spike Lee film.

Lee’s HBO movie “4 Little Girls” is a remembrance of four girls 
killed in a dynamite blast at a church in 1963. The film, getting a two 
week-run in the city before it is shown on the cable network, made its 
Birmingham premiere Saturday night before 2,000 people.

“ It changed lives,” Lee said of the bombing. “To this day, people 
are trying to make sense of it.”

Birmingham Mayor Richard Arrington presented Lee with a key to 
the city.

Xena to play Rizzo on Broadway
NEW YORK (AP) — Lucy Lawless, star of the syndicated TV se­

ries “Xena Warrior Princess,” is playing Rizzo in Broadway’s “Grease” 
while on hiatus from her role as the tough-talking, leather-clad Xena. 
She will play the tough-talking, leather-clad Rizzo until Oct. 19.

“ From what I hear — and, of course, I haven’t seen anyone else’s 
performance — this is the sexiest, girliest kind of Rizzo they’ve had,” 
Lawless said in the latest Entertainment Weekly. “ I mean, she’s tough, 
but she’s definitely all girl.”

She landed the role when one of the producers of “Grease” caught 
her impromptu rendition of “ I'm an Old Cowhand” on “The Rosie 
O’Donnell Show.” O’Donnell also played Rizzo on Broadway.

Oprah to stay around for a while
CHICAGO (AP) — Oprah Winfrey said she is not ready to leave 

daytime television and will continue to use her show “to help people 
lead better lives.”

Winfrey, who said in June that she was undecided about going be­
yond this 12th season, announced Monday that she has committed to 
hosting “The Oprah Winfrey Show” through the 1999-2000 season.

“ I want to use television not only to entertain, but to help people 
lead better lives. I realize now, more than ever, that the show is the best 
way to accomplish these goals,” she said.

Joining Lucille Ball and Mary Pickford as one of only three women 
in television and film to own their own production studios, the 43-year- 
old Winfrey has built an empire with an estimated net worth of close to 
$420 million.

because “I don’t want to take money for doing something I hate.”
Bleeth announced last year she was leaving the popular TV show this

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Losses have Big 12 wondering about its supremacy

In six high-profile games this sea­
son against non-conference oppo­
nents, Big 12 Conference members 
are 1-5, a trend which grew over the 
past weekend.

The Texas Longhorns, defending 
league champions and a member of 
the Alliance bowl system the past two 
years, lost by a whopping 63 points 
to an unranked and winless UCLA 
team in Austin, and highly touted 
Colorado lost by 24 points at Michi­
gan.

The Buffaloes dropped both ends 
of a home-and-home series with the 
Wolverines the past two seasons.

Two of the Big 12’s three highest 
profile teams on a national level were 
beaten soundly in front of large na­
tional television audiences. And 
worse yet, neither Michigan nor 
UCLA is considered to be a favorite

in their own conference.
“I think I am more worried about 

my team than the other teams in the 
Big 12,” Tech head coach Spike 
Dykes said. ”1 mean I like the Big 12, 
but 1 don’t really worry about other 
teams.

"1 didn't even know who they were 
playing this week. I’m trying to get 
my team to play better.”

Dykes may be the only one around 
that isn’t worried.

The trend started in 1996, and 
seems to be getting worse.

Last season, Texas dropped games 
against Notre Dame, Virginia and 
Penn State. Nebraska lost to Arizona 
State. Colorado lost to Michigan. 
Tech lost to Georgia and Iowa, and 
Kansas State lost to Brigham Young.
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This year, there are already heavy 
hits against the Big 12.

Tech lost by 35 to Tennessee, 
Baylor by 31 to Miami and Oklahoma 
by 24 to Northwestern, as well as the 
Texas and Colorado debacles Satur­
day.

Oklahoma seemingly registered 
the biggest win of the young season 
when they upset Syracuse 36-34 Sept. 
6 .

