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Officials say plan will ease parking

Consultants for Texas Tech's Campus
Master Plan expect current and future
parking problems to be alleviated through
the construction of four parking structures.

Doug Mann, vice president for
Hellmuth, Obata and Kassabaum consult-
ants, said the parking structures include
one to be constructed next to the United
Spirit Arena and a structure by the Hulen/
Clement Residence Complex and Wall/

University Center next to the Tech Book-
store and another in the vicinity of Dan
Law Field.

Mann told Tech Faculty Senate mem-
bers Wednesday that each structure should
contain about 900 to 1,000 spaces, and the
structure next to the arena will add 500
more spaces than the original lot had.

Catherine Miller, associate professor of
history and faculty senate member, said
she has seen dramatic changes in the plan
as compared to when it was first presented,
but she still questioned the parking.

“Why aren’t more parking spaces be-
ing reserved for those teaching in the core

academic campus,” Miller asked. “Many
of us already park behind other buildings,
and it would be a long distance to walk
from the Dan Law Field.”

Mann said the reason for taking away
parking surface in the campus core is to
enhance the campus grounds and to re-
serve space for building expansion,

“It has been said that a student can
make up their mind about whether to at-
tend a university the first five minutes
they're on campus,” he said.

The future of Tech leads to the trans-
fer of spaces from surface parking lots into
parking structures, and the walking dis-

tance for most people will likely increase,
Mann said.

Because an increase in walking dis-
tance is expected, there will be special
parking for faculty or staff members with
bulk materials to be transported, he said.
These spaces would have a special time
allotment.

Lewis Held, associate biology profes-
sor and faculty senator, said he still has
questions about the plan.

“The plan is based on the assumption
that Tech will grow in population size, but
this conflicts with the regents’ new admis-
sion standards,” Held said.

Tech’s Board of Regents recently

adopted new admissions standards with
tighter restrictions on admittance to the
university.
HOK consultants
Theresa Drewell, director of the Depart-
ment of Facilities, Planning and Construc-
tion, have said the focus of the Master Plan
has to include possible expansions for fu-
ture enroliments of 35,000 students.

However, and

Drewell said the projected enrollment
takes in the consideration of the expected
growth of the population in the state of
Texas.

Faculty senate considers Honors College

The Texas Tech Faculty Senate dis-
cussed the proposal of an Honors Col-
lege at their monthly meeting Wednes-
day.

“There is an increasing demand for
an Honors College at Tech,” said Gary
Bell, director of the honors program.

Bell said the addition of an Honors
College would not only berefit the stu-
dents, but it would enhance the over-
all perception of Tech.

“We currently have 79 students
with SAT scores of at least 1400,” Bell
said. “The next step is to convert the
current programs into an Honors Col-
lege.”

The addition of the college is de-
signed to attract top-notch students
from around the country, he said.

Bell added that the creation of an
Honors College would provide dedi-
cated faculty members that would re-
spond to the needs of honors students.

The senate also discussed the re-
structuring of the faculty athletic coun-

cil and the proposed admission stan-
dards review made by the Tech Board
of Regents

Gerald Jurica, chairman of the fac-
ulty athletic council, said the council
has increased from five to six faculty
members.

“We will be making recommenda-
tions to President Haragan for consid-
eration on various topics,” Jurica said.
“But it has been made clear that the
council is an advisory body to the
president.”

The council is scheduled to discuss

the process by which financial aid is
granted to student athletes, Jurica said.

The senate deferred a vote on the
admission standards proposal made by
the Tech Board of Regents until the
next senate meeting.

“The basic inclination of the com-
mittee is to focus on retention and in-
creased graduation rates rather than
the exclusion of students in the admis-
sion process,” said Walter Schaller,
associate professor of philosophy and
chairman of the committee on admis-
sion standards.

Fraternity
apologizes
to McDougal

Charges will not be brought against members of the
Texas Tech chapter of Phi Delta Theta fraternity for alleg-
edly stealing $2,000 worth of lumber from a McDougal
Property site.

Marc McDougal, senior vice president of McDougal
Properties, said in a public statement Wednesday if cer-
tain conditions are met by members of the fraternity, he
will not press charges.

Late Sunday night, witnesses reported several people
loading lumber from the McDougal site into the backs of
trucks.

Detectives found a majority of the
suspects to be Phi Delta Theta pledges.

McDougal did not decide whether
to press charges immediately, and the
lumber was returned to the construc-
tion site late Monday.

The conditions for not pressing
charges are:

* a public apology by the president
of the Phi Delts

* no participation on behalf of the
Phi Delts in the 1997 homecoming
parade

* reimbursement of the reward money of $500 that was
given to the individuals who reported the crime

* each and every member of the Phi Delt fraternity must
serve eight hours of community service by April 30,1998,
as directed by McDougal properties.

The president of the fraternity, Scott Hudson, a senior
technology construction major from Houston, publicly
apologized Wednesday for the actions of the limited num-
ber of Phi Delt members, but would not comment further
on the situation.

