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Ticket sales begin for new arena
■ Program 
will help 
fund 
facility

A new Personal Seat Licensing Program is expected to 
help bring in $16 million for the construction of the United 
Spirit Arena, which will open its doors in January 1999.

Tech Athletic Director Gerald Myers said the new seat­
ing program is designed to ensure some Tech fans the same 
seating positions for 10 years.

Seating privileges will be given in four different cat­
egories: Raiders, a section of west courtside seats; the 
Techsans, east courtside seats; the Matadors, three sec­
tions of seats on the second level on the east and west side 
of the court and two sections north of the court; and the 
Masked Rider, two sections east, west and north of the

court as well as luxury suites east and west of the court.
Myers said the PSL Program will occupy 4,000 of 

15,000 seats. The remainder of the seats will be open for 
individual purchase per game and for Tech students.

Student seating, about 3,600 seats, will be along the 
Techsans portion and in the sections south of the court 
during the men’s basketball games and about 2,800 seats 
in the south sections during the Lady Raider games.

Russell Thomasson, Student Government Association 
president and a senior accounting major from Lubbock, 
said the seating arrangements for students will be much 
better than what students have now in the Lubbock Me­
morial Coliseum.

“With the technology in the new arena, any seat will 
have a good view of the game,” Thomasson said.

Plans for seating have stayed the same as they were 
when students voted for the use of their general use fee to 
go toward the construction of the arena, he said. Tech stu­
dents voted in the fall of 1996 to have $3 per credit hour 
go toward the arena.

A student arena advisory committee was founded in 
the spring of 1997, and the board agreed with current seat­
ing arrangements, Thomasson said.

Some students may have a problem with the arrange­
ments because they are making comparisons to the coli­
seum, he said. Also, not as many students attend the Lady 
Raider games, and it is more profitable to sell the seats to 
the community.

Myers said individuals have to apply for these privi-

43 die in 
Quebec 
bus crash

ST-JOSEPH-DE-LA-RIVE, Que­
bec (AP) — A bus carrying nearly 50 
senior citizens on a Thanksgiving Day 
trip to view the turning of the seasons 
plunged into a ravine Monday in cen­
tral Quebec, killing 43 people.

Quebec provincial police said the 
accident took place in the afternoon 
about 60 miles northeast of Quebec 
City.

The bus was traveling on Highway 
138 and crashed at the bottom of a 
steep hill heading into a hard right 
curve.

Real Ouellette, a Quebec provin­
cial police spokesman, said faulty 
brakes were the likely cause of the 
tragedy, which killed 43 of the 48 
people aboard. There were no skid 
marks at the bottom of the dangerous 
hill.

The five survivors were taken to 
hospitals in nearby La Malbaie and 
Baie-St.-Paul. Michelle Robitaille, a 
spokeswoman for the Charlevoix Hos­
pital Center in Baie-St.-Paul, told The 
Associated Press that five injured 
people were brought there in critical 
condition and four of them were trans­
ferred to a trauma center in Quebec 
City.

New findings fill holes in dinosaur history

Clinton willing to 
answer investigators

WASHINGTON (AP) — Filling in 
part of an 80 million-year historical 
gap, fossils found in Utah suggest 
long-necked dinosaurs may have eaten 
themselves into oblivion by helping to 
destroy North American forests. That 
allowed the rise of shorter, horned di­
nosaurs that fed on shrubs.

Researchers also uncovered fossils 
suggesting that a toothy dinosaur mi­
grated from Asia and evolved in the 
Americas into Tyrannosaurus rex, the 
most fearsome meat eater in history, 
said Richard L. Cifelli, lead author of

Singer and former Texas Tech stu­
dent John Denver, 53. died in a plane 
crash Sunday off the coast of North­
ern California.

The 1975 Country Music Enter­
tainer of the Year piloted the single­
engine airplane as it crashed into the 
ocean 100 yards off a rocky shoreline 
north of Monterey, Calif.

The plane took off from Monterey 
Airport just after 5 p.m. PDT Sunday, 
though its destination was unknown, 
according to The Associated Press.

a study in the Proceedings o f the Na­
tional Academy o f Sciences.

Fossils unearthed in Emery County, 
Utah, are the first for terrestrial ani­
mals and plants from a historical gap 
that began 145 million years ago and 
continued until just a few millions 
years before the dinosaurs became 
extinct 65 million years ago, Cifelli 
said.

