10 percent is one solution Tech Traffic and Parking

Systems Committee members proposed
to finance the new parking system cre-
ated by the Master Plan.

The Board of Regents approved the
general concept of the Master Plan Fri-
day, although a detailed parking system
has not yet been worked into the plan,

said Monty Davenport, vice president for
operations.

The new system would include park-
ing structures and possibly additional
parking enforcement staff.

The money raised through increased
permit prices would be used for salaries
of additional staff, improvements to ex-
isting lots and costs for parking structures.

“In looking at the Master Plan, there
are obviously some very major impacts
on traffic.on campus,” Davenport said.
“It’s hard for us to move too far until we
know what exactly is in the plan.”

Failure to meet satisfactory academic progress and par-
ticipation in an unsanctioned game has led to the ineligi-
bility of two Texas Tech Lady Raiders.

The Tech athletic department self-reported the viola-
tions concerning the academic progress of Kim Martinez,
a junior forward. Martinez is expected to sit out during

fall contests.

Keitha Dickerson, a sophomore forward, received a
one-game suspension for playing ina 3-on-3 tournament,
not sanctioned by the NCAA. She will be eligible for the

remainder of the season.

Kyna Cosby, a junior guard for the Lady Raiders was
declared ineligible, but Tech athletic officials discovered
Tuesday that she qualified for a medical absence waiver.

Bob Burton, associate athletic director for compliance,
said Cosby sat out last season because she gave birth to a
daughter in 1996 and did not meet the NCAA standard of
completing 50 percent of her courses toward her major.

Cosby’s case was appealed during the fall and was
denied, however, the previous decision has been reversed,

Burton said.

In Dickerson’s case, it is an NCAA rule that student-
athletes cannot play in any tournaments not sanctioned

by the NCAA.

The current ineligibility of the Lady Raiders are not
included with the recent NCAA allegations nor will they
impact any possible sanctions handed down by the NCAA

Infractions Committee.

Tech faces 18 charges issued by the NCAA Nov. 3,
and recently, Tech self-imposed sanctions of no bowl game
or contention for a Big 12 championship.

Steve Uryasz, director of student-athlete academic ser-
vices, said the NCAA has a rule that student-athletes must
declare a major by their fifth semester.

Kaczynski’s mind focus of Unabomber trial

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) —
The centerpiece of the Unabomber
trial will be the mind of Theodore
Kaczynski, the brilliant boy who
turned into a technology-hating her-
mit embittered against everything
from planes to pay phones.

With a mountain of evidence found
in his Montana cabin pointing to him
as the Unabomber, the trial that be-
gins with jury selection today will
focus on whether Kaczynski was a

man with a “mental defect,” not re-
sponsible for his actions, or prove
that he's a rational, cold-blooded
killer.

Kaczynski's own letters and jour-
nals provide the raw material for both
sides.

One item, a letter in which
Kaczynski wrote, “I can’t wait until
you die so I can spit on your corpse,”
suggests that the veneer of a socially
concerned vigilante could well have

Donors allege

WASHINGTON (AP) — Three
donors to President Clinton’s re-elec-
tion campaign have told House inves-
tigators that an employee of Demo-
cratic fund-raiser Johnny Chung
asked them to make the contributions
and later reimbursed them, according
to a House source.

Investigators were told that

Chung’s part-time bookkeeper, Nancy
Na-Chi Lee, asked four people — one
has since died — to make out $1,000
checks to the Clinton-Gore 96 cam-
paign, said the source, who spoke on
condition of anonymity. Lee was said
to have immediately reimbursed the
donors in cash, said the source.
Such arrangements would be ille-

masked childhood hatreds looking for
an outlet, said Dr. Eugene Schoenfeld,
a psychiatrist and forensic consultant.

“There’s a lot of rage building up
in this guy,” he said.

“And people will rationalize an-
ger and violence through a cause —
a greater good that justifies destruc-
tion and murder.”

Iraq’s refusal to allow U.N. offi-
cials to inspect weapons may be the
cause of another showdown in the
Persian Gulf.

