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Settlement gives HSC $50 million
■ Smith’s 
work

Texas Tech’s newest contributor may 
be the richest and most famous yet: Joe 
Camel.

As part of the $ 15.3 billion settlement 
between Texas and the major tobacco 
companies, $50 million will go to the 
Texas Tech University Health Sciences 
Center.

Attorney General Dan Morales gave 
the money to Tech out of consideration 
for former Texas Health Commissioner 
David Smith, who is now president of 
TTUHSC.

“I’ve been involved in the case from

the very beginning,” Smith said. “Be­
cause of that, (the attorney general) 
wanted to do something for the univer­
sity.”

Smith was one of the original plain­
tiffs in the case to recover Medicaid and 
other health care costs related to smok­
ing.

The $50 million will come in one lump 
payment later in the year and will be ear­
marked to help with the specific medical 
needs of people living near the Mexican 
border.

Smith said he hopes to set up a health 
care center on the border to train doctors, 
nurses and pharmacists to handle the 
kinds of problems that develop there.

Tuberculosis and 
diabetes are among 
the ailments that 
are much more 
common among 
the border popula­
tion. Despite the 
hoopla surround­
ing the announce­
ment of the settle­
ment between 
Texas and the to­
bacco companies, there are 
still speed bumps along this 
tobacco road. The agreement is not 
official until U.S. District Judge David 
Folsom gives his approval.

Folsom, who wanted a few days to 
review the papers, said he would issue 
his ruling today after a long holiday 
weekend.

“ I know that after 22 months, you law­
yers are ready for this to be finalized,” 
Folsom said from his Texarkana court­
room.

The $368.5 billion national agreement, 
if approved in Washington, would reim­

burse states for ciga­
rette-related health­
care spending and es­

tablish anti-smoking pro­
grams. In return, the in­

dustry would receive some legal protec­
tions from current and future lawsuits.

The distribution of the settlement 
money also is a problem with the Lone 
Star Slate’s deal, according to some.

Before the agreement was even 
reached, politicians were squabbling over 
how the money should be spent. Rep. Rob 
Junell, D-San Angelo, chairman of the 
House Appropriations Committee, and 
Senate Finance Committee chairman Bill 
Ratliff, R-Mount Pleasant, filed a motion 
to intervene on Thursday.

But when Morales said the first year’s 
$ 1.2 billion payment will go to healthcare 
and anti-smoking programs, some offi­
cials backed off.

Tech eye bank 
combines new 
technology

Texas Tech is on the cutting 
edge of eye care technology.

The purchase of a slit-lamp mi­
croscope and a computer digital 
imaging system by the Great 
Plains Eye Bank makes the clinic 
the only one in the world to use 
the two technologies together to 
enhance its evaluation techniques.
The Great Plains Eye Bank is part 
of the Department of 
Opthamology and Visual Services 
at Tech’s Student Health Services.

Ken Steward, executive direc­
tor of the Great Plains Lions Eye 
Bank, said the technology is not 
new, but the combination of a mi­
croscope of this caliber with a digi­
tal imaging system by an eye bank 
is.

"This-new microscope we have, 
first of all, is top of the line and 
one of the best clinical micro­
scopes that can be purchased in 
clinical or eye bank settings,”
Steward said. “We’re the first eye 
bank in the world to have a slit- 
lamp microscope of this high qual­
ity, combined with a computer 
digital imaging system."

Steward said the new micro­
scope and digital imaging system, 
which cost $21,905, replaces a 25- 
year-old, hand-me-down micro­
scope from the department of oph­
thalmology.

“We use the microscope to 
evaluate the eyes before the cor­
neas are removed from the eye,” 
he said. “It’s also used in the evalu­
ation procedure after the cornea is 
removed from the whole eye in the 
eye bank laboratory.

“Better optics and better view­
ing of the cornea means you are

able to see the five layers of the 
cornea much clearer,” Steward 
said. “This evaluation allows us to 
better determine suitable comeal 
tissue for transplant purchases.”

The computer digital imaging 
system has e-mail capabilities 
which allow technicians to freeze 
a frame on the screen and send it 
to an expert for an opinion. Stew­
ard said, w ithout having to pack­
age the cornea in ice and physi­
cally take it.

Through public awareness. 
Steward said, eye donations are on 
the increase.

“Over all, eye donations to the 
eye bank rose by 45 percent and 
we attributed that to the eye bank’s 
increasing awareness in the pub­
lic and health care professionals,” 
he said.

“We would be more than will­
ing to present educational pro­
grams to student organizations.” 

Dr. James Boop, a cornea and 
external disease specialist in pri­
vate practice, said the idea of a lot 
people suffering from eye diseases 
that could be cured with a cornea 
should spur people to become eye 
donors.

