Even though the Texas Tech Univer­
sity Health Sciences Center has not de­
cided whether to terminate Earl Ritzi for 
reported unprofessional conduct, he still 
receives a paycheck while on adminis­
trative leave.

Earl Ritzi, associate professor of mi­
crobiology and immunology at TTUHSC, 
was indicted for criminal mischief June 
18 for “intentionally and knowingly de­
stroying tangible property” by spilling a 
low-level toxic stain on carpet at the

TTUHSC, according 
to police reports.

After a $1.500 
bond was posted, 
Ritzi was placed on 
paid leave, where he 

Ritzi has remained since 
the incident six months ago.

Roy Carper, Lubbock assistant district 
attorney, said a trial for Ritzi is not on 
any court docket, meaning the trial will 
not be in the near future.

If found guilty of criminal mischief, 
Ritzi could face 180 days in a state jail, 
as well as automatic probation.

leave, despite charges
Joanna Harkey, TTUHSC associate 

general counsel, said there has been no 
change in Ritzi’s status as a faculty mem­
ber.

The situation is an internal adminis­
tration proceeding, Harkey said.

John Walls, associate director of News 
and Publications at the TTUHSC. said 
with the case still ongoing, no comments 
about Ritzi's situation can be made that 
would lead to a hypothetical conclusion.

Travis Ware, attorney for Ritzi, would 
not comment on the situation.

“The university and us are trying to 
be thorough and fair,“ Ware said.

“I wquld like to comment, but it would 
not be proper.”

Both Walls and Harkey said the dis­
trict attorney’s investigation is separate 
from the TTUHSC administration’s con­
sideration of Ritzi’s status as professor.

“These are separate procedures,” 
Harkey said.

"But I ’m not saying they would or 
would not interrelate.”

Walls and Harkey said they could not 
comment on the chemical spilled at the 
TTUHSC.

Harkey said the administration is fol­
lowing the Board of Regents Operating

Policy for the TTUHSC concerning fac­
ulty.

Board Policy 6.04 states that before 
any faculty is dismissed they do go 
through due process.

Causes for dismissal are professional 
incompetence, neglect of professional 
responsibilities, behavior adversely af­
fecting the duties and responsibilities of 
the school and mental or physical dis­
ablement of continuing nature, affecting 
performance or unprofessional conduct.

Harkey said a decision about Ritzi’s 
status may he made in a couple of 
months.

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Clinton denies former intern’s charges
WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­

dent Clinton sought to calm the 
firestorm over his alleged affair with 
a White House intern Thursday as his 
friend Vernon Jordan acknowledged 
that he tried to get the young woman 
a job when she left Washington — and 
took her to sec a lawyer after she came 
under scrutiny.

Monica Lewinsky remained out of 
sight as she prepared for a deposition 
Friday in the Paula Jones sexual ha­
rassment case.

Clinton firmly denied all accusa­
tions.

With Yassar Arafat at his side in a 
surreal moment of White House di­
plomacy, he made his firmest de­
nial yet to Lewinksy’s claims that she 
had an affair with Clinton and that he 
and Jordan asked her to deny it to 
Jones’ attorneys.

“The allegations are false, and I 
would never ask anybody to do any-

thing other than 
tell the truth,” 
Clinton said. 
Lewinsky herself 
has denied the 
claims she made 

Clinton in tape-recorded 
conversations with her friend Linda 
Tripp.

Jordan added to the denials at a 
press conference Thursday afternoon 
in remarks the White House hoped 
would dampen political speculation 
in Washington.

“ I want to say to you absolutely 
and unequivocally that Lewinsky told 
me in no uncertain terms that she did 
not have a sexual relationship with the 
president." Jordan told reporters.

He would not answer any ques­
tions.

The denials came as details 
emerged about Lewinsky’s entries to 
the White House and gifts she got

from the president.
FBI agents working for 

Whitewater prosecutor Kenneth Starr 
were contacting other interns, includ­
ing some who apparently still work 
at the White House, according to of­
ficials.

