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U.N. reaches tentative agreement

UNITED NATIONS (AP) — The Se-
curity Council reached tentative agree-
ment Monday on a resolution warning
Iraq of “*severest consequences” if it vio-
lates an arms inspection deal.

But agreement came only after sev-
eral members insisted on guarantees that
it would not give automatic approval for
amilitary attack if Iraq breaks the accord.

The council scheduled a vote for Mon-
day evening after diplomatic sources,

“This is a very clear, strong resolu-

tion that we are very pleased with that
will now go into force,” U.S. Ambassa-
dor Bill Richardson said before the vote.

Since last week, the British and Japa-

nese, who sponsored the resolution, have
circulated several versions in an attempt
to satisfy all council members. The origi-
nal draft warned Iraq of **severest conse-
quences’ if it violated the accord.

That was softened Friday to *‘very

inserted into the text Monday.

But the difficulties encountered in
reaching a consensus cast doubt on the
Clinton administration’s claims that if
Iraq violated the deal there would be
strong international support for military
action.

During lengthy meetings throughout
the day, envoys from such countries as
Brazil, Costa Rica and Portugal, which
normally support the U.S. stand against

the accord.

“Itis very clear that only the Security
Council has the authority to approve an
armed military action,” said Costa Rican
Ambassador Fernando Berrocal Soto.

The United States has maintained that
it has sufficient authority to use force
under several resolutions enacted since
1991. But France, Russia, China and oth-
ers dispute that interpretation.

At the polls, students will be required to present either
a valid driver’s license or a current student ID card to
vote. After presenting identification, the student’s name
will be checked off a master enrollment list. This pre-
vents voting fraud and guarantees a more accurate elec-

tion.

“That is what the Election Committee’s role is and also
why we went to the scantron voting system, to ensure the
absolute fairness of the election,” said Dan Burns, assis-
tant director of operations for the UC and chairman of the

Election Committee.

The scantron ballots are believed to be reliable because
they remove the human element of tabulation and rely
totally on a computerized count, he said. The announce-

WASHINGTON (AP) — A cen-
tral figure in the Monica Lewinsky
investigation, Vernon Jordan is getting
his day before a grand jury to explain
why he arranged a job and a lawyer
for the former White House intern.
Jordan’s testimony scheduled for
Tuesday might not help President
Clinton and could be a pivotal point
in the investigation.

One question is whether Jordan
was an innocent dupe or a witting
participant in an alleged scheme to
keep Lewinsky quiet about an alleged
presidential affair. Another goes to the
core of the matter, and that’s the ques
tion of whether Lewinsky's tape-re
corded confidences about her rela
tionship with the president were ex

Sunday, I attended a discussion in
which feminism was discussed (thus
the name discussion), and a gentle-
man stated that he didn’t know why
women are always talking about how
they are oppressed because he didn’t
see how women are oppressed these
days.

I could feel the warmth of the tem-
pers flaring up all over the room, and
I couldn’t understand why. Not
enough people are honest about how they feel, and that is why problems
don’t get solved. This man honestly didn’t see what the problem was.

How does a conflict get solved when-half the people involved don’t know
what the conflict is? This guy could see that there was an obvious suppres-
sion of women in the past, but he wanted to know what the current specific
problems were on a one-to-one bases. He didn’t want to hear about women in
general being oppressed by men in general in the general past. And I don’t
blame him.

Our obsession with the past is part of the reason we don’t advance. There
were women at the discussion saying that nothing has changed in regards to
women'’s roles in society since the 17th century. And that is a bunch of boloney.
Of course women’s roles have changed since then, and for the better in my
opinion.

I think the way men regarded women in the past is detestable, but you
know, 1 don’t want to be held accountable for what my ancestors did. And |
don’t want my descendents to be held accountable for what I'm doing now.

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Tech baseball feels pressure for Texas series

The Texas Tech baseball team is
only three games into their conference
season, but already Tech players are
putting pressure on themselves to win
all three home games this weekend
against the No. 23 Texas Longhorns.

After dropping two of three games
against Texas A&M in College Sta-
tion last weekend, the Red Raiders
(11-7, 1-2 Big 12) are two games be-
hind Missouri in the conference race.

But more importantly, winning a
series against a fellow favorite in the
conference race will be key to their
confidence for the rest of the year, left
fielder Jason Landreth said.

“It was a disappointment,”
Landreth said of losing the series to
Texas A&M.

“But we have to get it back to-
gether and get after Texas this week-
end. We need to sweep them.”

After splitting a pair of one-run
games with the Aggies to begin the
series, the Red Raiders were domi-
nated Sunday, 11-2. While baseball
players often talk of a long season and
not getting caught up in one loss,
Landreth pointed to a bigger problem.

“This year, when everybody is up,
we play well,” the senior outfielder
said.

“But we are not playing on the
same level every day. We need to raise
our level of play, and then keep it
there.”

Landreth pointed out Tech practi-
cally gave the Aggies Friday’s opener.
The Red Raiders committed four er-
rors, but still only lost 5-4. Two un-
earned runs in a four-run fifth pro-
vided the impetus for an Aggie vic-
tory.

“We gave them the first win,”
Landreth said. “I think everybody was
upset after that one. Then yesterday
(Sunday) we were drilled. Maybe we

got a little too up after winning Sat-
urday, because we weren’t ready to
play.”

Also worth noting is life on the
road in the Big 12. The Aggies were
ranked as high as No. 11 in some
polls, and the idea that even grabbing
one victory was a positive.

