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Media office plans change
■  Montford 
unsure if 
staff will 
increase

Numerous demands have led Texas 
Tech officials to plan a reorganization of 
the university’s News and Publications 
Office.

“The current office is understaffed 
from the demands on three fronts — 
newspaper and TV, marketing and publi­
cations,” said Tech Chancellor John 
Montford. “We’re still working on a re­
organization plan.”

Montford said he does not want to 
expand the department unless he needs 
to.

“I’m not one to increase staff if we 
don’t need to, but that office needs it. I 
think they are overworked and 
undersupported, and we’re going to

change that,” he said. “Thai’s one office 
we need to look at hiring more person­
nel, but I think we can handle it within 
existing budget constraints.”

As Tech strives to become more re­
search-oriented, Montford said, the need 
for national publicity increases.

“As we move to become a tier-one 
university, we have to do a better job pro­
moting Texas Tech nationally,” he said.

“1 would envision one in charge of a 
number of different personnel under 
them.”

Margaret Lutherer, director of Tech’s 
news and publications, said there will no 
longer be a director of news and publica­
tions when the revamping is complete.

“That position will become two new 
ones: assistant vice chancellor of publi­
cations and assistant vice-chancellor for

marketing,” Lutherer said. “My interest 
is in the publications area.”

Lutherer said the reorganization pro­
cess is in the preliminary stages.

“Since Montford has been here, he has 
realigned most of the offices,” she said. “ 
This office has been the last one to go 
through the changes. It’s a process that is 
just now underway.”

The current department required this 
restructuring, Lutherer said, because of 
Tech’s growing reputation.

“Texas Tech has never had the budget 
or enough staff to adequately handle this 
facet of institutional relations,” she said. 
“We need more people focusing on a 
comprehensive marketing program.”

At the present point, Lutherer said, it 
is too soon to speculate on a completion 
date.

SGA election polls 
in many locations

Texas Tech students will head to the 
polls today to elect new Student Govern­
ment Association officers, senators and 
to decide the fate of a proposed fee to 
expand the Student Recreation Center.

Polling stations will he in 11 different 
places throughout the campus.

All polls will open at 9 a.m., but some 
locations will close at different times than 
others.

The stations located at the Texas Tech 
Law School and University Center will 
remain open until 7 p.m.

The polls located at Holden Hall and 
the business administration building close 
at 5 p.m. The remainder of the polls, lo-

cated at the agri­
cultural sciences 
building, architec­
ture building, En­
glish building, 
mathematics build­
ing, engineering 

building, mass communications building 
and human sciences building will close 
at 3 p.m.

At the polls students will be required 
to present either a valid driver’s license 
or a current student ID card to vote.

After presenting identification, the 
student’s name will be checked off a 
master enrollment list.

Iraq will not escape punishment, Clinton says

Job fair brings 
opportunities

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­
dent Clinton said Tuesday that Iraq 
should be “ under no illusion” it 
would escape severe punishment if it 
violated a pledge to permit uncondi­
tional U.N. weapons inspections. 
Aides said that meant military action.

On a day in which the Pentagon 
announced it was speeding plans to 
give anthrax vaccinations to the 
36,000 U.S. troops in the Persian 
Gulf, Clinton praised a U.N. Security

Council resolution endorsing Secre­
tary-General Kofi Annan's agreement 
with Iraq on weapons inspections. 
The resolution warned of “severest 
consequences" if Iraq failed tacom ­
ply.

"The government of Iraq should 
be under no illusion,” Clinton said at 
the conclusion of a White House event 
promoting tougher laws against 
drunken driving. “The meaning of 
‘severest consequences' is clear.”

“ It provides authority to act if Iraq 
does not turn the commitment it has 
now made into compliance,” he 
added. Hinting strongly that he might 
feel compelled to use military force, 
Clinton said, “No promise of peace 
and no policy of patience can be with­
out its limits.”

Other administration officials were 
more explicit on the question of a 
military option.

