“I think that this is going to be a
CoaCheS tough situation for the NCAA to
monitor and keep straight,” said Tech
Say assistant men’s basketball coach Rob-

ert Brashear. “I don’t see how an ath-
lete can find the time to work with a
full load of classes while playing a
competitive sport on the collegiate
level. That’s what the summer is for.”’

Beginning in August, all Division
I athletes who have been enrolled for
one year will be able to earn up to
$2,000 a year. Additional terms of the
measure, approved by the NCAA’s
board of directors Wednesday, include
working while the athlete’s sport is
in season as well as having jobs ar-
ranged for students by the athletic
department.

“I really have mixed feelings about
the whole thing,” said Tech volleyball
coach Jeff Nelson. ““It’s important that
schools are careful about where their
athletes work. Every now and then
alumni can get carried away in their
support of their school. It really needs
to be monitored very closely.”

Some critics of the newly passed
measure are quick to point out that
jobs can be with the school’s recre-
ation department as long as the cur-
rent budget remains separate from the
athletic department’s budget.

Also, some coaches feel the deci-
sion may encourage booster groups
to pay athletes for work that was never
done.

“Eliminating student part-time
work was done years ago because of
the instances of abuse,” Brashear said.
“It really opens a can of worms in giv-
ing people the opportunity to stray
from what is trying to be accom-
plished.”

Despite the implications of pos-

sible wrongdoing, some student-ath-
letes have welcomed the opportunity
to work with open arms.

“It’s something that a lot of stu-
dent-athletes can look into as far as
earning extra money to help with their
necessities,” said senior football de-
fensive end Montae Reagor. “As far
as someone doing something wrong
goes, I don’t think it would happen
here because this is a classy institu-
tion.”

Other fears pertaining to the soft-
ening of the job rule include that of
highly touted recruits expecting jobs
as part of their recruiting package.

Also, some coaches fear that a

Ray dies 1n
Nashville
hospital

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — James Earl Ray, the petty
criminal who confessed to assassinating the Rev. Martin
Luther King Jr. and then insisted he was framed, died
Thursday, frustrating civil rights leaders who fear they
may never learn the truth. He was 70.

Ray died at a hospital of kidney failure and complica-
tions from liver diséase while serving a 99-year prison
sentence for the 1968 slaying.

“America will never have the benefit of Mr. Ray’s trial,
which would have produced new revelations about the
assassination,” said King’s widow, Coretta.

King and her son Dexter have said they believe Ray
was innocent.

Some other civil rights leaders, including the Rev. Jesse
Jackson, have not gone that far, instead saying that they
believe Ray took part in the assassination but that he did
not act alone.

The Rev. Hosea Williams, a former King lieutenant,
called Ray’s death *‘the epitome of an American crucifix-
ion.”

“Anyone with an ounce of brains who has done any
studying or research on this case knows James Earl Ray
was used by the federal government,” he said.

The King family is pressing Attorney General Janet
Reno to create a federal investigative commission with
the power to subpoena witnesses, grant immunity and file
charges against suspected conspirators.

But as far as Ray and the courts are concerned, it’s
over.

Prosecutors in Memphis, where King was shot on a
motel balcony, said Ray’s 30-year battle to take back his
guilty plea died with him.

“About the only thing I can say is I believe the history
books will accurately record that James Earl Ray was the
killer of Dr. King,” said William Gibbons, the lead state
prosecutor in Memphis.

It was 30 years ago this month when King was killed
by a sniper at the Lorraine Motel. He was in town to sup-
port striking sanitation workers. The April 4, 1968, assas-
sination touched off race riots in more than 100 cities and
set off one of the biggest manhunts in U.S. history.

Ray, a fugitive from a Missouri prison where he was
serving time for robbery, was staying in a flophouse
nearby. He was captured in London two months later.

By pleading guilty in March 1969, he avoided the pos-
sibility of a death sentence. But Ray recanted three days
later and argued for years that he was coerced into mak-
ing the plea.

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Officials
will spea
to NCAA

Members of the Texas Tech athletic department are in
Cleveland, Ohio, today, not for a sport competition, but
for an NCAA Infractions Committee Hearing.

Tech Chancellor John Montford said the hearing is set
to begin at 8:30 a.m., and administrators were told to set
aside two full days for proceedings.

“I expect to be able to present our case and respond
to allegations,” Montford said.

“I’'m ready to bring this to a
close.”

The hearing will take )
place in a downtown hotel
and will begin with opening
statements. Then the official let-
ter of inquiry will be discussed with
Tech’s opportunity to respond followed by closing state-
ments.

