Raiders pound Cowboys in historical victory

B ehind another strong defensive effort and timely spe­
cial teams plays, the Texas Tech Red Raiders remained 
perfect on the season as they corralled Oklahoma 

State 24-17 Saturday before an almost full house at Jones Sta­
dium.

Tech (6-0 overall, 3-0 Big 12) 
also cracked the top-25 poll for the 
first time in three years as the Red 
Raiders checked in at the No. 22 
spot in the newest Associated Press 
poll released Sunday.

Aside from the ranking, the 
Red Raiders were happy with their 
sixth-straight win, a best for the 
Tech squad since 1976.

“It was ahard day at theoffice,”

Tech coach Spike Dykes said after 
picking up his 75th all-time victory' 
at Tech “This was probably our best 
team win that we’ve ever had.”

Unlike Tech’s previous five con­
tests this season, the Red Raiders 
could only compile 205 total yards of 
offense on the evening.

Sophomore running back Ricky 
Williams ran for a season-low 97 
yards on as the Oklahoma State de­

fense limited Tech’s running attack.
Williams did become the sixth 

Tech rusher to surpass the 1,000-yard 
mark in a season as he reached the 
feat in the second-fewest games (six) 
in Tech history. He now has 1,023 
yards on the season and 1,917 yards 
in his brief career as a Red Raider.

On the opening drive of the con­
test for Oklahoma State, the Cowboys 
dominated the line of scrimmage as 
they used an unconventional three 
offensive tackle set to confuse Tech’s 
SWARM defense.

The Cowboys rushed the ball on 
11 consecutive plays for 52 yards and 
a touchdown to take an early 7-0 
lead.

The score was the first touchdown

against the Red Raiders in the first 
half of a game this season and it was 
also marked the first touchdown Tech 
has given up to the Cowboys in the 
two-plus seasons of Big 12 play.

"We knew they could run the ball," 
Dykes said. “Their set can really 
check you off. it’s a little different deal 
than we’re used to.”

Oklahoma State compiled an­
other substantial drive to end the first 
quarter as the Cowboys conducted a 
nine play, 27-yard drive ending with 
a 38-yard field goal from Tim Sydnes. 
The field goal put Oklahoma State up 
10-0.

“It was a little different for us at 
first,” said defensive end Taurus

Drought relief 
bill awaits 
Clinton’s OK
Area farmers could 
see $4.2 billion in 
drought relief

If signed by the president, lo­
cal farmers and ranchers can 
look forward to more than $4 bil­
lion in federal assistance thanks 
to a drought relief bill from Con­
gress, which was passed last 
week.

The disaster relief plan was 
approved as part of the agricul- 
tureappropriations bill for 1999. 
The bill passed the House of Rep­
resentatives by a vote of 333-53.

The bill contains several pro­
visions aimed at benefiting 
Texas’ farmers and ranchers and 
will result in $1.5 billion in pay­
ments to farmers for natural di- 
sasterlosses, in addition to $1.65 
billion for lost markets.

Of the remaining money, $675 
million will be spent for multi­
year losses, $175 million is to be 
given for livestock feed assis­
tance, and $200 million will be 
spent for other emergency re­
lated aid.

Lou Zickar, press secretary for 
U. S. Rep. Mac Thornberry, R- 
Texas, said certain aspects of the 
bill were enhanced last minute to 
provide the maximum amount of 
aid available.

“In the time since the plan 
was introduced two weeks ago,

(Thornberry) heard from a lot of 
producers who had thoughts and 
concerns about various com po­
nents of the package," Zickar said.

"A number of people expressed 
concern that the $75 million for live­
stock feed assistance wasn’t going to 
be enough. (Thornberry) agreed 
with them, and fortunately, we were 
able to add additional $100 million 
to this area of the bill."

In addition to the provisions pro­
vided in the form of direct economic 
aid, the bill also included a plan to 
expand the health insurance deduc­
tion for self-employed individuals, 
an immediate $25,000 was deducted 
per small business expense and an 
immediate increase in the inherit­
ance tax exemption was raised to $ 1 
million.

U.S. Rep. Larry Com best, R- 
Texas, strongly urged that President 
Clinton sign the House-Senate mea­
sure, which provides significant and 
balanced aid for farmers and ranch­
ers without pitting them against 
each other or distorting current 
markets, press secretary Keith Will­
iams said.

