College Rowl is divided into 15 
separate regions, and Saturday s w in­
ners. Chi Relit, the music honorary 
societv, will travel to lexas A&M in 
I elnuarv to compete against the w in 
tiers among other regional universi­
ties, which consist of schools in 
lexas, Arkansas and I ouisiana.

Iranian film cut from festivalafter Salinger copyright claim
NEW YORK (AP) —  A screen­

ing o f an Iranian film  adapted 
w ithout permission from J.D. 
Salinger’s novel “ Franny and 
Zooey" was canceled after repre­
sentatives of the reclusive author 
threatened legal action.

The film, "Pari,'' was to have 
been shown Friday as part of a 
three-week Iranian film festival 
by the Film Society of Lincoln 
Center.

Problems arose after Salinger 
learned that the film was based 
on his 1961 novel, The New York 
Times reported Saturday.

"They simply did not seek per­
mission from the copyright owner of 
the novel,” said R. Andrew Boose, a 
lawyer for Salinger.

The film  was shown at Lincoln 
Center in 1996, said Richard Pena, 
programming director for the film 
society, and at that time there was 
no question about the copyright.

This time, Pena said, the society 
was left with no option other than 
to cancel the screening of the 1995 
movie, directed by Dariush Mehrjui.

The film  is "loosely based” on 
Salinger’s book, conceded Mehrjui. 
He said he wrote to Salinger seeking

permission to adapt the book, 
and that when he received no 
reply he took that as tacit ap­
proval to proceed.

"This reaction is really quite 
bewildering,” Mehrjui told the 
Times.

“ I don’t want to distribute the 
film commercially.... I just want 
to let the film  be seen for the 
critics and the people that fo l­
low my work."

“ In our coun try  we don't 
have copyrights,”  Mehrjui said.

"We feel free to read and do 
whatever we want.”

The Texas Tech volleyball team 
avenged an early season ¡oss Friday, 
as the Red Raiders beat the No. 17 
Kansas State Wildcats in four games, 
10-15, 15-9, 15-11 and 15-12.

The win represented Tech's (21-10 
overall, 10-8 Big 12) second win of the 
season against a ranked opponent 
having beaten Texas A&M earlier in 
the season, who was ranked No. 19 
at the time.

The win was the second time Tech 
has played in the Civic Center under 
coach Jeff Nelson. Both were victo­
ries over Kansas State.

The stands at the Civic Center are 
closer to the court than they are at the 
Lubbock Municipal Coliseum, which 
allows the fans closer to the action 
which worked to Tech's advantage, 
said sophomore outside h itte r 
Heather Hughes.

“ The crowd was awesome to ­
night,” Hughes said. "I like them 
close because you can here them 
more. They were loud and we could 
here them a lot, and it helped in the 
win. I prefer playing here to the Coli­

seum.
I lughes had three aces to open the 

fourth game, which set the tone for 
the Red Raiders for the final game, 
Nelson said.

" The aces came against their 
leader Kim Zschau," Nelson said of 
lech.

"I think when she got shook we 
were able to run some points. By the 
time they recovered, we had a big 
enough lead and were able to hold on 
at the end."

lech outblocked Kansas State 
21.5-9 in the match, which took 2 
hours and 10 minutes to complete.

Senior setter l isa Hilgers com­
piled 62 assists in the match, and said 
the win was one of Tech's best 
matches o f the year.

“ I think this was one of our best 
matches," Hilgers said.

“ Kveryone has always said we 
can t play against ranked teams, and 
I guess we came out tonight and 
proved that we could.

Fees burn 
students 
once again
It s a war that has continued since time began. Traffic 

and parking vs. students. But the winner of each 
battle is always the same.

In the latest fight (at the Nov. 13 Board of Regents 
meeting), traffic and parking won again. Regents ap­
proved a 15 percent fee increase for the department.

Did they ask for student input? 
Did anyone care as the gavel hit the 
desk? No. And from my experience 
at regent meetings, there is barely a 
pause before fees skyrocket with the 
word “approved.”

