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Sitton backs city in Hampton case
Lubbock mayor tries to remove suspicion 
about coaches; civil lawsuit pendingBy Apu Naik
Staff W rite rIn an effort to am end relations with Ham pton University officials who were wrongly accused of a crime last week, Lub­bock Mayor Windy Sitton traveled to Hamp­ton, Va„ Friday to meet with the president of Hampton University and the two coaches who were involved.The mayor traveled with senior Council­man T.J. Patterson, City Manager Bob Cass and City Attorney Anita Burgess to express the city’s regret over an incident of alleged misidentification of one of the Hampton

coaches in a "pigeon drop” scam.In an issued statement released by the mayor the day after she returned from Hamp­ton, Sitton "defended the conduct of her po­lice officers by reiterating that the crime vic­tim gave a sworn statement to the scam and positive identification of one of the coaches."Sitton, who is currently in Dallas tending to personal business, also noted in her state­ment, “Providence dealt a difficult hand to both Hampton University and Lubbock, Texas and the purpose of our visit is to do everything within our power to remove any suspicion about Hampton coaches and the integrity of Hampton University. They were

exonerated.”Councilm an Patterson said the trip to Hampton resulted in a positive exchange between the university's President William Harvey, the two basketball coaches, and Lub­bock City officials.“(Friday’s trip) was a friendly gesture from some of the city of Lubbock’s officials and Hampton University’s faculty," Patterson said.“The meeting was extremely positive, and our main goal was to express to the univer­sity our deep regret that such an unfortunate incident occurred and stress that they are more than welcome back to Lubbock in the future."After the Lubbock Police Department had cleared Hampton coach Patricia Bibbs, her husband Ezell Bibbs and assistant coach

Vanetta Kelso from any wrongdoing, Ham p­ton officials expressed an interest in pursu­ing a civil lawsuit against the city for their handling of the case.The three were in Lubbock for the Nov. 18 women’s basketball game between Texas Tech and Hampton University, which was canceled due to their arrests for an alleged money fraud scam.Lubbock Police Chief Ken Walker issued a public statement, in which the victim of a "pigeon drop” scam identified the three Hampton officials as the perpetrators of the alleged crime.One Hampton University official con­firmed Monday that the institution still was not sure whether they would pursue a law­suit against the city of Lubbock, but that they are currently considering legal advisement

from former O.). Simpson lawyer Johnnie Cochran and two Texas attorneys whose names were not known by the source.Al Butler, of Hampton University’s infor­mation office, said Hampton President Will iam Harvey contacted Cochran to head the advisory which is currently being considered by the university.Butler also said Tuesday night the school is taking the situation one step at a time and will announce sometime in the near future what actions they plan to pursue against the city.“Right now, we are weighing our options, and once it is determined what is in the best interest of Hampton University, we will an­nounce what our plans are,” Butler said. “However, President Harvey and Mr. and Mrs. Bibbs appreciated the apology from Lubbock’s city officials.”Board hears U C  plans for growth

I he Texas Tech Board of Regents discussed the pos­sible expansion and renovation of the University Center at the Regents' meeting Nov. 13.I he decision, however, will ultimately be in the hands of the students.Following focus group research, the Student Govern­ment Association is expected to place the issue on the March SGA election ballot.SGA Internal Vice President Ryan Lunsford said since the proposed expansion will be paid for through student fees, it is important for the SGA to obtain student input on the issue.UC Director Tom Shubert said expansion costs would be added to U C fees students pay, but other sources of funding are being sought out to absorb part of the cost.“The UC fee is currently $30 a semester, and I am go­ing to try very hard not to ask students for more then another $20," Shubert said."One idea that we had was to move the bookstore over there because bookstores are not traditionally paid for by students. Basically, were just trying to find alternate sources to fund the project.”Shubert said the possible renovations and expansions consist of three major parts.
I he first is the expansion of Student Organizations offices by 18,000 square feet, with offices for an additional 50-60 student organizations.“By bringing all of the student groups together, we can create a sense of community amongst the groups,” Shubert said.The second component of the plan is expansion of commercial space.Shubert said discussions include expanding the con­venience store, moving the computer store upstairs, possibly moving the Texas Tech Bookstore into the fa­cility and providing space for three to five new busi­nesses."We re looking at businesses that provide services for students that have previously been outside of the U C ,” Shubert said.I he third major component of the project would in­volve expanding the existing ballroom to approximately twice its current size.Shubert said yearly events, such as Career Fair, could benefit from the expansion.SGA External Vice President Bryan Adams said focus groups are currently being conducted to determine stu­dent opinion on the issue.“ In the focus groups, I have already conducted, stu­dents have seen the validity of the issue and need for ac­tion,” Adams said.Adams said student input is very important, and stu­dents wishing to voice their opinions on the issue can call him at the SGA office or e-m ail the SGA at

