After hearing testimonies all week
from state university administrators,
representatives from the Texas Fac-
ulty Association said they are disap-
pointed with the attitude shown from
members of the House Appropria-
tions Committee and the Senate Fi-
nance Committee.

A list of Tech administrators, in-
cluding Chancellor John Montford,
President Donald Haragan, Vice
President for Research David
Schmidly and Health Sciences Cen-
ter President David Smith have spent
the past week in Austin lobbying for
higher-education funding.

Montford’s testimony was heard
Wednesday evening, and now that
both committees have heard pleas
from the administrators, they are set
to return today. But TFA Director
Charles Zucker said they may be
coming back empty handed.

During Gov. George W. Bush's
State of the State Address last month,
the governor outlined an agenda,
which included cutting sales and
property taxes by $2.6 billion.

I'wo weeks ago, TFA President
John Thompson issued a statement
saying he was disappointed Bush had
failed to mention higher education
during the State of the State Address.

“Governor Bush and the 76th Leg-
islature simply must pay more atten-
tion to higher education. Texas must
strengthen its financial aid program
for college students, raise faculty
salaries to at least the national aver-
age. . . and improve retention and
graduation rates,” Thompson de-
clared in the issued statement.

After attending all testimonials in
the Texas House this week, Zucker
said he left Thursday with a general
feeling of disappointment.

“I' haven’t seen any real change in
the attitudes from the governor or the
legislators,” Zucker said. “Our biggest
concern is that they will give every-
thing back to tax payers, leaving
higher education at the back of their
agenda.”

I'hat agenda was confirmed
I'hursday by the governor’s office,
who said the state’s priorities on
spending have not changed from
when the governor issued his speech
lastmonth. -

[llegal workers hired on arena

LLubbock Border Patrol officers re-
moved several workers from the
United Spirit Arena last year because
they were illegal immigrants.

L.ubbock Patrol Agent In-Charge
Alan Langford said border patrol of-
ficers went onto the site because of a
report of the illegal activity.

“We took several people back to
the border patrol offices, questioned
them all and then deported them to
Mexico,” Langford said.

No sanctions were issued against
lexas Tech because the general con
tractor, Centex, hired by Tech, is re
sponsible for hiring workers

“To the best of my understanding,
iech hires contractors, who hire sub
contractors, who then hire workers,”
Langford said.

I'he border patrol has not been to
the arena work site since the raid, but
Langford said two months later there
were other illegal immigrants taken
from a local hotel, who said they had
been working at the arena.

Using illegal immigrants on con-

struction work sites is not uncommon,
especially when pouring concrete.

“It's less common once they get
into the high-rise structures,”
Langford said.

Vince Jabbia, senior project man
ager for Centex, a company out of
Dallas, said the illegal immigrants
were hired through subcontractors.

“We don't have a whole lot of con-
trol over who they hired. We just
brought in another subcontractor to
hire replacement workers,” Jabbia said.

I'his problem happens often at
construction sites because the labor

market is poor, and some are hired
without the knowledge they are ille-
gal, he said

I'his is really Centex’s problem,
said Doug Mann, vice chancellor for
facilities, planning and construction.
He does not think the problem will
reflect badly on Tech

“We expect the general contractor
to abide by laws,” Mann said.

While border patrolmen took sev
eral workers from the site, causing
less work to be accomplished, Mann
does not think it caused many prob
lems with delays.

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Senate proposes financia

lexas Tech student senators
passed a resolution Thursday sup-

porting an electronic transfer of

funds between individual banks and
the Office of Financial Aid in order
to increase speed in the financial aid
process.

Ryan Lunsford, Student Govern-
ment Association ipternal vicg
president, said the resolution is
aimed to encourage financial insti-
tutions to transmit a master check
for all student recipients of financial

aid. The Office of Financial Aid then
would deduct the student’s tuition
and fees from their allotted amount
and issue a refund check for the dif-
ference.

I'his would eliminate a need for
students to endorse individual
checks only to turn them around to
the university and await a refund
check, Lunsford said.

A committee of senators has
been appointed to research stream-
lining the exchange of refunds be-
tween Tech and students, Lunsford
said.

TCADA:
Drinking
among

Greeks a
problem

I'his is the sixth story in a six-part
series on college students and alco-
hol.

I'his year has seen many changes
to the national policies concerning
alcohol of many Greek fraternities
and sororities. However, a survey re-
cently released by the Texas Commis
sion on Alcohol and Drug Abuse
identified drinking as a problem es-
pecially prevalent among Greeks at-
tending Texas colleges.

Jane Maxwell, the TCADA's chief
researcher, said 44 percent of Greek
students surveyed admitted to binge
drinking, compared to 27 percent of
non-Greeks

Binge drinking is defined as con-
suming five or more drinks at least
twice in the past month for males
and four or more drinks for females.

In addition, Greeks are twice as
likely to be susceptible to alcohol
abuse, which is defined as using
enough alcohol to have it become a
significant problem in one’s life.

Maxwell said one positive note
was that Greeks were more likely to
support cracking down on alcohol
abusers, with 50 percent of Greeks
surveyed in supportof campus-wide
education and actions concerning al-
cohol.

