StaffWriterIn addition to paying for men’s and women’s basketball tickets, parking stick­ers, and a portion of the United Spirit Arena, Texas Tech administrators now ex­pect students to pay for parking during home basketball games.The Student Government Association and Tech administrators reached a deci­sion Wednesday regarding a plan for stu­dent parking during men’s and women’s basketball games.SGA President Doug Jeffrey said in or­der for students to park in commuter lots

across from the arena, they will have to pay $2 for each basketball game. Community guests will be required to pay $3 for parking.Free student parking will be available in the parking lot east of Jones Stadium, and the administration has agreed to pay the costs for Citibus to run from the parking lot to the arena. Students can ride the buses for free with a Tech ID."Front-door service with the bus is free,” Jeffrey said.An additional bus route from the Health Sciences Center parking lot will cost $1.Jeffrey said he felt the administration met them more than half way after the SGA sub­mitted several proposals.

An original SGA proposal called for 967 of the 2,457 parking spaces west of the arena to be free for student use during basketball games.However, it was decided none of the park­ing lots would be set aside for free student parking.Jim Brunjes, vice president for fiscal affairs and chief financial officer at Tech, said the original proposal was not discussed during his meeting with Jeffrey and Kent Meredith, general manager for the arena.Meredith was not available for comment.Brunjes said the new SGA plan called for students to pay $1 to park east of Jones Sta­dium and ride the bus to the arena, but the

administration decided not to charge for that service.Funds generated from parking fees will go toward arena operations costs. Brunjes said the costs include everything from air condi­tioning, lights and staff salaries.Brunjes said allowing students to park for free across from the arena would cost more than the cost to run buses from the east park­ing lot at Jones Stadium.“The buses are going to cost us a fair amount,” Brunjes said. “There is also a con­cern about making sure people who park in those lots are going to the game.”Four buses are being considered for use

Montford mentioned as 

possible UT replacementAUSTIN (AP) — Texas Tech University chancellor John Montford, Sen. Bill Ratliff and former Gov. Ann Richards are among those who have been mentioned this week as pos­sible candidates to become chancellor of the University of Texas System.As the UT Regents began meeting in Dal­las, several said Montford, a former state sena­tor, has many of the qualities they’re seeking.But Montford, who says he takes his con­tract with Tech through August 2002 very se­riously, isn’t the only person the regents have lauded.Other names that have surfaced include Ratliff, R-Mount Pleasant, chairman of the Senate Finance Committee; Harry Reasoner, a UT distinguished alumnus and managing partner of the Vinson & Elkins law firm; Mark Yudof, president of the University of Minne­sota; and Ed Sharpe, the UT system’s execu­tive vice chancellor for academic affairs. Richards was mentioned at a public forum in Houston last week.

Western Pacific boy spreads TB 

to 56 people in North Dakota(AP) — A boy from the Marshall Islands in the Western Pacific spread tuberculosis to 56 people, including many of his playmates, af­ter coming to rural North Dakota — a case researchers said underscores the need for tighter medical screening of children adopted from abroad.The outbreak was discovered in 1998, when one of the boy’s guardians was treated for a painful hip that turned out to be a TB infection, researchers reported in Thursday’s New England Journal of Medicine.TB is common in the Marshall Islands, a U.S. trust territory midway between Hawaii and Australia, but is rare in North Dakota. In the preceding five years, there had been only two cases in the rural two-county area around the boy’s home.The medical journal did not identify the community, but news reports from the time said it was Lakota, a town of 900 about 140 miles from Bismarck. The extent of the out­break and the fact that a student had spread TB were known, but other details — namely, that the student brought the tuberculosis from the Marshall Islands— were not released tlien.

