Response to Polio Vaccination Program
Saturday Exhausts Supply of Vaccine

case and many had to be turned
away. Third, the vaccine is not
made available for the third po-
lio shot,

In a telephone conversation with
the State Health Department, the
County Health Officer was told
that the supply of vaccine is run-
ning low and that they no long-
er encourage programs of free
inoculations for all persons. They
did so earlier because the supply
of vaccine was so large and in
danger of becoming useless be-
cause of its age. Those persons
who did get a first shot will be
due another one in four to six
weeks. It is hoped that enough
vacoine can be obtained from the

the second shots to those who will
be '‘unable to pay'' for them.
Aiso, local health officials have
requested another supply of vac-
cine to give first shots to those
who did not get them before the
supply ran out. In no case does
the State Health Department fur-
nish vaccine to give the third
shot, which s due seven months
after the second shot. Third shots
must always be obtalned from
vour family doctor and should
not be overlooked for maximum
protection against polio.
Announcement of future pro-
grams will be made through this
newspaper, health officials said.

Continues; Would Penalize West Texas

WASHINGTON, March 20 (8pec-
lal)—Rep. George Mahon of the
19th  District has reported from

Washington that the controversy
over the Poage cotton bill will
continue for several weeks and
that the outcome i uncertain.

Dates for further hearings have
not been get,

Mahon said figures prepared by
the Department of Agriculture
show that if the Poage bill is en-
acted int; law it wiil cost the
10th Congressional District of
Texas 118,000 acres of cotton al-
lotment next year, channeling the
acres into East and Central Tex-
as.

This would result from chang-
ing the base period for ailotments
from the previous five vears as
in the present law to the pre-
vious three vears, Mahon explain-
ed. The Congressman and repre-
senfatives of the Plains Cotton
Growers pointed this out in testi-
mony before the House Commit-
tee on Agriculture last week.

One provision of the Poage bill

would require the Department of
Agriculture to establish a special
loan on lizht spotted cotton. West
Texans h ve heen working for a
light spo' loan program for some
time. The “ecretary of Agriculture