The Big 10. Pacific 10 and South­
eastern Conferences are a combined 
5-0 against Big 12 teams this season, 
but Dykes believes the losses are 
nothing to be ashamed of.

“You know, the Big 12 plays good 
teams,” Dykes said.

“There are some scores out there 
that just take your breath away. It’s 
the most unbelievable thing I’ve ever 
seen.

“But what happens is you get 
caught in one of those dog fights and 
you get tied around the tail.”

Nebraska, seemingly the only Big 
12 team with a remaining, legitimate 
chance at a national championship.

gets the next opportunity to rescue the 
reputation of the Big 12, with a game 
at No. 2 Washington. There is reason 
to put faith in the ‘Huskers. The 1994 
and 1995 national champions held 
their own last season on a national 
level.

Despite the 19-0 loss to Arizona 
State, Nebraska defeated Virginia 
Tech in the Orange Bowl, leaving the 
Big 12 with a l-l record in Alliance 
Bowls (Orange, Fiesta and Sugar) last 
season.

But despite the conference’s 
downfalls so far. Tech players still 
show confidence in their league’s su­
premacy.

Tech quarterback Zebbie 
Lethridge, a senior from Lubbock, 
said the nation won’t discount the 
abilities of Big 12 teams.

“I’m kind of surprised by Texas 
and Colorado losing like that,” 
Lethridge said.

“But I think everybody knows that 
those teams are good. I still believe 
this conference can compete with 
anybody in the nation.”

The Bears are 3-1 
in conference play and should be a 
tough opponent.

Linebacker C.J. McClain returned 
to practicing with the first-team 
defensive unit Monday as the Ra- 
zorbacks took their first steps to­
ward what they hope will be a re­
bound from Saturday’s 3 1 -9 loss to 
Southern Methodist.

Coach Danny Ford said after the 
I 1/2-hour workout that he wanted 
his squad to remember the sour 
taste of their defeat by the Mus­
tangs. But he also stressed the im­
portance of moving on to next 
weekend’s action.

"Right now, the only thing we 
are worried about is going to 
Tuscaloosa and winning a ball 
game,” Ford said.

Linebacker 
Harry Wilson missed Monday’s 
workout with bruised ribs while 
linebacker Norman Nero sat out 
practice with hamstring trouble.

(AP)— Troy Aikman, hounded 
all night by a tough pass rush, took 
the Cowboys 62 yards in seven 
plays for the winning touchdown. 
A fourth-down pass interference 
call on Charles Dimry set Dallas 
up at the Philadelphia 45.

Then Aikman, who had been 
booed in the first half, connected 
with tight end Eric Bjornson on a 
diving 24-yard completion to the 
Philadelphia 17. Two plays later. 
Miller, who was falling down, 
grabbed the ball away from safety 
Tim Watson in the back of the end 
zone.

Eagles cornerback Bobby Tay­
lor produced 10 points with 
blindside blitzes of Aikman that 
caused fumbles. Detmer also 
threw a touchdown pass and

Boniol kicked two field goals as 
the Eagles (1-2) smelled an upset.

Dallas (2-1), which had rallied 
from a 17-3 deficit in the second 
quarter, drove to the Philadelphia 
3 late in the fourth quarter but 
Emmitt Smith was stopped on a 
third-and-4 play. Dallas had to 
settle for Richie Cunningham’s 
fifth field goal, a 22-yarder, to cut 
the Eagles’ lead to 20-15 with 5:28 
left.

The Cowboys knew they could 
have trouble with Taylor guarding 
Michael Irvin but not as a blitzer.

Ray Farmer recovered a fumble 
by Aikman on one of the hits at 
the Dallas 45, setting up Boniol’s 
49-yard field goal. Boniol hit 3 44- 
yard field goal early in the fourth 
period for a 20-9 lead.

Taylor struck again later in the 
first quarter only this time the 
Eagles cashed Aikman’s fumble.