McDougal has not decided on the community service
activity.

“The guys with Phi Delta Theta have been nothing but
cooperative,” McDougal said. “They know they made a
mistake, and hopefully they can learn a lesson. Maybe

Texas executes
serial killer Green

HUNTSVILLE (AP) — A convicted serial Killer
tied to four murders in Texas and suspected of at
least eight more deaths was executed Wednesday for
a sexual mutilation slaying almost 11 years ago.

Ricky Lee Green, 36, was pronounced dead at
6:31 p.m., seven minutes after a dose of lethal drugs
was released into his right arm.

In his final statement, Green thanked ““the Lord
above,”" his friends and his fellow death-row inmates.
He also noted that he had been in prison for 8 1/2
years, the last seven on death row, and caused no trouble.

“I feel I'm not a threat to society no more.” he
said. 1 feel my punishment is over and now my
friends and family are being punished.”

Green addressed four relatives of his victims, who
watched through a window a few feet away, and said
he was “‘really sorry, but this to me is another kill-
ing and it's not going to solve nothing.’

Had charges been pressed, the Phi
Delt members’ crimes could have
been considered organized crime, said
Brian McNeill, an LPD detective.

Three or more people involved in
a crime is considered organized
crime, McNeill said.

“(The Phi Delta Theta members)
probably will not go to jail,” he said.

Montford supports professors’

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Veto authority
valuable asset
to resident

Earlier this week, President Bill
Clinton exercised a relatively new
found authority. Monday, the presi-
dent line-item vetoed 38 military con-
struction projects in 24 states. The
projects were part of a federal spend-
ing bill sent to the White House by
Congress for approval.

Until Jan. 1 of this year, no presi-
dent of the United States had ever
been granted the authority to veto in-
dividual parts of an appropriations bill. Quite possibly the federal govern-
ment may have followed the example of the 43 states, including Texas, whose
governors have line-item veto authority.

The biggest difference between the powers entrusted to the governors and
the president is that many governors are entitled to alter the language of a
finance bill in addition to changing the dollar amounts. The president is only
permitted to cancel appropriation items “in whole.” These appropriations
include both items with specific amounts of funding designated and items for
which a specific dollar figure is not included.

Party affiliation aside, the line-item veto is a power of the executive branch
that is long overdue. If nothing else, spending bills sent by Congress to the
president will be more heavily scrutinized, thus greatly decreasing the oppor-
tuhily for pork-barrel legislation to slide by.

In its inaugural period, the line-item veto will undoubtedly receive a lot of
attention from the public and the media whenever it is employed. With in-
creased media attention, we, the voting public, will be better informed about
the financial decisions being made in Washington.

Armed with greater information, we can express our views on the appro-
priation reductions to our congressmen. In effect, the line-item veto will not
only serve as a check on the legislative branch by the executive branch, but it
will indirectly create a check by the people on Congress and the president.

Military spending was President Clinton’s primary target in the first round
of budget cutbacks. Texas was hit harder than all but two states as three mili-
tary construction projects worth $22.5 million in Texas were nixed.

Congressmen whose states were affected by the line-item veto have al-
ready begun to chastise President Clinton for his actions. This can only be
expected. What is important is that all senators and representatives now rec-
ognize that no one’s legislation is absolutely protected from the stroke of the
president’s pen.

In an attempt to appear impartial, the president slashed military projects in
states represented by key Democrats and key Republicans. As the line-item
veto is used more frequently, it would seem likely that the president will not
be as heavily concerned about whether or not he is rocking the boat.

In eight years, the Line-Item Veto Act will be terminated as stated by the
sunset provision inserted into the act at the Senate’s insistence.

The ultimate goal of the act, to help balance the federal budget and elimi-
nate the national debt, will hopefully be accomplished by then.

If the line-item veto proves to be a big time player in this effort, it would
behoove Congress and the president to push for the permanent installation of
the line-item veto.

With this power firmly entrenched in the executive branch, future presi-
dents will be able to continue to prevent wasteful spending by Congress, and
we, the people, will be able to maintain a watchful eye on the actions of our
nationally elected officials.

Exhibit’s goal to educate about Latino culture

AUSTIN (AP) — Like many His-
panics, Lupita Barrerra Bryant has
struggled to understand and find
pride in her heritage at a time when
Latinos endeavor to keep up with
society and find a common voice.

Organizing a historical exhibit on
Tejanos, which opens Sunday at the

Lyndon Baines Johnson Library and
Museum, has helped Bryant under-
stand the contributions Texans of
Mexican descent have made to the
state’s culture and history. It also has
helped her find pride in herself.

She hopes it will do the same not
only for other Latinos, but for non-

Latinos who know little about
Tejanos’ contributions.

“I left Texas in 1970, swearing 1
would never come back,” Bryant said
after escorting news reporters through
the exhibit.