"This gap has been like a twilight 
zone in the age of dinosaurs,” said 
Cifelli.

changes occurred during that gap, little 
was known because there were few 
fossils.

Louis C. Jacobs, a noted dinosaur 
expert at Southern Methodist Univer­
sity, said the Utah fossil discoveries 
arc “ hugely" important because they 
help give a picture of the world dur­
ing an unknown period.

"There were very major changes 
then in the ecosystems of the Earth," 
he said. “What they have done is to 
document a portion of that change for

out,” said John Bradford, the vice 
president of development for Compli­
ances Services Group Incorporated 
and the former dean of the College of 
Engineering during Denver’s college 
career at Tech.

“I assume it was because he was 
more interested in his music career.”

the first time and put a date on it.”

more than 6,000 fossils representing 
about 80 different types of animals. 
They were dated to about 100 million 
years ago. This is 45 million years into 
the “ twilight zone" gap, he said.

"The early dinosaurs in North 
America were dominated by the long- 
necks, the sauropods," said Cifelli.

They were so common 145 million 
years ago, he said, “ it was like it had 
rained sauropods over the American 
West.”

One former Tech student who lived 
in Gaston Residence Hall at the same 
time as Denver said the singer was 
focused on his music and often per­
formed in what is today the Univer­
sity Center and in the basement of 
Gaston.

“He was a real nice and friendly 
guy," said State Representative Tom 
Craddick from Midland.

BRASILIA, Brazil (AP) — Presi­
dent Clinton, reacting Monday to a 
comment by Attorney General Janet 
Reno, said he would agree to submit 
to questioning in the Justice 
Department’s political fund-raising 
investigation.

Asked by reporters whether he was 
willing to undergo such questioning, 
he said, “ 1 will do anything that is 
necessary to get her (Reno) and the 
Justice Department the information 
they need.”

“ In c lu d in g  
speaking to her?” 
a reporter asked 
later. " I f  she 
wishes to inter­
view me,”  the 
president replied.

Reno had said 
a day earlier,
“ We’re going to 
pursue every lead 
and interview 
anyone who has information concern­
ing the transactions involved in this 
whole investigation."

Asked if that could include Clinton, 
she said, “ Exactly.”

Clinton, who spoke to reporters 
aboard Air Force One on his South 
American trip, described himself as 
even angrier than Reno when he 
learned of delays in providing video­
tapes of White House coffees to in­
vestigators.

While Reno said last week she 
“ was mad," Clinton said: "You think 
she was mad. You should have been 
there when I heard about it."

Meanwhile in Washington, the 
head of the White House Military Of­
fice, which oversees the unit that vid­
eotaped the coffees, took responsibil­
ity for the failure to find the tapes ear-

Services were held Saturday in Fort 
Worth for a 21-year-old Texas Tech 
student.

Ryan Lee Matthews, a sophomore 
undecided major from Fort Worth, 
took his own life last week after a night 
out clubbing, said Bill Morgan Lub­
bock Police Department public infor­
mation officer.

“He was coming back to the house 
at which he'd been staying and had an 
accident,” Morgan said. “He drove 
through someone’s yard and took out 
some trees. He then drove to his resi­
dence, and his roommates left to ad­
vise the owner of the truck."

Her. Alan Sullivan disputed sugges­
tions that presidential aides didn't ask 
his office to search for materials about 
the coffees last spring when they were 
first subpoenaed.

Sullivan, a retired Marine colonel, 
said presidential counsel Charles Ruff 
made an explicit request to his office 
last spring for materials related to the 
coffees and the failure to search for 
the tapes was caused by an internal 
mixup.

“ Mr. Ruff’s full directive was cir­
culated to each of 
the elements of 
the WHMO" in­
cluding the unit 
that handled the 
tapes, Sullivan 
said, adding, "I 
accept responsi­
bility for the fail­
ure to respond 
completely to Mr. 
Ruff's directive.”

Sullivan was responding to a leaked 
Senate deposition in which a career 
military officer who handled the spring 
search said he was not given the first 
two pages of Ruff’s request that men­
tioned the coffees. The White House 
does not dispute the aide’s account.