An American U-2 surveillance
plane used by the U.N. resumed
flights over Iraq early Monday after
Iraq President Saddam Hussein
threatened to gun down any Ameri-
can aircraft in Iraqi territory, saying

the United States s

has to do something soon.”

A strike of some sort would be
necessary to retaliate against Hussein,
he said.

“It’s obvious that (Hussein) has no
compassion for his people because
thousands are dying of hunger and
disease, and he’s building palaces for
himself,” Mayer said. “So, we have
to threaten to hit something that’s
going to hurt him if we want him to

back down.”

The possibility of striking commu-
nication sites or

against Iraq.

However,
military officials
in Baghdad said
the aircraft flew
outside the range
of their gunners.

The U-2 en-
tered Iraqi air space early Monday
from a base in Saudi Arabia, the Iraqi
military said in a statement.

Hussein declared Sunday that his
country had ““to choose between sac-
rifice or slavery,” suggesting that a
confrontation with the United States
was inevitable.

Lawrence Mayer, a Texas Tech
political science professor, said the
United States must take military force
soon in order to maintain credibility
in the Middle East and the rest of the
world.

“Clearly the man has something to
hide,” said Mayer, who has been fol-
lowing the situation closely. “He has
weapons of mass destruction that
could have a major affect on Europe
and be a threat to the rest of the West-
ern World.”

However, the United States mili-
tary is clearly superior to that of the
Iraqi government, as proven in the
Persian Gulf War, he said.

“His military capabilities are lim-
ited,” Mayer said. “I think an air strike

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Lubbock police still are investigat-
ing charges of theft from a grave
against a Tech student.

Christopher Ray Jessie, a senior
human development major, was ar-
rested Nov. 5 after police received
information about tombstones,
crosses and urns from graveyards in-
side his home.

After being charged and arraigned,
Jessie was released Friday.

Lubbock Police Department detec-
tive Larry Manale confirmed that in
the weeks prior to the arrest, police
made several visits to Jessie's home,
responding to claims by Jessie that he

was being as-
saulted by an ex-
girlfriend. No ac-
tion was taken by
police in these
visits.

Police have
located where
most of the grave markers were sto-
len from, Manale said. Several were
from the City of Lubbock Cemetery,
and one was from Arlington.

“There’s only one that we're still
not sure about,” Manale said.

Most of the markers were from the
late 1800s or early 1900s and were
from the graves of young children, so
locating the families may prove to be
difficult, he said.

Police still investigating grave robbing charges

The punishment for theft from a
grave, a felony, is two years in state
jail, he said.

The case has not yet been handed
to the district attorney’'s office, and no
court date has been set. Police still are
looking for others possibly connected
with the incident.

A friend of Jessie’s said if he stole
the gravestones, he must have had
help, because many of the items sto-
len weigh more than 100 pounds, and
he did not own a car at the time of the
incident.

The friend, who did not wish to be
identified, said she has seen him
change dramatically in the past sev-
eral months.

Jessie had a nickname in high

school, Jett Black, she said.

The name carried over to college,
and Jessie asked many of his friends
to call him Jett.

“He didn’t get really wacky until
he started going on AOL,” she said.

In the gothic-related chat rooms
of America Online, Jessie used Jett
Black as his screen name, she said.
The name seemed to represent an al-
ter ego; a dark, sinister role Jessie
would play for the amusement of
himself and friends.

Jessie was involved in what some
people call the gothic subculture,
which is characterized by an inter-
est in death, classic horror literature
and bands such as Sisters of Mercy,
Marilyn Manson and Echo and the
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Bunnymen.

Many “goths™ often dress in all
black and go to clubs wearing face
paint and dark makeup.

“It’s like an image; it’s not real,”
the friend said.

“He knew that it was an image, but
people started responding to it on the
computer.”

What Jessie was looking for was
attention, she said. It became almost
a competition in the chat room about
who could be the most outlandish
with their dark persona, and Jessie
seemed to become lost in his.

“He went too far with it, he didn’t
understand there’s a line between
right and wrong,” the friend said.
“There are just certain things that you

don’t do, and he didn’t think about
that”

Some pictures and poetry that
Jessie circulated to his online friends
were available on the Internet at
hitp:\members.aol comivpalegirv(2index himl.
The pictures show Jessie with his face
painted white, brandishing a sword in
front of black candles and what could
be gravestones in the background.