“The split-lamp microscope 
gives you a magnified view of the 
cornea to evaluate the cornea.” 
Boop said. “Normally that will tell 
you 95 percent of what you need 
to know.”

Corneas are not in as short of 
supply as other organs, said Boop, 
who has had to cancel a few trans­
plants because of the unavailabil­
ity of transplants.

“There's a lot more corneas 
donated than other organs. You 
also have the opportunity to donate 
two of them,” Boop said.

“It’s one of those things every­

one must ask themselves."
A dedication ceremony of the 

split-lamp microscope and digital 
imaging system will be at 3 p.m. 
Monday, in Thompson Hall, room 
C-122.

The microscope and digital 
imaging system was purchased 
with several donations: Abel- 
Hanger of Midland, $15,000; 
Pearle Vision Foundation of Dal­
las, $5,000; a retired ophthalmolo­
gist in the Lubbock Lions Club, 
$1,000; and the remaining from 
the Lions and Lions clubs of dis­
trict 2-T2.

UPD officer 
resigns amid 
arson claims

A Texas Tech University Police Department of­
ficer resigned Thursday amid allegations of criminal 
wrongdoings in Lynn and Lubbock counties.

“He has resigned and is no longer employed by 
Texas Tech University,” said Sgt. Dan Hale, Univer­
sity Police Department Public information Officer. 
“It now has become a personnel issue.”

The officer, who began working at the Texas Tech 
University Health Sciences Center during the sum­
mer, is suspected in a car arson case in Lynn County 
and tampering with evidence and making a false re­
port to a police officer in Lubbock County.

An Auto Theft Task Force and UPD officer con­
tacted the former UPD officer Wednesday night af­
ter his car was found burning in Lynn County, ac­
cording to Lubbock Police Department reports. The 
former UPD officer said the dar, his wife’s, had been 
stolen earlier in the afternoon.

The man told LPD officers he did not report the 
theft at the time because he did not realize it had been 
stolen, police reports stated. Officers asked to search 
the man’s other car and garage, but he refused and 
asked the officers to leave, according to police re­
ports. A supervisor was called to the scene, while the 
man and his wife went to their bedroom to talk.

The wife excused herself, saying she needed to 
feed her pets, police reports stated. Officers heard a 
noise in the garage and found the wife with the car 
trunk open with a gasoline can inside.

The former UPD officer agreed to the search, 
which turned up another gasoline can, a wooden 
match, rubber gloves, a flashlight and a gasoline can 
spout, police reports stated.

The South Plains Auto Theft Task Force currently 
is investigating the case, in which no charges have 
been filed. Lubbock District Attorney Bill Sowder 
has referred the case to Lynn County, where the main 
crime occurred.

Lynn County District Attorney Ricky Smith could 
not be reached for comment.

Sowder said he doubted there would be any 
charges filed in Lubbock for the two misdemeanors, 
which may be referred to Lynn County District At­
torney Ricky Smith.

UPD officers must be certified by the state. Hale 
said. Certification includes attending a state-approved 
basic training academy and passing a state-issued 
exam.

“We do require some college hours and check for 
licensing and certification,” Hale said.

Lubbock voters oppose sales tax

Despite a mammoth marketing cam­
paign by Lubbock civic leaders, the eco­
nomic development sales tax failed Sat­
urday by almost two votes to one.

About 63 percent of the nearly 30,000 
voters opposed the tax, which means the 
city’s cash registers still will be ringing 
up sales tax at 7.875 percent for the near 
future.

“The proponents of the sales tax didn’t 
offer anything significant to ‘Bubba,’ the

ordinary citizen,” said Neale Pearson, 
Texas Tech political science professor.

Opponents of the tax appealed to the 
strong anti-tax sentiments that are com­
mon in conservative West Texas voters, 
Pearson said. The tax promised only long- 
range benefits for the community, and to 
justify a tax increase, people want to see

results immediately.
The message being sent was that a new 

sales tax was not the way Lubbock vot­
ers wanted to fund economic develop­
ment, he said.

“They need to bite the bullet and pay 
for it in property taxes, instead of trying 
to hide it in the sales tax,” Pearson said.

Mikel Ward, president of the South 
Plains Area Residents Taxpayers Action 
Network, said most citizens do not trust 
city officials with their money.

Financial incentives are not the way 
to develop the economy, Ward said.

Ranchers take beef with Oprah to court

country. This is a place of majestic 
ranches, pungent feedyards and real-life 
cowboys.

It is here that Oprah Winfrey must 
defend herself against a beef-defamation 
lawsuit filed by local cattlemen.

The talk show host is accused of 
falsely spreading word that American 
beef could cause mad cow disease in 
people in the United States.

Jury selection is set for Tuesday in an 
area that produces 25 percent of the

nation’s grain-fed cattle, in a city where 
the largest private employer is a slaugh­
terhouse and in a courthouse that has a 
mural of cattle above the elevators.