Starr promised to move swiftly to 
sort through explosive allegations that 
were the talk of the nation. Starr, a 
Republican tapped to pursue 
Whitewater issues, rejected sugges­
tions he might be out to “ get” 
Clinton.

“Our job is to gather facts and to 
evaluate those facts and to get at the 
truth.” he said.

He said the investigation would be 
pursued “consistent with the pre­
sumption of innocence."

Clinton sought to avoid any defen­
siveness as he faced questions about 
the Lewinsky matter during a photo 
session with Palestinian leader Arafat.

"We will give you as many an­
swers as we can, as soon as we can, 
at the appropriate time ... and that’s 
not a dodge.”

Clinton met earlier Thursday with 
his legal advisers about how to com­
ply with subpoenas demanding docu­
ments related to the matter.

Investigators refused to comment 
publicly on what they know, but de­
tails trickled out from unidentified 
sources.

The new revelations centered on:
—Gifts. In a sworn deposition on 

the Jones case last weekend. Clinton 
denied a sexual relationship with the 
woman hut acknowledged providing 
her some gifts, including a dress, of­
ficials told The Associated Press.

—W hite House visits. While 
House records show several visits by 
Lewinsky to the Oval Office after she 
had transferred to a job at the Penta­
gon last year.

Plaintiff’s son takes stand in Oprah case
AMARILLO (AP) — Although 

there's never been a case of mad cow 
disease reported in this country, the 
risk cannot he considered nonexist­
ent, the son of a man suing Oprah 
Winfrey testified Thursday.

Under questioning by Winfrey at­
torney Charles Babcock. Mike Engler 
said that as a scientist with a doctor­
ate in biochemistry, he couldn’t rule 
out the possibility that U.S. beef could 
become tainted.

“It’s very difficult to say ’norisk.”' 
said Engler. senior vice president of 
Cactus Feeders Ine.

“I think that’s a scientific state­
ment of fact. But it's very close to no 
risk.”

His father. Paul Engler, owns Cac-

tus Feeders and 
is among the 
c a t t l e m e n  
claiming they 
lost $10.3 mil­
lion because 
cattle prices 
dropped after 
Winfrey's April 
16. 1996. pro­
gram about 
food safety.

The cattle­
men arc suing 
Winfrey under 
a 1995 Texas law that holds people 
liable for false and disparaging state­
ments about perishable food products.

In addition to actual damages, they

are seeking un­
specified puni­
tive damages.

Food safety 
activist Howard 
Lyman's warn­
ings about beef 
s a f e t y  
p r o m p t e d  
Winfrey to 
swear off ham­
burgers on the 
air that day.

The already 
weak cattle 

market tumbled afterward, though the 
defense blames other factors for the 
price drop.

Lyman, a co-defendant, said the

U.S. practice of feeding processed 
livestock back to cattle mirrored the 
custom in England.

Scientists believe the disease 
spread as a result.

The U.S. beef industry voluntar­
ily banned the feeding practice in the 
days before the show.

The government officially forbade 
the process last August.

Engler said that before the volun­
tary ban in 1996, Cactus Feeders fed 
processed cattle to cattle at three of 
its five feedlots.

Senate hears plans 
for Tech ree center

Texas Tech’s student senators pre­
pared to vote Thursday on a bill to 
put a referendum on the March 4 Stu­
dent Government Association elec­
tion ballot proposing renovations to 
the Student Recreation Center.

If the student senators pass the bill 
by at least two-thirds of the vote next 
Thursday, students will be able to vote 
on whether they support the creation 
of a $25 per semester recreation fee 
to fund construction costs.

Joe MacLean, director of recre­
ational sports, addressed the senators 
Nov. 20 about proposed renovations 
for the rec center.

Some of the renovations would 
include increased space for cardiovas­
cular and free weight equipment, the 
addition of an elevated jogging/walk- 
ing track, the relocation of the out­
door shop and the improvement and 
update of all aerobic rooms.

The idea for updating the rec cen­
ter arose in 1996 because of student 
complaints and suggestions.