“I guess you are happy to get a
win,” Landreth said. “But we put a
lot of pressure on ourselves to per-
form and play well. Nobody is happy
that we won a game. I think we all
expected to win that series.”

For Tech, the problems range from

lack of depth in the pitching rotation
to sloppy fielding at inopportune
times. Six errors contributed to the
two losses, and Jesse Cornejo was not
on his “A” game after pitching nine
innings in a 6-1 win over Howard
Payne earlier in the week.

“I think we're still a little shaky in
spots,” Landreth said. “Coach Hays
is still juggling the lineup to see who
fits in where. It seems like there is a
different center fielder every day. On
the pitching staff, I think Brad Ralston
might need to step up and make some
starts for us.”

Martin to make first return to golf after ruling

MIAMI (AP) — Casey Martin re-
turns to golf this week with his court-
won cart and some lucrative endorse-
ments while the PGA Tour turns its
head in every direction trying to find
a compromise between compassion
and competition.

“We owe it to everyone involved
to take another look and see if we can
make an accommodation without up-
setting the competitive nature of the
game,” PGA Tour commissioner Tim
Finchem told The Associated Press
from his home in Ponte Vedra Beach.

He plans to discuss the issue dur-
ing the next two months with his play-

ers and other golf organizations.

“I wish there was a solution,” he
said. “‘But I am not optimistic.”

On a week when the PGA Tour
kicks into high gear as it swings to
the East Coast for the Doral-Ryder
Open, the first event that draws the
top international stars leading to the
Masters, much attention will be on
Austin, where Martin returns to the
Nike Tour.

Martin, who won one Nike event
this year and missed the cut in the
other, is to announce today his deals
to play Ping clubs and the Spalding
Top-Flite Strata Tour ball. He also will

have the logo of The Hartford, an in-
surance and financial services group,
on his bag.

While Martin, already under con-
tract to wear Nike clothing, is not get-
ting anything near Tiger Woods-like
money, he has emerged as one of the
most recognized names in golf.

“The Casey Martin case has been
a distraction from a great start to the
season,” Finchem said Sunday. “But
the point is that he is going to have a

golf cart for an extended period of

time.
“The main thing is to let him ply
golf,” Finchem added. ““The issues

remain the same as we argued them
in court. Casey will play and he
should be allowed to focus on golf.
Each week that he competes shouldn’t
turn into a debate on the issue.”

Martin sued the PGA Tour under
the Americans With Disabilities Act
and asked for a cart to accommodate
his rare circulatory disorder that
makes it painful to walk. A federal
magistrate ruled for Martin Feb. 11
in Eugene, Ore.

The tour maintains walking is part
of competitive golf and providing a
cart to some players and not others is
unfair to the players.

Texas Tech men’s basketball guard
Cory Carr was announced as one of
the three finalists for Big 12 Player
of the Year, chosen by conference

. Hays pointed out that starting two

games a week for any pitcher may be
asking too much.

Ralston could be the starter for
middle-of-the-week games. In his one
effort as a starter, Ralston pitched a
complete game four-hitter in a 4-0
win over Nevada-Reno Feb. 21.

“We would like to rest our three
guys for the big games on the week-
end,” Hays said. “But you still have
to try and win the games in the middle
of the week. We’ll need some pitch-
ers to assert themselves for that to
happen.”

As for Ralston, he is willing to do
whatever it takes to help the team win.

“I’ve been used to closing games,
but starting some wouldn’t be a prob-
lem,” Ralston said.

“If coach Hays needs someone to
step up and fill a spot, I think I can do
that.”

The Red Raiders get a reprieve this;
week. Tech is out of action until the:
rival Longhorns come calling Friday.

Tech’s usually dominant home-
field advantage may not be a factor
this weekend.

The Longhorns are just 8-7-1 on
the year, but the fact they are ranked
is a testament to their schedule, eas-
ily the nation’s toughest up 1o this
point.

Texas has won two of three games
against No. 2 LSU and No. 5 USC.
They also lost two of three to No. 1
Stanford and No. 3 Miami. After trav-
eling to Lubbock, the *Horns will host
Rice, ranked No. 4 in the preseason.

“They’re not going to be scared
coming down here to play us, espe-
cially not the way we are playing right
now,” Landreth said.

“For us to win this series, we are¢
going to need a lot of fan support.
They are a great young team. They
will be a challenge to us.”

FORT WORTH (AP) — De-
spite objections from some play-
ers and the barbs of critics, Barry
Switzer thinks he would have re-
turned as coach of the Dallas Cow-
boys had the team not played so
poorly.

“If we hadn’t gone 6-10, I don’t
care if Troy (Aikman) or anybody
else, players, media, fans, wanted
me, I'd have been back,” Switzer
told the Fort Worth Star-Telegram
in Monday’s editions about his
coaching career with Dallas.

Switzer didn’t say whether he
quit or was fired.

However, Switzer hinted that he
cleared the path for his leaving the
Cowboys.

Switzer said he told Jones be-
fore the next-to-last game of the
season, when the Cowboys were
6-8: “If we're not a .500 team, if
we don’t go 8-8, we need to make
changes. There should be casual-
ties.”

Switzer wasn’t there for the
Jan. 9 news conference when
Jones announced the coach’s res
ignation.

“Why volunteer my way into
an adversarial seat? Why abuse
myself?"" he said.

Switzer, just the third coach in
Cowboys history, did win a Super
Bowl in his four seasons on the
job.