“This gives us the green light to

approach our policy of diplomacy and 
force and it shows to the world once 
again that the onus of complying with 
this agreement is with Iraq,” U.S. 
Ambassador Bill Richardson said.

Even before Annan reached the 
accord with Iraq last week, the 
Clinton administration maintained 
that previous U.N. Security Council 
resolutions gave it the authority to 
use force against Iraq to ensure com­
pliance.

Texas Tech students can get a leg 
up in the future job market at the first 
Co-Op Job Fair Thursday.

Delores Ludwig, director of coop­
erative education at Tech, said the job 
fair is instrumental for experience and 
job attractiveness after graduation.

“The job fair is for the students to 
find a company 
to work for while 
they are still in 
school. This is 
not like an in­
ternship or a 
part-tim e job.
The students are 
very closely su­
pervised for the 
paid position.
They have a real 
stake in the com­
pany,” she said.

Ludwig said 
students alternate working in the in­
dustry with a semester in school after 
their sophomore year until they 
graduate.

She said graduates who participate 
in the three-year term are more likely 
to find a job after graduation.

“According to the National Coop­
erative Education Association, about 
80 percent ot students with a three- 
year tour get a job with the same com­
pany they worked with,” Ludwig said.

She said the chances are good even 
if that same company doesn’t hire.

“The only times they don’t get a

job is if the company is downsizing 
or is not hiring. Even then the students 
are able to find a job with a company 
within the same field in which they 
specialize,” Ludwig said.

Jorge Aunon, dean of the College 
of Engineering at Tech, said the fair 
is an excellent opportunity for stu­
dents.

“I think it’s great because this is 
the first time we have had the job fair 

here. About 25 
companies will 
be at the fair,” 
Aunon said.

The co-op job 
fair is for all de­
partments of the 
College of Engi­
neering, includ­
ing mechanical, 
industrial, civil, 
chemical, petro­
leum, electrical 
and industrial en­
gineering, engi­

neering physics, engineering technol­
ogy and computer science.

Interested students should bring 
copies of their resumes and tran­
scripts, dress professional-casual, re­
search the companies involved in the 
job fair and prepare to be interviewed.

The fair will take place from 10 
a.m. to 3 p.m. at the Livermore Audi­
torium in the Chemical Engineering 
Building.

Attorney general 
asks Bush to meet

AUSTIN (AP) — Gov. 
George W. Bush and Attorney 
General Dan Morales have met 
privately to try to resolve the 
governor’s concerns about legal 
fees in the state’s proposed 
$15.3 billion tobacco settle­
ment.

Aides to both described 
Tuesday's meeting as cordial 
and said attorneys would con­
tinue the talks Wednesday.

The Republican governor 
and Democratic attorney gen­
eral disagree over how private 
lawyers who represented the 
state in the case would be paid.

The proposed $15.3 billion 
settlement would pay $2.3 bil­
lion for attorneys fees. Bush

questions the size of the pay­
ment and the constitutionality of 
obligating the state to pay pri­
vate lawyers.

The governor has filed a 
motion in federal court to block 
the fees. U.S. District Judge 
David Folsom in Texarkana ap­
proved the settlement and fees 
and will consider challenges to 
them.

Bush recently proposed that 
he and Morales join in asking a 
federal judge to split the issue 
of attorney's fees from the 
settlement.

Morales told Bush in a Tues­
day letter that the governor's 
proposal wouldn’t be allowed 
under the law.

Texas stands to gain in Senate highway bill
■  Funding 
from 
Gramm’s 
plan

WASHINGTON (AP)— Texas would receive 
an extra $1.3 billion over six years to build and 
improve highways, provide mass transit and fund 
other transportation programs under a measure 
approved Tuesday by the Senate transportation 
committee.

Federal transportation spending nationwide 
would rise by $26 billion to $173 billion over the 
next six years under the bill approved by the Sen­
ate Environment and Public Works Committee.