Bob Burton, associate athletic director for compliance,
has said he believes the changes in Tech athletic person-
nel and self-imposed sanctions could be a factor in the
decisions made by Infraction Committee members.

Tech will not know what type of sanctions they might
receive until June.

“It’s the Commiittee on Infractions’ call now,” Burton
said. “They have a lot of analyzing to do.”

Last week, Tech officials released their 1,200-page
response to NCAA charges issued in November. In their
response, Tech admitted to some charges of giving stu-
dent-athletes benefits, a lack of institutional control and
some violations with the improper transfer and payments
of courses.

Pat Campbell, Tech general counsel, said several indi-
viduals from Tech will be present at the hearing, and some
will be asked to testify.

Throughout the NCAA investigation Tech has used the
legal services of Mike Glazier with Bond, Shoeneck and
King, and recently acquired the services of Kirk Watson,
who is Austin’s mayor and an attorney.

Both attorneys will represent Tech and both specialize
in NCAA cases.

Tech’s list of recent self-imposed sanctions include a
program-wide, three-year probation period on its athletic
program.

Other sanctions include scholarship reductions, the
biggest reductions in football and reductions in official
visits.

Sanctions Tech issued previously to their NCAA re-
sponse include withdrawal from consideration from a Big
12 football championship and a bowl game as well as
withdrawal from NCAA Men’s Basketball Tournament
consideration during the 1996-97 season and a forfeiture
of Big 12 games that ineligible athletes played in.

Week recognizes archaeological contributions

Sue Shore, museum educator, said
the purpose of the week is to enlighten
the public about archaeology.

gist,” Shore said. “What we’re trying
to do is we're basically trying to cre-
ate a cultural and environmental
awareness, We try and give our visi-
tors some insight into how archeol-
ogy works and the knowledge we gain
from that.”
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Shore said archae-
ology is intricate and
time-consuming
work.

“It’s a very com-
plex process,” Shore
said. “There are a lot of steps involved
in archaeology. The actual excavation
is a very small part in the process.
(The square) has to be mapped. We
don’t throw anything away, including
our dirt.”

The climate has changed a great

deal during the last 12,000 years, she
said. The material found through ex-
cavation helps them find out a about
the environment in addition to how
humans used this area.
Shore said students from many dif-
ferent backgrounds can participate.
“Students in archaeology, history,
education, biology and geology can
gain something,” Shore said. “Our
research is pretty interdisciplinary.
Any student interested in learning

Dad accused of injecting
son with AIDS virus

ST. CHARLES, Mo. (AP) — For years, doctors were
puzzled by the constant illnesses of a young St. Louis
area boy. Finally, two years ago, a worst-case diagnosis:
AIDS.

Doctors were mystified about the source of the dis-
ease. There were no signs of sexual abuse. The child was
not a hemophiliac. He was not born with the disease.

An investigation yielded an *‘unimaginable’ cause for
the boy’s illness, according to police. They say the boy’s
father intentionally injectéd a syringe full of HIV-tainted
blood into his son.

The father, Brian T. Stewart, was arraigned on charges
of first-degree assault Thursday. He pleaded innocent;
prosecutors say the charge will be upgraded to murder if
the child dies.

Authorities believe he stole the blood from a St. Louis
hospital, where he worked as a lab aide.

Greed was the alleged motive. Stewart, 31, wanted to
kill his son to avoid paying child support, police said.

“It’s unimaginable to me that somebody could do this
to their own child,” St. Charles County Sheriff Douglas
Saulters said.

“It’s something that’s monstrous.”

Stewart was being held on $500,000 bond. A lawyer is
expected to be appointed for his next court appearance on
April 30.

Because of the notoriety of the case, Saulters said ex-

tra precautions were being taken to protect Stewart at the
county jail.

about the area can have the oppor-
tunity to participate during the
summer — our field season —
from mid-June to mid-August.”

The site is unique for its con-
tents, Shore said.

“We are the only site in North
America that has a complete
12,000 year history of human oc-
cupation,” Shore said.

“It’s a world-renowned site.”

People also should be aware of

the consequences of picking up
artifacts they might find, she said.
“There are a lot of people who
go arrowhead hunting,” Shore said.
“When they see a cool arrow-
head, they pick it up. When once
you remove it from its context, that
is all it is, just a cool object. Any
information you might have
gained by any other artifacts that
might have been associated with
it are gone. What we’re trying to
get people to do is consult an ar-
chaeologist or a museum.”
Wendy Willems, education in-
tern at Lubbock Lake Landmark,
said the purpose of the week is to
dispel popular myths.
“It’s to let kids know that we're

not just digging up dirt,” said Willems.