"Congress has readied the check 
to producers and all the president 
has to do is sign it,” Williams said. 
“With the signature of the president, 
farmers can be advanced an addi­
tional 29 percent of their 1998 trans­
action payments and disaster funds 
in 30 to 45 days.”

The president, who is expected to 
either veto or sign the bill this week, 
spent most of last week receiving an 
open-ended impeachment inquiry 
from the House.

Bader remained in critical condi­
tion for two weeks at UMC.

“Christy was a funny, smart and 
beautiful girl." Mogg said. "She is re­
ally going to be missed.”

The truck’s driver, Tech student 
Elizabeth Fisher, was not seriously in­
jured. The two were roommates at 
Chitwood Hall.

Bader’s funeral will take place in 
Dallas today.

The establishment of the athlet­
ics hall of fame will give justice to 
what donations are really for, 
Montford said.

"Generosity will find a land­
mark,” Montford said.

Robert and Ann Thompson gave 
the second donation in the amount 
of $1 million towards graduate fel­
lowships in the College of Agricul­
tural Sciences and Natural Re­
sources at Tech.

In making a private donation to 
Tech, Thompson said it does not 
take a rich man to give a little.

”1 doesn’t take a really wealthy 
person to give a substantial gift, you

The donation from Alexander is 
a significant endowment and one of 
great stature, said John Abernathy 
dean of agricultural sciences and 
natural resources.

In an effort to raise African-Ameri­
can involvement with the Texas Tech 
Ex-Students Association, a Black 
Alumni Council has been established 
to raise scholarship opportunities 
and involvement between the coun­
cil and minority students.

The first meeting was Saturday at 
the Merket Alumni Center.

Telea Johnson, class of 1994 from 
Dallas, coordinated the event for 
those interested and to get informa­
tion about them to start forming the 
official council.

"This is the first m eeting,” 
Johnson said. "We have not aligned 
officers yet. We have only taken die 
necessary steps to have the event and 
have ideas in place to start (the coun­
cil)."

Jim Douglass, assistant director of 
the Ex-Students Association, worked 
with Johnson in coordinating the 
event.

"We (the Ex-Students Association) 
and the Office for Cultural Diversity 
co-sponsored the event,” Douglass 
said. "We felt like it was a great time 
to do this and a natural fit for us to 
work together.”

Johnson said she has ideas and

plans already established for the 
council but is open-minded to 
change.

Johnson said right now, the orga­
nization has four goals: academic 
scholarships, university involve­
ment, social enhancement and to 
become involved with the Ex-Stu­
dents Association.

Douglass said the Ex-Student As­
sociation is legally separate from the 
university and is able to set up schol­
arship programs for minority groups 
that the Hopwood decision prohib­
ited the university from doing.

"Because we are separate, we can 
establish a minority scholarship pro­
gram," Douglass said. "We have to 
work harder than most colleges. We 
don't have a large number of minori­
ties to pull from (locally)."

The H opwood  court ruling dis­
continued the use of minority-based 
scholarships for students at state 
universities.

Johnson said support of the Black 
Alumni Council’s fund raisers will 
raise scholarship money for African- 
American students.

Chancellor John Montford was at 
the event and discussed future plans 
for the university in minority recruit­
ment.

"I am not satisfied with diversity

recruitment,” Montford said. "We 
want a more diverse student body.”

Cathy .Allen, vice chancellor for 
the Office of Cultural Diversity, said 
her office is making every effort to 
recruit minority students.

“On the local level here in Lub­
bock, we are going into elementary, 
junior high and high schools," Allen 
said.

Patrick Day, assistant dean of stu­
dents, said African-American under­
graduates need support and assis­
tance.

"Remember what it is like to be a 
student at Texas Tech," Day said. 
"Students need to see you (the 
alumni) in real life, to know that they 
can go on from Tech.”

Day was at the event to offer sup­
port and help in any way possible.

"We all have different Red Raider 
experiences," Day said.

Johnson said she wants the coun­
cil to be a social outlet for the Afri­
can-American alumni.

"We are not a separate entity from 
the Ex-Students Association," 
Johnson said. “We are not collecting 
money or dues.”

Johnson said the council will be a 
part of the Texas Tectisan alumni maga­
zine.

“We will have a sidebar telling of

Black Alumni Council information, 
what we are doing and what is going 
on,” Johnson said.

Johnson collected profiles from 
participants at the event and will 
contact them to set the official coun-

cil. The council then will make future 
plans on the next annual meeting 
and other social events.