This new money will go to a de­
partment that put students, faculty 
and staff on a waiting list for a park­
ing sticker that is as long as the 
number of donors to the Horizon 
Campaign. Some staff members 
who receive on-campus parking 
stickers arrive on campus for work, 
get harassed by the gatekeeper, then 

drive around and find a space just in time to make them 
late for work.

There were two reasons given for the price hike —  sal­
ary increase and arena debt.

The employees of traffic and parking may receive a 5 
percent raise, and this deeper dig into our pockets will 
cover that. But the word to remember is “may.” Their sal­
ary increase has not been approved, so in theory it may 
not happen. But it probably will.

Not to say everyone in the department doesn’t deserve 
a raise, but some of them do not.

The remainder of the increase will cover a $1 million 
debt from the United Spirit Arena.

Rumors of poor structural quality are flying around 
the biggest addition to the Texas Tech campus. The latest 
one is that the walls can’t stand the 90 mph winds West 
Texas has from time to time.

Any delays or debt from the $52-million Tech dream 
is being passed on to students’ shoulders. The arena fund 
already has our money. It also has money from businesses 
and alumni.

So when it goes over budget, who do the powers that 
be turn to? The students. Why? Because it ’s too embar­
rassing to go to the rich graduates and tell them about 
the mistakes and hit them up for more money.

Students wouldn’t mind increases in fees if  it was for 
a good cause. The library and the University Center could 
be updated with the right funds.

But asking for money for a department where the "cus­
tomer service" mantra isn’t heralded never will coax a 
positive reaction from the students.

Comments from the customers is what traffic and 
parking needs to hear. Those officials should speak to the 
Student, faculty and Staff senates hear the complaints.

They’ll never learn about their public while locked in 
those little booths.

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Lady Raiders fall to Monarchs
NORI-OLK, Va. (Special) —  

Payback fell short for the Texas Tech 
Lady Raiders, as No. 15 Old Domin­
ion defeated No. 12 Tech 84-65 Sat­
urday at the Old Dom inion Field 
House.

Things started out the Lady Raid­
ers (1-1 overall) way early when 
guard Rene Hanebutt put Tech up 2- 
0 with the games’ first bucket at the 
19:34 mark.

But then the Lady Monarchs (2-0 
overall), aided by sophomore fo r­
ward Lucienne Berthieu, poured on 
the next eight points to take an 8-2 
lead less than four minutes into the 
game.

One of Hanebutt's three three- 
pointers brought Tech to within 13- 
9, but Old Dominion and Bertheiu, 
who finished with a game-high 16 
points, went on a 10-0 run that made

the score 23-9 
at the 10:56 
mark o f the 
first half.

But the 
Lady Raiders 
did slowly 
creep back 

w ith  help from Tech post Angie 
Braziel.

The senior from Odessa scored 
five points in a five-minute span to 
help cut the Lady Monarch lead to 
two points, 34-32 with a little more 
than three minutes to go left in the 
first half.

The teams mostly traded buckets 
fo r the rest o f the half u n til a 
Hanebutt three-pointer at the buzzer 
to cut the lead to 41-40 going into the 
locker room.

Hanebutt was the Lady Raiders’

high scorer with 13 points. No other 
Tech player was in double digits.

Tech got its second lead o f the 
game when Braziel scored the first 
points of the second half to put the 
Lady Raiders up 42-41.

But just like the first lead, this one 
would also be short lived.

Aided by six more points from 
Berthieu, the Lady Monarchs began 
to take over the game with an 11-4 
run with less than 16 minutes left in 
the contest.

The Lady Raiders pulled w ithin 
four, 54-50, after the run, but the 
Lady Monarchs exploded with a 21- 
6 that put the game away for good.

Tech tried to come back, but w ith­
out the help of two major senior post 
players inside —  Braziel and Cara 
Gibbs.

Both fouled out w ith about 10

minutes left in the game that fea­
tured a combined 39 fouls.

Along with the large number of 
fouls, both coaches, Tech’s Marsha 
Sharp and Old Dominon’s Wendy 
Larry, were given technical fouls in 
less than a two-minute span midway 
through the second half.

The Lady Raiders w ill look to 
comeback from the loss with a game 
against SMU at 8 p.m. today in Dal­
las.