S ta ffW ritc rThe opening ofThe Market, the dining facility at Stangel/ Murdough residence hall, has been postponed until Jan. 13 due to a tight construction schedule, said Doug Mann, vice chancellor for facilities' pfa rifling and constructionIn efforts to improve the dining atmosphere of the stu­dents, thediningfacilityat Stangel/Murdough residence hall has been undergoing construction since the beginning of this year.When completed, I he Market will contain a different way for students to eat, said Jim Burkhalter, director of housing and dining.Instead of students paying to get into thedining hall and having an all-you-can-eat buffet, students will "purchase" each item they wish to eat, Burkhalter said. The Market will contain different theme lines, which will have meals put together for purchase, Burkhalter said.“The dining area will be like a food court in the mall,” Mann said. "The students will be able to choose from a wide variety."Students, who have meal plans, will be allotted a cer tain amount of credit when eating at I he Market. This credit will be used to pur­chase what items they want,Burkhalter said. I le said stu­dents who choose to spend more than they are allotted, they will have the ability to purchase more credit through their Tech Express,Dining Dollars or cash.Even though The Market is creating a new atmosphere for student dining, not all din­ing halls will immediately switch to the new style, Burkhalter said.As of now, he said, The Market will be a trial for what the future of all dining halls will be. Even if the new style is de­cided upon, it is still unsure whether or not all facilities will be making changes, Burkhalter said.The construction was expected to be completed in Oc­tober, but will not be completed until January. Mann said the reason for this delay has nothing to do with construc­tion. He said the construction of the project has been going quite smoothly, but due to the constraints of the schedule made to reach the October deadline, the deadline will not be able to be met.Burkhalter said the construction is simply taking longer than he and the contractor had expected."We haven’t had any problems," Burkhalter said. “It’s just taking longer than we had initially expected."Mann said there were some delays during the process of finding the initial funding, but ever since that delay there have been no holdups.

Yeltsin hospitalizedMOSCOW (AP) — Boris Yeltsin will work out of a hospital room for several days at least, aides said Monday, after the president fell ill with pneumonia— the third time he’s been sidelined by sickness in recent weeks.The latest ailment revived wor­ries about Yeltsins ability to run a country mired in econom ic troubles. But his condition wasn't serious enough to stop him from meeting with Chinese President

Jiang Zemin in the Central Clini­cal Hospital.Russian TV networks showed the two leaders sharing a joke in a reception room and Yeltsin, dressed in a sweater, did not look particularly ill.The 67-year-old president was rushed to the hospital Sunday with pneumonia and a tempera­ture of 102 degrees, the Kremlin said M onday. He was being treated with antibiotics.

Saddam’s deputy escapes attempt on lifeBA GH D AD , Iraq (AP) — Iraqi President Saddam Hussein’s deputy narrowly escaped an assassination attem pt in a southern Iraqi city, Baghdad television reported M on­day.Izzat Ibrahim, Saddam’s deputy on the powerful Revolutionary Com ­mand Council, was attending a reli­gious ceremony Sunday when assail ants threw two grenades at him as he got out of his car, according to the report.Several bodyguards and bystand­ers were wounded, the television re­

ported. It said Ibrahim was not in­jured.The attack in Kerbala, a Shiite Muslim holy city, came a day before Iraqi opposition groups met in Lon­don to find ways to unite their ranks. It was the first reported assassination attempt on a senior Iraqi official since December 1986, when gunmen shot Saddam ’s eldest son, O d ai, about 10 times while he waited inhis car in an upscale Baglulad neighbor­hood.Odai, Saddam's heir apparent, survived the attack but now walks

with the aid of a cane.Kerbala is in the southern Shiite Muslim heartland, which has long been a source o f opposition to Saddam.Opposition groups have said that fighting has renewed in recent months in southern Iraq.Opposition groups based in Lon­don said earlier this month that Ibrahim com m anded some Iraqi units sent to fight Shiite rebels in the southern marshes.Shiite Muslim rebels have staged hit-and-run attacks since the Iraqi

army crushed their uprising in the aftermath of the 1991 Gull War.Despite Saturday’s attack, Ibrahim continued his activities and attended a religious festival held to c o m ­memorate the birthday of Hussein, the Prophet Mohammed’s grandson and Shiite Muslims' most revered saint, the television said.I le delivered a speech on behalf of Saddam, it said.Investigations were under way to apprehend "the perpetrators of this h ein o u s crim e ,” the television  added.