“Clearly, these kids are drinking
heavily, butat the same time, they are
seeing their lives impacted by their
friends’ heavy drinking also,” Max-
well said.

U.S. Sen. Phil Gramm hopes to
lift some of Texas Tech students’
financial woes by speaking about
the Student Fairness Act.

The Student Fairness Act was
passed last year in Congress and

public universities from paying
payroll taxes, known as FICA, on
their earnings.

Gramm will speak about the
act at 12:40 p.m. today in the
northwest end of the Engineering
Center in the engineering dean’s
office, suite 100.

I'his act is expected to save
millions of dollars for Texas uni-

versities and their students, said
Kathy Dempsey, assistant press sec-
retary for Gramm.

“Tax is taken out of students’
wages, and the university has to pay
the equivalent in taxes,” Dempsey
said.

“Tech has 3,971 undergraduate
and graduate employees, and this
will save Tech students $1.2 million
and the university $1.2 million.”

The act, already implemented in
47 other states, should be in place
by May.

The act still has to be amended
into Federal law through Health and
Human Service because the FICA
tax was originally part of the Social
Security Act, Dempsey said.

The Student Tax Fairness Act is

exactly that — fair, said Patricia
Gonzalez, a senior psychology
major from Mission.

“It’s better because you're a
student, and as it is now, even
though you work for the govern-
ment, you still get money taken
from you,” Gonzalez said.

The tax break will definitely
ease students’ financial situa-
tions, she said.

Gonzalez works 24 hours a
week in the mass communica-
tions building on the Tech cam-

“I've had a job off campus be-
fore as a waitress,” she said.

“It is easier to work at the cam-
pus and be able to go to your
classes, 100.”

Career symposium gives students help

McMurrough could not give an
estimate of how many students
would be hired from the Marketplace
2000 event, but she did say at least
one student would probably be
hired.

“We have at least one spot open
right now,” McMurrough said. “But
we'll take all the names and review
them periodically.”

McMurrough said the HSC tries
to hire from Tech first.

Courtney Jones, a representative
from Anderson Consulting, also said

the symposium was good for com
panies by letting them see a larger
number of students than they nor-
mally would.

“It gives us a chance to meet a
wider scope of students,” Jones said

For some companies, such as
Texas Utilities Services, this was the
first year to participate in the Gradu
ate Services Center's symposium.

Joe Luna, the property accounting
manager for Texas Utilities Services
and Tech alumnus, was pleased to be
involved in the symposium.

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about $5,400 compared to the $6,500
spent on average across the states,
Zucker said.

As for faculty and staff salaries,
Zucker said Texas universities fall
$3,700 below the national average

Soon, most of Texas’ college fac
ulty will consist of part-time teach
ing- assistants who generally earn
$2,000 per course.

“We're concerned with calling
for a 7 percent increase in faculty
salary, which would simply raise us
to the national average,” Zucker
said.

If Texas legislature decides to
place the priority of funding behind
tax cuts and public schools, Zucker
said all Texas universities would suf
fer, and Tech might suffer the most

“Chancellor Montford’s plea last
night was to raise Tech to a Tier [ re
search institute by strengthening fac
ulty salaries,” Zucker said

“But, that is simply not going to
happen if they continue to neglect
higher-education funding.”

fielder Richard Hidalgo.

Clemens always has been one of
Yankees owner George
Steinbrenner’s favorite players. And
Clemens said he long had admired
Steinbrenner’s desire to win.

Clemens said he’s wanted to play
for the Yankees and still had an
autographed Yankees cap given to
him by Steinbrenner two years ago
when the Yankees tried to sign him.
Clemens signed with the Blue Jays

instead and won back-to-back Cy
Young Awards in Canada.

“George called lhlb morning and
said ‘I finally got you,” Clemens said.
“1 said ‘ves sir’ and told him how
elated I was to get a second chance.”

The announcement ended a
drama that started last Nov. 27 when
Clemens asked the Blue Jays to trade
him to a contending team closer to
his hometown of Houston. Clemens
said he wanted to play for the Astros.

Clemens withdrew the trade de-
mand Dec. 22, criticizing Hunsicker
for blasting his request for a $27.4
million, one-year contract extension,
which would have left the Astros ow-
ing him $43.5 million over three

lech has three regular season
games remaining, two of which are
at home.

Forward Mario Layne feels the
Red Raiders still have an opportunity
to make the most of this season.

“I still think that we have a genu-
ine chance to do something worth-
while with our season,” Layne said
“All we have to do is win all of the rest
of our games from here on out and
win in the tournament.

The strength of our team is our
perimeter players.”

Layne said getting Young started
from the outside is what allows the
l'ech offense to click on all cylinders.

“I don’t think we need him to score
41 points every night to win,” Layne
said of Young. “I do feel that we need
him to be a true factor because we
need him a lot.”

Nebraska is coming off a 60-48
loss to Oklahoma State Wednesday
night, but Tech knows it will have a
battle against the Cornhuskers,
guard Stan Bonewitz said.

“We need to play with intensity