Plane crash in central 
Mexico kills 18MEXICO CITY (AP) — A Mexican DC-9 jet­liner apparently exploded Tuesday in central Mexico, killing all 18 people on board, au­thorities said.Officials gave conflicting information about whether the plane exploded in flight or first struck the ground.The accident occurred shortly afterTAESA flight 725 took off from the airport in Uruapan in the state of Michoacan, 180 miles west of Mexico City.Inspector Juan Alfonso Lara of the state civil protection agency said the plane appar­ently exploded in the air. He said witnesses saw a brilliant light in the sky.
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Area wildlife center helps 
rehabilitate injured animals

StaffWriterS ongbirds, eagles, reptiles, squirrels and bobcats. These are among some of the many animals that have been found on roadsides des­perately clinging on to dear life. For the past eight years, Debbie Tennyson has opened up her home to help heal these defenseless animals for the South Plains Wildlife Reha­bilitation Center, Inc.“It’s a wonderful feeling when you’re able to give these animals a second chance at life,” said Tennyson, manager of the South Plains Wildlife Rehabilitation Center, Inc.Established in 1988 by Carol Mitchell, the center’s director, the rehabilitation fa­cility provides medical attention and care for wild animals who are either without a home, have an illness, have been displaced or have an injury.Tennyson said the center, which is not open to the public, has taken in a variety of native wildlife. Annually, Tennyson said the center cares for more than 1,400 animals. She said there are more than 150 animals housed at the center now.Last week, the center had a new arrival, an injured pelican who was later named Percy. Tennyson said Percy the pelican was brought to the center by a game warden for Texas Parks and Wildlife. She said the peli­can was sighted in Plainview in a resident’s garage. When brought to the center, Tennyson said the pelican had numerous injuries, including a dislocated shoulder, a ruptured air sac and a broken coracoid bone.“It’s not uncommon to see (pelicans) in our area,” Tennyson said.“Because of the media attention, people are now aware that they are around. I get calls everyday from people saying they have seen a pelican.”Percy eats three to five pounds of fish daily and is in need of medical attention.

The center is asking for fresh or frozen fish and monetary contributions to help with the pelican's medical and food ex­penses.Tennyson said the animal can be released back into its natural habitat depending on its physical condition and the time of year.She said winter is typically not an appropriate season to place rehabilitated animals back into their traditional en­vironments.In addition to caring for wounded animals, Tennyson said the center also provides 60 to 70 educational programs for local schools. She said some of the birds at the center are used for the school pro­grams.To operate the center,Tennyson said donations are needed. Usually, she said people within the community donate money to financially support the center.Tennyson, who also is a vol­unteer coordinator, said the animals are cared for by volun­teers, most of whom are Texas Tech students.As volunteers, the students feed the animals, clean their cages, give them medicine and other tasks.She said some of the students also are in­terns at the center. Through participating in the internship program, Tennyson said stu­dents can explore wildlife-related fields."It’s a wonderful hands-on experience for (students),’’ Tennyson said.During the week, Charlie Martin, a senior zoology major from Lubbock, said he takes time out of his schedule to volunteer at the

Percy suffered an injured wing and is unable to fly down to catch its own food.center.He volunteers each Tuesday, Thurs­day and Saturday for a total of 10 to 12 hours each week.While at the center, Martin works with various forms of wildlife such as foxes, raccoons, falcons, eagles and several spe­cies of owls. Martin, who has worked at the center for more than a year, said he became a volunteer to gain more expe­

rience in the field of zoology.“It gives you a really good feeling to know that you’re helping and getting to do things that most people don’t have the opportunity to do,” Martin said.“For me, it’s an escape from school and work to do something that you enjoy."People who are interested in volunteering or making donations can call 799-2142 for more information.
Group protests abortion on Tech campus
Lubbock’s Life Savers rally at University Center amid mixed reactions

StaffWriterA student stares with disgust as he passes by graphic, poster-sized pictures showing mangled pieces of deceased fetuses. In his eyes, the sight of an aborted fetus is gro­tesque, but in the eyes of Dorothy Boyett, this a reminder of how life is terminated by an abortion."In some people eyes, abortion is a quick fix,” said Boyett, a Lubbock resident. “But it leaves a dead baby and a wounded woman.”Boyett and her fellow members of Life Savers, a local pro-life organization, participated in an abut lion protest from 10 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. Wednesday in the University Center courtyard.Boyett said the Christian organization tries to come on campus once a year to advocate their belief against abor­tion. Boyett said the group chose to spread their message in a college environment because most of the people who have an abortion are between the ages of 18 to 24. During the rally, the group handed out flyers and tracts to people who passed by them.“Life Savers is a group of people who are out on the streets proclaiming the gospel of life,” Boyett said.Students who did happen to see the images and dem­