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After season of mediocrity, Texas coach Makovic needs to go

John Mackovic, a wine-and-
cheese coach in the land of beer and
barbecue, should send a letter of
thanks to Mike DuBose, Bob Davie
and Butch Davis. If it weren’t for
those three coaches being a combined
5-10 at Alabama, Notre Dame and
Miami, then an entire nation of me-
dia members might be on the “Fire
Mackovic” bandwagon.

But as it stands right now, there are
only about a million Texas-Exes on
it, which may be worse.

Notoriously, Longhorn fans are
some of the most demanding in the
country. And they should be. Texas is
the country’s fourth-winningest pro-
gram in history, and one of the high-
est-paying programs in the nation.

At a school where facilities put

Braves tie up NLCS with

ATLANTA (AP) — First the At-
lanta Braves got mad. Then they got
even.

Tom Glavine pitched shutout ball
into the eighth inning, Chipper Jones
and Ryan Klesko homered and the
Braves caught everything in
outplaying the upstart Florida Marlins
in all phases, winning 7-1 Wednes-
day to tie the NL championship se-
ries at one game apiece.

Angry at their own sloppy show-
ing in the opener, the Braves bounced
back in sharp fashion, looking every
bit like the team that’s been boss in
the NL throughout the 1990s.

The Marlins lost for the first time
in their young postseason history.
They looked bad from the beginning,
too — Gold Glove catcher Charles
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those at other Big 12 programs to
shame, and a place where recruits
flock each February, losses like 66-3
against UCLA and 42-16 at Okla-
homa State are not looked favorably
upon.

And after three consecutive con-
ference championships and two
straight berths in Alliance Bowls, any-
thing less than a championship in at
least the Big 12 South will likely not
be tolerated either.

Mackovic can do nothing but stay
calm if he wants to hang on because
a verbal argument against prominent
UT boosters is a sure loss. Remem-
ber, we’re talking about a school that
fired Fred Akers for winning more
than 80 percent of his games, finish-
ing in the top five three times in 10
seasons and coming within one play
of the national championship in 1983.

In the middle of his sixth season,
Mackovic has won just 62 percent of
his games, has yet to finish in the Top
10 in the nation, and seemingly the
Longhorns have made just one big
play under his tutelage.

Ah, the play. James Brown rolls
right and hits Derek Lewis for the
game clincher in a 37-27 victory over

Johnson made his first error of the
season on Kenny Lofton’s leadoff
bunt, and Alex Fernandez lasted just
2 2-3 innings in his shortest start since
1995.

Now, after their first setback in five
playoff games, it will be the Marlins’
turn to prove they can recover from
such a lousy loss. Game 3 will be Fri-
day night at Miami when rookie Tony
Saunders, 3-0 against Atlanta this
year, faces John Smoltz.

Glavine did his best to restore the
Braves’ pitching prominence, allow-
ing three hits in 7 2-3 innings. He re-
tired the first nine batters and, with
an early 5-0 lead to work with, cruised
until Devon White’s RBI double with
two outs in the eighth — a play, by
the way, on which White was fool-

the mighty No. 3 Nebraska
Cornhuskers. The win gave Texas the
first Big 12 Championship in Decem-
ber, and it also gave Mackovic his first
win over a monster program while the
coach at Texas.

It is also the worst victory
Mackovic could have ever asked for.
All of the sudden, alumni and boost-
ers were willing to overlook his other
shortcomings because he proved he
could win a huge game.

Sure, Mackovic entered this sea-
son just 7-15-2 against ranked teams
during his tenure, but he proved to be
a great motivator, and the Nebraska
win, coupled with a Top 10 national
recruiting class, put Texas back in the
limelight.

The glory days of the "Horns were
back, and from now until eternity
Texas would never again embarrass
themselves.

Well, great expectations some-
times lead to great downfalls. The
Longhorns went from No. 10 in the
nation against UCLA to unranked.
The great motivator is leading a team
that looks like they would rather be
playing hopscotch in the Waterford
parking lot than being on the field

against good, or even mediocre (Okla-
homa State) competition.

The problem for Mackovic is he
apparently inspires mediocrity, and
he’s at a school where that won't cut
it.

Had Mackovic won three consecu-
tive conference championships at
Texas Tech, then the good-ole-boy
network would have smiles the size
of Jones Stadium, and John could sip
his wine and eat his cheese for the rest
of his lifetime contract.

But Texas is a place where win-
ning is demanded and losing doesn’t
happen. See, Longhorn fans think
God put the University of Texas on
this planet to beat the little people like
Texas Tech and Texas A&M.

As a matter of fact, God put Texas
here to win every game. And when
you don’t do that, you upset not only
the fans, but God.

You can search long, hard and
wide, but you won't ever find a more
egotistical group of fans than you will
see at Texas. And they’ve earned that
right to have a holier-than-thou im-
age when it comes to football, be-
cause for about 50 years, they were
holier than everybody else.