But officials familiar with the 
search, speaking on condition of ano­
nymity, said that when the aide was 
given his orders, they were sent by 
electronic mail and the first two pages 
mentioning the coffees were truncated. 
But the error occurred inside the mili­
tary office and was not an omission 
by political aides close to the president.

Clinton said one of his White 
House lawyers, Lanny Breuer, “ made 
a mistake” when he failed to immedi­
ately tell Reno that the tapes were dis­
covered.

Around 1:06 a.m. Thursday, 
Matthews was found at the foot of the 
bed in a bedroom near the kitchen with 
self-inflicted gunshot wounds to the 
head, Morgan said.

Morgan said he is unsure if alco­
hol was a factor.

Matthews was a Sigma Alpha Ep­
silon pledge.

Patrick Sullivan, a senior market­
ing major from San Antonio and an 
SAE fraternity member, said the fra­
ternity conducted a special meeting 
Monday evening dealing with 
Matthews’ death.

“It’s a sad deal,” Sullivan said. 
“Right now we don’t know that much 
about it. (Monday evening) I think 
we’ll probably have more details.”

leged seats, and a point system, which 
will be created in July 1998, will be 
used to determine the rewarding of the
seats.

payments; or monthly payments to

1 he Texas Tech Department of 
Plant and Soil Science hosted the first 
Field Research Laboratory Tour Sat­
urday.

The crowd of more than 30 local 
farmers and researchers gathered for 
a tour of the Tech farm during windy 
and drizzling weather.

We could of had 300 (people), we 
could have three, but considering the 
weather the turn-out was just about 
right, said Dick Auld, chairman of 
the Department of Plant and Soil Sci­
ence.

The purpose of the tour was two­
fold, Auld said.

“We’re trying 
to build visibility, 
and this program 
offered lots of it,”
Auld said.

The program 
offers education 
for local farmers 
about research 
conducted on the 
farm, which in 
the future could 
benefit them, Auld said.

Topics addressed were buffalo 
grass breeding, wildflowers, castor 
bean research, participation in na­
tional turf evaluation program, cotton 
fiber improvements, precision agri­
culture and cotton yield monitors.

Kelly Jack, a 
research assis­
tant from Friona, 
informed farm­
ers about buffalo 
grass being bred 
for use as a graz­
ing grass.

“I t’s proven 
itself to be able 
to survive

overgrazing," Jack said. "We're devel­
oping it for livestock grazing."

Rial Rolfe. department chairman 
of microbiology and immunology, 
spoke on the development of castor 
bean research.

The castor bean is being grown on

the Tech farm because the plant con­
tains a chemical found to fight can­
cer. In addition, the bean is being re­
introduced to area farmer as a pos­
sible crop to make castor oil.

The department also explained 
their participation in the national turf 
exchange program.

The audience learned about the 
progress of oyster and buffalo grass 
grown by Tech in the West Texas en­
vironment, said Cynthia McKenney, 
instructor in the plant and soil science 
department.

“It’s real important for us to par­
ticipate in the program because of 
environment is quite a lot different 
than a lot who participate,” 
McKenney said.

To the Editor: In case other students 
missed it, I would like to discuss the 
United Spirit Arena Personal Seat 
License (PSLs) article found in 
Sunday’s edition of the Lubbock Ava­
lanche-Journal.

To offset the cost of the arena, 
Texas Tech will be selling these PSLs 
to Tech fans. These licenses give them 
the right to the seat, but they are not 
season tickets. Those are an additional 
cost.

$1,250 - $4,000, depending on seat 
location and if they want seats for 
men's and women’s games. These 
PSLs account for 25 percent of total 
capacity.

The cost is representative of other 
schools around the nation. This com­
mittee has done an outstanding job 
offsetting the cost of the arena.

The also did a great job offsetting 
the students. Students, recall the stu­
dent use fee increase we passed less 
than a year ago.

Recall the "better seating" we were 
promised in return. Well, we have 
been rooked again. You see, these 
seats we were promised are part of 
the PSL plan, and all that means is 
we are **** out of luck.

The next thing you know, Big 12 
South division teams are going to be 
lining up to play Colorado, because 
for the second consecutive week, a 
South team beat the Buffaloes in a 
tight game to prove themselves as 
worthy title contenders.

Following Texas A&M's 16-10 
win at Boulder Oct. 4, Oklahoma 
State got its chance.

And third-year coach Bob 
Simmons seized the opportunity with 
a 33-29 victory, propelling Oklahoma 
State to 6-0 on the season and a No. 
16 ranking.