Although the poetry is still at the
site, the pictures have been removed
since the incident.

“I couldn’t tell you what he’s
thinking right now at all,” the friend
said. “He wanted to be a lawyer, and
his life is basically ruined. Whether
that will snap him back into reality, I
don’t know.”

Although Thomasson could not
estimate how much students would
pay, he said students would pay the
fee as part of their tuition and gen-
eral use fee.

The fee would cover the costs
of the Citibus apartment and cam-
pus routes, Thomasson said.

“It’s just something that | want
(the committee) to look at,” he
said.

“It’s just another way to bring
everyone into the same standard
policy. I think it’s better to encom-
pass the whole student body, not
just a specific group.”

Committee members also pro-
posed charging fees to visitors and
to those students who only attend
night classes upon entering the
campus, said John Opperman, vice

chancellor for administration and
finance.

“We need to look at ways to
spread out the costs,” Opperman
said.

The students who only attend
night classes do not have the need
to purchase permits of any kind,
Opperman said.

Hilary Tompkins, a first-year
music education graduate student
from Austin, said she does not
think charging visitors to enter
campus is fair.

“To charge visitors is crap be-
cause (the university) does not
provide good parking,” Tompkins
said. “The parking is really lim-
ited. To not even be guaranteed a
place and to be charged is ridicu-
lous.” '

The committee members will
wait until March to propose any
fee increases to the regents.

Former church leader
pleads guilty to felony

DALLAS (AP) — A former or-
chestra director at a high-profile Bap-
tist church told a federal judge he
failed to report multimillion-dollar
frauds committed by his wife.

Richard Kingsmore, 37, pleaded

guilty to a formal charge of mispri-

sion of felony.

Defense attorney Michael Carnes
_said prosecutors have agreed to rec-
ommend probation in return for co-
operation.

Kingsmore’s sentencing is sched-
uled for Jan. 9.

About 150 investors in 13 states
lost more than $3.4 million they
gave Kathy Kingsmore to buy Eu-
robonds and other securities, accord-
ing to court records filed by Assis-
tant U.S. Attorney Leonard

Senerote.

No legitimate investments were
made and $800,000 was spent on a
Florida beach house for the
Kingsmores.

Other money was spent on par-
ties and trips.

Kathy Kingsmore, 36, has
pleaded guilty to one count of secu-
rities fraud. An associate, 47-year-
old Charles Adams, has pleaded
guilty to one count of mail fraud.

Kathy Kingsmore and Adams are
to be sentenced Jan. 23.

The scheme lasted from October
1993 until at least last December.

Victims included the
Kingsmores” relatives and friends,
some of them fellow members of
Prestonwood Baptist Church.

I'heard some rumors that the date
rape drug was being used here at
Texas Tech and that some girls were
raped. Is that true and how can [ stay
safe?

Unfortunately, Rohypnol, also
known as the “date rape drug” or
“roofies” or “roaches,” has survived
on our campus, and there have been
instances of its use on unsuspecting
students. Rohypnol is a white tablet
that comes in a bubble package and
is an illegal tranquilizer. It is some-
times used to incapacitate women so
they can be sexually assaulted. When
placed in liquid, it causes decreased
blood pressure, memory impairment,
drowsiness, visual disturbances, con-
fusion and slurred speech. Too much
of it can be fatal, and three deaths in
Texas have been linked to the drug.
This year authorities already have
seized more than 1,700 pills in El
Paso. To stay safe, do not ever accept
a drink from someone else. Get your
own drinks at a bar, a party, etc. Do
not leave your drink unattended at a
party. Carry it around with you at all
times. Do not leave a drink unat-
tended at a bar. Try to make sure a
friend you know and trust is watch-

[ think sex education promotes
sexual activity, and I think that if you
people would quit talking about it so
much students wouldn’t think that it’s
OK to do it. What do you have to say
about that?