Despite the red meat influences, Ama­
rillo is tom between its support for the 
industry and its love of the celebrity at­
tention.

Word that Winfrey would tape her 
show in Amarillo Thursday and Friday 
while in town for the trial practically 
caused a stampede for tickets.

"There’s push and pull on both sides,” 
said Bobby Lee, co-owner of the Big 
Texan Steak Ranch.

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Institute could ‘put Lubbock on the world map’

When Ronald Kendall speaks 
about the Texas Tech Institute of En­
vironmental and Human Health his 
excitement is obvious. He speaks 
about the institute with the same en­
thusiasm a teenager would speak 
about getting his first car.

Kendall is director of the institute, 
and his enthusiasm is shared by oth­
ers in Lubbock.

“This is what has been lacking in 
Lubbock in the last 50 years,” said

Gary Lawrence, chairman of Market 
Lubbock Inc., which is concerned 
with economic development for Lub­
bock.

“It helps put Lubbock on the world 
map by creating this prestigious in­
stitute,” he said.

The institute will assess toxic 
chemical impacts on the environment 
and on humans.

The institute was formed in 1996 
and is a joint project of Texas Tech 
and the Texas Tech University Health 
Sciences Center. The Tech Board of 
Regents approved the program in

May 1997.
The institute provides 

multidisciplinary graduate education 
in environmental science, toxicology 
and environmental health. The insti­
tute has about 30 students in its gradu­
ate program.

The undergraduate program is be­
ing developed.

Also, the institute provides inves­
tigative research on environmental 
and human health effects due to toxic 
chemical exposures. The research 
conducted can be used in the devel­
opment of environmental legislation,

Kendall said.
The institute may draw other in­

dustries to the Lubbock economy be­
cause of the research being con­
ducted, Lawrence said.

“It will enable Lubbock to attract 
satellite industries that may follow the 
research,” he said.

These industries could benefit 
from the institute’s research and 
would be more likely to locate in the 
area, he said.

Kendall headed a similar institute 
atClemson University in South Caro­
lina before coming to Tech.

The university, in combination 
with the medical school, drew 
Kendall to Tech.

“The opportunity to work through 
a medical school in addition to a com­
prehensive university was almost a 
once-in-a-life-time opportunity,” 
Kendall said.

"To have all of this on one cam­
pus is unbelievable. The resources and 
the talent and the variety of academic 
disciplines and the comprehensive­
ness of the academic programs in 
medicine, engineering, agriculture, 
the basics sciences and the School of

Law is nothing less’than incredible.”
The institute’s future home will be 

at the now-closed Reese Air Force 
Base. Two $2-million grants from the 
Texas Department of Economic De­
velopment are being used to remodel 
part of the base for the institute. Re­
modeling will be completed by the 
fall of 1998.

The institute will be reaching its 
potential by the spring of 1999.

“I feel like our progress to date is 
a tremendous reflection on the Texas 
Tech team and the winning spirit that 
exists here,” Kendall said.

FDA shuts down human cloning plans
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

Food and Drug Administration has a 
warning for the Chicago physicist 
who wants to clone a human: The 
agency will shut down anyone who 
tries without its permission.

Richard Seed’s cloning plans have 
sparked a public outcry and a race by 
Congress and more than a dozen 
states to ban cloning. With the FDA 
filling what critics had called a regu­
latory vacuum, scientists say lawmak­
ers should take more time to ensure 
vaguely worded anti-cloning bills 
don't also ban lifesaving medical re­
search.

"It’s been a public and media as­
sumption that there is nothing on the 
books that would even slow or stop 
Dr. Seed,” said Carl Feldbaurn of the 
Biotechnology Industry Organization, 
which represents biotechnologists in­
volved in cloning research. FDA in­

tervention "cre­
ates at least some 
breathing space.”

FDA investiga­
tors plan to make 
clear to Seed that 
federal regulations 
require that he file 
for FDA approval 
to attempt cloning 
— permission 
highly unlikely.

“ We’re not only able to move, 
we’re prepared to move,” said Dr. 
Michael Friedman, FDA’s acting 
commissioner, noting the agency can 
go to court to stop unauthorized clon­
ing attempts.

“The scientific issues are far from 
clear and... there are some significant 
ethical concerns that have to be dealt 
with," added Friedman, noting that 
the first cloning success — the Scot­

tish sheep Dolly 
— took 277 
tries. For safety 
reasons, "We’re 
more interested 
in the 277 fail­
ures than in the 
success.”

Seed did not 
return a call for 
comment, but 
says he plans to 

clone a person within 18 months. A 
physicist, Seed has no medical degree, 
no laboratory backing and little 
money, so scientists aren’t taking him 
seriously.