“The arena (United Spirit Arena) 
put the rec center expansion idea on 
the back burner,” said Russell 
Thomasson, SGA president and se­
nior accounting major from Lubbock.

“It’s time now to address that 
idea.”

Thomasson hoped, if the referen­
dum passed, that construction would 
begin as soon as possible. It should 
last about two years.

Also, if the 
proposed refer­
endum is
passed, the rec­
reation fee
would not be 
collected until

the fall 2000.
“We are pushing for the fee not to 

be in place until the year 2000 so stu­
dents who won’t be at Tech then will 
not have to pay for something they 
w on’t even be able to see,” 
Thomasson said.

“Students who are freshman and 
sophomores now will be able to ben­
efit from the rec center renovations.”

The budget of the renovations is 
about $10 million and an estimated 
20-year bond will cancel the recre­
ation fee after about 20 years, said 
Thomasson.

“I don’t want to project if the ref­
erendum will pass," he said. “Wc just 
want to lay the framework and pro­
vide the students with enough infor­
mation to make an educated decision. 
That is our job.”

Blythe Clayton, SGAextenfal vice 
president, said the Rec Center reno­
vations would be worth the fee.

“Complaints from students about 
the condition of the rec center have 
increased over the years and so has 
the fitness trend,” Clayton said.

“I think that a wide variety of stu­
dents will use the renovated rec cen­
ter enough to warrant it a top-notch 
facility on campus. It’s hard to pre­
dict how they will react to the fee.”

John Paul hits home 
on abortion, schools

SANTA CLARA, Cuba (AP) — 
On his first full day in “this beloved 
country,” Pope John Paul II went 
straight to the hearts and home life of 
the Cuban people, despairing over the 
island's easy access to abortion and 
scolding the Castro government for 
closing the doors 
to Catholic edu­
cation.

When it
comes to
schools, “parents 
... should he able 
to choose,” the 
pope declared, to 
applause from 
tens of thousands 
assembled for Mass in the dust and 
sweltering heat of an athletic field in 
this provincial city.

The demand for Catholic educa­
tion also was believed high on John 
Paul’s agenda for the most important 
official encounter of his five-day visit 
— a meeting later Thursday with 
President Fidel Castro.

And in this unprecedentedly open,

high-profile criticism of the 39-year- 
old revolution, he has found help from 
a surprising quarter — the system it­
self.

The Communist Party newspaper, 
Granma, published Wednesday’s pa­
pal arrival speech, including its call 

for “a climate of 
freedom ” in 
Cuba.

What the curi­
ous saw Thurs­
day was an out­
pouring of deep 
emotion and af­
fection for the 
77-ycar-old pon­
tiff after he flew 

in for a half-day in this heartland city.
“Wc feel it! We feel it! The pope 

is here among us!” the crowd chanted 
as the “popemobile,” a white pickup 
truck topped by a bulletproof-glass 
compartment, wended its way toward 
the open-air altar.

At one point, a chorus sang a song 
of welcome to the “ messenger of 
truth and hope.”

Although Abbas does not have 
a birth certificate, his birth date has 
been confirmed by the State Reg­
istration Department as Sept. 26, 
1857.

The couple have four 
children, 23 grandchildren and 73 
great-grandchildren.

Sometimes it seems anything and 
everything can give you cancer.

And in actuality, some things re­
ally do.

A lecture sponsored by Texas 
Tech’s Institute of Environmental and 
Human Health Thursday examined 
cancer risks associated with chemi­
cal exposure, specifically methyl 
chloride and ethyl chloride.

The lecturer, James Bus, Dow 
Chemical Co.’s technical director of 
the health and environmental research 
laboratory, said when he speaks in a 
university setting, his job is to edu­
cate.

“I think it's helpful to have indus­
try people come' in from time-to-

tirne,’’ he said. “It helps to bring per­
spective to the students, as well as the 
research scientists at the university.”

Universities like Tech have much 
to offer indus­
tries, Bus said, 
because of the 
level of research 
they achieve.