The extra funding derives from a plan by Sen. 
Phil Gramm that would earmark all taxes that 
motorists pay at the gas pump for transportation. 
Currently, some of the 18.3 cents in taxes per 
gallon of gas is diverted away from the federal 
highway trust fund for use in other government 
programs, including deficit reduction.

Texas would see its highway funding rise to 
$10.4 billion over six years from the $9.1 billion 
that had been envisioned before Gramm and Sen. 
Robert Byrd, D-W.Va., secured leadership and 
committee approval for their plan. The $10.4 bil­
lion would be some 60 percent more than under

the previous highway bill.
The Senate bill makes strides in rectifying the 

unequal funding situation for Texas and other so- 
called “donor” states who for years have paid 
more into the highway trust fund than they've 
received.

Currently, Texas receives 76 cents for every 
dollar paid into the trust fund in the form of gaso­
line taxes. Under the Senate bill, every state would 
he guaranteed at least 91 cents on the dollar.

Texas transportation officials were pleased at 
the Senate’s action, although the highway hill 
remains far from completion.

The House, which has a bill seeking more 
money than the Senate, has not yet brought its 
bill to the floor and is unlikely to do so before 
May.

But Texas Department of Transportation 
policy analyst David Soileau said the Senate ac­
tion is important because it sets the framework 
for increasing Texas’ rate of payout from the trust 
fund.

“We have managed, I think, to further improve 
our rate of return," he said. “And, we’ve gotten 
closer to spending highway trust fund revenues 
at the rate they are coming in.”

Beyond the $10.4 billion Texas would receive 
under the Senate bill, the state also would he eli­
gible for a chunk of the $450 million added to a 
discretionary fund for border infrastructure pro­
grams. That money would be allocated by the 
federal Transportation Department.

Some states face a disruption in their high­
way construction programs if Congress doesn’t 
pass a new highway spending bill by May 1. when 
the current legislation expires.
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Oklahoma Senate OKs 
bill to castrate rapists

OKLAHOMA CITY (AP)— Say­
ing sex offenders deserve to be treated 
like animals, a state senator won easy 
passage Monday of his bill to allow 
castration of such criminals.

The Oklahoma Senate, which 
turned down Sen. Frank Shurden’s 
bill almost 20 years ago, voted 37-10 
this time in favor of allowing judges 
to order the castration of rapists and 
child molesters.

Such criminals have “a driving sex 
urge that makes them animals,” 
Shurden said. ‘‘They’re no longer 
human beings. They act like animals. 
They are animals. It’s time to treat 
them like animals.”

The bill now goes to the House. 
Opponents argued that rape and 

other sex crimes were tied to violence, 
not sexual desire.

Shurden, a Democrat, contended 
that a number of studies show castra­
tion works to inhibit violent behavior 
and a repeat of sex crimes.

The bill permits a judge to order 
castration if a jury finds a person 
guilty of a crime that involves at least 
two “aggravating circumstances.” 

Those circumstances include rape 
of a child under 14, a crime that is 
especially “ serious, atrocious or 
cruel,” or a crime causing significant 
physical injury.
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Former spy speaks 
about today’s Russia

A former Soviet spy spoke to 
Texas Tech students Tuesday about 
the rapid decline of Russia since the 
Soviet Union broke up in 1991.

In celebration1 of International 
Week, the Russian Club invited 
former Russian KGB general and 
spymaster Oleg Kalugin to speak at 
the International Center. Kalugin ad­
dressed a group of students on the 
current political, social and economic 
conditions in Russia.

Kalugin is a 32-year KGB veteran 
and was the youngest officer to make 
general in the Soviet’s military his­
tory.

The spymaster painted a grim pic­
ture of life in today’s Russia. Fascists 
and ultranationalist seem poised to 
take power in the year 20(K)’s elec­
tions, he said.

Kalugin also recounted how at 
least 85 major Russian cities have 
pollution levels 10 times the accept­
able level, and the ground water has 
become so polluted, that only about 
50 percent of it is drinkable.

The government is in shambles 
and thoroughly corrupted, Kalugin 
said.