“The oldest dirt we have here is
12,000 years old, and dinosaurs are
65 million years old. So what we have
here is not dinosaurs, but animal
bones, spear points and arrow points.
It’s very meticulous and very pains-
taking.”

Most of the excavation is con-
ducted during the summer when Tech
students, the community and people
from around the world volunteer.

A one square meter area worked
on the entire summer by a single per-
son will not be completed by the end
of a summer, Willems said.

The large animals found on the
site, such as camels, stout-legged
horses, Columbian mammoths, giant
armadillos and the giant short-faced

bear, became extinct about 11,000
years ago.

The rest of the animals on the
site are much smaller

FRESNO, Calif. (AP) — A
husband and wife pulled guns on
each other and shot it out at church
during a marriage counseling ses-
sion after he arrived late drinking
a beer.

Both were wounded.

With a beer in one hand and a
gun in the other, Michael Martin
shot his wife Wednesday as she
tried to walk out of the meeting at
St. James Episcopal Cathedral,
their counselor said Thursday. A
bleeding Bonnie Martin pulled a
pistol from her purse and shot her

husband in the shoulder.

The two took the gun battle out-
side, where Bonnie Martin collapsed
and was fired on again.

Michael Martin allegedly hit his
wife at least once more before he ran
out of bullets.

“It’s a good thing that he had been
drinking because he could have hit her
more,” said the Rev. Bud Searcy, head
of the New Creation Ministries, which
runs the counseling sessions.

“‘He was a lousy shot.”

Michael Martin was treated at a
hospital and released; Bonnie Martin

was in serious condition Thursday.

Police said they will seek at-
tempted murder charges against
both.

The shooting occurred shortly
after Michael Martin arrived late
for the counseling at St. James,
which rents out an office to
Searcy’s group.

The Texas Tech Department of
Theatre and Dance will be taking
theatre to a new level this summer
during the 31st season of Summer
Reps.

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Springer under attack

CHICAGO (AP) — All of a sud-
den, it’s Jerry Springer who's taking
the hits, not the guests on his fists-
flying talk show.

Rolling Stone magazine and a TV
entertainment show are reporting that
the fights are about as real as a pro
wrestling match, a charge the show
denies.

And the NBC station that brought
Springer to the big leagues has
scraped the show off the bottom of
its corporate shoes amid rising criti-
cism that it has degenerated into a
pornographic slugfest.

Springer has a history of profiting
from sleaze. And as media watchers
doubted that his top-rated daytime
talk show will suffer from the allega-
tions, Chicagoans braced for a double
dose of “The Jerry Springer Show™”
on a new station.

Show spokesman Jim Benson de-

has “strict production guidelines and
policies.”

Suzanne Muir, a Canadian restau-
rant owner who helped staged a high-
profile hoax on the Springer show
three years ago, said reports of staged
shows are hardly shocking and she
doubted that viewers care.

“You can tell who his audience is
by who he’s playing to,” she said.
“These people have just come from
a fresh cockfight or a tractor pull.”

The Springer show, which featured
such topics as ““I Strip With My Fam-
ily,” had been broadcast in Chicago
daily from WMAQ-TV’s downtown
studios, but has been dropped from
the station’s lineup.

Larry Wert, WMAQ's new presi-
dent and general manager, said only
that he determined the show did not
fit with his station’s goals of making
“the strongest connection with the

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Red Raiders look to rebound

The No. 21 Texas Tech baseball
team will look to rebound from los-
ing its first Big 12 series in more than
a month when the Red Raiders play
host to the No. 18 Oklahoma Soon-
ers at Dan Law Field this weekend.

The series begins at 7 p.m. today.
Game two starts at 2 p.m. Saturday,
while the final game will be at 1 p.m.
Sunday.

The Red Raiders are coming off a
six-game splitin a road series against
lowa State and Nebraska. The
Cornhuskers handed Tech two losses,
including an 8-3 loss in Wednesday’s
rubber match.

The series against the Sooners pre-
sents a chance for Tech to jump back
into the thick of the conference race.

The Sooners (31-13 overall, 11-8
Big 12) and Red Raiders are both
three games behind first-place Baylor,
but Tech trails Oklahoma and Okla-
homa State by 14 percentage points.
Missouri trails the trio by one-half
game.