Sixty-five participants bought 
tickets to sit together at the Tech- 
Okiahoma State football game Satur­

day, Johnson said.
The group then had a reception at 

the Godbold Cultural Center after the 
game.

The reception was sponsored by 
the Office of Cultural Diversity.

However, life at Tech did not 
come easy.

“I came to Tech with a lot of

Crabtree said.

Dr. Bernard Harris Jr. was honored at the unveil­
ing for his achievements. Harris was the first black 
astronaut to walk in space in Feb­
ruary 1995. He also is the first 
black regent at Tech.

”1 wish we didn’t have ‘firsts,’ 
really,” Harris said. "I look forward 
to not having ‘firsts’ someday.
However, 1 feel honored to break 
down those barriers for people of 
color. I want people of all races 
and creeds to know that space is an open door for 
everyone.”

Harris said he and other regents are working to 
take Tech to outer space in the 21 st century.

“There are a number of us at the university who 
believe in order for Texas Tech to assume its rightful 
place, not just in the nation, but internationally, we 
need to become a focus for space research,” Harris 
said. “1 have proposed a space research institute, and 
this will serve for research in the 21st century.”

Harris added that his vision was to have repre­
sentation from Tech on the new International Space 
Station. He said the first elements of the space 
station’s foundation will orbit in space this Decem­
ber. Harris said he had dreamed as a child of becom­
ing an astronaut. He said being in space was an awe­
some experience for him.

"When you put on a space suit, open the hatch 
and go outside, you almost feel one with the uni­
verse,” Harris said.

Now, Harris said he no longer goes on space mis­
sions. He said he works for SpaceHab, which make 
payloads, or special supply packages, for scientific 
research. He said these special packages test the af­
fects of making pharmaceuticals, metal alloys and 
growing plants in an environment without gravity.

Sandy Henry, director of the Science Spectrum, 
said Harris’ likeness was made by Dorfman Museum 
Figures, in Baltimore, Md. She said it was made out 
of vinyl, fashioned after a clay sculpture, and the eyes 
were the same ones used for prosthetic devices. She 
also said each human hair was implanted one at a 
time.

“When he contributed the outfit he wore on the 
space mission, we felt it was only fitting that Ber­
nard be wearing the clothes,” Henry said.

She said the figure cost more than $10,000.
Harris’ wife, Sandra, said she thought it was won­

derful her husband had been honored in such a way.
"It’s actually kind of eerie to see a likeness of my 

husband behind a glass,” she said. “He looks 
younger; he looks better, and I think it will be really 
interesting to come back in 10 years and just see what 
the image of him looked like as an image in time."

Lisa Robertson, a friend of Harris', was one of the 
people in attendance at the unveiling. She said she 
had known Harris since he and her husband were in 
medical school.

“My husband and Bernard were lab mates in 
anatomy. That’s how we became acquainted,” she 
said. “We’re very proud of Bernard’s accomplish­
ments, not only for our family, but for the whole 
community and for Texas Tech.”

LSAT not com pletely responsible for adm ission
To the editor: Once again, The University Daily printed a 
stunning example of completely irresponsible journal­
ism. The LSAT report does not in any manner explain the 
process used to arrive at the quoted statistics. There is 
no calling into question the method of mathematically 
churning out a few cute numbers that might suggest 
again that the white race is unfair.

The apparent common ground used to compare 
“similarly situated students" with other students is their 
GPA. The college survey matched all white students with 
a certain GPA to minority students "with a .10 margin of 
error." Does this mean a black student with a 2.9 was com­
pared to a white students with a 3.0? A good journalist 
would explain this survey better. Please, if you are going 
to make wide sweeping claims of cultural bias and once 
again attack the law school, at least support you claim by 
explaining the process used to arrive at your conclusion.

GPA is a very poor indicator of how well a person will 
do on the LSAT. The school uses both GPA and LSAT 
scores in the admissions process because they represent 
two different aspects of academic success. The admis­
sion standards are designed to evaluate the ability of an 
applicant to succeed in law school. The GPA can give an 
indication of the student’s ability to work hard, struggle 
through material and still earn respectable marks. The 
LSAT is completely different. The test consists of logic 
problems and reading comprehension. There is no mis­
taking that these two marks evaluate two different aspects 
of a student. Some students spend hours upon hours 
working on homework and still make a B average.