The Lady Raiders are a combined 
32-2 against SMU during Sharp’s ten­
ure including a 78-55 win over the 
Mustangs last season.Aikman, Cowboys down Seahawks 30-22

IRVING (AP) —  The Dallas Cow­
boys keep winning and wondering 
just how good they are. Minnesota 
should provide the answer on Thurs­
day.

Chris Warren got his revenge and 
Troy Aikman got another win to bol­
ster his claim the Cowboys are back 
among the NFL’s elite by defeating 
Seattle 30-22 on Sunday.

A radar-accurate Aikman threw 
two touchdown passes and Warren 
scored against his old Seattle team­
mates as Dallas rolled to its fourth 
consecutive victory, most since the 
Super Bowl season of 1995.

“This was a big win for us and now 
we get Minnesota and a real chal­
lenge to gauge ourselves and see 
where we are at,” Aikman said. "I 
thi nk we are starting to be considered 
ione of the elite teams in the NFL,

which is 
where this 
organiza­
tion de­
serves to 
be.’’ 

M inne­
sota has a

10-1 record, best in the NFC.
“The Vikings will be a good bench­

mark for us to see how far we have 
progressed,” said fullback Daryl 
Johnston of the Cowboys, who have 
bounced back from a 6-10 season 
that got coach Barry Switzer fired.

Aikman, disappointed the Cow­
boys (8-3) haven’t gained much na­
tional notice in their first season un­
der coach Chan Gailey, hit 28 of 42 
passes for 296 yards. He also 
scrambled three times despite suffer­
ing a broken collarbone earlier in the

year.
“Aikman is playing as good as any 

quarterback in the NFL right now,” 
said Seattle coach Dennis Erickson. 
“And the Cowboys offense is the best 
we’ve seen all year.”

Aikman’s 18-yard touchdown pass 
to Billy Davis and Warren’s 1 -yard run 
in the fourth quarter were too much 
for the Seahawks to overcome, al­
though Warren Moon threw his sec­
ond touchdown pass, a 5-yarder to 
James McKnight.

It was Moon’s 290th touchdown 
pass, third on the career list.

“ The Dallas defense surprised 
me,” Moon said. “They had a good 
pass rush.

“We’re in trouble with our season. 
I never imagined we would be 5-6 
with the personnel we have.”

Warren, Seattle’s career leading

rusher, ran seven times for 52 yards 
on a 61-yard play drive and scored to 
give Dallas a 30-14 lead with 7:04 to 
go. Warren was let go by the 
Seahawks (5-6) so they could sign 
Ricky Watters.

Warren rushed 11 times for 65 
yards and Watters had 16 carries for 
66 yards.

Warren was pumped about his 
day.

“ I ’d be lying if I said it didn’t mat­
ter,” Warren said. “ I wanted to show 
them I can still play.”

The victory wasn’t secure until 
cornerback Kevin Smith batted away 
a fourth-down pass at the Dallas 45 
with less than three minutes to play. 
The Dallas defense played the sec­
ond half without cornerback Deion 
Sanders, who reaggravated a toe in ­
jury.

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Red Raiders turnover 20-17 win to Sooners

NORMAN, Okla. —  Inopportune 
turnovers and an inconsistent o f­
fense once again plagued the Texas 
Tech Red Raider football squad.

Despite posting 42 points against 
the T exas Longhorns a week ago, Tech 
could only manage 17 points in its 
regular season finale, ending in a 20- 
17 loss at the hands of the Oklahoma 
Sooners Saturday.

Tech coach Spike Dykes was ex­
pected to pass former Red Raider 
coach Pete Cawthon on the all-time 
win list but failed to do so with the 
loss.

"This game is a story about 
missed opportunities," Dykes said. 
"It’s a bad deal when you're just a few 
plays away and they made the plays 
when they had to. It's a tough loss and 
I guess ultimately it goes back to the 
battle of turnovers.”

Tech (7-4 overall, 4-4 Big 12) 
which turned the ball over three

times via the fumble route, could not 
overcome its own mistakes, a com­
mon theme in the squad's four losses 
this season.

T he Red Raiders' four losses have 
come by a combined total o f 14 
points.