An offering will be taken and then will be given to Lubbock Interface Hos­pitality Network, a homeless outreach program.For more information, call 762- 5080.Civil suit challenges pay for JFK assassination filmWASHINGTON (AP) — A research group and a private film maker filed a lawsuit M onday protesting the government’s plan to spend perhaps m illions of dollars for Abraham Zapruder’s home movie of the )ohn F. Kennedy assassination 35 years ago.The suit argues that the Justice De­partment had no right to exclude the copyright from the negotiations. If the government secured the copyright, the public could use the film for free, or at a minimal cost, said Mark /aid, an at­torney for the Assassination Archives and Research Center, a nonprofit Washington organization that main­tains one of the largest private collec­tions of records on the assassination.The civil suit, filed in U.S. District Court, challenges ongoing negotia­tions between the lustice Department and Zapruder's relatives over*a fair price for the 26-second film that cap­tured the national tragedy in 1963.The lustice Department is expected to compensate the family for the film, but Zapruder’s heirs would keep the copyright and retain control of its use."The current negotiations give the public no benefit because the copy­right is not part of the package that the American people will own," /aid said. “The taxpayers are going to spend mil­lions to gain possession of the film, but it's not going to give the public any greater use or control over it.”The suit claims the Zapruder fam­ily abandoned claims to the copyright when it did not always pursue legal action against those who infringed upon it. And the plaintiffs argue that the Zapruders charge excessive fees — as much as 50 times the industry stan­dard — that restrict use of the historic film.The Zapruder family's lawyer, Rob­ert Bennett, denounced the allegation

as "grossly unfair” and “false.”He said the family has worked to balance public access with efforts to avoid exploitation. The family charges for using the film when it’s a commer­cial venture. But at other times, he said the family has paid the costs of provid­ing the film to people using it for non­commercial purposes.“ It’s a frivolous lawsuit which is an abuse of the legal process and court system,” Bennett said.The Zapruders are entitled to com­pensation because a government board declared the film the permanent possession of the American people. The government took control of the film in August, but the family has not been compensated because efforts to put a price tag on the film have failed. Î ast month, the Justice Department and the Zapruders, represented by I.MH Co., agreed to let an arbitration panel set a price not to exceed $30 mil­lion.The suit was filed by the assassina­tion research center and Passage Pro­ductions L.L.R of Baltimore. The film­maker wants to use footage from the Zapruder film in a documentary on Kennedy’s death, but cannot afford the fee, which could amount to as much as $ 15,000 every time the film is broad­cast.Defendants in the suit are the l.MH Co., the National Archives, which has stored the film for the family since the late 1970s, and the Justice Department.John Russell, a spokesman for the Justice Department, said the govern­ment would respond to the suit in court."We feel there are some misrepre­sentations in their argument,” Russell said. "The allegations made in the law­suit filed today are a misunderstand­ing of both the law and the facts."

Hospital puts surgery on displayFAIRFAX, Va. (AP) — Dr. Alan Spier sawed into the woman’s chest. Fte separated the bone, then sliced through a membrane. Suddenly, a vigorously beating human heart was visible.About 15 feet above the operat­ing table, 22 students and their par­ents watched from a room known as The Dome.“O h, cool,” said some of the stu­dents. "Awesome.”At Inova Fairfax H ospital, the p u b lic  can watch heart surgery. Other hospitals with viewing decks restrict viewing to medical students or special visitors.“ Surgeons get such tunnel v i­sio n ," said Spier, who pushed to have the special room built. "This is our only consistent touch with lay people.”Among the home-schooled stu­dents who came recently from the suburban Washington area for the three-hour triple-bypass operation 
was Michelle Mitchell, 14. She hopes to become a scientist.She had seen operations on tele­vision and was fascinated by the col­ors inside the human body: beige, red, purple, brown. The heart looked mostly tan because of a normal cov­ering of fat.“ You can see what the inside of yourself looks like," said Michelle, who used binoculars to get an even closer view.M ost visitors are organized groups, often junior high and high school students from the Washing­ton area. The Dome is often booked months in advance.Several thousand people a year watch operations, including some former patients who com e to see what was done to them. Visits before an operation, however, are discour­aged . R elatives o f p atients are barred.W h ile  the doctor o p erates, a nurse explains what is happening

below.Lauren Gibson, 14, had worried about getting queasy, but managed. Still, all the cutting and sewing both­
ered her.“ I used to want to be a doctor, but I think I’ll go back to my old voca­tion of acting or singing," she said.