onstrators had mixed reactions to the message.As one student walked by, he expressed his disgust for the pictures.“They should take this shit some place else," he said."You don’t like the picture of the beautiful baby?” Boyett said in regard to the picture of a healthy baby.By having the demonstration on campus, Blayne Street, a sophomore engineering major from Abilene, said students were able to gain an understanding about abortions.“I think it’s a good way to raise awareness because the pic­tures show that abortion is murder," Street said.Judy Kreller, another member of Life Savers, said the dem - onstrators came to the campus to provide students with the effects of abortion on both the unborn child and its mother.“Society tells one that it’s OK to have an abortion, but is society there for her?" Kreller said. “Where is society when she’s suffering after the abortion?”Kathy Massey, a senior psychology major from Lubbock, said pro-life groups do not offer much support or reason­able alternatives to abortions.Massey, a pro-choice advocate, said she talked with a pro­life organization five years ago about her pregnancy.“My experience with them is that they only offer platitudes and prayer,” she said.Massey said she chose to not terminate her pregnancy

without the influence of a pro-life or pro-choice organiza­tion.Massey said the message that pro-life organizations offer are misleading for women who may not be ready for moth­erhood or who may not be willing to place their child up for adoption.Massey said people who may have been abused, have a drug addiction or mental illness are vulnerable to these groups.“I’m not concerned about my situation, but about others who may not have the resources that I had,” Massey said. “They are the easiest targets of the pro-life movement.”Although she is opposed to abortions, F.bony Smith, a jun­ior management information systems and general business major from Duncanville, said pro-life groups take an offen­sive approach to persuade people to find an alternative to abortions.She said the organizations do not take into account ex­treme cases such as rape that compel women to have abor­tions."I think the message that they’re trying to convey is great, but the way that they’re trying to give their message is very graphic,” Smith said.“They don’t know the situation behind each abortion. They’re not taking those people into consideration.”
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Dieting tips just in time for holidays
New protein diet may cause more harm than good

Staff WriterWith the holiday season ap­proaching, some students are antici­pating the homecooking awaiting them. However, other students might view the season as a time to start los­ing weight, especially after a large helping of mashed potatoes and gravy.One of the new trends in dieting is a high-protein, low-carbohydrate meal to help people lose weight.The high-protein diet originally was created for body builders and athletes. The diet does not burn fat, but rather rids the body of excess water weight. Although weight loss is commonly observed, the program does not make up for healthy eating.The food pyramid recommends 55 percent of a person’s diet consist of carbohydrates. The high-protein

program recommends that 10 per­cent or less of the diet consist of car­bohydrates, which means protein becomes the main part of the diet, said Michelle Pettus, health educator for Student Health Services.The added protein can cause heal th risks to the kidneys because of excessive urination, she said.“Weight loss with fad diets is be­cause the body is getting rid of essen­tial water, not fat, that adds to your body weight,” Pettus said. "The wa­ter in your body carries vitamins that are needed and can be harmful when lost in large amounts.”Dr. Kathy Chauncy, a nutritionist and professor in the family medicine department in the Health Sciences Center, found that the weight loss associated with fad diets can be mis­leading.“High protein diets do not burn fat or build muscles because fat loss can

only be attained through regular physical activities," Chauncy said. "The result of weight loss during the high protein diets is the result of wa­ter loss.”Although the low-calorie intake will initially allow for weight loss, re­bound weight gain is very common in high-protein diets, she said."The fad diets are not good for a healthy life,” Chauncy said. "Protein diets have high-fat intake which has twice as many calories, and in the long run can cause heart problems."The diet is not recommended for weight loss by most physicians, said Dr. Kelly Bennett, staff physician for Student Health Services.“The high cholesterol that is asso­ciated with high-protein diets can cause many health risks for people," Bennett said, “friends usually wear off, especially when people experience bad side effects fromthe fad diets."