Texas A&M is the only other

Analysis
ranked team in the South at No. 14 
following a 65-17 win Saturday over 
Iowa State.

This weekend, the Big 12 South 
should begin to unravel a bit at the 
top. Texas Tech, Texas A&M and 
Oklahoma State all are unbeaten in 
conference play, but only Oklahoma 
State is assured of remaining that way.

The Cowboys have the week off 
while Tech and Texas A&M are 
forced to play ranked conference op­
ponents on the road.

“The standings should unravel 
quite a bit this week,” Texas A&M 
coach R.C. Slocum said. "I know we 
have a really tough game against Kan­
sas State, and Tech has a tough one 
up at Nebraska."

For the Red Raiders and Aggies, 
Saturday begins a stretch in which 
division title hopes will be realized 
or dashed.

After Saturday’s game at No. 2 
Nebraska (5-0 overall, 2-0 Big 12), 
the Red Raiders host Texas A&M and 
No. 20 Kansas State. Then the team 
travels to Texas (3-2 overall, 1-1 Big 
12) and Oklahoma State, all in suc­
cessive weeks.

"It’s going to be interesting," Tech 
coach Spike Dykes said. “It's really

good that we got off to a quick start 
in conference play because I wouldn’t 
want to be in bad shape before we 
went through this.”

No, to be sure, the Red Raiders 
w ill need both legs to kick down this 
door.

Most teams are never heard from 
again after they travel to Lincoln, Neb. 
The Comhuskers, underestimated at 
the start of the year, are playing like 
someone stole their lunch money.

Nebraska led Baylor 49-7 last 
week before Baylor piled on two late 
touchdowns to make the final score 
49-21.

Earlier in the season, Nebraska 
traveled to No. 3 Washington and dis­
posed of the Huskies 27-14. Earlier

in the season. Tech traveled to No. 4 
Tennessee and was disposed of 52- 
17.

What does all of this mean? 
Should Nebraska beat Tech and Texas 
A&M finds a way to defeat Kansas 
State, the Red Raiders will be in a 
must-win situation Oct. 25 in a home 
game against Texas A&M.

In a span of two weeks, the Red 
Raiders could find themselves two 
games behind Texas A&M or with the 
upper hand in the race to San Anto­
nio, the host of the Big 12 Champi­
onship.

Defending Big 12 Cham pion 
Texas finds itself on the outside look­
ing in.

But the Longhorns, 27-24 winners

over Oklahoma, have a schedule fa­
vorable enough to keep them in the 
race.

Austin’s one-man gang is Ricky 
Williams, and that’s not bad.

What is bad, however, are the end­
less holes in the Longhorns run de­
fense and perfect spirals from the 
hand of James Brown being dropped 
at every turn.

For Red Raider fans, a win at Ne­
braska is, quite frankly, akin to a royal 
flush in five-card stud.

It doesn’t happen often, and Vegas 
will tell you the same. Should Texas 
A&M defeat Kansas State, Tech will 
be pressure-packed in every game the 
remainder of this year, and another 
loss could be fatal.

State is currently 6-0 and are coming 
off of a 33-29 win over former-No. 
13 Colorado.

Although Saturday's victory over 
the Buffaloes was the Cowboys first 
win over a ranked opponent in 10 
years, there could be more to come if 
the Cowboys continue on their cur­
rent path.

This win comes a week after beat­
ing Texas and avenging a 71-14 1996 
loss to the Longhorns.

That win had Texas faithful call­
ing for coach John Mackovic’s job.

Although Louisiana State does not 
fit into the perennial underdog cat­
egory, they pulled off an impressive 
and unnerving upset this weekend.

While ranked No. 14, the Tigers 
defeated Florida 28-21 to move to No. 
8 in the polls. Lest we forget that the 
Gators are the defending national 
champions and were ranked No. 1 in 
the polls before the loss.

All of these strange and wacky 
occurrences from the world of college 
football got me to thinking about the 
Red Raiders. Texas Tech could pos­
sibly fit loosely into the category of 
perennial underdogs.

The Red Raiders face No. 2 Ne­
braska Comhuskers Saturday in Lin­
coln, Neb. It might be a long shot for 
Tech to come out with a win, but 
stranger things have happened, and 
what’s more encouraging is that they