I think that on this point we will
have to agree to disagree. I respect
your right to your opinion, and I may
not be able to change your mind about
sex education, however, | want to pro-
vide you with some information from
the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention who most would agree is
a very respectable organization dedi-
cated to the health and well being of
our citizenry. The information relates
to “Myths About Condoms™ and
states ... “Five U.S. studies of specific
sex education programs have demon-
strated that HIV education and sex
education which included condom
information either has no effect upon
the initiation of intercourse or resulted
in delayed onset of intercourse; four
studies of specific programs found
that HIV/sex education did not in-
crease frequency of intercourse, and
a program that included resistance
skills actually resulted in a decrease
in the number of youth who initiated
sex. In addition, a World Health Or-
ganization review cited 19 studies of
sex education programs that found no

evidence that sex education leads to
earlier or increased sexual activity in
young people. In fact, five of the stud-
ies cited by WHO showed that such
programs can lead to a delay or de-
crease in sexual activity. In a recent
study of youth in Switzerland, an
AIDS prevention program focusing
on condom use did not increase
sexual activity or the number of sex
partners. But, condom use did not in-
crease among those who were already
sexually active.”

I'would tell anyone considering the
start of sexual activity in their life that
abstinence is the best choice. No
doubt, you don’t have to worry about
disease, children you aren’t ready for,
financial obligations you can’t meet,
the emotional toll it takes when things
go bad or you get used and the doz-
ens of other negatives that sexual ac-
tivity brings with it.

But, if someone says to me that
they refuse to consider abstinence and
they want to know what I have to say
to that, then I say INSIST ON A
CONDOM, and use it right. I do be-
lieve that if I had a magic potion that
I could serve to everyone from age
12 to 25 it would be designed to en-
hance positive peer pressure “not to”
instead of the prevailing attitude I see
today that says “if it doesn’t hurt me.,
I don’t care what you are doing.” The
basic bottom line is: this is personal
responsibility, and actions have con-
sequences.

I am petrified every time | have to
speak in front of the class, and my
voice shakes so bad it sounds like I'm
about to cry. Is there some medicine |
can take to calm down and speak
without being so nervous?

I don’t recommend drugs to help
you through this because anything
that calms you down or tranquilizes
you could also dull your alertness and
ability to think. Consider taking a
speech communication class here at
Tech or joining Toastmasters Interna-
tional (a group that enhances public
speaking) to help you with this prob-
lem because you’ll probably have to
learn to express yourself in public or
at meetings in order to be more suc-
cessful in your career. You may also
want to take these tips and use them
to ready yourself when you have to
speak: 1) be prepared and really know
your material, 2) practice speaking in
front of a mirror or into a tape re-
corder, 3) relax and talk to classmates
before the presentation in order to
calm yourself, 4) look at the people
in the audience, 5) speak from your
heart with a smile on your face, 6) if
someone in the audience is looking
at you and nodding and smiling, their
body language is encouraging, so
smile and let that encourage you, or
you may ask a friend in the audience
to provide that encouraging face for
you, 7) if you turn a page in your
SCript or start a new point on a note
card, use this time to pause just a few
seconds to take a deep breath and gain
your composure, and 8) remember
that this moment in time is brief and
you get to sit down soon.

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Johnson helps Red Raiders outrun controversy

The weight of the previous week
on the Texas Tech football team could
be felt throughout Memorial Stadium
in Austin Saturday.

A week earlier, Tech's offense was
shut out for the second time in three
games. The following Monday, Nov.
3, Tech Chancellor John Montford
read a letter from the NCAA outlin-
ing 18 rules violations, most of which
concerned possible illegal activity
among football players and coaches.

Then, two days before its game
against hated Texas, Montford de-
clared the Tech football team ineli-
gible for any bowl consideration, or
the Big 12 Championship Game, this
season.

Then in the first half against the
Longhorns, Tech’s offense again
looked sluggish as it scored three
points against the No. 94 defense in
the country. In that context, it was
senior Dane Johnson awaiting the sec-
ond half kickoff of the nation’s pre-
miere kicker, Phil Dawson.
good to be true.

Johnson shook two Texas defend-
ers, hit the Tech sideline, and outran
Montford, the NCAA and several
Longhorn pursuers into the endzone.
The senior from Southlake looked
like he was running downbhill.