But President Clinton urged Con­
gress to ban human cloning, congres­
sional leaders have pledged quick ac­
tion after they return next week, and 
bills are pouring into state legisla­
tures.

Scientists say broadly worded bills 
already pending in Congress would 
ban cloning-related research that 
could one day grow replacement or­
gans, mend spinal-cord injuries and 
better treat infertility. The key, they 
say, is banning only baby-making by 
cloning.

“One man who’s on the fringe has 
drawn a lot of attention in Washing­
ton and state capitals,” said Dr. Ben­
jamin Younger of the American Soci­
ety for Reproductive Medicine. “ If 
they are going to do this, come up 
with legislation that bans cloning but 
protects research.”

After Dolly’s creation last year, 
Clinton proposed a narrow ban: a five- 
year moratorium on creating humans 
through the Dolly method, which in­
volves creating a pregnancy solely by 
replacing an egg cell’s nucleus with 
the nucleus of another cell.

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One killed in M. L. King Day parade
BATON ROUGE. La. (AP) — 

Gunshots were fired Monday into a 
crowd of marchers at a parade honor­
ing the Rev. Martin Luther King Jr., 
killing one person and wounding 
three young children.

Police were searching for at least 
one shooter, who was believed to be 
black, said Cpl. Don Kelly, a police 
spokesman.

The motive was not known but 
race was not believed to be a factor, 
Kelly said.

"The only thing we know at this 
point is that a man in an orange-look­
ing shirt came out of the crowd and

started shooting," police Cpl. Charles 
Armstrong said.

Kelly described the scene imme­
diately after the shooting as "mass 
pandemonium.”

The shooting victims were black.
A 25-year-old man was shot to 

death, police said.
A 6-year-old girl was critically 

wounded with a gunshot wound in the 
back, Kelly said.

An 11-year-old girl was listed in 
serious condition with gunshot 
wounds to the leg and hand, and a 9- 
year-old boy was listed as stable with 
a leg wound.

Republicans unveil 
education agenda

WASHINGTON (AP) — Hop­
ing to wrest the offensive from 
President Clinton for this congres­
sional election year, Senate Re­
publicans are ready to unveil an 
education package that includes 
an initiative to boost reading skills 
and offers tax breaks for parents 
who save for private school tu­
ition.

The multibillion-dollar plan 
will get a starring role in the con­
gressional leadership’s agenda for 
the compact 1998 session, which 
begins next week. With the entire 
House and one-third of the Sen­
ate facing re-election in Novem­
ber, Republicans also plan to fo­
cus on cutting taxes, revamping 
the unpopular Internal Revenue 
Service, fighting illegal drugs and 
an accelerated effort to balance the 
budget this year or next.

When Senate GOP leaders an­
nounce their education proposal at 
a Tuesday news conference, it will 
be one of the rare times they have 
grabbed for the spotlight since 
Congress adjourned in mid-No­
vember. Since then, Clinton has 
dominated with announcements 
that he plans to balance the bud­
get next year, expand access to 
Medicare and child care and other 
initiatives.

Senate Majority Leader Trent 
Lott, R-Miss., tried to turn that to 
his advantage Sunday, saying on 
CNN's “ Late Edition” that he

can't see how to balance the bud­
get this year “with all these pro­
posed increased spending initia­
tives” from Clinton.

GOP leaders hope their educa­
tion proposals will help erase per­
ceptions by voters who often link 
Republicans to their earlier efforts 
to cut school spending and abol­
ish the Education Department. 
Gingrich has said education will 
also be a priority this year in the 
House, where initiatives are likely 
to include education savings ac­
counts and federal aid for private 
school tuition.

The Senate package, described 
by a GOP aide who spoke on con­
dition of anonymity, will focus on 
primary and secondary schools 
and will be called BOOKS — the 
Better Opportunities for Our Kids 
in School bill. It will include $2.6 
billion for a plan by Sen. Paul 
Coverdell, R-Ga., to create tax- 
advantaged savings accounts to 
help parents pay education costs 
including private school tuition. 
Democrats stalled that measure 
last year in the Senate.

Also included will be $200 mil­
lion to better train teachers and 
parents to teach reading, a $75 ' 
million pilot program of vouchers! 
for low-income students and more 
money for disabled students, anti­
drug programs and publicly fi­
nanced charter schools that oper­
ate free of many regulations.

Prison population 
increases 6 percent

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
nation’s prison and jail population 
increased nearly 6 percent last year, 
from an estimated l .6 million to more 
than 1.7 million by June 30, the Jus­
tice Department said Sunday.

That puts one in every 155 U.S. 
residents in jail as of midyear 1997, 
according to a new report by the 
department’s Bureau of Justice Sta­
tistics.

While 
recording Incurable Contact, 
McGuinness was an angry man.

“In general, when I was writing

t h e
album, I was 

pretty pissed off at the 
world,” he said.