“What we 
find these days is 
it’s too complex 
— we can’t hire 
a scientist for ev­
ery problem that 
arises,” Bus said.
“The university 
e n v ir o n m e n t
adds a level of credibility to the sci­
ence.”

Bus believes technology will allow

society to use chemicals in a manner 
safe to the environment.

“ I believe the evidence is 
uncontrovertible that our environment 

is improving," he 
said. “Society 
can have the ben­
efits of chemi­
cals, but at the 
same time, not 
suffer the envi­
ronmental conse­
quences of abus­
ing it by putting 
chemicals out.” 

The lecture il- 
lustrated how 
science can be

used to make reasonable decisions.
“It shows you how to use science 

to help you make reasonable deci­

sions about the health effects of 
chemicals,” Bus said. "I find the pic­
ture very encouraging — I think the 
environment will continue to im­
prove.”

Ronald Kendall, director of the 
Institute of Environmental and Hu­
man Health, said Bus’ visit shows that 
he is investing in a future partnership.

“To bring in a corporate scientist 
providing leadership in the area of 
environmental and human health is­
sues is extremely valuable to the stu­
dents as well as the faculty,” Kendall 
said. “The word’s out about (Tech’s) 
unfolding efforts in research expan­
sion in trying to understand the im­
pact of chemicals on human health."

Kendall said the institute will 
sponsor several more lectures similar 
to this one.

Settlement’s future up to Legislature
AUSTIN (AP) — In a bow to 

Texas lawmakers. Attorney General 
Dan Morales on Thursday said he’s 
making minor changes to the state’s 
$15.3 billion tobacco settlement to 
allow all of the funds to flow through 
the Texas Legislature.

Lawmakers — particularly the 
chairmen of the House and Senate 
budget-writing committees — are 
upset that Morales had earmarked the 
first year’s payment of $ 1.2 billion for 
several health-care initiatives.

Under the Texas Constitution, law­
makers have the authority to decide 
how to spend state funds.

Morales said the money now will 
go through the Legislature, but he 
expects lawmakers to “rubber stamp”

the first year’s spending as laid out in 
the court agreement.

“Rubber stamp was his words,” 
asked Sen. Bill Ratliff, chairman of 
the Senate Finance Committee. "I 
take pretty strong exception to the 
words ‘rubber stamp’.”

Ratliff, R-Mount Pleasant, said he 
and House Appropriations Chairman 
Rob Junell, D-San Angelo, still will 
ask the Texas Supreme Court to block 
parts of the settlement dealing with 
state spending if the Legislature’s 
authority to spend the funds is 
usurped in any way.

The settlement, announced last 
Friday, is the largest recorded against 
the tobacco industry, which has de­
nied all wrongdoing as part of the

agreement.
The deal remains pending before 

U.S. District Judge David Folsom.
Before the agreement was even an­

nounced, Ratliff and Junell asked to 
intervene in to prevent the Legislature 
from losing its power over state 
spending.

Ratliff would not say Thursday 
whether tunneling the funds through 
the Legislature would satisfy his con­
cerns.

“ It depends on how many strings 
are attached,” Ratliff said.

“ We are in communications (with 
Morales’ office). I’m not going to 
negotiate those terms in the press,” 
he said.

Ratliff and Junell later sent Mo-

rales a letter pledging to put into the 
proposed budgets for 1999 and 2000 
most of the initiatives in the settle­
ment.

“We will use our best efforts to 
secure enactment of these appropria­
tions,” Junell and Ratliff wrote.

Morales’ office did not immedi­
ately return a telephone call for com­
ment on the letter. Morales earlier had 
said he believed the legislative offi­
cials agreed with all of the initiatives 
in the settlement.

Morales announced that the money 
would flow through the Legislature 
-  rather than directly to the health 
programs -  while outlining the settle­
ment before the Senate Health and 
Human Services Committee.
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Sharp proposes new scholarship program

Within five years, every Texas col­
lege student with a 2.8 or higher GPA 
could be on full scholarship if they 
graduated from a high school in the 
state.