One of the most startling points 
Kalugin made was the shabby state 
of the nation’s army.

“There is no Russian army, just a 
mass of disorganized people who 
would disobey any order and main­
tain their own agenda,” he said.

The spymaster told of a demon­
stration Feb. 23 in Red Square in 
which army generals, along with their 
troops, protested and carried portraits 
of Stalin above their heads. The gen­
eral believes that discontent is at an 
all-time high and will only worsen if 
something is not found to remedy 
Russia’s shoddy economy.

Kalugin gave an unflattering, but 
frank view of today’s Russia. The 
Kalugin places great hope in the youth 
of Russia and believes that they will 
lead the country out of its troublesome 
times.

The festivities of International 
Week will continue through Saturday.

Violent crimes against homosexuals on the rise
NEW YORK (AP) — Violence 

and harassment of homosexuals in­
creased by 2 percent nationwide last 
year, a coalition of gay-advocacy 
groups said Tuesday.

It attributed the increase to height­
ened publicity of events like the Feb­
ruary 1997 bombing of a gay and les­
bian nightclub in Atlanta and the com­
ing-out episode of the TV show 
“ Ellen.”

“Tragically, there appears to be a 
direct correlation between the 
community’s heightened visibility 
and an upsurge in violence,” said 
Christine Quinn, executive director of 
the New York City Gay and Lesbian 
Anti-Violence Project.

The National Coalition of Anti- 
Violence Programs compiled the re­
port based on statistics obtained from 
local groups that track crimes against

bisexuals and 
people with 
blurred sexual 
identities. The 
report is not 
based on police 
statistics and is 
not considered 
comprehensive 
because it only 
tracks 14 areas 
across the coun- 
try.

But officials
of groups within the coalition said the 
report should be taken seriously.

“Yes, someone should use some 
caution when looking at this report 
and not feel it’s a complete map of 
the violence that’s happening to us — 
but you can still draw some conclu­
sions about the trends in violence,” 
said Jennifer Rakowski of Commu­
nity United Against Violence in San 
Francisco.

According to the report, there were 
2,445 documented cases of anti-gay 
violence and harassment last year in

the 14 areas, in­
cluding New 
York, San Fran­
cisco and Los An­
geles. The number 
of murders related 
to anti-gay vio­
lence dropped to 
18 in 1997 from 
27 in 1996, the re­
port said.

New York City 
had the most re­
ports of anti-ho- 
mosexual vio­

lence (658), followed by the San Fran­
cisco Bay area (402) and Los Ange­
les (350).

More than a third involved harass­
ment — verbal or by mail or phone. 
About one-fifth involved assault, and 
cjose to a third intimidation.

Among the more brutal examples 
of harassment include a gay Chicago 
man who reported a year’s worth of 
violent assaults by an elderly neigh­
bor. One night, he said, she attacked 
him with garden shears, cut him 22 
times and yelled “die of AIDS...”

Police response was indifferent to 
hostile, the report said, with officers 
once threatening to arrest the victim 
if he kept complaining. Eventually the 
neighbor was charged with misde­
meanor assault.

New York Police Commissioner 
Howard Safir said the department has 
worked closely with the gay and les­
bian community “not only to encour­

age the reporting of bias crimes, but 
also to help raise awareness of any 
potential dangers faced by the com­
munity.”

But Safir added that the report in­
cludes figures that were compiled 
without the use of any uniform or 
generally accepted method of report­
ing.

He said the New York group “did 
not attempt to reconcile their figures 
with those of this department.”

The department’s figures, based on 
accounting methods used by the FBI, 
show that the number of city wide gay 
bias incidents dropped to 59 in 1997 
from 61 in 1996.

Speaking for the coalition, 
Michael Rosano said the police de­
partment needs to work very hard to 
build trust with the gay community.

“People who are victims of bias- 
related violence will call 41s before 
they call the police,” said Rosano, 
director of community organizing and 
public advocacy for the city’s Gay and 
Lesbian A nti-V iolence Project. 
“ There’s a level of mistrust of the 
police among our clients.”