Tech (33-16 overall, 13-10 Big 12)
will play its last six conference games
in the comfort of Dan Law Field,
where the Red Raiders are a cozy 22-
4 on the year. Oklahoma, meanwhile,
is looking to rebound from a rough
stretch which saw the Sooners get
swept by Nebraska last weekend be-
fore winning 2-of-3 against Missouri.

“We've kind of been struggling a
little bit,” Oklahoma coach Larry
Cochell said. “Our pitching has been

a little spotty.”

The Sooners have allowed an av-
erage of 9.5 runs in their last six
games, four of which were losses.
After climbing to as high as No. 5 in
the national rankings at one point,
Oklahoma is just 6-6 in its last 12
outings.

The Red Raiders come into the
series in good shape as far as pitch-
ing is concerned. Tech used just four
pitchers in the three-game set against
the "Huskers, and Monty Ward and

Jesse Cornejo have not pitched since
the lowa State series.

Cornejo has emerged as a reliable
third starter, dropping his ERA from
the mid-6’s into its current spot at
4.56. He likely will start the opener
tonight. Ward should pitch Saturday.

Cornejo said becoming acclimated
with Division I baseball has helped
him recently.

“I've kind of gotten used to play-
ing and pitching at this level,” Cornejo
said.

Tennis teams

The Texas Tech men’s and
women’s tennis teams had suc-
cessful outings against Ne-
braska during the first day of the
Big 12 Tournament Thursday in
Lincoln, Neb.

After handing Nebraska a
sound defeat Wednesday, the
men continued their dominance
over the Cornhuskers with a 4-
0 victory.

Tech will play Texas at 1:30
p.m. today in the second round
of the tournament.

The women’s squad had a
harder time with Nebraska,
squeaking by the Cornhuskers,
5-4.

The Red Raiders won all
three of the doubles matches
while pulling out enough
singles wins for the victory.

The women will next battle
Texas at 1:30 p.m. today.

Oklahoma overcame a 7-1 deficit
in its opener against Missouri to claim
a 9-7 win.

The Sooners lay claim to a .344
team average and have crushed a Big
12-leading 93 home runs. Leading the
charge is first baseman Casey
Bookout.

Bookout leads the team with 20
home runs and is one of three Sooner
starters with an average above .400.
Brian Shackelford is hitting just .299,
low by their standards. But he is a
constant threat to go deep with 17
round-trippers.

The Sooners’ downfall is pitching.
Their staff ERA is 6.16, compared to
4.46 for the Red Raiders.

Jared Hoerman is their staff ace,
sporting a 5-2 record and a 4. 18 ERA.
But like Wright for the Red Raiders,
he pitched the first game of Tuesday’s
doubleheader, and likely will not be
seen until Sunday.

Geoff Geary may start Saturday.

*Look to the first of June or the
first of July,”” Hatchell told Dallas
radio station KLIF-AM. *“I’ve got
my foot in the door with several
different opportunities.”

Hatchell later told The Associ-
ated Press a personnel change is
best for him and the conference.

“It has been three long years
and I think the change would be
good.”

Although Hatchell said he feels

no pressure to leave, a source
close to the situation told The AP
that pressure was being applied
for Hatchell to step aside because
of management and staff prob-
lems at Big 12 headquarters.

“I don’t know that I'm a par-
ticularly easy person to work for,”
Hatchell said, adding that some
employees in the Dallas-based
conference office are probably
justified in their beliefs he was
tough on them.

Big 12 chairman Ray Bowen,
the Texas A&M president, said
Thursday he was aware of some
concern about internal issues, but
that no one had specifically
brought those concerns to him.

“It’s a high stress, high pres-
sure job,” Bowen said during a
conference call with reporters.

It’s been more than 2 1/2 years
since Ripken passed Lou Gehrig’s
seemingly unbreakable major
league record of 2,130 consecutive
games. When he takes the field at
third base Saturday night against
the Oakland Athletics, Ripken’s
2,500-game run will be larger than
the next 22 current streaks com-
bined.

“Twenty-five hundred? It’s a
round number and I'm proud of it,”
Ripken said. *‘I'm proud I can still
go out and play every day. The
toughest thing is to keep a fresh
approach.”

Now 37, Ripken knows there
will soon be a day when he will
have to fight to hold onto the start-
ing job.

HARRISBURG, Pa. (AP) —
Jeff Nalley is no Jerry Maguire.

Not in the minds of two Penn-
sylvania prosecutors, anyway.

When sports agent Nalley
showed Curtis Enis the money by
buying the former Penn State
football star more than $1,000
worth of clothing last year, he sub-
sequently brought Enis’ college
football career to a hait.