Other students spend 20 minutes studying a little of 
the material the night before the test and make the same 
B average. This study expects two students to score in 
the same range on the LSAT. When the results do not show 
similar scores, the test is blamed as culturally biased. The 
article does not explain the transcripts of those students 
and how they compare to each of the non-minority stu­
dents in the study.

Even assuming that the study only used students in 
the exact same classes with the very same professors and 
eliminated other factors that taint the concept of "simi­
larly situated,” the study does not even address study 
habits of those students. Some students, regardless of 
race, do not fair well on objective tests. Others do poorly 
on essay-style tests but do exceptionally well on objec­
tive tests.

It offends me that you would write a bias article un­
der the guise of journalism and reporting that would sup­
port a sensationalist take on the volatile issue.

Outraged at the inadequate re­
sponse from the College of Will­
iam and Mary to her victim iza­
tion, she took her case to the m e­
dia.

Bruises: the Katie Koestner Story.”

claimed program titled "No/Yes,” 
to college audiences.

In this em otionally  gripping 
presentation, Koestner discusses 
her journey from victim to survi­
vor. Interweaving her own story 
with v ign ettes from  survivors 
across the country, she offers a 
three-fold m essage o f successful 
sexual com m unication, respon­
sibility in the use o f drugs and al­
cohol and respect, for self and for 
peers.

The Texas Tech volleyball team 
dropped two conference matches to 
Nebraska and Colorado this week­
end.

Tech (13-6 overall, 2-4 Big 12) lost 
to Nebraska in straight games 15-4, 
15-6, and 15-11 Friday.

Nebraska brought a 13-0 record 
and No. 3 national ranking into the 
match with the Red Raiders.

I he Cornhuskers had not surren­
dered more than eight points in a 
conference game this season until 
the deciding third game of the match 
with the Red Raiders where Tech to­
talled 11 points.

"W hen it’s 11-11, 12-11, we 
needed a couple of big plays,” said 
Red Raider coach Jeff Nelson of the 
third game.

I hat s what you have to have to 
beat a really good team, and unfor­
tunately that’s not happening."

Nebraska never trailed in the first 
game as the Cornhuskers had 11 kills 
against Tech’s six.

Tech jumped out to 6-2 lead in the 
second game but did not score again 
and fell behind two games to none 
heading into the third game.

The Red Raiders battled to within 
11 -12 in the third game but Nebraska 
closed out the game 15-11 to com­
plete the three-game sweep of the 
match.

Nebraska had 16 blocks in the

match against the Red Raiders’ 5.5 
blocks.

“They’re tall, big girls,” said 
sophomore outside hitter Heather 
Hughes.

“They blocked 16 balls the whole 
game and we blocked five. So 1 think 
it was their blocking that was the 
toughest part of the game.”

Saturday, the Red Raiders lost to 
Colorado in four games 15-11,12-15, 
15-8 and 15-2.

In the first game the Red Raiders 
got as close as 10-12, but Tech scored 
only once more in the game losing 
15-11.

Tech fell behind 0-7 in the second 
game before battling back to take the 
game.

Colorado closed out the match in 
the last two games allowingTech only 
10 points combined in the last two
games.

“That was so winnable,” Nelson 
said of the loss to the nationally 
ranked Buffs.

"Just again, we didn’t rise to the 
occasion and get it done.”

All six of Tech’s losses this season 
have come at the hands of top-25 
teams.

"It’s not a matter of us not think­
ing that we can do it and beat them, 
we can,” said senior middle blocker 
Sonia Moric.

“It’s just a matter of us bucking 
down and thinking that it is possible, 
rather than being down on our­
selves.”

Tech finally got on theCOLLEGE STATION (Special) 
— The Texas Tech soccer team 
failed to pick up a victory this 
weekend with the Rtd Raiders 
losing 6-0 to Texas A&M Sunday 
while tying Texas 3-3 Friday.

The Red Raiders (3-4-2 overall, 
0-2-1 Big 12) failed to get on the 
scoreboard against Texas A&M, as 
the Aggies scored six goals 
against the Red Raiders defense.

Texas A&M s Sharon Pickering 
scored the first goal of the game 
at the 32:48 mark, and the Aggies 
never looked back.

Three more Aggies along with 
Pickering tallied goals in the con­
test, which was a tie for second- 
most goals ever given up to an 
opponent by the Red Raiders.