Saturday's contest started out 
promisingly forTech, however, as the 
Red Raiders jumped out to a 10-0 
lead behind a 27-yard Chris Birkholz 
field goal and a 16-yard pass from 
quarterback Rob Peters to flanker 
Derek Dorris for the game’s first 
touchdown.

Tech drove the ball for 90 yards on 
17 plays during its first two posses­
sions, taking over six minutes off the 
clock.

But the Sooner defense, ranked 
ninth in the nation heading into the 
game, stiffened, and the Red Raiders 
were unable to add to their lead.

“ I don't think they (Oklahoma) did 
anything different,” Peters said. "We 
just didn't make the plays that we 
should have made. I didn't do as well

as I'd like to, and we just didn't move 
the ball."

But the Sooners' first score did not 
come on offense as linebacker Ontei 
Jones blocked a 50-yard field goal at­
tempt by Birkholz.

Defensive end Darryl Bright 
picked up the ball and rumbled 48 
yards for the first Oklahoma points 
of the afternoon.

"I think that was a big turning 
point,” Peters said of the blocked 
field goal. "You make a play like that 
in the kicking game and score a 
touchdown off of it, it’s a big motiva­
tion foryou. T hat (play) got the crowd 
going and got their defense going. 1 
think that had a big effect on the 
game.”

Despite only a three-point lead at 
the half, the Red Raiders dominated 
every offensive category, accounting 
for i 81 total yards compared to 
Oklahoma's 57 yards in the first two 
quarters of play.

Tech failed to put the Sooners 
away, leaving the door wide open for

a second half comeback by Okla­
homa.

"They’ve got good athletes and 
players," Peters said of the Sooner 
squad.

"When you give a team like that a 
chance or a glimmer of hope, they 
take full advantage of it."

T he Sooners (5-6 overall, 3-5 Big 
12) did take full advantage of Red 
Raider miscues as Peters fumbled the 
ball early in the third quarter, lead­
ing to an Oklahoma touchdown and 
a 14-10 Sooner lead.

As the third quarter came to an 
end, Tech’s offense had sputtered for 
31 yards while the Sooner running 
attack had hit its groove with second- 
string running back Jermaine 
Fazande.

Sooner starter De’Mond Parker 
was injured in the first quarter, leav­
ing the rushing chores to Fazande, 
who finished with 111 yards on 22 
carries and a touchdown.

But the Red Raiders, after falling 
behind 20-10 w ith  4:50 to play, 
showed signs of life as senior quar­
terback MattTittle replaced Peters in 
Tittle's final regular-season game as 
a Red Raider.

Tittle directed the offense to a six- 
play, 64-yard touchdown drive, cul­
minating with a 10-yard Ricky Will­
iams run.

After a three-and-out showing 
from Tech’s SWARM defense, Tittle 
and the Red Raiders took the field 
with 2:22 left in the contest.

Tech stormed down the field to 
the Oklahoma 44-yard line where 
Williams lost a fumble at the Sooner 
37, sealing the win for the boys from 
Norman.

In all, Williams finished his sopho­
more campaign with a 119-yard ef­
fort on 25 carries and a touchdown 
against the Sooners.

The Peters-Tittle duo combined 
for 207 yards on 16-of-35 passing 
with one touchdown.

But for the third time inTech’s four 
losses, the offense outgained its op­
ponent but failed to put points on the 
board.

Wide receiver Donnie Hart f in ­
ished the day with one catch for 21 
yards but failed to have an impact for 
the Tech offense.

“ When it comes down to it, you've 
got to overcome the mistakes to win,"

Dykes said.
"They blocked a routine field goal, 

which takes a big effort. We had an 
opportunity to block their last field 
goal and we couldn't do it. They made 
the play when they had to.”

Aside from the loss to the Soon­
ers, Tech’s season has been some­
what tarnished with a fourth loss in

five games, defensive end Montae 
Reagor said.

"It's very disappointing," Reagor 
said.

“We should have been 8-3 w ith­
out a doubt. We knew coming into 
this ballgame we would have a 
chance to win, and we just didn't get 
the job done. It's very frustrating."