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Raiders left to play waiting game

Asssiiant Sports E d ito rWith a season-ending loss at Okla­homa Saturday, the Red Raider foot­ball squad is left to wait and see about the possibility of postseason play.Even without a bowl game, how­ever, Texas Tech coach Spike Dykes said he is only not glad to have been part of the 1998 squad, but proud of his players for their efforts during this year’s campaign."This will always be one of the better teams I've coached,” Dykes said at M onday’s press conference. ” This is one of the most fun teams I’ve been around. They’re really un­selfish and really, really great to be around.”Tech finished the season 7-4 over­all and 4-4 in Big 12 play. Despite the .500 mark in conference play, Tech posted the nation’s lOth-best defense in surrendering 285 yards-per-game.“To finish 10th in the nation in to­tal defense is unbelievable,” Dykes said. "At this point in the season, sta­tistics are more than just a casual observation. Our coaching staff has done a good job all year.”Despite finishing the season with a winning record, the Red Raiders dropped four of their five final con­tests, including Saturday’s 20-17 loss to the Sooners."It’s our consistency that’s killed us the m ost,” Dykes said. "On the other side, though, this is probably the greatest coaching job we’ve ever

done on the defensive side of the ball.”Tech yielded only 118.9 yards-per- game on the ground this season as the Red Raiders gave up only 20 points-per-contest this season.The losses hurt Tech’s chances at a postseason bowl, but the squad re­mains optimistic nonetheless.“We’ll just have to wait and see what happens,” Tech defensive end Montae Reagor said after Saturday’s loss. "Hopefully we can get a good bowl bid and just try to go in and win one.”Reagor had two tackles, one for a loss, in his final regular season game as a Red Raider.Reagor and the Red Raider de­fense limited the Sooners to 212 to­tal yards despite the loss.“We played well at times,” Reagor said. "At other times we didn’t play as well. Overall we played well and hung in there together and did the job as well as we could do it. think that we need to go out and play strong against them and not let up because of the past things that have happened.”Having beaten both teams ear­lier in the season and being in po­sition to make the NCAA Tourna­ment, the Red Raiders are moti­vated to come out and play even harder, senior m iddle blocker Sonia Moric said."I think if anything we need to be stronger than ever just so we can be motivated to get into the NCAA Tournament,” Moric said of the Red Raiders. “We’ve got two good matches ahead of us. Their is no reason for us to let down right now, even though they are teams that we have beaten in the past. It is just going to give us a better confidence booster if any­thing.”Tech has gotten into position to make the NCAA Tournament by improving their play in the second part of the conference season, Moric said."Since the second portion of the conference has started, we’ve been playing a lot better than we had at the beginning of the con­ference,” Moric said."I think that we are getting bet­ter day by day even as practice goes on.”

lead at the 10:07 mark of the second half.But off the strong play from guards Julie Lake and Kristi Washing­ton, who finished with 14 and 11 points, respectively, the Lady Raiders regained the lead at the 8:07 point. Washington’s 11 points set a new-ca- reer high for the sophomore from Garland.After the Mustangs crept back to 66-65 with 1:26 left in the game, Washington drained a huge three- pointer on the next possession to put the game out of reach.The win over the Mustangs con­tinued Tech’s winning streak against SM U . Cleveland snags free agent AlomarCLEVELAND (AP) — Make it two A ll-Star Alom ars on the Cleveland Indians.Roberto Alom ar joined his brother Sandy on the AL Central champions, agreeing Monday to a four-year contract worth $30 million to $32 million.While the deal wasn’t imme­diately an n o u n ced , several sources familiar with the nego­tiations, all speaking on the con­dition of anonymity, said it had been com pleted. The Indians planned a Tuesday news confer­ence at Jacobs Field to announce the contract with the nine-time All-Star.Alomar’s addition finally gives the Indians stability at second base, where they have used 15 players since trading Carlos Baerga in 1996. Roberto, who was

in Cleveland on M onday for a physical, was the Most Valuable Player of this year's All-Star game while Sandy, a six-time All-Star, was the MVP of the ’97 game at Jacobs Field.Roberto, 30, has been in the sights of Indians general manager John Hart for several years. With his ad d ition , C leveland has a lineup with a current or former All-Star at every position and one only rivaled by the World Series champion New York Yankees.Second base has been Cleveland’s most glaring weak­ness since Baerga was dealt to the New York Mets. The Indians used six different players at second during the '98 season alone and went into the postseason with Joey Cora there after acquiring him in a late-season trade.