The major problem with high- protein diets is the assumption that all kinds of carbohydrates are bad, but some types of carbohydrates are an essential part of the diet, Chauncy said.“Carbohydrates such as beans, fruit and vegetables are good for someone to eat,” Chauncy said. "I would suggest to someone who is adamant about taking the diet to fol­low the plan, but eat carbohydrates such as vegetable and fruit in the plan."The American Dietetic Associa­tion recommends simple plans for a healthy alternative, such as using low fat or light products, eating a variety of foods, a balanced diet and follow­ing the food pyramid, according to their Web site.Bennett, Chauncy and Pettus agree that consulting your physician before any diet is the best plan.

The feeling is probably all too familiar. We are stuck in a bind and there are two options to choose from: doing something that will quickly resolve the situation that instant, or coming to grips with the situation and taking the time to fig­ure out a solu­tion that will last over the long haul.Ahh ... the tem ptation of the "quick fix.” At that all-im ­portant m o­ment, the quick fix seems like it can take care of anything, but what does it re­ally do?Let’s take a look at a few quick fixes and their possible im­pacts.QUICK FIX: Cheating on a test to make a good grade.POSSIBLE IMPACT: Getting an F in the class if you are caught and pos­sibly being suspended pr expelled.QUICK FIX: A journalist airing a story based on unconfirmed infor­mation and unverified sources in an attempt to air the story before the competition.POSSIBLE IMPACT: A huge law-

And let’s not forget the loss of respect and trust by others toward the liar.QUICK FIX: Pop a zit.POSSIBLE IMPACT: It’ll come back bigger and more worse than before.QUICK FIX: Putting your money into a get-rich-quick scheme that just can’t lose, or gambling in an attempt to pull yourself out of debt.POSSIBLE IMPACT: Losing all your remaining money and still owingyour creditors.These quick fixes are fqfrly com­mon situations that we’ve all heard of before and have to deal with. They seem so easy to choose, but they wind up leading to more and more head­aches. What are the alternatives? They’re easy to figure out, too. Telling

York Times, managed to raise a couple of substantial issues without even breaking a sweat, so we know it can be done. He suggested the fol­lowing questions for Bush:— “You’ve already brought on some foreign policy advisers — Condoleezza Rice, Paul Wolfowitz, Richard Perle. They’re all Cold War conservatives. What is it about their world view that appeals to you?”— “You were in favor of the Senate’s rejection of the Comprehen­sive Test Ban Treaty, which would have banned all nuclear testing. Fine. But let me suggest a few items of per­haps greater import that we might ask our candidates to address.Our entire political system has been corrupted by the system of le­galized bribery called “campaign fi­nancing.” Last week, Time magazine ran a two-page story citing the spe­cial-interest bills that have been bought through Congress recently. The airlines managed to scuttle a bill that had consumers cheering — it cost the airlines $3.2 million.

the truth: acting responsibly: facing and welcoming the challenges of life rather than running away from them; knowing that success is not gained overnight but that it takes lots of time and effort. Even if the quick fix is cho­sen but then regretted later, there’s no shame in admitting an error to the appropriate person or people so you can be free of guilt and have peace of mind.The great thing about doing what is right in the long run is that after it is done, there is no need to worry about being consumed by the thought of what should have been done. There will be no guilt over the decision that was made. Even more importantly, when the situation arises again, it will be a piece of cake to handle and a feel­ing of pride will blossom from the knowledge that the right thing was done.The trap of a quick fix is oh so tempting. It gets everyone at one point or another, but that’s because people are human and have the free will to make mistakes, as well as the free will to learn from those mistakes and make changes for the better.When all is said and done in the end, the truly easy choice is the one that can be lived with for the rest of one’s life.