“I think that might be the fastest |
have ever ran in my entire life,”
Johnson said. “It’s a great feeling. |
think this might have been the best
game I have ever played at Tech.”

For Johnson, it was his third touch-
down this season. He returned punts
for touchdowns against Southwestern
Louisiana and Baylor. But this time,
the return was special.

No touchdown he ever scored as a
running back at Southlake Carroll
while leading them to 46 wins in 47
games was ever this special.

Not only did Johnson give Tech a
10-7 lead over the Longhorns, he gave
the Raiders new life in a seemingly
lost season.

“If we can’t go to a bowl game,
then we can win the rest of our
games,” Johnson said. “We can prove
that we belong in one. Thursday’s
announcement really hurt. But this is
still football, and it’s still fun. There
are other reasons to play.”

Johnson’s return took the air out
of Texas, and it gave Tech the impe-
tus it needed to defeat the Longhorns,
24-10. Listening to Tech players and
coaches, it seems they have found
new reasons to play the rest of this
year.

“Naturally, I think the guys had
their heads down a little bit Thursday
when they found out,” Tech coach
Spike Dykes said. “So, of course, we
were worried about what their
mindset would be going into this
game. They're great kids, so we felt
like they would give a big effort.”

In the second half, Tech played a
“bowl game,” Johnson said.

“These last two games are our na-
tional championship games,” Johnson
said. “And for a lot of guys, like me,
these are the last two times we’ll get
to suit up for Tech. That’s motivation
for me. It could very well be the last
two times I ever put on a football uni-
form.”

For the Red Raiders, maybe they
learned from Johnson that football
can still be fun, whether a bowl game
or a berth in the Big 12 Champion-
ship is at stake or not.

Freshman I-back Ricky Williams
said the Johnson return was a moment
he’ll never forget.

“For me, the school’s decision
hurt,” Williams said. “But I've got
three more years to go to bowl games.
We really felt bad for the seniors that
had to leave on this note. I think
Dane’s return was great. Maybe it
gives them a better memory from this
season.”

For the Red Raiders and Johnson,
they don’t plan to quit running.

Games against Oklahoma State
and Oklahoma remain on the sched-
ule. Those games present opportuni-
ties for Tech to prove itself even more.

“We had things to play for,”
Johnson said. “It's always fun to play
against Texas. And it was one of the
few times we ever beat Texas, Texas
A&M and Baylor in the same year.
Now, I think we want to win out just
to prove we were worthy of going to
a bowl and of representing the South
in the title game.”

Still, Johnson harbors no hard feel-
ings toward Montford or Tech’s ad-
ministration.

“When we finish Nov. 22, a big

“It will be weird to not
put those pads on again. But we had

to make this decision, because in the
long run not going to a bowl game
this year was only going to help out
this school.

“We owe this school a lot, because
they gave us achance. Hopefully, this
can be a way to help them out when

the NCAA makes its decision.”

WNBA announces Detroit, Orlando as expansion franchises for next season

NEW YORK (AP) — Detroit and
Washington are officially entering the
WNBA. Orlando and Chicago may be
next

Ihe WNBA received formal ap-
proval Tuesday from the NBA Board
of Governors to expand to 10 teams.
Detroit and Washington will join
Charlotte, Cleveland and New York

in the year-old league’s Eastern Con-
ference.

To make room, the defending
champion Houston Comets will shift
to the Western Conference and join
Los Angeles, Phoenix, Sacramento
and Utah.

The league's operating committee
will recommend another two expan-

sion cities by June 1. While no one is
publicly pushing any single candi-
date, Orlando and Chicago would
seem the two favorites.

Orlando was considered for one of

the two 1998 expansion teams. But
Magic president Bob Vander Weide,
chairman of the WNBA planning
committee, wanted to wait until the

team completed building its practice
and office facility.

“With the logistics involved in
moving all of our functions to the new
building, we would not have been
comfortable operating a team for the
upcoming season,” Magic spokesman
Alex Martins said.

“We're eager to have a team, and

we spent the second half of last sea-
son traveling to NBA cities to look at
the logistics of having a team, every-
dme presen
tations to basketball operations.”
The WNBA also figures to be ea-
ger to place a team in Chicago, the
largest U.S. city without one.