The frontman's anger is evident 
on the album. Several of the songs 
reveal his anger and outrage at the 
world, but some of the tracks are on 
a lighter note.

“There are some of the songs on 
the album that are positive," 
McGuinness said. “The songs are 
based on people I’ve known or on my 
own life. Sometimes they’re about 
thinking to much.”

One song is about watching

“Go” is a letter to Newt Gingrich.
“The rest of the album is fairly 

personal," he said.
ICOS rides a line with its music. 

Incurable Contact is a hard album, 
but it is not short on melody.

“With this album, aggression 
meets melody,” McGuinness said.

BEVERLY HILLS, Calif. (AP) — 
‘“Titanic" was named best dramatic 
picture and earned three other awards 
during Sunday’s Golden Globes, a 
presage for the upcoming Academy 
Awards.

“ Does this prove that size mat­
ters?” cracked director James 
Cameron of his movie — the most 
expensive ever made — as he held 
aloft his statuette for best dramatic 
picture.

Cameron, who also earned the best 
directing trophy, almost single- 
handedly piloted the film through 
years of research and $200 million of 
20th Century Fox’s and Paramount’s 
money.

The movie also won awards for 
best original score and song, "My 
Heart Will Go On.”

In television, “Ally McBeal” beat 
out such highly rated shows as 
"Seinfeld" and “ Frasier” for best 
musical or comedy, and its star, 
Calista Flockhart, won the best actress 
trophy.

“As Good As It Gets” proved the 
big winner in the comedy or musical 
film category, winning for best movie 
and earning trophies for stars Jack 
Nicholson and Helen Hunt.

Two veteran performers were hon­
ored as best dramatic actors: Judi 
Dench for her role as Queen Victoria 
in "(Her Majesty) Mrs. Brown,” and 
Peter Fonda for his portrayal of a 
troubled father and beekeeper in 
“Ulee’s Gold.”

Hunt, who won last year's Golden 
Globe as leading actress in a TV mu­
sical or comedy series for “ Mad 
About You,” dedicated her award to 
Brooks: “ You’ve made me a better 
actor forever,” she said.

Hunt also expressed her gratitude 
to co-star Nicholson.

"They say never meet your idols, 
and then you blow that out of the 
water,” she told the Beverly Hilton 
crowd during the nationally televised 
55th Hollywood Foreign Press Asso­
ciation presentations. “ You’re my 
hero as an actor.”

Burl Reynolds, the porrio movie 
producer of “ Boogie Nights,” and 
Kim Basinger, the Veronica Lake 
look-alike call girl of "L A. Confi­
dential.” won best supporting actor 
trophies for a drama, comedy or mu-

in style, like me,” Reynolds said.

Basinger kissed her husband, 
Alec Baldwin, and walked to the 
stage to say wonderingly as she 
looked at her Golden Globe: “So this 
is what these things look like up 
close.”

Best foreign language film went to 
“ My Life in Pink (Ma Vie en Rose.)

"T itanic” had a leading eight 
nominations and lost one to “Good 
Will Hunting," which won for best 
screenplay.

Malt Damon and Ben Affleck, best 
friends since childhood, wrote and 
starred in the coming-of-age tale 
about a genius.

“This is a little overwhelming for 
two guys who never even won a 
raffle,” Affleck said.

The honors front the Hollywood 
Foreign Press Association are consid­
ered a possible indication of winners 
at the Academy Awards on March 23. 
In the last 15 years. 11 films that won 
best motion picture honors at the 
Golden Globes went on to take the 
same prize at the Oscars.

The numbers are about the same 
for the best actor and best actress 
awards.

Unlike the Academy Awards, the 
Golden Globes honor television 
shows and split the movie awards for 
best picture, actor and actress between 
two categories — drama and comedy 
or musical.

The best TV dram atic actor 
awards went to stars of medical 
shows — Christine Lahti of “Chi­
cago Hope” and Anthony Edwards 
of "HR.”

Lahti was in the bathroom when 
her name was announced.

“ I was just flushing the toilet when 
someone said ’you won' and I 
thought, ‘what a terrible joke,”’ she 
said.

Also in the TV category, Michael 
J. Fox won best actor in a musical or 
comedy for his show “ Spin City.”

The trophies for the actors were 
somewhat of a surprise. Fox beat out 
such high-rated comedy stars as Paul 
Reiser and Jerry Seinfeld, who re­
cently announced he would end his 
popular NBC series, “Seinfeld" at the 
end of this season. Flockhart bested 
comic mainstays Helen Hunt and 
Kirstie Alley.

Alfre Woodard won best actress in 
a TV miniseries for "Miss Evers' 
Boys” and Ving Rhames won the best

actor trophy in that category for "Don 
King: Only in America.”

Rhames came to the stage sobbing, 
“ It’s an honor and I’d like a hand of 
applause please for all of the other 
nominees."