State Comptroller John Sharp, who 
is running for lieutenant governor as 
a Democrat, proposed the Lone Star 
Scholarship Wednesday to do just 
that.

Any Texas high school graduate 
who can get into college and main­

tain a 2.8 GPA would qualify for full 
payment of tuition, mandatory fees 
and books under the program if they 
maintained a full 15-hour courseload.

Students who attended private 
schools only would be eligible for the 
average cost of tuition at a public uni­
versity.

Documents from Sharp’s office 
state that more than half of all new 
jobs require some college training. 
The purpose of the program is to help 
Texans compete in the world 
economy.

Kelly Fero, spokesman for Sharp’s

campaign, said the program would en­
courage the brightest students to stay 
in Texas for their education.

It also would help middle-class 
families who make too much to 
qualify for federal grants, but still can 
not afford the cost of tuition.

Students who qualified for Pell 
Grants or other federal aid would re­
ceive only the balance of their tuition, 
fees and books, Fero said.

Students with academic or athletic 
scholarships, however, still would re­
ceive the full amount of their Lone 
Star Scholar award, which they could

use for room and board or other ex­
penses.

Once fully integrated, Fero said the 
program will cost about $485 million 
per year.

Of the 176,000 students who 
graduated from Texas high schools 
this year, 100,000 plan to attend Texas 
colleges, he said.

Half are expected to drop out after 
the first year.

Details of the program would have 
to be worked out by the Texas Legis­
lature, but the scholarship could be 
•available for college freshmen in fall

1999.
A similar program in Georgia, the 

HOPE Scholarship, has been effec­
tive according to university officials 
at the University of Georgia.

Nan Long, a financial aid counse­
lor at the University of Georgia, said 
the program has been successful in 
encouraging students to stay in col­
lege and providing opportunities for 
more students.

The HOPE Scholarship program 
requires a 3.0 GPA and pays for tu­
ition and fees, with a $100 allowance 
for books.

C h i l d r e n  s h o u l d  b e  t o l d  

a b o u t  c a n c e r  i n  p a r e n t s
WACO (AP)— Over the years, 

the Waco counselor has helped 
children deal with their fears of 
possibly losing a parent who’s se­
riously ill.

In 1986, the Rev. Dr. Hal Ritter, 
now 49, found himself on the other 
side of the table when he and his 
wife, Michaela, had to explain to 
their own children, then ages 6 and 
9, about his cancer.

“ When we 
found out that 
I had cancer 
and had to 
have surgery, 
we brought the 
children in 
p r e t t y  
quickly,” said 
Ritter, a li­
censed profes­
sional counse­
lor and thera­
pist who is ad- 
ministrator of
Hillcrest Samaritan Counseling 
Center. “At their ages, they had 
heard the word cancer but they 
didn’t know what it meant.”

The couple followed the advice 
Ritter gives other parents who face 
telling children about a serious ill­
ness or death — honesty is the best 
policy.

"One of the really important 
things when working with children, 
you never lie to them,” he said. 
“There is a tendency sometimes to 
shield them from the truth. I’m not 
saying we need to tell them more 
than they need to know, though.”

Ritter said telling children about 
a parent who has a life-threatening 
disease or illness is a lot like edu­
cating them about sex.

"Be forthright, answer ques­
tions. give them basic information, 
answer questions (with language 
they understand),” he said. “As 
they get older, they’ll come back 
with more questions. Let them 
know that any question they want 
to ask is OK.”

Even though Ritter recovered 
from the cancer, he said he and 
Michaela planned to prepare their

______________  children for
the worst, if 
necessary.

“ We told 
them that 
some people 
don’t recover 
from it," he 
said. “ If it had 
gotten to that 
with me, we 
were going to 
again be up- 
front with it.” 

Keeping the 
truth from a child can be a fright­
ening thing, said Judy Seeber, pro­
fessional counselor and a 
children’s minister at First Baptist 
Church of Woodway. "You may 
understand the medical procedure, 
but in their mind, they might make 
it worse than it really is.”