The report also found that anti-gay 
violence was most prevalent in June, 
the time of year when communities 
nationwide celebrate Pride Month.

But the report also blamed the in­
crease on publicity surrounding the 
February 1997 bombing of The 
Otherside Lounge in Atlanta, a gay 
and lesbian nightclub, which injured 
five people.

Atlantic City says goodbye 
to deformed street performer

She died last week of injuries suf­
fered when her motorized gurney was 
struck by two cars Feb. 19. She was 
42.

“ I don't think the Boardwalk will 
be the same without her,” said Bar­
bara Smith, 46, one of 200 mourners 
who turned out Monday for a funeral 
procession and memorial service out­
side Bally’s Park Place Casino Ho­
tel, at one of Harrington’s favorite 
spots to play.

As sea gulls squawked overhead, 
one of Harrington’s two daughters, 
Niya Tate-Ball, 22. left a bouquet of

flowers at the spot and broke into tears.
In 1976. Harrington won the right 

to raise her own daughter when she 
demonstrated in court how she could 
change a diaper using only her mouth. 
Relatives and friends helped her raise 
her daughters.

Teary-eyed onlookers dabbed at 
their eyes as the procession headed 
to Shiloh Temple Pentecostal Assem­
bly, where a nine-hour viewing was 
planned.

“ I used to call her the Miracle 
Woman," said Carl Hayes, 73, of At­
lantic City.

“Looking at her, I knew there is a 
God. When you consider what she 
achieved under the conditions she was 
in, it’s amazing.”

Lunsford promises 
to work to bring in an independent professional from the community to iden­
tify the problems in the Bursar’s office and to develop a plan to solve them.

If elected, Lunsford will lead the Student Senate in a proactive movement 
that will solve these and other problems and build a better Texas Tech for the 
students of today and tomorrow.

Students should 
support rec fee

Texas Tech students should sup­
port the $25-semester fee to fund con­
struction costs, operation costs and 
program costs of an expansion and 
improvements to the Student Recre­
ation Center.

The main reason being the fee will 
not go into effect until fall 2000, 
which means students paying for the 
perks are using them.

Student Government Association 
Executive Officers found a need for 
rec center expansion after continu­
ously hearing student complaints — 
not enough room, not enough equip­
ment, etc.

The SGA officers, along with Joe 
MacLean, director of the Student 
Recreation Center, conducted sur­
veys, visited other Big 12 schools’rec 
centers and hired a sports manage­
ment group to evaluate the needs of 
the rec center and provide cost esti­
mates.

Surveys found 28 percent of re­
spondents felt rec facilities were im­
portant in their selection of Texas 
Tech as their college choice — a plus 
in recruitment. Also, 41 percent felt 
rec facilities were important to their

continuing at Tech — a plus for re­
tention.

More than 80 percent supported 
plans for expanding the rec center — 
which put the plan in action.

, The, most important find was that 
more than 40 percent of Tech students 
use the rec center at least once a week. 
Equipment in the rec center is out­
dated, overcrowded and in need of 
attention to provide this large of a 
percent of the student body adequate 
rec facilities.

Proposed expansion services 
would include more space and equip­
ment for cardiovascular equipment 
and free weights, elevated jogging/ 
walking track, new gymnasium space 
for sports clubs, indoor soccer and 
other emerging sports, updating aero­
bic rooms, a climbing wall, updating 
existing activity area and much more.

There are many buildings on this 
campus in serious need of expansion 
and/or repair — the Student Recre­
ation Center is one. And, a $25 fee 
paid for by the actual students using 
the updated version is a step in the 
right direction.

Doby, McPhail lead four 
into baseball Hall of Fame

TAMPA, Fla. (AP) — More 
than a half-century ago, Larry 
Doby walked into a Cleveland 
clubhouse where some teammates 
would not even shake his hand.

Tuesday, he got a much warmer 
welcome from the Hall of Fame.