Angered that the agent helped
Enis violate NCAA rules, local
prosecutors went after Nalley and
charged him Thursday with
breaking a state law that bars
sports agents from buying gifts for
college athletes.

Prosecutors said Nalley has

agreed to accept a plea bargain in
the case and will plead no con-
test to misdemeanor charges. He
could be sentenced to pay a
$10,000 fine and probation.

His attorney, Jerry Russo, said
his client accepted the plea bar-
gain so he could begin to put his
life back together.

“These inquiries and the re-
sulting proceedings have ex-
tracted from Mr. Nalley and his
family an enormous emotional
and fiscal toll,”" Russo said. ““‘Fur-
ther, Mr. Nalley does not want his
friend, Curtis Enis, and Curtis’
devoted and supportive family, to
be put through any further dispar-
agement or grief.”

Softball hits road to end season

The Texas Tech fastpitch softball
team will take the road this week-
end as the Red Raiders close out
regular season and conference play
against Texas A&M and Texas.

The Red Raiders travel to Col-
lege Station to take on the Aggies
in a doubleheader starting at noon
Saturday before heading to Austin
to battle the Longhorns in a twinbill
starting at noon Sunday at
McCombs Field.

“This will definitely be a big
weekend for us,” said Tech coach
Renee Luers-Gillispie.

“I think we are really looking for-
ward to it because we found out that
UT has already sold out their brand
new stadium and we are really
pumped about it.”

Tech (42-16 overall, 8-6 Big 12)
recently moved up to No. 17 in the
national rankings and will look to
finish the regular season as one of
the top six finishers in the Big 12.
The top six finishers in regular sea-
son play are given byes in next
week’s Big 12 Conference Tourna-
ment in Oklahoma City.

“It’s going to be a battle to the
end,” Luers-Gillispie said of Big 12
play.

“We are ready to go on the road
and win this weekend. We play so
well away from home. Our record
really reflects that.”

The Red Raiders have performed
much better on the road than in the
friendly confines of the Berl
Huffman Complex, where they have
posted a marginal 12-9 record.

On the road, Tech has won 14-of-
19 contests and 16-of-18 at neutral
sites.

“Our goal is to play flawless de-
fense while having some good of-
fense to get us some runs,” said Tech
infielder Paula Workman. “Both
A&M and UT have good programs
regardless of records.”

Texas A&M (32-22 overall, 6-8
Big 12) heads into weekend action
in sixth place in the Big 12.

The Aggies are led by freshman
outfielder Tiffany Esters, who leads
the team with a .316 batting aver-
age.

Esters and freshman pitcher/in-
fielder Ashley Lewis have hit a team-
high four home runs apiece for the

Aggie offense.

“You really have to go in and ex-
pect to win,” Workman said of the
Red Raider mentality.

Tech has dropped all four deci-
sions to the Aggies, which took place
during the inaugural season of soft-
ball in 1996.

Pitching for the Aggies has been
productive as the staff has produced
a 2.09 ERA in 55 games this season
led by Lewis’ 12-8 record and 1.90
ERA in 21 starts.

The Longhorns (41-12 overall, 8-
5 Big 12) currently are enjoying a
half-game lead on Tech in Big 12

play.
“This is one of the toughest con-

ferences from top to bottom,” Luers-
Gillispie said of the Big 12.

“What we have going for our-
selves is that we aren’t intimidated
by anyone.”

Texas, the nation’s No. 8-ranked
squad, has compiled a 14-2 record
at home behind strong offensive and
defensive individual performances.

Sophomore pitcher Christa Will-
iams has been the main force on the
pitching staff as she compiled a 22-
2 record in 24 starts this season.

Her 0.62 ERA and 265 strikeouts
in 168.2 innings have helped limit
opposing offenses to a combined
.163 batting average.

“They definitely have the talent,”
Luers-Gillispie said of Texas.

“I know that Amanda (Renfro)
beat Christa in high school, so it’s
not out of the question.”

Renfro has the fourth best ERA
in the Big 12 going into the final
weekend of competition.

Tech will need a strong overall
team effort in order to overtake the
Longhorns for third place going into
postseason play, Luers-Gillispie
said.

The Red Raiders currently lead
the Big 12 in team hitting with a .292
team batting average and a .402 slug-
ging percentage.

Freshman outfielder Sandy
Bulter leads the conference with 57
hits and 45 runs in 57 games this
season.

Junior infielder Jenny Kohler is
second in the Big 12 with 15 doubles,
averaging .26 doubles per contest.

“No team scares us,” Luers-
Gillispie said.

“Look for us to come out with
four wins.”