Friday, the Red Raiders battled 
back for their second tie of «he 
season, a 3-3 no decision against 
Texas in Austin.

Valerie Page started the scor­
ing off forTexas at the 15:01 mark 
with a shot from five yards out.

The Longhorns made the 
score 2-0 when Nicole Ramirez 
scored two minutes into the sec­
ond half off a shot from eight 
yards out.

Frantz scored from 10 yards out.

Amy Rutstein tied the scored 2-

Rucker. “They did that last week 
against Nebraska and we Figured they 
were going to try and pound it down 
our throats. But after the first couple 
of drives, we overcame the adversity 
out there and did what we had to do.”

The 10-point margin was the larg­
est lead against the Red Raiders this 
season.

Tech responded as junior quarter­
back Rob Peters connected on a 14- 
yard touchdown pass to senior wide 
receiver Donnie Hart, cutting the 
Cowboy lead to three in the second 
quarter.

Hart has caught at least one 
touchdown in six consecutive con­
tests and is only three touchdowns 
shy of Lloyd Hill’s all-tim e Tech 
record of 20 career touchdown recep­
tions.

“It’s a wonderful, wonderful feel­
ing to do what we've done in front of 
such a great crowd," Hart said. "We 
had a great week of preparation and 
the guys worked hard all week. We 
came out here and got off to a slow 
start, but we stayed focused on what 
we had to do and we turned things 
around.”

The Peters to-Hart combination 
hooked up again late in the first half 
as Hart gave the Red Raiders a 14-10 
lead on an 18-yard pass from Peters.

The drive started as sophomore 
raiderback Dorian Pitts blocked a 
Scott Elder punt, leaving Tech deep 
in Oklahoma State territory late in 
the second quarter.

“The original call on that play ac­
tually wasn’t designated for me to 
block the punt,” Pitts said. "I had no­
ticed that my guy was playing a little 
soft so I just drove him into the 
punter. Fortunately, I was able to 
stick my hand up and block the 
punt.”

Tech added a field goal from Chris 
Birkholz midway through the third

quarter to increase its lead 17-10.
Pitts’ heroics were not complete, 

however, as defensive end Montae 
Reagor forced a crucial fumble from 
Cowboy quarterback Tony Lindsay as 
Oklahoma State was driving for a 
possible game-tying score late in the 
fourth quarter.

Pitts promptly picked up the loose 
ball and scampered 53 yards for a 
touchdown.

“I have to credit that at being in 
the right place at the right time,” Pitts 
said of his fumble recovery. "I was in 
coverage and I noticed Lindsay was 
rolling out so I came up to contain 
him, and fortunately Montae Reagor 
and Kyle Shipley got there before me 
and knocked the ball loose. It

bounced up into my hands and 1 
looked up and I saw nothing but 
greenery, so I had no choice but to 
go in and score.”

Pitts also recorded three tackles 
on the evening before putting the 
Red Raiders ahead by two touch­
downs.

"It feels tremendous to be 6-0,” 
Pitts said.

"It was nice to win a fourth quar­
ter. In previous games we kind of 
slacked off late in the game. The 
motto this week was win the fourth 
quarter and we definitely went out 
and won the fourth quarter.”

Tech outscored Oklahoma State 
10-7 in the game’s final stanza, dis­
pelling any rumors of not being able

to finish a game.
The Cowboys did tally a late score, 

despite Tech’s defense standing its 
ground, as Oklahoma State quarter­
back Chris Chaloupka, who shared 
time with Tony Lindsay, hit Terrance 
Richardson for an 8-yard touchdown, 
cutting the Tech lead to 24-17.

But the Red Raider defense stiff­
ened and Oklahoma State was left 
with their second conference loss in 
three games.

“We came together and won the 
fourth quarter,” Rucker said. “The 
one play they (OSU) scored on was 
just a great play. This team is getting 
better and better each week. We just 
have to go in and prepare for Colo­
rado on Monday.”

Kristen Koppes and Tara Hangge 
finished finished first and second as 
the women’s cross country team 
picked up the Red Raider Invitational 
Saturday at Mae Simmons Park in 
Lubbock.

Koppes finished the 5,000-meter 
course in 19:48 while Hangge fin­
ished at 20:36 to propel the Red Raid­

ers past South Plains College and 
Eastern New Mexico for the victory.

While the women’s team picked 
up the invitational win, the men’s 
squad finished third out of four 
teams in the race.