The Patients’ Bill of Rights, bank­ruptcy overhaul, broadband access, Caribbean tariff relief, interstate wine sales— all of it is up for sale. We know that John McCain and Bill Bradley have ideas on how to fix this mess; what about Bush and Gore?The health-care system is increas­ingly fouled up. Only Bradley has come up with a plan to fix it.The public schools are in dire need of attention. How much longer do we think we can get away with paying school teachers less than $30,000 a year?And then there is the dark side of the nation’s prosperity, which the media themselves have resolutely refused to address: Since 1977, aver­age household income for the bot­tom 20 percent of Americans has gone down by 10 percent. For the middle fifth of the people, it has risen all of 8 percent since 1977, a roaring 0.5 percent a year. But for the top 1 percent, average income has gone up 115 percent.According to the Center on Bud­get and Policy Priorities, the bottom 80 percent of the people in this coun­try own 16 percent of the wealth: the top fifth owns 84 percent of the wealth.None of this is inevitable or irre­versible. Tax policy accounts for a great deal of the income inequality in this country.The media are supposed to get candidates to give us something be­sides pat soundbites on these issues. Students, prepare to reach deep into your pockets once again. Be­cause of our blood-sucking administration’s lack of planning, students, faculty, staff and the Lub­bock community are being asked to pay for parking at basketball games that are played in the United Spirit Arena.For years, the issue has been where to park, but now, it is going to be how much do we have to pay for it. A $2 fee per car will be charged to students in order to park in the west commuter lots across from the arena. Although students will be allowed to park for free in the parking lot east of Jones Stadium, students’ interests still are being ignored by the admin­istration.This arena fiasco has been a long, drawn-out charade of skyrocketing costs long enough. First, it was going to cost $40 million, then the next thing we heard it was $62 million.Tech students contribute $3 per semester hour for the construction of the arena on top of paying for bas­ketball tickets. We agreed to that two years ago by the majority of a student vote. Now we’re being told that we have to pay to park when we already pay for parking stickers.Administrators say this new fee will offset the cost of operating the arena. Although that may be true, where and when are we going to draw the line? From international student fees to rising Student Service Fees, we've been taxed to the hilt since first setting foot on this campus. Granted, the responsibility lies with students to pay for all the nice things we enjoy at Tech — a University Center, which is about to be renovated: a library, which is in the process of renovation: and nice classrooms and buildings (with the exception of the English/ Philosophy building) to learn in — this just seems to be another futile attempt to tax us for being students.When the question of charging for parking at basketball games first arose, the Student Governm ent Associations initial proposal to the administration called for 967 of the 2,457 parking spaces west of the arena to be free for student use. How­ever, it was decided by our adminis­tration that none of the parking lots near the arena would be set aside for free student parking.The Lubbock community voted down the idea of a multi-purpose arena a few years ago, and although they are being charged $3 to park in the west com m uter lots during games, they are not directly contrib­uting to the facility in any other way to the exasperating cost of the $62-

million facility. It only seems fair to charge Lubbock residents and oth­ers, besides students, a $3 parking fee.Although the administration has agreed to pay the costs for Citibus to run from the parking lot east of Jones Stadium to the arena without any expense to the students, an addi­tional bus route from the Health Sci­ences Center parking lot will run at a cost o f$ l.Out of the blue and with little warning, parking fees have been handed to us, and we are here to foot the bill once again.We have been admiring the grand structure on the west side of campus now for more than three years. It has been like a golden nugget trapped inside a glass case. We’ve been prom­ised opening dates, graduation cer­emonies and basketball games inside the arena, but we have yet to get through the doors.Now with the opening date near­ing (maybe), we face an all too com­mon and touchy issue on this cam­pus.The primary public of this cam­pus is being ignored once again — students. No matter what the admin­istration says, students are the most important part of this campus. We support it loyally and, of course, fi­nancially.We have sat idly by while our pre­cious parking spaces have been taken over on football game days, on University Day and for whatever the administration deems worthy. Now, it has gone too far.Parking on this campus is a joke. Mix in 15,020 people who are eager to get into the arena, take away any close (or free) parking spots and what you get is a mess.People will try to be smart and get around the parking fees and wind up lining Brownfield Highway and 19th Street. This will lead to traffic prob­lems and possible accidents. Others will try to park in residence hall park­ing areas. All of this while Tech stu­dents are shuffled across town to a small parking lot few even know ex­ists, being crushed into a bus and shipped to the grand arena.And busses. Seems like if there is any parking problem on campus, busses are the answer. Citibus is a crutch for Tech when every other logical solution (hint: a parking ga­rage) is a dirty word.Do not forget, if it wasn’t for us, the students, there wouldn’t be a Texas Tech, an arena or even a basketball team. When are we going stop being treated like the red-headed stepchil­dren on campus and start getting the respect we deserve?

"I’m glad the guys were able to end on a high note.”With only 10 teams competing, this week’s tournament held a signifi­cantly smaller team field than other events Tech has played in.