In a surprise move, he invited vet­
eran actor Jack Lemmon to come to 
the stage. Rhames handed the trophy 
to Lemmon, saying he deserved it, as 
the audience gave a standing ovation. 
Lemmon was nominated for the same 
award for his role in “ 12 Angry 
Men."

"George Wallace" won the best 
TV m iniseries or made-for-TV 
movie, and one of its stars, Angelina 
Jolie, won for best supporting actress 
in that category. George C. Scott, who 
didn’t attend the ceremonies, won the 
best supporting actor trophy for “ 12 
Angry Men.”

One award was announced before 
the ceremony: Shirley MacLaine was 
honored with the Cecil B. DeMille 
Award for “outstanding contribution 
to the entertainment field.” Forty- 
three years ago. she won her first of 
four Golden Globes as "new star of 
the year.”

For the third straight year, NBC 
devoted three hours of prime time to 
the Golden Globes. The 1996 show 
ended a 14-year drought for major 
network exposure caused by accusa­
tions of corrupt voting practices by 
the Foreign Press Association. The 
association worked hard to regain re­
spectability and lure network atten­
tion once again.

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Thompson, Lady Raiders double-up Colorado

For the second consecutive game, 
the Texas Tech Lady Raiders were in 
a rather selfish mood.

Selfish in that the Lady Raiders not 
only defeated the Colorado Buffaloes 
80-40 on Saturday, but they caused 
29 turnovers for the second time in 
three days.

"This was clearly one of our most 
complete efforts as a team this year," 
said Tech coach Marsha Sharp of the 
decisive Lady Raider win over the 
Buffaloes.

“We came ready to play, and our 
starters set the tone early w ith defense 
that turned into offense."

The game was knotted at 13 early 
in the first half before Tech went on a 
32-7 run to take a commanding 45- 
20 lead at halftime.

The Lady Raider defense held the 
Buffaloes without a point for the fi­
nal 6:30 of the half.

Senior forward Alicia Thompson 
scored 20 of her game-high 28 points 
in the first half.

"Our guards did a good job in get­
ting me the ball." Thompson said. 
"They just found me in the open 
spots."

She now has scored in double-dig­
its in 52 consecutive games and is 
second only to former Lady Raider 
Carolyn Thompson’s 66-game streak

from 1980-1983
Thompson's 20-point effort in the 

first half marked the second time in 
her career that she has scored as many 
points as the opposing team at the 
half.

Thompson also grabbed 1 I re­
bounds giving her a double-double for 
the sixth time this season.

She now has 37 career double­
doubles.

Tech guard Julie Lake enjoyed her 
most productive offensive outing of 
the season by adding 16 points and 
four assists in 25 minutes of play.

"It was really exciting to get the 
win at home," Lake said of the vic­
tory. “The fans have really been 
great."

Tech outscored Colorado 35-20 in 
the second half and held the Colorado 
offense to 26 percent shooting for the 
half on an 8-of-30 shooting perfor­
mance.

The Lady Raider defense once 
again was anchored by feisty guard 
Katrisa O’Neal, who tallied a career- 
high seven steals coming off the 
bench.

The freshman from Plainview's 
previous career-high was five during 
a game earlier this year against South­
ern Methodist.

"Our strength is our defense," 
Sharp said.

The Lady Raiders have forced 58 
turnovers and have recorded 32 steals 
in the last two games alone.

"Our quickness and up-tempo 
game plan have really been a good 
combination," Sharp said.

The defense held Colorado to 27 
percent shooting for the game on 15- 
of-54 from the field.

Conversely, the Lady Raiders shot 
just under 48 percent from the floor 
for the game, while hitting on 32 of 
their 67 shots.

The Colorado offense failed to 
produce a double-digit scorer and 
could only amass 20 points of offense 
in each half.

“In general, the inside scoring of 
(Alicia) Thompson was difficult to 
stop," said Colorado coach Ceal Barry 
after the loss. “There is no question 
that Texas Tech is the best team in the

Big 12."
The Lady Raiders have won five 

in a row and will next face the Iowa 
State Cyclones at 7 p.m. today in 
Ames, Iowa.

Iowa State has compiled a 15-2 
overall record while remaining a 4-0 
undefeated in conference play after 
defeating Texas A&M 68-52 on Sat­
urday.

Tech defeated the Cyclones 64-58 
last season in Lubbock.

The Lady Raiders have upped their 
record to 12-2 overall and 4-0 in the 
Big 12 with the victory.

The latest Associated Press Poll 
has the Lady Raider squad positioned 
in the No. 5 slot.

“This will be one of our biggest 
challenges in the Big 12," Sharp said 
of the game.

“They (Iowa State) are a good 
team and have great fan support. It'll 
be a great game on Tuesday."