Parents with serious or termi­
nal illnesses need to let children 
know exactly what to expect, she 
said.

"Try to prepare the child ahead 
of time for anything he or she is 
going to experience or what they 
might see, and what treatment (the 
parent) is going to go through,” 
she said. “ Try to prepare for 
what’s going to happen before it 
happens."

‘Free Willy’ whale may 
he headed back to sea

NEWPORT, Ore. (AP) — The 
stage is being set for Keiko, the whale 
movie star of “Free Willy,” to be re­
leased to the open sea.

That romantic notion — borne of 
the big screen — was the intent all 
along when schoolchildren helped 
raise money to move the ailing killer 
whale from a cramped Mexico City 
aquarium to a spacious pool here.

Unlike the youngsters in the 
movie, however, the children of this 
coastal resort town don’t want to see 
him go.

“He won’t be able to survive out 
there,” 10-year-old Ian Hoffman said 
Thursday as Keiko swam gracefully 
past the underwater viewing window 
at the Oregon Coast Aquarium.

“This is where he should stay.”
Two years ago, children and par­

ents lined the streets from the airport

to the aquarium in the rain to give a 
joyous welcome to Keiko.

Since then, attendance at the 
aquarium has skyrocketed and chil­
dren here have come to think of Keiko 
as one of their own rather than just a 
temporary neighbor.

The Free Willy Keiko Foundation, 
the group that owns the whale and 
raised $7 million to have him moved, 
has been locked in a battle with the 
aquarium over whether Keiko is 
healthy enough to be released.

A panel of veterinarians appointed 
by the U.S. Department of Agricul­
ture is soon expected to give Keiko a 
clean bill of health, clearing the way 
for him to move into a ocean pen in 
the North Atlantic within a year.

The next step would be his release 
in the same area near Iceland where 
he was captured.

1 think it’s great because this is like the only place in 
Lubbock that will do that besides Stubb’s.”

Sowsh said one of his idols is Eric Bachman, the lead 
singer for Archers of Loaf. He said he likes Bachman's 
music, but friends say Sowsh has his own unique style.

"The funniest act that I’ve ever seen is Tom Foolery." 
said Garland Peterson, lead singer for the West Texas 
Medicine Show. “He's a hoot. He's about as eclectic as 
you can get. He's got his own style that I’ve never heard. 
I just get a kick out of watching him because he's so dif­
ferent from everyone else.”

Sowsh said his lyrics are written from firsthand expe­
rience and are mostly about being dumped.

“I have a song I wrote for Claire Danes.” Sow sh said.

Sowsh, a regular at Kyle’s, is from Dayton, Ohio. He 
usually plays and sings solo on his stops in Lubbock, but 
he has a band back home named Tom Foolery and The 
Mistakes. He and his band members play Scrabble be­
fore every concert and whoever w ins gets to be Tom Fool­

ery for the night. The rest of the band gets to be "the mis­
takes.”

Sowsh said he has won twice, but they only have had 
five shows so far. When he plays alone, he goes by Tom 
Foolery.

At 19 years old. Sowsh said he does not drink.
“Every once in a while I drink a Coke,” Sowsh said 

dryly. "1 just had a grape soda, and I'm gonna have a big 
cup of Surge on the w ay home."

Sowsh said his love for music will remain merely a 
hobby because the music business if rough, and he has 
future plans to attend Eastern New Mexico State Univer­
sity w hen he gets out of the Air Force.

Presently Sowsh lives in Clovis. N.M., and comes to 
Lubbock about once a month to display his talent at Kyle's 
Cafe.

The Cowboys are coming off a 6-

Jones has been uncharacteristically 
tight-lipped about the search for a re­
placement.

He reportedly has a short list of

between three and six candidates.
One of the others is Green Bay 

offensive coor­
dinator Sherman 
Lewis, whom 
Jones can 't 
speak with until 
after Sunday’s 
game.

T h u r s d a y ,
Jones said he 
will interview 
Lewis on Sun­
day night or 
Monday, de­
pending on 
Lewis’ schedule.