Doby. the first black player in 
the American League, was an easy 
choice as the Veterans Committee 
voted in its full limit of four new 
members.

Former AL president Lee 
MacPhail, Negro leagues star 
“ Bullet” Joe Rogan and tum-of- 
the-century shortstop “Gorgeous” 
George Davis also were elected.

Induction ceremonies will be 
July 26 in Cooperstown, N.Y. Don 
Sutton will be enshrined, too, hav­
ing been chosen by the Baseball 
Writers Association of America in 
January.

“You look back 51 years ago 
and you never thought this type of 
situation would come about,” 
Doby said by telephone from 
Southern California, where he was 
visiting former Brooklyn pitcher 
Don Newcombe.

“You think about some of the 
changes that have happened in 
baseball,” he said.

“It’s a feeling of struggle in the

past. It’s a feeling of a certain 
amount of relief. It’s a great feel­
ing.”

Doby, a seven-time All-Star 
outfielder who went on to become 
a manager and an executive, had 
come close before.

The last two years, in fact, he 
was at a Tampa hotel, hoping and 
waiting for a joyous call that never 
came.

Doby, 73 and undergoing che­
motherapy for a cancerous kidney 
that was removed in October, is a 
special assistant to AL president 
Gene Budig.

“Few have done so much for the 
game,” said Budig, who appointed 
Doby and was present in Tampa 
when the results were announced.

The 13-man Veterans panel, 
which included Ted Williams, Stan 
Musial and Yogi Berra, does not 
announce its vote totals. It took 75 
percent for election, meaning 10 
votes, and the choice of Doby was 
described by one committee mem­
ber as a simple one.

Doby did not always have it so 
easy, however.

July 5, 1947, just 11 weeks af­
ter Jackie Robinson broke 
baseball’s color barrier, Doby 
joined the Indians.

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Lady Raiders prepare for Buffalos

The Texas Tech Lady Raiders are 
favored to win the Big 12 tournament 
as they begin play at noon today 
against Colorado in Kansas City, 
Mo.’s Municipal Auditorium, but first 
Tech has to win three games.

Colorado(12-15overall, 6-11 Big 
12) defeated Oklahoma, 71 -66, Tues­
day in the first round of the tourna­
ment behind senior guard La Shena 
Graham's 11-point effort.

Tech coach Marsha Sharp said the 
Lady Raiders were excited about the 
tournament test.

“We are excited to be here for the 
tournament, and it is a great week for 
women’s basketball,” Sharp said. 
“There are a lot of outstanding teams 
in the conference, and any numbers 
of combinations can happen.”

The Lady Raiders (22-4 overall, 
15-1 Big 12) downed the Lady Buffs, 
80-40, in their only meeting this sea­
son, Jan. 17, as senior forward Alicia 
Thompson led all scorers with 28 
points while grabbing a game-high 11 
rebounds.

She also was named as a finalist 
for the Big 12 player of the year award 
Monday.

Thompson finished the regular 
season as the conference’s leading 
scorer for the second consecutive sea­
son. She averaged 23.3 points and 9.2 
rebounds per contest, leading the 
Lady Raiders to the conference cham­
pionship.

Winning the Red Raiders first Big 
12 title was a tough task, Sharp said.

“I think it is a great conference 
race,” she said. “I really have to credit 
our players, they got ready to play 
every time we went on the road. Win­
ning on the road was the difference 
between winning the regular season 
and not.”

In the earlier meeting between the 
two teams, the Lady Raiders domi­

nated nearly every aspect of the game 
as they jumped all over the Lady Buffs 
in the first half. Thompson scored 20 
of her 28 points in the first frame 
while the entire Colorado team scored 
only 20 first-half points.

The defense led the charge for the 
Lady Raiders as they took a com­
manding 45-20 lead at the half, 
largely in part to their 15 forced turn­
overs and 10 steals.