Celtics’ Big Three back together for a day
BOSTON (AP) — It was a flash­

back to a different, more stable era: 
Larry Bird, Kevin McHale and Rob­
ert Parish together again on the par­
quet court.

The Big Three stood side-by-side 
as a symbol of what the NBA and the 
Boston Celtics once were — a league 
that gave fans more time to develop 
loyalties, a team that used to domi­
nate.

They were teammates for 12 sea­
sons, champions together for three. 
Now rookies can become free agents 
after only three years. And the Celtics, 
rebuilding under Rick Pitino, haven't 
won a title since 1986.

Sunday, the Big Three, perhaps the 
greatest frontline in NBA history, 
were reunited. But Bird and Parish 
weren’t working their precision pick- 
and-roll, and McHale wasn’t making 
his unstoppable inside moves.

They were there for the retirement 
of Parish’s No. (K).

"Everybody goes their separate 
ways," Bird said after a 103-96 win 
in his first game in Boston with an­
other team.

Bird is 41 now and coach of the 
Indiana Pacers. McHale is 40 and vice 
president of basketball operations for 
the Minnesota Timberwolves. Parish 
is 44 and willing to leave the Boston

area to become an NBA head coach.
Parish's number was retired at a 

halftime ceremony, sharing a banner 
with four other numbers, including 
Bird's 33 and McHale’s 32.

McHale gave Parish a framed 
Celtics 00 jersey and wrote on it. 
“Thanks for all the great memories. 
Wish we could do it again."

It’s unlikely any trio will stay to­
gether for as long as the Big Three 
did. Antoine Walker, like Bird a do­
it-all forward and the Celtics best 
player, cart (dive alter next Season. I le 
also likes to take over games down 
the stretch but is far from Bird’s class.

He missed three shots and a free

throw in the last two minutes Sunday 
as Indiana ended the game w ith a 10- 
3 run.

Boston's best plays were on the 
scoreboard screen — highlights of 
Bird diving on the floor, hitting acro­
batic shots and making a blind pass 
with his hack to McHale for an easy 
layup.

Sunday, Bird couldn't do any of 
that.

The Celtics could have used him 
Monday, too, when they lost 98-82 in 
New York.

They are 17-21. more losses than 
in five of the first six seasons the Big 
Three were together.

Blue Devils, North Carolina swap spots in poll
(AP) — Duke moved back to No. 

I in the AP college basketball poll 
Monday, reclaiming the top spot from 
the team that humped it out six weeks 
ago.

The Blue Devils (16-1) had been 
No. 1 for two weeks before losing at 
Michigan. North Carolina (18-1) 
jumped over them that week and held 
the top ranking until this week, fol­
lowing the Tar Heels’ first loss, at 
Maryland last Wednesday.

In addition to the change at the top, 
there were some other big moves in 
the new poll: Stanford moved from 
seventh to fifth, the highest ranking 
in school history; Princeton jumped 
from 12th to 11 th, the Tigers’ highest 
ranking in more than 30 years; and 
Cincinnati moved into the Top 25 for 
the first time this season as the 
Bearcats continue to win despite nu­
merous off-court distractions.

Duke received 50 first-place votes

and 1.729 points from the national 
media panel, easily outdistancing the 
Tar Heels, who received 14 No. I 
votes and 1,672 points.

Kansas (21-2) and Utah (15-0) 
held third and fourth, respectively, 
with the Jayhawks getting three first- 
place votes and the Utes two.

Stanford (16-0), along with Utah 
the only unbeaten teams remaining, 
got one first-place vote in the move 
from seventh to fifth following an

impressive 93-80 victory over UCLA.
The Cardinal had been ranked sev­

enth one other time in their history.
Arizona and Kentucky both 

dropped one place to sixth and sev­
enth. and were followed in the Top 
Ten by Connecticut, UCLA and Iowa.

Princeton led the Second Ten, and 
was followed by Purdue. Mississippi, 
South Carolina, Syracuse. Michigan, 
New Mexico. Arkansas, Xavier and 
Florida State.

1997 Broncos attempt to match feat of 1980 Oakland Raiders
SAN DIEGO (AP) — Even when 

they clearly were the AFC's best 
team, the Denver Broncos couldn't 
win a Super Bowl.

So maybe the wild-card approach 
is the way to go.

Not that the wild-card route has 
been particularly kind to NFL teams. 
Only five have made it to the Super 
Bowl, mainly because it has required

playing an extra game since the 
league went to the current format in 
1990, and two of those games are on 
the road.

So can these Broncos match the 
1980 Oakland Raiders as the only 
wild card to capture the NFL title? 
They’re certainly not looking to the 
past for the answer, because their his­
tory at the Super Bowl (0-4) is even

worse than that of the w ild cards ( I-
3).