Lewis has been the Packers’ offen­
sive coordinator since the 1993 sea­
son.

He was their receivers coach the 
previous season, and he spent the nine 
years before that as a position coach 
in San Francisco.

"It has been my intent all along to 
visit with him," Jones told The Dal­

las Morning
News.

coach’s agent, Bob Rosen, told the 
Fort Worth Star-Telegram the pair met

Other reported candidates include

Kubiak and former Cowboys defen­
sive coordinator Butch Davis, the 
head coach at the University of Mi­
ami.

Jones also is believed to be inter­
ested in hiring Minnesota offensive 
coordinator Brian Billick for the same 
job in Dallas.

The Vikings blocked Jones from 
speaking with Billick by promoting 
him. but Billick reportedly is consid­
ering quitting, which would allow him 
to freely negotiate with any team.

Jones’ interest in Billick was 
piqued by another former 49ers 
coach. Bill Walsh, who recently wrote 
a book with Billick.

Leyland leaning toward staying with Marlins
PITTSBURGH (AP) — Jim 

Leyland, who said two months ago he 
probably couldn’t wait for the Florida 
Marlins to rebuild, said Thursday he 
is leaning toward finishing the final 
four years on his contract.

Leyland quit as Pittsburgh’s man­
ager after 11 seasons when the Pirates 
chose to rebuild from the bottom up, 
only to have the same thing happen 
in Florida, where the Marlins already 
have gutted much of their World Se­
ries championship team.

The Marlins, who claim they lost 
$34 million last season, will report to 
spring training next month without 
Kevin Brown, Moises Alou, Robb 
Nen, Devon White and Jeff Conine, 
all traded during the offseason.

Also, No. 2 starter Alex Fernandez 
will miss 1998 following rotator cuff 
surgery.

But after saying in November he 
probably would manage the Marlins 
only more season, Leyland seems 
content to keep managing a team he 
now believes isn’t that far away from 
winning again.

Leyland said enough offense re­
mains in Gary Sheffield, Bobby 
Bonilla, Charles Johnson and Cliff 
Floyd for the Marlins to be competi­
tive again as soon as their pitching 
develops.

“We can be OK this season if we 
can just get some outs,” Leyland said 
of his team.

“ That’s my big worry: Getting

some outs. Dave Dombrowski (the 
Marlins’ general manager) came back 
with some good young arms in those 
trades. They’re young, and will take 
some time, but we’ve got something 
to work with.

“ Look at the Pirates. We knew we 
had some good arms in (Esteban) 
Loaiza, (Francisco) Cordova, (Jason) 
Schmidt and (Rich) Loiselle, but they 
took some time. Now, they can run a 
good pitcher out there every night.”

Leyland initially decided to return 
to Florida this season out of loyalty 
to lame duck owner H. Wayne 
Huizenga and his coaches, who are 
under contract for this season.

Three coaches — Rich Donnelly, 
Milt May and Tommy Sandt — have

worked with him for more than 10 
years.

“I understand it (the rebuilding), 
but I’m not going to go through it very 
long. I don’t want to get my butt beat 
for five more years," Leyland told the 
Pittsburgh Post-Gazette Nov. 23. 
“The fire still burns for me. They 
want me to come back for one more 
year. I'll go back for a year and try to 
develop some talent."

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Guard Paul Pierce will likely be 
rejoined by senior forward Rael 
LaFrentz for Kansas(21-3 overall, 5- 
1 Big 12 Conference). LaFrentz 
missed the last nine games with a bro­
ken right hand, but averaged 21.2 
points and 11.4 rebounds per game 
before the injury.

“We have enough players to keep us 
in every game we play.”

A Kansas win would give them a 
school record for consecutive home

wins, with 56. The Jayhawks also 
haven't lost consecutive games since 
1994.

"Nobody thinks it’s easy to play 
there,” Dickey said.

"In this conference, you have to 
take care of your home floor. Kansas 
does a great job of that. The best we 
can do is go up there and play our best.