The second half was a mere con­
tinuation of the first as the Lady Raid­
ers outscored Colorado by a 35-20 
clip while holding the Lady Buffs to 
a pitiful 27.8 percent shooting perfor­
mance.

Junior guard Julie Lake added a 
then season-high 16 points and four 
assists in 25 minutes of play while 
sophomore guard Melinda 
Schmucker dished out a game-high 
seven assists.

Freshman guard Katrisa O’Neal 
nabbed a season-high seven steals 
contributing to the team’s 17 steal 
performance.

The Lady Raiders will be looking 
to avenge last season’s early exit from 
the tournament as they were bounced 
in the quarterfinals by fifth-seeded 
Kansas State.

The Lady Raiders, seeded first in 
the conference tournament, will be 
looking to solidify their position for 
the upcoming NCAA Tournament as 
they currently own the third best rank­
ing in the latest Ratings Percentage 
Index.

The RPI is a combination of fac­
tors including strength of schedule 
and wins over ranked teams, used to 
place teams in the NCAA Tourna­
ment.

The tough conference should help 
the Lady Raiders come NCAA Tour­
nament time. Sharp said.

“1 think there are a lot of people 
who understand that this is a big week 
for our conference as far as the NCAA 
tournament is concerned,” she said.

Disabled golfer competes
AUSTIN, (AP) — Casey Mar­

tin, the disabled golfer playing 
professional tournaments from a 
riding cart, returns to competition 
this week at a course that doesn’t 
sound iike a place you’d want to 
walk, anyway — The Hills.

Martin, who sued the PGA 
Tour for the right to ride because 
of a birth de­
fect that 
weakened his 
right leg, is 
among 144 
players in the 
Nike Tour’s 
Greater Aus­
tin Open at 
the 6,954- 
yard Hills 
C o u n t r y  
Club.

It will be Martin’s first tourna­
ment since a federal judge in Or­
egon last month ruled for Martin 
in his lawsuit against the PGA 
Tour under the Americans With 
Disabilities Act.

Martin could have made his 
PGA Tour debut this weekend at 
the Doral-Ryder Open under a 
sponsor’s invitation.

Instead, he kept his commit­
ment to the Nike Tour.

Martin also plans to play cir­
cuit events four of the next five 
weeks.

Martin won the first Nike Tour 
event of the year and would re­
ceive an immediate PGA Tour 
playing card if he wins two more 
Nike tournaments this year.

Martin wasn’t at the course 
Monday, said PGA spokesman 
Bob Hyde.

In an interview on the NBC-TV 
"Today” show, Martin said he 
hoped to play well after all the 
publicity.

‘i ’ve never dealt with this type 
of exposure and media attention,

and I don’t really want to go make 
a clown of myself,” Martin said.

“But I’ll just trust whatever 
happens is for the best and do my 
best, and I can’t promise anything. 
I’m just grateful I have a chance 
now.”

Even without Martin at the 
course Monday, his influence was 

being felt 
there.

T o u r n a ­
ment spokes­
woman Chris 
Lee said orga­
nizers had re­
ceived 167 re­
quests for me­
dia creden­
tials, way up 
from 20 last 
year.

Ticket sales also are soaring, 
mostly because of Martin.

“We’re expecting a really good 
crowd,” she said. “The amount of 
interest so far, the phone calls. The 
controversy with Casey Martin has 
put a lot of focus on this tourna­
ment.”

The name of the course, which 
was designed by Jack Nicklaus, is 
something of a misnomer, said 
Hills head pro Glenn Lee.

The course winds through roll­
ing terrain, creeks and waterfalls 
in the rugged Hill Country west of 
Austin, and its name was taken 
from the surroundings.

“The elevation change (on the 
course) is not that dramatic. The 
piece of property Mr. Nicklaus 
designed it on is relatively fiat,” 
he said.

“We’ve got quite a few mem­
bers who walk it.”

Last year’s inaugural Greater 
Austin Open was won by Eric 
Booker, who shot a 4-under-par 
140 in an event shortened by rain 
to 36 holes.