“ What we've done the last two 
games should indicate what type of 
team we have," said safety Tyrone 
Braxton, a member of the last Den­
ver team to get this far. That 1989 club 
was annihilated 55-10 by San Fran­
cisco. "Our road here, going into 
Kansas City and Pittsburgh and w in­

ning — those are two very tough 
places to win — makes us better 
suited to win this game."

Perhaps. But the Broncos face as 
formidable an opponent as any of the 
previous wild cards did. Green Bay 
not only wants to be the second team 
to w in consecutive Super Bow Is. this 
group might be stronger than the one 
that beat New England.

An Issue of Choice
The lawyer who won Roe v. Wade discusses why 
the fight to keep abortion legal remains important

Thursday marks the 25th anniversary o f what many people 
deem the most controversial and history-making Supreme Court
decision of all— Roe v. Wade, the ruling that led to the legalization of 
abortion in Texas and across America.

Sarah Weddington. the lawyer who at 26 years of age and only 
five years out of the University of Texas law school had only worked 
on divorces and w ills, took on the giant that soon w ould become Roe 
v. Wcule.

January 29, seven days after the 25th anniversary. Weddington 
will share w ith the Texas Tech campus her story and the reasons w hy 
she continues the battle to keep the decision standing.

“So far. I have never been able to say, 'Roe is safe. Now I can 
move on to other concerns,” ’ Weddington said to the Denver Rost's 
Empire Magazine. “ I’ve certainly had picketing. I’ve certainly had 
angry words. I have never felt that anything that has happened to me 
has been as frightening as it has been for doctors."

Weddington's lecture will begin at 8 p.m. in the University 
Center Allen Theatre. Admission is free. The lecture is cosponsored 
by UC Programs and Planned Parenthood of Lubbock.

“We want to provide an opportunity for Tech students to come 
face to face w ith someone who has changed history." said UC 
Programs President Jeff Blackwell.

A panel discussion addressing the pro-life and anti-abortion 
stances w ill occur Jan. 22 in the UC. Admission to the discussion is 
free.

Weddington also will appear at a luncheon benefiting Planned 
Parenthood of Lubbock from 11:30 a.m. to 1:3() p.m. in the M clnturf 
Center. Plates cost $25 each and can be reserved by calling 795- 
7123.

W eddington's Tech appearance w ill mark the start of the 1998 
UC Programs W omen's Issues Series. For more information about 
W eddington’s evening lecture or the W omen’s Issues Series, call the 
UC Programs office at 742-3621.

Author examines lives of
Many speakers write about the problems of our society hoping 

that some good will come of it. Jonathan Kozol not only lives the 
experience and writes about it. but he also works on active solutions to 
some of these problems.

In 1967, while America was exploring the issues of civil rights, a 
Kozol was fired from his first teaching job  in the black section of Bos­
ton for reading a Langston Hughes poem to his 4th grade students.

He described his first year as a teacher in his first book. Death At 
An Early Ape. After being fired from that first job, Kozol did a short 
teaching stint at a suburban school. The shock o f going from one of 
the country's poorest public schools to one o f its richest never left 
him. He taught at South Boston High during the city’s desegregation 
crisis. Working with Black and Hispanic parents, he helped set up a 
storefront learning center that became a model for many others through­
out the country.

In 1980. the Cleveland Public library asked Kozol to design a 
literacy plan for the nation’s large cities. His plan became the model 
for a major effort sparked by the State Library o f California. Illiterate 
America, the book that followed, was the center of a campaigning to 
spur state, federal and private action on adult literacy.

Kozol spent one evening near Christmas in 1985 at a homeless 
shelter in New York talking through the night with the mothers and

nation's poorest children
children who befriended him. This experience led him to remain there 
for much of the w inter. The book, Rachel and Her Children: Homeless 
Families in America, was the result of this experience and describes 
the day-to-day struggle of some of the poorest people in America. 
Homeless advocacy groups (with Kozol’s blessing) presented this book 
to state governors pressing for action and Kozol founded The Fund for 
the Homeless, a non-profit organization which provides homeless fami­
lies with emergency assistance.

In 1989. Mr. Kozol revisited Am erica's schools. He went to rich 
and poor schools in over 30 communities and the impact of this expe­
rience led him to write Savage Inequalities: Children in Am erica’s 
Schools.

In 1993 Kozol returned to one o f the most racially isolated and 
impoverished neighborhoods o f the United States - the South Bronx 
o f New York. Two years o f conversations with the children, priests 
and parents w ho befriended him led to the writing of Amazing Grace: 
The Lives o f  Children and the Conscience o f  a Nation. This book 
explores the meditations and reflections of some very young black 
and Hispanic children who. although they live in one o f the most vio­
lent. diseased communities in the developed world, retain a strong spirit.

Kozol will speak on his experiences January 27 at 8 p.m. in the 
UC Allen Theatre.
